The children, one of 

a one-year-old female, 

were not wearing shoes 

or shirts and were walk-

ing in the middle of the 

road, the documents say.

According to the case 

that he took possession 

of the children and called 

911. 

“He advised they 

both were shivering be-

cause of the cold weath-

er,” Barger wrote. “He 

advised he wrapped both 

kids up in a warm jack-

et and kept them in his 

arms until law enforce-

ment arrived on scene.”

Barger reported 

that Poston claimed to 

have fallen asleep on 

the couch a few minutes 

prior to the incident and 

the children “must have 

walked outside without 

him knowing.” 

“I  could smell a 

strong odor of marijuana 

coming from his cloth-

ing and he also had red 

bloodshot eyes,” Barger 

wrote. “(Potson) advised 

me he smoke a couple of 

hours ago and advised he 

of marijuana. He advised 

he must have smoked so 

much he fell asleep.”

The mother of the 

children had gone to a 

store and left the chil-

dren with their father, the 

court record said. 

Marcum sentenced 

Potson to serve 90 days,
