The Wheelwright City 
Commission discussed 
numerous projects 
during its regular meet-
ing last week, including 
the possible development 
of a trail system.

Commissioner Bobby 
Akers made that propos-
al, talking about the need 
for the city to develop 
trails to bring in tourists.

He said a community 
member, Shannon Hall, 
wants to work with the 
city to develop a trail sys-
tem there. 

“Shannon is wanting, 
really bad, to try to get 
some trails and stuff up 
through here,” he said. 
“He said he talked to 
some people a while ago 
about it…and he wants 
to come and talk to us on 
how to do it, some hiking 
trails, some biking trails, 
things like that.”

Mayor Don Hall told 
him, “Well, we could do 
hiking trails, but I don’t 
know about the biking.” 

Akers told him the 
proposal is not for ATVs, 
but for mountain bikes. 

“He’s got connections 
with people that have 
created these statewide 
and said that he could 
help us, and it’s a good 
money-maker for the 
city,” Akers said. 

Hall voiced concern 
about potential liability 
for the city.

“I don’t want us to 
make a decision tonight. 
What I want us to do 
is schedule Shannon to 
come in and speak to 
us and tell us what he 
knows, and maybe invite 
some of the people that 
he knows over, too,” Ak-
ers said. “Because I think 
we don’t have a lot up 
here, but we do have a 
lot of hills and places for 
people can ride bikes. If 
it brings in money to our 
area, brings them into 
our businesses, I think 
it’s a win-win.” 

Hall said he’d “be all 
for it” as long as the city 
doesn’t have to assume 
responsibility for the 
trails. 

During the meeting, 
the commission also dis-
cussed the possibility of 
tearing down a historic 
church on Hall Hollow, 
citing a request from 
Ralph Hood, who has 
asked the city to tear 
down the empty building 
for several years. 

Commission mem-
bers talked about a dan-
ger posed by the church, 
which is in disrepair. 

“That church is going 
to fall. There’s ain’t no ifs, 
and or buts about it. It’s 
already buckling on the 
bottom,” Hall said. “That 

church is going to fall. We 
just hope there’s nobody 
driving by when it does.” 

Hall said the South-
ern Baptist Association 
had a 99-year lease on 
the church from Inland 
Steel, the coal company 
that built Wheelwright. 
Commissioner Andy Ak-
ers said he believes the 
city now owns the build-
ing, talking about terms 
in the lease that required 
occupancy. City Attorney 
Tyler Green asked him 
to provide a copy of that 
lease for further discus-
sion. 

No action was tak-
en on the matter, but 
the discussion prompted 
members to talk about 
the need to tear down 
other dilapidated struc-

use others buildings in 
the city. 

“We could probably 
go through the court 
and tear them down, but 
then it’s going to be at 
our expenses,” Hall said. 
“That’s the problem.”

Andy Akers suggest-
ed using some of the 
buildings to attract busi-
nesses into Wheelwright. 
He mentioned allowing a 
barber who used to work 
in Melvin rent a city-
owned building that is un-
used and suggested con-
verting the library into an 

Commissioner Dana Mc-
Cown asked whether the 
city gym could be used 

Hall suggested that may 
be a possibility. He re-
ported that he has been 
informed the Floyd Coun-
ty Health Department will 
be closing its branch at 
the gym in Wheelwright. 

In other news, the 
commission also:

$32,800 in bills for No-
vember and $35,000 in 
bills for December, includ-

ing half of the payment, 
$7,250, for the repairs at

The Kentucky Public 
Service Commission hear-
ing held in Frankfort last 
week for the Southern 
Water & Sewer District 
rate increase application 
left a lot of questions un-
answered.

At this point in the 
juncture, we don’t know if 
Southern Water will trans-
fer the water customers 
Prestonsburg thought it 
would receive when the 
asset management trans-
fer deal was approved by 
the PSC in 2017.

We also don’t know 
several other things, like 
whether the district gave 
out free water in exchange 
for personal services or, 

more importantly, how 
many years it will take 
Southern to dig itself out 
of its behemoth water loss 
rate of 60 percent.

This hearing, howev-
er, did teach us all at least 
one great lesson: Politics 
should have absolute-
ly nothing to do with the 
water services provided to 
Floyd County residents.

Former Floyd County 
Judge Executive Ben Hale 
denied allegations that 
were made by Southern 
Water commissioners and 

hearing. 
He denied testimony 

in which it’s alleged that 

asserted “political pres-
sure” onto Southern Wa-
ter board members so 
they would accept this 
deal with Prestonsburg — 
knowing it was rotten — 
and the Floyd County Fis-
cal Court wouldn’t have to 
pay to the Southern Water 
& Sewer bond. He denied 
that he asked Southern 

the rate increase request 
before the election so he’d 
have a chance to be elect-
ed again.

When we write stories 
in the Floyd County Chron-
icle and Times, we make 
every effort to ensure that 
both sides are presented 
fairly. So, Hale’s denial of 

those allegations are very 
important.

But they do no negate 
the sworn testimony given 
by at least six people who 
assert otherwise. Those 

reluctantly voted “yes” to 
this transfer because of 
that political pressure. 

Southern Water com-
missioners, we’re sure, 
would do things differently 
if they had the chance to 
turn back the clock. We 
know that because we 
watched them say that 
on the stand. They should 
have voted for what they 
knew their ratepayers 
needed. They should have 
done the research them-

selves.
It is abundantly clear 

that if, indeed, “political 
pressure” was asserted 
for the betterment of the 
election cycle, rather than 
Southern Water ratepay-
ers, then that is just one 
of many injustices here.

Regardless of who is 
telling the truth in this “po-
litical pressure” scenario, it 
was clear, in all testimony 
given, that Southern Wa-
ter has taken a lot of mis-
steps over the years and it 
has a severe mismanage-
ment problem. 

When politics sticks its 
hands too deeply into an 
organization that is vital 
to so many residents, you 

get a big ole’ pot of dirty 
water. Nothing good can 
come of it. Add a heaping 
spoonful of mismanage-
ment to that bucket, and 
you might as well toss it 
all out. 

It appears Southern 
Water commissioners 

getting the training they 
need from the state, as 
required. It appears they 
could also use a bit of 

-
counting and strategic 
planning on things like in-
crementally replacing 50-
year old pipe — things that 
could have help them dig 
Southern Water out of this 
hole years ago.  

Politics and water don’t mix

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“I have something I want 

to say,” I started and then 

paused.

A children’s crusade

H
istorians disagree about 

precisely what occurred during 

the Children’s Crusade, but the 

outlines of what happened are fairly 

clear. In the year 1212, groups of children 

from Europe journeyed to the Holy 

Land, ostensibly to convert the Muslims 

who were then in control. Historians 

think there may have been several 

movements of destitute wanderers, with 

children among the adults. Whatever 

the details of the Children’s Crusade 

of 1212, we see similar movements 

of wandering children today. In mid-

2018, Syrian refugee camps in Jordan, 

Turkey and Lebanon contained over 

a million school-age children. At our 

southern border with Mexico, children 

often show up alone or with their parents, mostly from 

violence-ravaged countries such as Honduras, El 

Salvador and Guatemala. The media focuses largely on 

displaced people showing up at or crossing international 

borders, but millions of refugees do not have the means 

to leave their country and are considered “internally 

displaced refugees.” People who are 

desperate enough to fl ee their homes 

undoubtedly have good reason to do 

so. The Christian response to these 

unfortunate people should certainly be 

to help them. One way to directly help 

them would be to open your home to 

a refugee or asylum seeker (assuming 

you have an extra room). You might also 

volunteer your time to teach English to 

refugees in your area or employ them 

in your business. Perhaps the easiest 

way to help them is by donating to 

organizations such as UNHCR, UNICEF, 

Catholic Charities, or other well-run 

aid organizations.

— who learned he was 
no longer a commission 
member at the meet-
ing. He called to request 
that the rate increase 
approval be expedited, 
Schmitt said, and for-
mer Judge-Executive 
Ben Hale called to tell 
him that he “doubted 
the district could survive 
six months,” because it 
couldn’t pay its bills after 
18 percent of its water 
customers were trans-
ferred to Prestonsburg 
City Utilities. 

“There’s been all 
kinds of things,” Schmitt 
said. “The attorney gen-
eral, we got a notice here 
that the attorney gener-
al, I guess, was investi-
gating some allegation 
that the general manager 
had, was allowing people 
to have free water in ex-
change for, I guess, food 
or other services. We 
got customer comments 
from various people that 
meters weren’t being 
read and their bills do not 

guess, nature of the wa-
ter use was.”

He said Southern 
Water employees told 
an inspector that South-
ern “was the next Martin 
County.” 

Schmitt talked about 
the transfer of assets 
that the PSC approved 
in 2017, saying the PSC 
“had no idea that there 
were other potential 
problems.”

The sewage transfer 
was completed last sum-
mer, but the transfer of 
the water assets is still 
pending. Southern cited 
the lack of revenue from 
the water customers as 
the reason for its rate in-
crease request and com-

voiced regret for approv-
ing the transfer. 

Randal Strobo, an 
attorney representing 
Southern Water, said 
the agency “desperately 
needs help,” but he asked 
the PSC not to re-adjudi-
cate the 2017 case. 

“You know, hindsight 
is 20-20, maybe some 
things weren’t the way, or 
we didn’t see things the 
way that we see them to-
day, but we’re here today 
for a rate case,” he said. 
“We’re here because the 
Southern district desper-
ately needs help.”

Schmitt told him the 
PSC does not intend to 

re-adjudicate the case, 
but he repeatedly sug-
gested and asked ques-
tions about whether the 
deal between Southern 
Water and Prestonsburg 
should be “unwound.”

“Well, we don’t in-
tend to re-adjudicate 
that case. That case is 
over,” Schmitt told Stro-
bo. “However, the rates 
in this case, in some re-
spects, will be based on 
whether or not those 
assets have been trans-
ferred, whether they are 
going to be transferred, 
whether that transaction 
needs to be unwound. 
We don’t know at this 
point, and so, yeah, but 
we understand. We don’t 
intend to re-litigate that 
case here today. Al-
though I will say, I don’t 
know what the evidence 
will show as to whether, 
you know, there’ll be any 
further proceedings, un-
der a different case num-
ber, arising from that. We 
just don’t have any infor-
mation at this point.” 

Superintendent/CEO 
Turner E. Campbell tes-

has already paid $2.14 
million for the trans-
fer, and has invested 
$600,000 or more for im-
provements to both the 
sewer and water systems 
that were part of the 
deal. 

the transfer of 1,100 of 
Southern’s water custom-

— and might not be, even 
though Prestonsburg is 
managing and adding im-
provements to that por-
tion of the system and 
collecting money from 
customers there.

Campbell reported 
that one of Southern’s 
debtors, the USDA Ru-
ral Development, wants 
Prestonsburg to pay an 
additional $3.5 million to-
ward Southern’s debt be-
fore it will sign off on the 
transfer of these 1,100 
customers. 

He explained that the 
USDA told them “certain 
steps had to be taken” 
before they’d sign off 
to release the Southern 
Water loans, including 
an appraisal showing the 
value of the transaction. 

-
eral government shut-
down prevented them 
from contacting USDA 

-
cials prior to the hearing. 

That appraisal, com-
pleted in October, values 

the transfer at $4 mil-
lion, but questions were 
raised about it during the 

-
ing to determine wheth-
er the base value of the 
transaction — listed for 
$656,122 — came from 
calculations related to 
water customers, sewer 
customers, or both. 

that Prestonsburg would 
be willing to pay an ad-
ditional $1.87 million to 
Southern — but no more. 
He claims the federal 
agency didn’t give Pres-
tonsburg credit for some 
of the funding it has al-
ready provided. 

“We have no prob-
lem paying $1.8 million 
to complete the deal,” 
Campbell said.

He also reported — 
to what appeared sur-

— that Southern Water 
stopped paying Pres-
tonsburg for collections it 
received from sewer cus-
tomers. He said South-
ern paid Prestonsburg 
for about three months 
and owes up to $9,000 
every month. He said the 
debt, thus far, is around 
$90,000. In her testi-
mony, Southern Water 
Chairperson Paula John-
son commended Pres-
tonsburg for being “gra-
cious” and patient with 
that debt.

Campbell:
Prestonsburg 
can’t afford 
Southern’s 
problems 

that he supports the 31 
percent rate increase re-
quested by Southern. He 
told the PSC that South-
ern should have request-
ed it nearly four years 
ago, but they were “held 
off by political people.” 

He reported that 
Prestonsburg’s wastewa-
ter treatment plant was 

at or near capacity when 
the transfer deal was ap-
proved, and the issues 
surrounding this deal 
have delayed the city’s 
plans to expand. 

 “So, I mean, at 
some point somebody, 
somehow, this thing has 
to be resolved or the 
transaction has to be un-
wound,” Schmitt said. “If 
it were unwound, would 
Prestonsburg’s position 
change to the extent that 
it would claim that South-
ern owed it some of this 
money back?”

Campbell said there 
would be “no question” 
on that. He pointed out 
if that happens, Pres-
tonsburg would lose 
the money it invested in 
Southern’s infrastructure, 
but at least a portion the 
$2.14 million would need 
to be returned.

Campbell also an-
swered questions about 
whether Prestonsburg 
would be willing to own 
or manage Southern Wa-
ter — a suggestion made 
recently in an attorney 

He said that Pres-
tonsburg would say no 
to owning Southern be-
cause it would opera-

“stretch” the utility. He 
pointed out, howev-
er, that if Southern isn’t 
given the rate increase, 
“then there’s no question 
with us being the other 
utility in the county, we 
would have to consider 
it, if it came down to that 
point.”

Schmitt pointed out 
that Prestonsburg could 
set its own rates and it 
would not need approv-
al from the PSC. That’s 
when Campbell suggest-
ed that because of new 
county leadership, South-
ern “has a shot of turning 
things around.”

“And we want to be 
part of that, at least an 
extended part of that, in 

expertise, physical help, 
whatever we can do,” he 
said. “More of a partner. 
I think it would make it 
all go more in a positive 
manner.” 

Another buyer 
expressed interest 

The possibility of 
Southern having a man-
ager or selling to anoth-
er company came up at 
other points during this 
hearing. 

Schmitt highlighted 
a waterline replacement 
program through which 
Southern could get a 
temporary tariff to re-
place old waterlines. He 
told Southern Water’s 
General Manager Dean 
Hall that large utilities in 
the state report annually 
to the commission how 
they use the funds they 
receive on those proj-
ects. 

“Is there any reason 
why a small utility like 
Southern Water & Sewer 
District couldn’t do that, 
too?” he asked. “You 
could do that, couldn’t 
you?”

Hall said, “Sir, I don’t 
know. I would be willing 
to try. I won’t guaran-
tee you that I can. Sorry 
to say that we’re not as 
big or as professional as 
some of the larger utili-
ties are. We don’t have 
the money or probably 
the expertise.”

That’s when Schmitt 
then told Hall about a 
Court of Appeals summa-
ry judgment he got in a 
lawsuit against a hospital 
in Paintsville years ago.

“It was just an old 
building and they had 
some beds propped up 
on pop cases and things,” 
he said. “They didn’t have 
a doctor managing the 
emergency room and, at 
night, the cleaning wom-
an come and did that and 
called in. So, in any event, 
I was arguing in support 
of my position before the 

Court of Appeals and I 
said the same thing. I 
said well, we’ve just got 
a little rural hospital and 
we can’t afford to pro-
vide the same things they 
can, you know at St. Jo-
seph Hospital or Central 
Baptist. And the Court of 
Appeals judge just said, 
well maybe you ought to 
close your hospital.”

He continued, “I tell 
you that people in Floyd 
County, in rural Floyd 
County, have the same 
right to good, clean wa-
ter at a reasonable price 
than people who live in 
Lexington, Louisville or 
Frankfort. And at some 
point in time, you know, 
the fact is that we don’t 
have the money, you may 
say that may be a fact, 
but then it becomes time 
to try to do something 

He asked Hall wheth-
er Southern has been in 
contact with any com-
pany about managing or 
selling its assets. 

Hall said Kentucky 
American Water ex-
pressed an interest in 
managing Southern, but 
noted he doesn’t think 
that’d be a good deal, 
saying Southern previ-
ously had a management 
contract with another 
company and it didn’t 
work out. He said nego-

Southern waits word on 
this rate increase appli-
cation. 

“I don’t think it would 
be fair to our customers,” 
he said, saying South-
ern knows its customers 
better than a large utility 
from outside the region 
would.

These issues are 
among numerous allega-
tions highlighted in the 
hearing. Other allega-
tions and issues will be 
highlighted in future sto-
ries in the Floyd County 
Chronicle and Times.
