AG seeks
investigation
of Southern,

asset
transfer

Southern Water and
Sewer District’s applica-
tion for a rate increase
that would boost the av-
erage customer bill by
about 32 percent has
been submitted to the
Kentucky Public Service
Commission for a ruling.

PSC officials an-
nounced during a hear-
ing this month that it will
issue its order soon.

On Monday, however,
after the case had been
submitted to the PSC for
a ruling, David Layne,
treasurer of the Floyd
County Fiscal Court, filed
nearly 70 pages of doc-
uments pertaining to the
$2 million bond the fiscal
court backed for South-
ern Water years ago, al-
leging that Southern still
owes the Floyd Coun-
ty Fiscal Court for that
bond.

Justin McNeil of the
Kentucky Attorney Gen-
eral's Office of Rate In-
tervention, then filed a
motion asking the PSC for
permission to add infor-
mation to his already-sub-
mitted post-hearing brief
in the case, citing Layne’s
filing and saying that the
office believes that filing

Former sheriff
department employee
pleads not guilty

A Langley resident
who was fired by the
Floyd County Sheriff this
month after being ar-
rested for driving under
the influence and drug
possession, denied all
charges filed against him.

Brandon Martin, 32,
was released on his own
recognizance on Jan. 11
and was scheduled to re-
turn to court on Jan. 23
for an arraignment. On
Jan. 16, however, Mar-
tin entered a plea of not
guilty when he appeared
in Floyd District Court.
District Judge Eric Hall
scheduled a court trial in
the case for April 11.

According to the ar-
rest citation filed in Floyd
District Court, KSP Troop-
er Darvin

Marsillett  observed
a vehicle driven by Mar-
tin traveling with expired
plates on Ky. 80 in East-
ern at about 11:30 p.m.
on Thursday, Jan. 10.

Marsillett  reported
that there was a “strong
odor of marijuana” com-
ing from inside the ve-
hicle, and that Martin
reached his Floyd County
Deputy Sheriff card out
the window when he was
asked for his driver’s li-
cense.

According to the ci-
tation, Martin failed field
sobriety tests during the
traffic stop.

He faces several mis-
demeanor charges, in-
cluding driving under the
influence, possession of
marijuana, third-degree
possession of a con-
trolled substance, con-
trolled substance not in
original container and

several traffic-related vi-
olations.

Floyd County Sheriff
John Hunt previously re-
ported that Martin was
fired the night of his ar-
rest. He worked part-time
as a dispatcher and clerk,
Hunt said.

and Terry Thornsber-
ry addressed the crowd,
along with others, de-
tailing what they appear
to know about Martin's
annexation attempts and
what steps “We the Peo-
ple” plans to take to op-
pose it.

“It's our community
that they're taking ... It's
time for us to stand up
and fight because these
people are not treating us
right,” Thornsberry said.

He complained about
the lack of information
the city council provid-
ed about the annexation
during a Jan. 22 meeting.

“They have not told
us nothing,” he said.
“They have not answered
one question. They've
not give us one speck
of information, other
than that letter. That's
all they've done. We've
asked, but they say, ‘Well,
you'll have to find that out
through open records.’ ...
They want to delay it, put
it off, hide, sneak, and do
everything behind every-
body’'s back. That's ex-
actly what they want to
do and we can't put up
with it anymore.”

Thornsberry  sought
donations for legal fees
for this group, reporting
that he will travel to Lex-
ington to inquire about
hiring a lawyer.

The Martin City Coun-
cil held the first reading
of an ordinance annexing
807.25 acres of property
that extends through Ky.
1428 toward Allen, Ky. 80
toward the Knott Coun-
ty line, Ky. 680 toward
Minnie and McDowell, Ky.
550, Ky. 2554, Ky. 777,
“Old Ky. 80,” Ky. 3188 and
Ky. 122 during a special
meeting on Nov. 29.

The letter the city
sent to those targeted
for annexation described
a “proposed” ordinance
to annex more than 807
acres. It said the council
would “decide whether or
not to annex the proper-
ty” on Jan. 31.

Martin Mayor Sam
Howell told the Floyd
County Chronicle and
Times on Jan. 22 that the
city is only annexing busi-
nesses and roads in those
areas.

Several people who
spoke on Sunday asked
questions about the loca-
tion of the proposed an-
nexation, the annexation
process and laws that
govern public meetings
and records. Like Thorns-
berry, several attendees
complained that officials
would not answer ques-
tions about the annex-
ation during the council’s
last meeting and because
they are yet to see a
readable map of the area
proposed to be annexed.
The map provided by the
city in the letter was too
small to read, Thornsber-
ry said.

He shared a map he
paid more than $100 for,
reporting he bought it
from the surveyor who
helped Martin create the
annexation  ordinance.
Thornsberry said it would
cost $600 to obtain maps
of all nine parcels Martin
hopes to annex with the
ordinance.

Numerous speakers
chided the city council.

“The City of Martin is
attempting to annex more
than double the acreage
that they now have, and

their city is in chaos right
now. So you could imag-
ine what would happen
to us if they were given
leadership or control over
our area,” Daniels said.

She gave an overview
of taxes imposed current-
ly by Martin. At one point,
she referred to the coun-
cil as the “Martin Mafia.”

“Now what have they
got to offer us? Nothing.
| say nothing.... It's be-
yond belief that they're
trying this, but they don’t
know what they’ve done.
They've poked the wrong
bear, haven't they?”
Daniels said. “You all
are amazing and you're
standing up and we're a
group and we're united.
We the People will stand
against this.”

The crowd applaud-
ed.

Earl Allen, who owns
property on Henry’s
Branch, wanted to know
whether Martin would re-
quire him to pay an occu-
pational tax if he worked
from home.

Brenda  Handshoe,
who lives on the proper-
ty of her cake decorating
business on Rt. 80, asked
why she did not receive
a letter, while businesses
around her did.

One concern voiced
repeatedly in the meeting
was that if Martin is only
annexing businesses, the
business owners who
don't live in Martin and
residential homeowners
who aren't targeted for
the annexation cannot
vote in Martin.

One man said, “One
point that we need for
them to know is if they
go through with this, then
they’ll have all of these
people vote against Sam
Howell and everybody on
that council.”

“We can't. No we
can't,” several members
of the crowd told him.

“What?” he asked.

“They won't let you
because you won't be in
the city,” a woman told
him.

Thornsberry pointed
out that he lives in Pres-
tonsburg but owns a busi-
ness in Langley, which
prevents him in voting in
Martin.

“The only way | can
vote is if 1 come up to
my business, make me
an apartment, put me a
mobile home on there,
live there, I can vote,” he
said. “Other than that, |
have no vote.”

“But you still have to
pay taxes?” the man said.
“How is that even legal?”

Joe Owens, who was
standing near him, en-
couraged all residents
who are not business
owners to continue to
participate with We the
People.

“Don't think for a sec-
ond that you're going to
walk away and you don’t
have to worry about it.

A couple of years from
now, they'll be up after
your residence,” he said.
“If you don't stand up
and fight with them, ev-
erybody stick together
now, you'll be run over in
a couple of years.”

Owens said the pro-
posed annexation has
stalled his plans to open
a business in the area.

“I had planned on
putting a business in, but
this kind of puts a ques-
tion mark on all of it,” he
said.

Attendees included
Floyd County Magistrate
George Ousley, who said
he came to find out in-
formation about the pro-
posed annexation, and
Wayland City Commis-
sioner Charles “Butch”
Bentley. Bentley, an em-
ployee at McDowell ARH,
said he and his wife, a
teacher, are concerned
about having to pay oc-
cupational tax to Martin
if the annexation is ap-
proved. Neither one of
them live in an area pro-
posed to be annexed.

“If they do this, then
we’'ll have to pay them
that tax, and we don’t
live down there, see, so
what can they offer us?”
Bentley said. “I can't see
paying that.”

“It's taxation without
representation,” his wife
said.

The Kentucky Secre-
tary of State reports that
Martin’s last annexation
was approved in 2003.

The Kentucky Gener-
al Assembly will resume
the 2019 Legislative ses-
sion Tuesday, Feb. 5 with
the task of vetting hun-
dreds of bills dealing with
complex issues.

As | reported in early
January, we got off to a
rapid pace by approving
five bills in four days.

Meanwhile at the oth-
er end of the Capitol, the
House dealt with the de-
bate over who won the
election for the 13th dis-
trict seat. Jim Glenn, an
Owensboro  Democrat,
was declared the winner
by one vote over D.J.
Johnson, an Owensboro
Republican. Glenn had
held the seat from 2006
to 2017. Johnson held it
for the last two years. On

Senate week In review

the first day of session,
Glenn took his seat in
the chambers. Howev-
er, House Republicans,
who maintain that they
have the final authority
to decide the results of
the contested election,
called for an investiga-
tion into the November
election. House Demo-
crats protested that the
majority party could be
maneuvering to change
the outcome of the elec-
tion or to steal the elec-
tion and said that such
action would set a bad
precedent.

Republicans in the
House have a 61-39 ma-
jority. Before adjourning,
nine names were drawn
from all 100 House mem-
bers to form an election
contest board to examine
the results of the election
and report its findings to
the House. During the re-
cess, the election contest
board met and it was de-
cided that the ballot box-
es will be reopened, and
a recount of the votes will
take place.

Also

during the

break, several Senate
and House members
were hard at work as part
of the Public Pensions
Working Group, creat-
ed by the co-chairs of
the Legislative Research
Commission. The bi-par-
tisan group, of which
I am a part, has been
meeting every Tuesday
and Thursday. Its charge
is to review and analyze
the state’s public pen-
sion systems and bring a
recommendation to the
General Assembly. Public
input is encouraged and
can be shared by e-mail-
ing, Public.Pensions@lIrc.
ky.gov. The group has
been listening to stake-
holders and looking at
the situation from differ-
ent angles.

Following the school
shooting at Marshall
County High School, |1
was selected to be part of
a 16-member, bi-partisan
School Safety Working
Group. During the inter-
im, we traveled around
the state and heard from
the public, school offi-
cials, teachers and stu-

Court documents: Inmates
accused of assaulting deputies

Two Floyd County
Detention Center inmates
are accused of assaulting
correctional officers at
the jail.

According to the ci-
tation filed in Floyd Dis-
trict Court, Kevin Moore,
28, of Hi Hat, and Shawn
Michael Henson, 38, of
Hueysville, are each fac-
ing felony charges for
two incidents that are
alleged to have occurred
this month.

Moore was arrested
on Jan. 22 and charged
with third-degree assault
of a corrections officer,

menacing and two uncat-
egorized  misdemeanor
charges.

According to the ci-
tation, Moore asked to
be removed from a cell
because other inmates
were blaming him for a
syringe that was found
there. When deputies
went into the cell to talk
to Moore he “became
overly aggressive and
would not comply” with
orders, the citation says,
and Moore “kicked and
punched” deputies while
they escorted him down
the hall.

Henson was charged
with third-degree assault
on a corrections officer

and menacing on Jan.
14 for an incident that
occurred two days prior.
According to the citation,
Henson became “verbally
aggressive” toward a jail
deputy and then shoved
him. Another deputy in-
tervened to stop Hen-
son’s alleged “attack” on
the deputy, the citation
says.

Henson's case was
referred to the grand jury
for consideration. District
Judge Jimmy Marcum
scheduled a preliminary
hearing in the Moore’s
case for Jan. 30.

These are among
several charges that
have been filed recently

against inmates accused
of fighting and other
crimes. Those charges
include two other recent
felony cases.

In those cases, Josh-
ua Randal Yates, 28, of
Printer, was charged with
first-degree  promoting
contraband, first-degree
possession of a con-
trolled substance and
possession of drug par-
aphernalia; and Ricky
Johnson, 63, of Lang-
ley was charged with
first-degree  promoting
contraband, possession
of a controlled substance
and controlled substance
not in original container.

Responding to City of Martin’s Proposed Annexation
For Central Floyd County Businesses & Schools

The annexation actions taken by the City of Martin involves along with my com-
mercial property six Floyd County schools, the county bus garage, the McDowell
ARH Hospital, the Mark West Natural Gas facility and every commercial property
located along:

1.  Route 122 from Martin to McDowell Hospital.

2. Route 80 from Martin to Route 680.

3. Route 680 from Kentucky 80 to Route 122 at Minnie.
4. Kentucky Route 550.

5. Kentucky Route 777.

6. Old Kentucky Route 80.

7. Kentucky Route 3188.

8. Kentucky Route 1428.

These locations stretch close to seven miles from the City of Martin. It is impos-
sible to know if Martin’s intent extends further due to their advertisement of the area
in a manner that the ordinary citizen has no way of understanding.

The Floyd County school system will be involved with 7 locations containing
1,952 students, 325 school personnel and $93,099,158 insured value of property. The
school teachers and support staff will pay approximately $140,000 in occupational
tax. The value of the McDowell ARH and the Mark West Natural Gas facility would
be in the tens of million dollars in value. The value of the commercial property of the
citizen involved would also be valued in the tens of million dollars. The hundreds of
citizens that would be subject to taxes such as:

1.  City Property Tax

2. Business License

3. 1.5% occupation tax paid by everyone who earns a paycheck on
any of these properties.

4. A percentage of any profit shown by any of these properties.

The City of Martin now covers an area of 0.73 square miles. In acres this is 467
acres. Their literature states that they intend to annex 807.25 acres. The end result is
that the City of Martin will triple in size and collect several hundred thousands of
dollars each year without one single vote from any citizen of the proposed annex-
ation.

They can do this because property owners cannot vote in this annexation. If the
annexation is successful for the City of Martin, property owners will never be able to
vote on any issues in the future in the City of Martin.

Only residents have the right to vote. That is why Martin is not attempting to
annex any residence.

A few years ago Martin annexed the roads they are citing today. We protested and
were told by Martin that we were only trying to cause trouble because they had no
intention of forcing us to be a part of Martin.

Make no mistake, if this annexation is successful, it will be by the vote of six
Martin Council members and their part time mayor. They have found themselves a
legal loophole that they are intending to exercise to the full extent. Legal action is the
best chance to stop this annexation.

Attention of this should be taken by all other citizens that live close to these small
towns that are out of money and have no quam about where and how to obtain more
revenue.

While the citizens of Martin have been plagued by mismanagement, past admin-
istration that have been imprisoned for fraud and theft and poor judgment for years
and years, they have certain benefits such as a Martin City water department, Martin
City sewage, Martin police department, Martin fire department and Martin street
department. In the event that this annexation is successful, the new annexed areas
deserve the same benefit as the city now provides for its present day citizens.

The facts are that there are no financial means which would allow Martin to
extend these benefits to the proposed annexed area. The millions on top of millions
that it would involve to do so would be prohibitive. If they incorporated every com-
mercial property and every resident they could not generate enough revenue to do so.
In the event that there was a way to finance such an undertaking, one would expect
ten to fifteen years to plan and build such infrastructure. The City of Martin does not
intend to provide the newly annexed property any benefits. The only way this annex-
ation is profitable for Martin is to collect the taxes and the only benefits offered would
be a Martin Police car driving by the property occasionally.

Martin’s infrastructure and description is:

1. Years ago Martin was forced to begin buying water from Prestonsburg
due to the failure to repair and maintain their own water plant.

2. Martin has been plagued by loss of water due to old leaking pipes for
years and continues the loss today.

3. There is a new Renaissance School built and paid for located next to
Martin City Hall that cannot be used due to Martin’s Department of Water
inability to provide proper water pressure. The state will not allow
occupancy until situation is corrected. This is a multi million dollar
facility, paid for by the Corp of Engineers, setting idle due to the failed
Martin water system. The present Renaissance School is located in
Martin. The roof is falling in. Floyd County Schools have plans to
relocate the school to the Allen Central location until and if ever Martin
water department gets its act together and solves the pressure problem.

4. The Corp of Engineers built Martin Fire Department a new station also
next to City Hall. Martin Fire Department cannot fill its trucks with water
at the station due to low pressure.

The proposed annexation area is now served by Southern Water. In the event that
the annexation is successful, the proposed annex area will continue to be served by
Southern Water. City of Martin cannot extend lines and serve our properties. They
do not have and cannot generate enough revenue to do so.

Southern Water has problems of its own. The citizens of Floyd County are
saddled with millions of dollars of debt to pay off Southern’s responsibilities. They
have stated that if they cannot get the rate increase they have asked for, there is a
chance they could go bankrupt. The base flat rate for water in Prestonsburg is $9.15

per month. If Southern gets their rate increase, then the basic flat rate will be $34.60.
The bottom line is that we will be subsidizing Southern Water with county taxes and
pay Martin City taxes for the same service.

Sewage:

Martin has been plagued by sewage problems for years and years due to bad man-
agement of not maintaining and upgrading their system. They do have sewage
service in the city even if it is of poor quality due to leaks of old leaky pipes and
pumping stations that do not operate as they should.

It would take millions of dollars and ten to fifteen years to develop sewage
service to the proposed annexed area. Martin knows this. They have no intention of
providing sewage service to the new annexed areas. Again, we would be paying for
a service without really any sewage system.

Streets and Street Lighting:

All motorists who have traveled down the main street of Martin in front of the old
City Hall building have been forced to travel through flooded main street. For the
past several years, the drainage system adjacent to Main Street has failed. Martin is
forced to pump water off streets after every rain. They have spent more on pumping
than was necessary to fix the drainage system several times. This is an example of
Martin’s nonexistent or at least troubled street department. Martin, other than a lawn
mower and a few weed eaters, has no equipment or capable personnel to man a street
department.

Again, we would be paying for a service that we will not receive.

Fire Department:

Martin’s Fire Department has an ISO rating of 5. Maytown Fire Department has
a rating of 5. Middle Creek without any incorporated areas has an ISO rating of 3.
Prestonsburg has an ISO rating of 2.

State ISO regulations state that Martin’s ISO rating will remain as 5 until the road
mileage extends past the 5 mile point. Thus all property in the City of Martin that is
5 miles from Martin Fire Station, which will include the portion of the annexed area,
will have an ISO rating dropped from 5 to 10. Such property annexed, including the
new 55 million dollar Floyd Central High School, will be exposed to a huge increase
in their fire insurance.

In fact, most insurance companies will not insure class 10 structures. This forces
the property owner to go to secondary insurance companies who charge exorbitant
prices and are rated at less than normal financial strength.

Police Department:

The City of Prestonsburg has three schools in its boundary. Each morning and
evening they have at least 2 to 3 police cars at each school directing traffic and
protecting our children. Martin is proposing through new annexation to protect and
service six schools. I don’t know how many police officers Martin has, but I have
seen their parking lot and only saw 2 police cruisers.

I have lived in this area my entire life. We have drug and theft problems through-
out our county as our main complaint. In my view the Martin area is no better or
worse than the remainder of the county. I do not see an above average police protec-
tion for the proposed annexed property.

Services we now pay for and receive from the county and state verses what we
can expect if annexation is successful.

The City of Martin is attempting to force annexation down our throats whether
we like it or not.

He is not available except in certain instances for city responsibilities.

Should we trust people who are proven failures to be responsible for the health
and safety of our 1, 952 students, 325 school personnel and $93,099,158 insured
value of school property, tens of millions of dollars of commercial property and
hundreds of employees of these commercial properties? Do we send these people
hundreds of thousands of dollars each year and expect them to spend it in our best
interest. This would all occur without our having any vote what so ever in how they
conduct activities that directly affect our personal lives.

We are taught in school that one of the founding principles of our country and the
reason that we fought the Revolutionary War with England was “no taxation without
representation.” That may be so in the rest of the country but it definitely is not true
in and around Martin, Kentucky.

6 p.m. that day to inves-
tigate a complaint of a
child left unattended in a
vehicle at the Family Dol-
lar store on North Lake
Drive.

“Upon arrival, I locat-
ed the described vehicle
with the radio turned up
very loud with a small

child playing in the back
seat,” Shurtleff report-
ed. “It took me approxi-
mately five minutes to re-
spond and | waited with
the vehicle and child for
two minutes before the
accused came out and
identified herself as the
mother of the child.”

The woman said the
child was three years old,
the citation reported, and
the doors were unlocked
on the vehicle.

“The doors were un-
locked on the vehicle and
I was able to contact and
speak with the child. He
would have easily been
able to (be) taken by
someone who meant ill
will and (be) gone before
the mother even made it
out of the store,” Shur-
tleff wrote.

The child was placed
in custody of social ser-
vices, he reported.

Garrett man denies
stabbing his girlfriend

A Garrett resident
who was indicted this
winter for allegedly stab-
bing his girlfriend in the
face waived formal ar-
raignment and entered
a not guilty plea in Floyd
Circuit Court last Thurs-
day.

Delbert Conn, 34,
of Garrett, was indict-
ed recently on a charge
of first-degree assault, a
Class B felony, and on a
charge of being a per-
sistent felony offender
in the second degree, a
Class C felony that could
enhance his sentence if
he is found guilty of both
crimes.

Floyd County Com-
monwealth’s Attorney
Brent Turner told Circuit
Judge Tom Smith on Jan.
24 that Conn is facing 20
years to life for these al-
leged crimes.

Attorney Joseph
Layne asked Smith to re-
duce Conn’s bond, which
is set at $25,000 cash.
He said Conn has “strong
ties to the community,”
and is a low flight risk.
He suggested that plac-
ing Conn on home incar-
ceration would ensure he

would not be a danger to
the alleged victim in the
case.

Turner asked Smith,
however, to keep Conn’s
bond the same, reporting
that the victim and her
family are “very fearful”
of whether he is released.

Smith ruled to keep
the bond the same, as
requested by Turner, but
told Layne he could still
file a motion to reduce
the bond at a later date.

Conn, who is incar-
cerated, is scheduled to
appear in Floyd Circuit
Court on April 26 for a
pretrial conference in the
case.
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wrote that he believed
the items to be indicative
of narcotics trafficking.

Akers told Conn that
she smoked marijuana
earlier and “had done
meth a couple days ago,”
the citation said.

Akers was arrested
on charges of first-of-
fense trafficking in a
controlled substance,
first-offense first-degree
trafficking in a controlled
substance (less than two
grams of meth), first-of-
fense first-degree pos-
session of a controlled
substance (metham-
phetamine), first-offense
first-degree  possession
of a controlled substance
(unspecified), second-de-
gree possession of a

controlled substance,
first-offense having a
prescription  controlled
substance not in proper
container, possession of
marijuana, possession of
drug paraphernalia and
traffic charges, court re-
cords show.

Through her Floyd
County warrant, Akers
was held in the custo-
dy of the Pike County
Detention Center on an
$11,000 cash bond and
was given an addition-
al $15,000 surety bond
through her new arrest,
court records show.

Akers, according to
jail records, remained in
the custody of the PCDC
as of presstime.

CITY OF MARTIN
ITS MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS

On January 22, 2019 approximately 100 fellow citizens and I attended your regular Martin City Council meeting. We
attended this meeting in hopes of having a dialogue to allow us a better understanding of your annexation of our schools, hospi-
tal and commercial property over a broad section of central Floyd County. We were met with a city council and mayor who
refused to discuss any issues concerning this very troubling issue that Martin has created.

You excused yourselves to discuss a litigation matter in closed session. Apparently, while in closed session, you also
discussed our presence which was not a litigation matter. Our presence and your response should have been in open session in
order that we at least could gauge each of your positions on the matter. I, at this time, accused you of discussing public business
behind closed doors.

When you returned from your private meeting, you had apparently instructed your attorney, Doug Adams, to make any and
all comments for the City of Martin.

The entire reply of what few issues we made was with the statement, “any information you want will have to be asked
through an “open records request” in writing. You have made it very plain that you do not intend to inform us of any informa-
tion that we need to evaluate our position in this matter.

The only avenue left to us to evaluate the City of Martin’s past, present and future issues is through written open records
request which we will use extensively. Please prepare prompt, accurate and full disclosure of the following.

1. Employees and volunteer workers.

a. List of all employees on payroll as of this date and all employees of the past year that no longer work for the City of
Martin. This will include Mayor and City Council .

Complete and total compensation of all employees including mayor and city council members.
Address of all employees.
List of job descriptions and department for each city employee.
. Any felonies or misdemeanors that an employee has been charged with or found guilty of in past two years. This
includes Mayor and City Council members.

f.  Listof each employee’s education, training and experience.

2. Copy of all county, state and federal actions describing any and all actions taken against the City of Martin for failure
to follow any regulatory law or rule for the past three years.

a. Copy of any and all settlements of noncompliance issues through county, state or federal government for the past three
years.

b. List of all noncompliances that are outstanding as of this date.

c. Copy and list of all litigations the city is involved in as of this date.

3. List of all checks and expenses incurred and or paid for in the past two years including description of expenditure.

4. Copy of all debts owed by City of Martin as of January 1, 2019 to any vendor, contractor or obligation for payment to
any county, state or federal government.

5. Copy of cost of water purchased from Prestonsburg City Utilities for the past three years reported month to month.

6. Report of all water sold in past three years showing total billed per month.

7. List of water loss per month for past two years.

8. List of all equipment, vehicles and machinery owned by City of Martin listing who is responsible for each item, its condi-
tion and its value.

9. Copy of written policy for city vehicle use by city employees.

10. Provide a readable map of all city boundaries.

11. Provide a readable map of all proposed annexation areas.

12. Provide a list of all commercial property listing owners’ names in the City of Martin.

13. Provide list of all properties and or individuals sent an intent to annex letter during January, 2019.

14. Provide a list of all annexed property that has occurred in past 10 years showing the exact location of annexation and
date it was annexed. This especially means all roadways.

15. Provide a copy of all notes, studies or information collected regarding the feasibility of the January, 2019 annexation
including how much revenue is expected from each location annexed. Provide all information listing how and where you make
your estimate of money to be obtained through the annexation. Further furnish all information, notes, studies on any other
information made and procured by you in relationship to the cost of extending services to all proposed annex locations.

16. Provide a list of all benefits you intend to furnish to each proposed annexed location.

17. Provide a copy of all reports of any nature that has been issued by the City of Martin to county, state and federal govern-
ment in the past two years. This is to include yearly budgets and proposed budgets for the future.

18. Provide a copy of all minutes of any and all meetings for the past two years.

19. Provide copies of all contracts, the amount and purpose, issued by City of Martin in past three years. List all responding
contractors who were unsuccessful in bid process and winning contractors and their contact information.

20. Provide all documents relating to normal operations listing rules and regulations for employees and guidelines of
business procedure to be followed by the City of Martin in daily operation.

21. Provide list of all financial institutions the City of Martin does business with. As of January 1, 2019 provide a financial
report listing all cash balances in financial institutions as well as a list of all accounts receivable and accounts payable. Include
copies of year end balance sheets for past two years.

22. Provide a copy of the contract issued to Alchemy Engineering containing the amount paid Alchemy along with bid or
quotes from any other engineering firm concerning the annexation description sent to me in January, 2019.

23. Provide a copy of all files and communication describing all related activity occurring between City of Martin and Corp
of Engineering and total amount of Corp work in Martin since beginning including the dollar amount the Corp has spent. List
proposed Corp work expected in next two years with dollar amounts expected to be spent.

I realize that this is a lot of information that I need prior to the January 31,2019 meeting. I further remind you that Martin’s
annexation was dropped on us expectantly and does not give us proper time to evaluate our position in this matter. Martin had
its first reading of this action prior to anyone knowing about the annexation in progress.

I will expect all answers in the time frame allowed to respond to Open Records Requests.

has a “direct impact” on
the interest of Southern
Water ratepayers.

McNeil asked the PSC
to grant him leave to
supplement his brief, or
asked that “in the alter-
native, the commission
should immediately initi-
ate an investigation into
the management and
operations” of Southern
Water.

The PSC had not an-
swered McNeil's request
prior to print deadline on
Tuesday.

The Southern Water
Board of Commissioners
entered into closed ses-
sion during its regular
meeting on Monday —
after McNeil’s motion had
been filed — citing litiga-
tion that pertains to the
asset purchase agree-
ment between Prestons-
burg and Southern Wa-
ter, which was approved
by the PSC in 2017.

Earlier this month,
the PSC considered tes-
timony from officials
with Southern Water, the
Prestonsburg City Utili-
ties Commission and oth-
er entities, and Southern
officials were chided by
the PSC for the organi-
zation’s 60 percent water
loss rate, its alleged lack
of fiscal analysis and,
among other things, ac-
cusations of mismanage-
ment.

Last Thursday, the
PSC filed two data re-
quests to  Southern,
wanting, among other
things, documentation to
back up part of the orga-
nization's deal to transfer
assets to the PCUC for an
additional $2 million that
would be used to pay
off the bond the fiscal
court has been paying.
PCUC paid a portion of
the bond, Superinten-
dent Turner E. Campbell
said, because of a “gen-
tleman’s handshake” be-
tween him and former
Floyd County Judge-Ex-
ecutive Ben Hale, but
Prestonsburg Mayor Les
Stapleton testified that
he stopped payments
of the bond because it

didnt benefit Southern
Water.

In post-hearing briefs
filed in the case, Southern
attorney Randall Strobo
said the requested rate
increase is justified and
that Southern “will not
survive” without it and
the Kentucky Attorney
General’s Office of Rate
Intervention said that
the PSC “should not ex-
pect, or require” ratepay-
ers to bear the increase
that’s needed because of

Southern’'s mismanage-
ment.
Southern Water,

which serves 5,456 cus-
tomers in Floyd and Knott
counties, is seeking a
rate increase to get more
than $3.8 million in ad-
ditional revenues, which
would raise the average
customer bill by $13.20,
or 31.88 percent.

Southern ‘will not
survive’ without
rate increase,
attorney says

At the center of
Southern’s request for a
rate increase is the as-
set transfer agreement
approved in 2017 by the
PSC. Southern is seeking
more revenue because
the loss of 1,160 water
customers to the PCUC
in that agreement, with
Strobo saying in his brief
that the district “desper-
ately needs” the increase.

McNeil’s request filed
Monday asks the PSC to
include that agreement
in the investigation he
requested of Southern’s
management.

PSC officials learned
in testimony this month
that Southern has not
been paying the PCUC
funds it has collected
from sewer customers,
as the asset purchase
agreement required, and
that the transfer of some
of Southern’s “more reli-
able” customers along US
23 is also not complete,
although PCUC is current-
ly managing that portion
of the system. Repeat-
edly during the hear-
ing, PSC Chairman Mike
Schmitt asked whether
that asset transfer should
be “unwound,” but he

made clear that the asset
purchase agreement was
not part of the current
rate case.

Strobo reported in
Southern’s post-hear-
ing brief that the district
“agreed to offload its
wastewater  infrastruc-
ture and customers along
some of the more reliable
sections of its water sys-
tem” to PCUC because it
was facing state fines for
sewage issues.

He explained “South-
ern quickly realized” after
the asset transfer was
completed that the loss
of its water customers
would “significantly im-
pact its monthly revenue
stream,” so it filed this
rate increase request
with the PSC.

“In concert with the
loss of customers, South-
ern cannot properly man-
age its existing water
assets without a rate in-
crease,” Strobo wrote.
“In addition, permeat-
ing throughout the 2017
transaction was the Floyd
County Fiscal Court’s in-
sistence through some al-
leged ‘hand shake’ agree-
ment that it was entitled
to an additional ($1.8 mil-
lion) that the Commission
and the Attorney Gener-
al both agreed was not
owed to the Fiscal Court.”

Strobo reported that
Southern has taken “pro-
active and successful
steps” to address its 60
percent water loss prob-
lem — an issue PSC of-
ficials pointed out costs
the district more than
$300,000 annually. He
also reported Southern
did not intentionally vi-
olate laws by obtaining
debt without PSC per-
mission — an issue high-
lighted during the hearing
— and is in the process
of working to adopt pol-
icies to ensure it doesn’t
happen in the future.

Strobo called the as-
set transfer agreement
with PCUC “complicated
and somewhat problem-
atic,” but said Southern
still needs a rate increase.

He ended his brief
by asking the PSC to ap-
prove the request, saying
Southern “will not sur-
vive” without it.

“Although the com-
mission took issue with
the way in which South-
ern’s Board of Commis-
sioners made certain
decisions, Southern is
taking the steps to re-
ceive the help it needs
from the Commission and
outside consultants such
as the KRWA (Kentucky
Rural Water Association)
and Kentucky Engineer-
ing, and is already see-
ing substantial improve-
ments in water loss,” he
wrote. “With regards to
its rate adjustment appli-
cation, Southern as met
it burden of proof with
respect to demonstrat-
ing that its operation and
maintenance  expenses
are prudent and reason-
able.”

Attorney General:
Customers should
not pay for
Southern’s
‘mismanagement’

McNeil told the PSC in
his post-hearing brief that
Southern’s rate increase
request is not justified.

“Dire as the situation
may now be, the award
of the full increase of over
30 percent is not justified
when the requestor is
playing both the arsonist
and the firefighter,” he
wrote.

McNeil explained
that Southern failed to
perform proper due dil-
igence of the asset pur-
chase agreement be-
tween Southern and the
PCUC.

He pointed out that
Southern officials “har-
bored reservations” over
the agreement and are
now alleging they were
influenced by the fis-
cal court and former
judge-executive.

“Board members now
say that Asset Transfer
was a mistake, but could
not provide any feasi-
ble way to unwind the
deal, and did not offer
any feasible or workable
alternative solutions to
the District's wastewa-
ter operations other than
PCUC’s takeover of the
system,” McNeil wrote.
“Regardless of any per-
ceived or actual pressure

Jailer Stuart “Bear” Hal-
bert and the five employ-
ees, identified as “John
and Jane Does 1-5,” in
their individual capaci-
ties. The county and the
jail are not named as
part of the lawsuit. The
unnamed defendants are
identified as deputy jail-
ers and medical profes-
sionals at the jail.

The lawsuit alleges
that Potter’s death was a
“consequence of” three
factors, Halbert’s alleged
failure to train and super-
vise jail employees, the
unnamed defendants’
alleged violation of “stat-
utory, regulatory and
common law duties they
owed Mr. Potter” and
their alleged violations
of the jail's policies and
procedures, as well as
the alleged failure of the
unnamed defendants to
exercise a degree of care
that would be expected
“of a reasonably prudent
medical professional.”

Finn wrote, “As a con-
sequence of defendants’
conduct, Mr. Potter was

killed, and suffered pain
of the body and mind, in-
curred medical expenses
and costs, the permanent
disability and impairment
to his power to labor and
earn money, and the Ad-
ministratrix of his estate,
Julia  Vanderpool, has
born the cost of hiring an
attorney.”

The lawsuit claims
that Halbert was respon-
sible for Potter’'s health,
safety and welfare and
was “individually respon-
sible” for training the
employees to insure they
“recognized and properly
attended to the safety
needs” of inmates at the
jail.

It also claims the
deputy jailers and med-
ical staff were “individu-
ally and directly involved”
in Potters admission and
monitoring prior to the
assault that killed him
while he was incarcerat-
ed.

Potter, 29, of Pres-
tonsburg, died on June
5, 2018, following an al-
leged altercation with
another inmate, Scotty
Gibson, who is now fac-
ing a murder charge in
a criminal case. At the

time, County Attorney
Keith Bartley said Pot-
ter died because of “one
nightmare punch.”

“There is one fact
that 1 think the world
should know, and that
is that this was not any
type of protracted ar-
gument, no protracted
fight, anything like that,”
Bartley said in June 2018.
“I have personally viewed
video and that video
shows that essentially
there was one punch.
One punch that landed,
and, unfortunately, it was
the nightmare punch that
took this man’s life.”

The lawsuit claims
Potter was awaiting trans-
port to the courthouse
and deputy jailers placed
him in a holding area with
Gibson. It claims that
the deputies “knew or
should have known” that
Gibson should not have
been housed with Potter
and it alleges they “took
no special precautions”
for Potter’'s care, failed
to monitor the holding
area, failed to intervene
in the alleged fight and
“ignored concerns about
the conflict expressed by
other inmates.”

“Scotty Gibson struck
Mr. Potter knocking him
unconscious,” Louisville
attorney Corey Ann Finn
wrote in the lawsuit. “De-
fendants John and Jane
Does 1-5 failed to render
timely medical assistance
to Potter. Eventually, one
or more Defendants John
and Jane Does 15 at-
tempted to render med-
ical attention to Mr. Pot-
ter.”

It claims one or more
of the defendants “failed
to exercise that degree of
care and skill as would be
expected of a reasonably
prudent medical profes-
sional under like or sim-
ilar circumstances.”

The lawsuit seeks
compensatory damages
for pain and suffering,
medical expenses, attor-
ney fees and other relief.

Halbert said Monday
he was not yet aware of
this lawsuit. He offered
no additional comments
prior to print deadline.

Gibson is scheduled
to appear in court on Feb.
28 for a pretrial confer-
ence in the murder case
that was filed against him
last year.

from the fiscal court to
approve the transaction,
SWSD's utter lack of due
diligence mattered more.
The  District's  board
members’ duty is to the
water district and the
citizens of Floyd County,
they are not beholden
to the fiscal court or the
Judge-Executive.”

McNeil claims the ap-
praisal conducted by Ter-
ry Fyffe to determine the
lost revenue Southern ex-
perienced by transferring
its water customers to
Prestonsburg is “flawed.”

He also pointed out
several mismanagement
issues highlighted in the
hearing. He noted that
Southern board Chair-
person Paula Johnson
“seemed unaware of the
sheer amount of lost rev-
enue” Southern has be-
cause of its water loss
rate. During the hear-
ing Southern Manager
Dean Hall estimated it
would take Southern five
years to reduce its wa-
ter loss rate to 30 per-
cent—which would still
be double the water loss
rate allowed by the PSC.
Southern has proposed
that the rate increase will
help the district improve
its water loss problems,
but McNeil called Hall's
estimate of five years to
improve water loss “over-
ly optimistic.”

“Any claim that ‘sub-
stantial  improvements
in water loss’ will be
achieved through follow-
ing a simple two pages of
leak detection procedure
is overly optimistic,” Mc-
Neil wrote. “SWSD must
develop a more compre-
hensive water loss man-
agement plan to comple-
ment the leak detection
procedure and expand
upon those recommen-
dations.”

He also pointed out
that Southern needs has
a capital improvement
plan, needs to update
its old water meters and
“must do more” to deter-
mine if customers are re-
ceiving free water.

Southern is seeking
this rate increase to deal
with its financial strains
and, in part, to get ap-
proved for a Kentucky

Infrastructure  Author-
ity loan to replace wa-
ter lines from Lackey to
Wayland to reduce water
loss. McNeil addressed
that issue as well.

“The Attorney Gen-
eral remains hopeful that
the proposed, and now
on hold, KIA project to
replace the Lackey to
Wayland water main will
help to eventually reduce
water loss, but cautions
the Commission against
granting the full increase
as a means to get this
project completed,” he
wrote. “Furthermore,
the Attorney General en-
courages the District to
continue discussion with
Kentucky-American Wa-
ter about a possible man-
agement contract, es-
pecially if PCUC remains
uninterested in a merger
or operation scenario.”

McNeil asked the PSC
to follow its former prec-
edent of increasing rates
gradually to lessen the
impact on families.

“Though the District
has acknowledged a myr-
iad of issues in the oper-
ation of its system, it has
not properly demonstrat-
ed that it is fully grasped
how to effectively move
forward, and should not
receive the entirety of
the Staff's recommend-
ed rate increase,” McNeil
wrote.

He said the admission
by Southern that it obtain
unauthorized debt with-
out PSC approval is “only
one of many examples of
the past managerial and

operational negligence”
at Southern.
He wrote, “Now, the

Commission must equi-
tably balance the needs
of the district against
the District's demonstra-
bly poor past decisions,
which in this case gener-
ated the need for a rate
increase....The Commis-
sion should not expect,
nor require ratepayers
and Kentucky families to
bear such an increase
due to mismanagement.”
He asked the PSC to
“set a fair, just, and rea-
sonable rate” for South-
ern Water customers.

In a news conference
on Jan. 24, the Kentucky
Department of Education
announced the launch of
the Kentucky Academy
for Equity in Teaching, a
renewable loan forgive-
ness program designed
o “identify and prepare
effective,  experienced
and diverse public edu-
cators in the Common-
wealth.”

Through the program,
KAET participants will re-
ceive financial support
and complete an Educa-
tion Professional Stan-
dards Board (EPSB)-ap-
proved teacher education
program in conjunction
with ongoing mentorship
by experienced Kentucky
educators.

The program is fund-
ed by a $1 million per
year allocation in the
2018 Kentucky state bud-
get for educator quality
and diversity through the
teacher recruitment and
retention program.

“Ensuring that Ken-
tucky students have ac-
cess to a diverse, highly
quality, effective teacher
workforce is a high prior-
ity for me and KDE,” said
Kentucky Education Com-
missioner Wayne Lewis.
“There is no single school
factor more important to
the success of students
than having an effective
classroom teacher. KAET
will be instrumental in
recruiting more talented
young people and expe-
rienced professionals into
the teaching profession
who mirror the incredi-
ble diversity of our state.
It also will provide addi-
tional support to those
pre-service teachers as
they prepare to serve
students.”

The KDE reported
that the program empha-
sizes the development
of knowledge, skills and
competencies identified
in the Kentucky Teacher
Performance Standards
and the Kentucky Frame-
work for Teaching.

“It is a renewable
loan forgiveness pro-
gram designed to provide
financial support and
mentoring to pre-service
teachers who are en-
rolled in teacher prepa-
ration and/or certification
programs at public state

universities,” the state-
ment said.
Undergraduate  stu-

dents enrolled in educa-
tor preparation programs
can receive up to $5,000
per semester for up to
four semesters over the
course of three academ-
ic years and receive no
more than $20,000 total.
They must be enrolled
in an educator prepara-
tion program or have an
application on file with a
public Kentucky universi-
ty.

Students in an ini-
tial certification master’s
educator preparation
programs are eligible
to receive up to $2,500
per semester for up to
four semesters over the
course of three academ-
ic years and receive no
