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Heightened security at AMS and PHS
due to Johnson County school threat

The Floyd County
Schools District placed
extra security around

James D. Adams Middle
School and Prestonsburg
High School Thursday
due to an anonymous
threat issued against
schools in Johnson Coun-
ty.

“While the primary
threat was issued against
schools in Johnson Coun-
ty, two schools in Floyd
County were also named,”
Floyd County Superinten-
dent Danny Adkins said.
“We have placed extra
security at these two

schools, two each, and
doors are locked, but it is
a regular school day for
our students.”

According to a news
release from the Johnson
County School District,
the threat was found as
graffiti on a bathroom
wall and subsequent in-
vestigation had students
sharing concerns about
“hit lists” and other
threats transferred from
phone to phone.

“The safety and se-
curity of our students
and staff is one of our
top concerns, and we are
doing everything within

Library closure proposed denied in Wheelwright

The Wheelwright City
Commission  discussed
the proposed closure of
the city library during a
meeting this week, but
the effort failed for lack
of support.

On Wednesday, Feb.
13, Commissioner Andy
Akers made a motion to
close the library and use
the city-owned building,
located near the senior
citizens center, to attract
a businesses or an ambu-
lance service to Wheel-
wright.

Commissioner  Sam
Little presented Akers
with a list of names of
people who utilize the
library, as requested by
Akers at a previous meet-
ing. Akers complained,
however, that the list did
not include phone num-
bers of the people who
signed up.

“It's being used, and
I'm proving it's being
used,” Little said. “If you
want some proof that it's
being used, there’s ac-
tually people here who
use the library on a daily
basis. I mean, it's being
used.”

After Akers made the
motion to close the library
and use the building to
bring in a business, May-
or Don Hall suggested
that the library shouldn't
close if it is being used by
the public.

“Let me rephrase my
motion then,” Akers said.
"I make the motion that
they pay their own utilities

and stuff because they're
selling stuff, and if that
many people’s using it,
they ought to be able to
pay their own utilities, or
we try to get something
in there, an ambulance
service, that will benefit
the city, benefit the peo-
ple up here. We need an
ambulance service in this
end to keep them from
driving an hour and 45
minutes to get up here.
That could save some-
body’s life.”

An audience mem-
ber suggested that a
city building previously
used by the Floyd County
Health Department could
support an ambulance
service.

Akers complained
that people who attend
Yu-Gi-Oh!'  tournament

games at the library
were “hanging out the
windows” and running
up the electric bill there.
Little said the library can-
celed those tournaments
for that reason.

He claims the request
to close the library is po-
litically motivated.

Hall suggested ta-
bling the matter, but Lit-
tle told him, T want this
settled now because this
is an endless battle. I'm
not going to pretend and
say I don’t know what it’s
about.”

Hall told him, “Lis-
ten, it they're using the
library, that’s fine.”

Commissioner Dana
McCown echoed that re-
mark.

Napier, a U.S. Army
veteran, said he’s been a
law enforcement officer
for 15 years.

He said he got into
law enforcement when
he was about 30 years
old. He said he was a

grant from U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture Rural
Development for the ve-
hicle purchase.

Ratliff presented the
commission with a quote
from Glenn's Freedom
Dodge Chrysler in Lex-
ington, reporting the
city can buy the car for
$41,865 with this grant.

Mayor Jerry Fultz re-
ported that the city was
approved for this grant
after Ratliff was involved
in a crash that occurred
on Rt. 80 in 2017. Ap-
proval of the application,
he said, was required be-
fore the funds could be
released.

Fultz reported that
the grant requires the
city to pay a 25 percent
match, or about $10,500,
for this vehicle. The mo-
tion to approve the appli-
cation was unanimously
approved, with the com-
mission giving Fultz the
authority to sign all docu-
ments needed to execute
the grant.

Ratliff confirmed
that the car dealership
is on the state contract
vendor’s list, so the city
won't be required to seek
bids for this purchase.

In other news, Fultz
updated the commission
on several city projects,
including the renovations
of the city gym.

The city awarded
the $314,000 bid for that
project to Groggan's

Construction in January.
Fultz reported that the
work began on Tuesday
and is expected to be fin-
ished before the 120-day
contract is expires.

The work will include
installation of a new in-
sulated metal roof and
guttering on one side of
the building, the addition
of a handicap-accessible
ramp, railing and oth-
er amenities inside the
building and in the park-
ing lot, as well as a new
heating and cooling sys-
tem.

Fultz told commis-
sioners that the city will
seek permission to ap-
prove change orders for
this project. The city will
have about $160,000 re-
maining on the grant af-
ter this phase of the work
is complete.

“We hope they will
let us do some additional
things with those mon-
ies,” Fultz said. “That
could be a sprinkler sys-
tem. It could be putting
in a bathroom. There’s
no bathroom in there.
It could be putting in
an ADA-compliant bath-
room or numerous other
things, redoing the floor
and those sorts of things.
So, hopefully, they will

give us permission to do
change orders to access
those monies that are re-
maining.”

The city hopes to
eventually add a second
story structure to this
building to expand ser-
vices and programs of-
fered there.

It's one of several
projects ongoing in the
city at this time.

Fultz reported that
the city’s drain project is
behind schedule because
of inclement weather and
because there have been
problems created by wa-
terlines owned in that
area by Southern Water.

During the meet-
ing, the commission also
tabled a request from
Quest Energy to amend
the city’'s contract with
the company for the
removal of coal from
city-owned property.
Representatives of the
company were not pres-
ent.

The commission ap-
proved payment of bills
and the financial report,
showing the city has
$42,300 in its road fund
and $90,900 in its gener-
al fund.
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a program for youth in-
volved in the court sys-
tem and law enforcement
officials he met in that
position encouraged him
to sign up.

“l got into law en-
forcement to help peo-
ple,” he said.

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AFIB PATIENT RECEIVES REGION'’S FIRST WATCHMAN DEVICE AT PMC

Pikeville Medical Center (PMC) Cardiac Electrophysi-
ologists Michael Antimisiaris, MD, and Chase Reyn-
olds, MD, performed the region’s first state-of-the-art
Watchman Procedure.

Shelva Dotson of Phelps, Ky was the first patient to
receive the Watchman Device.

PMC patients who qualify for this procedure have a
tiny device called the Watchman Device implanted
into the left atrial appendage of the heart.

The device is designed to reduce the risk of a stroke
in patients with an irregular heartbeat, also known as
atrial fibrillation (AFib).

"AFib increases the risk of a stroke. AFib causes clots
to form in a chamber in the top of the heart. This is
known as the left atrial appendage,” said Dr. Anti-
misiaris.

Dotson says she was experiencing a thumping in the
chest and knew something was not right.

"When a patient is experiencing AFib, blood can clot
in the atria. This can be dangerous for patients like
Dotson. If the blood clot breaks, it has the potential
to travel to the brain and block proper blood flow.
The lack of oxygen carried in blood will cause patients
to have a stroke,” said Dr. Reynolds.

Dotson says she has been a loyal patient of PMC.

"For years, | have had my pacemaker monitored by
PMC. The doctors here have always treated me like a
person and not just a patient. | have always felt like
they had my interest in mind,"” said Dotson.

Dotson added that she knew, when they suggested
this procedure to her, they were looking out for her
well-being.

The PMC heart care team felt like Dotson was the per-
fect candidate for the Watchman Device.

“The Watchman removes the risk of clot formation
within the left atrial appendage. Before this proce-
dure, patients with AFib that were considered high
risk of stroke were treated with blood-thinning medi-
cations to reduce the risk of a stroke,” said Dr. Anti-
misiaris.

He said patients with AFib could have difficulty toler-
ating blood thinning medications. In addition, these
medications could cause concerns for patients. Those
are the patients who are the perfect candidate for the
Watchman Device.

“Dr. A sat down with me. He explained the entire pro-
cedure to me. | knew he probably did not have the
time he spent with me that day, but he made me feel
comfortable and took time he may not have had to
put any questions and concerns | had to rest,” said
Dotson.

Dotson says she was comfortable moving forward
with the procedure and being the first patient in the
region to receive the device.

“The placement of the Watchman prevented clots
from forming for Dotson and has ultimately reduced
the risk of a stroke,” said Dr. Reynolds.

PMC continues to provide advancements raising the
bar for heart health.

“l am very pleased with the care I received. This is the
only place | wanted to take care of me. | would recom-
mend PMC to anyone,” said Dotson.

PMC performs advanced procedures that allow pa-
tients to stay close to home and receive advanced
quality care.

PMC HOSTS FREE HEART HEALTH FAIR IN
RECOGNITION OF AMERICAN HEART MONTH

Pikeville Medical Center (PMC) Heart and Vascular In-
stitute recognizes February as American Heart Month.

During this month of heart health awareness, PMC is
setting the stage for the community to better under-
stand heart health and to get a closer look at their
numbers.

On Tuesday, February 19, the PMC Heart and Vascu-
lar Institute is hosting a free heart health fair at the
East Kentucky Exposition Center at 126 Main Street
in Pikeville.

The event begins at 9am and ends at 4pm. The free
screenings include checks for blood pressure, glucose,
ankle-brachial Index (ABI), COPD, body mass index
(BMI) and there will be information about eating a
heart-healthy diet available as well.

Heart disease continues to be the number one cause
of death for both men and women. Education can be
vital to understanding and preventing heart disease.

Representatives from the PMC Emergency Depart-
ment, EMS, Trauma Center and Stroke Center will join
with the cardiac team to educate the public on the im-
portance of knowing their numbers and understand-
ing the seriousness of heart disease.

PMC Assistant Vice President of Patient Services,
Deanna Porter said, "This event is our way of bring-
ing awareness to heart disease, building a better un-
derstanding of the prevalence of heart disease in our
region and what can be done to live a heart-healthy
life.”

Porter says it is important to know the symptoms
of heart attack. Symptoms include discomfort in the
chest and in other areas of the upper body and can

include pain or discomfort in one or both arms, the
back, neck, jaw or stomach. Other symptoms include
shortness of breath, breaking out in a cold sweat, nau-
sea or lightheadedness.

Symptoms vary between men and women. As with
men, women’s most common heart attack symptom is
chest pain or discomfort. Women are somewhat more
likely than men to experience some of the other com-
mon symptoms particularly shortness of breath, nau-
sea, vomiting and back or jaw pain.

PMC Director of PMC Heart and Vascular Institute,
Lorri Burgess said, “Time is muscle. The longer a pa-
tient waits to seek help in the event of a heart attack,
the bigger the risk is for loss of heart muscle.”

She says everyone needs to know the signs for heart
attack and, even if they are unsure if they are truly
having a heart attack, they need to seek medical at-
tention.

"It is best to call 911 if you are experiencing symp-
toms of heart attack,” said Burgess. "The emergency
medical system (EMS) team can begin treating heart
attacks while they are in-route to the hospital. They
are in contact with our emergency department so our
staff can begin making preparations for care, eliminat-
ing waiting upon arrival.”

Porter and Burgess extend an invitation to the up-
coming heart health screening. They say professionals

will be on-hand to answer any and all questions about
heart disease.

Prestonsburg  Tour-
ism released Tuesday,

“I  think  people
around here tend to for-
get how much raw talent
we have around here,”
said West. “We want to
highlight the artist, the
songwriters and the ar-
tisans who grew up here
and the foundation upon
which they stand in ad-
dition to sharing the sto-
ries that take place here
which shape who they
are and their music.”

West said the series
is also an incentive pro-
vided by the Prestons-
burg Songwriters Scene

“We are starting out
with highlighting artists
who are active in the
songwriters, as a way to
share their stories and
their music,” she said.
“We want to show that
you don't have to get
away from Prestonsburg
to be recognized.”

they are now paying. He
estimated that a person
paying $200 per month
for insurance will pay
about $95 annually if the
fiscal court approves the
insurance premium tax
on Tuesday.

In an interview
Wednesday, Williams said
he doesn’'t know whether
other members of the fis-
cal court will approve the
tax at next week’s meet-
ing. He said, however,
the county needs it.

Floyd County's bud-
get is around $18 mil-
lion, including grants and
pass-through  funding.
Williams said the gener-
al fund totals about $13
million, and the current
insurance premium tax
provides about $1.4 mil-
lion.

“I don't know where
youd make up the dif-
ference on the revenue,”
he said. “We can cut, but
there’s only so much you
can cut.”

He and County Trea-
surer David Layne plan to
cut the county budget by
about $500,000 next fis-
cal year, and if the insur-
ance premium tax is ap-
proved, revenue from it
will be used in four areas.

Williams said 60 per-
cent of the revenues
would be used to improve
roads, 20 percent would
fund senior citizens cen-
ters and meal deliver-
ies for elderly residents,
10 percent would fund
economic  development
projects and 10 percent
would be used on com-
munity projects like the
community  center in
Martin and construction
of a baseball field in Mel-
vin.

Williams said he un-
derstands how county
residents feel about the
tax, as it became such a
major issues in last year’s
county elections.

“If 'm for my agen-
da, I'm not putting the
tax on,” he said. “I'm in

the insurance business,”
Williams said. “It hurts
me directly. | mean, |
sell more insurance when
there’'s no tax, but |
wasn't hired to take care
of Robbie Williams. | was
hired to take care of Floyd
County. With a financial
background, and being
someone with 30 years
of doing this, | see where
the county’s going to be
in 12 to 18 months.”

If the tax is not ap-
proved, Williams said the
county will have to lay off
employees, starting in
the road department.

“A couple of things
that we will have to do if
the tax doesn’t pass, we'll
immediately start making
cuts. I'm not waiting until
we get down to the bank
balance is zero before we
start making cuts,” he
said. “We'll have to start
with the magistrates and
the road crews. | mean,
and that's where the
money needs to go more
than anything.”

Floyd County main-
tains about 400 miles of
roads and Williams said
some of them are “un-
fit” for travel. He wants
to develop a county road
maintenance plan where
roads are prioritized for
regular maintenance.

“We've got to have
some kind of plan, and
this tax and keeping
these roads up to snuff
is part of that plan,” he
said. “Once the roads
are destroyed, they're
not coming back, people.
So we can cut, cut, cut,
cut, cut, but when those
roads are gone, and they
go back to gravel, that
asphalt is not coming
back. The funds just ar-
en't there.”

He encourages the
public to attend the Feb.
19 meeting to voice their
support or opposition to
the tax, saying that peo-
ple who support it usually
don’'t speak up in public.

“They feel burned by
this past administration.
They put the tax on and
promised to go out here
and fix the roads, and

you still go to Left Bea-
ver, Right Beaver and
Mud Creek and the roads
that needed it the worst
didn't get repaired,” Wil-
liams said.

He asked that the
public trust this adminis-
tration without compar-
ing it to prior administra-
tions.

“Don't lump wus in
the same category with
those folks. Have trust in
us that we're going to do
the right thing,” he said.
“We're going to revisit
this tax each year and
give people the option. In
a year’s time, if you don't
see results coming out of
our office, in what we've
told you we’re going to
do, come to the meeting
in a year and tell us, say
hey, ‘you made us these
promises and you've not
delivered.” Stand up and
tell us, but give us an
opportunity first. Give us
an opportunity to do our
job. That's all I ask.”

He said the fiscal
court wouldn’t be consid-
ering this tax if the coal
severance fund hadn't
decreased. In the past
10 years, Floyd County’s
coal severance has de-
creased by 85 percent
and its mineral severance
has decreased by 61 per-
cent.

The Kentucky De-
partment for Local Gov-
ernment reports that the
county received nearly
$2.2 million in coal sever-
ance in 2009, but it de-
creased to only $392,400
last year. Mineral sever-

ance also decreased from
$2.8 million in 2009 to $1
million last year, the DLG
reports.

Hines survives suicide attempt

“I took the bus to Gold-
en Gate Bridge, following
the voices that urged me
to take my own life.” Kev-
in Hines describes in his
memoir, Cracked, Not Bro-
ken: Surviving and Thriving
After a Suicide Attempt.

“The bridge does not
have netting or barriers to
keep anyone from leaping
off. It provides no safety for
those suffering from mental
afflictions, drug-induced or
otherwise. For those who
die this way, | wholeheart-
edly believe they feel they
have no other choice, as |
did.”

“I walked toward the
traffic railing. As if nothing
else mattered, | ran, chan-
neling an Olympic hurdler,
striding light, fast and de-
termined.”

“I used my arms to cat-
apult myself over the rail.”

“I did not get on the
ledge to be talked down.
I jumped quickly, without
recourse, falling headfirst,
fast and hard into the wind
and empty space below
me.”

“I reached back for the
rail. It wasn’t there.”

“In the midst of my free

fall, I said to myself these
words, words | thought no
one would ever hear me
repeat: ‘What have | done?
! don’t want to die. God,
please save me!”

“I FELL at a speed of
75 mph.”

“The end was immi-
nent.”

Hines says the drop is
estimated to be 220 feet,
or 25 stories. He uttered a
prayer that God would save
him. And somehow, his
body turned from headfirst
and he “hit the water feet
first, in a sitting position.”
“I learned later that is it
one, if not the only, way to
survive such a fall,” Hines
writes. Two of his lower
vertebrae “shattered and
splintered like glass, pierc-
ing [his] lower organs. By
some miracle, the shards
missed [his] heart and
lungs. There are no words
of the pain. It was unimag-
inable.”

Hines fought for his
life, trying to rise above
the choppy waters and
attempted to reach safe
grounds. He was blessed to
have the U.S. Coast Guard
rescue him before hypo-
thermia set in. Hines states
that by 2012, 33 people had
survived the fall from the
Golden Gate Bridge, while
1,558 had been confirmed
dead. “Of the survivors, 19
of them have come forward
and expressed words to
this effect: ‘The second my
hands and feet left the rail |
realized | had made a mis-
take, | realized how much

| needed to live, or didn’t
want to die.”

In life we can suffer
some hard hits. The un-
bearable can weigh us
down, making us feel like
we are out of options.
Death can seem like the
answer. It will relieve us
of the heavy burdens we
bear — whether it be finan-
cial ruin, drug abuse, phys-
ical ailment, mental illness
or anything else. However,
I want us to all know that
there is a solution to the
problem. Don’'t be mistak-
en, it’s not a miracle, our
problems won’t disappear
at the drop of a hat, but
there is a place to turn.
Turn to Jesus.

Someone is probably
going to chuckle at the sen-
tence, as if it’s that simple.
No, the healing process is
not simple. It’'s complex
and difficult and sometimes
we feel like we won’'t make
it. We feel like the walls
are closing in, the waters
are overtaking us. But, let
us know that regardless of
what the situation is, we
are not alone. Jesus is with
us. Every. Step. Of. The.
Way.

Regardless of what
the world says about us or
what the devil has called
us, we are more than that.
We were “created through
Him and for Him (Colos-
sians 1:16).” We will suffer.
We will have pain. But we
can use those moments —
those deepest and darkest
hours — to glorify His name.
To show others what God

is capable of. To show oth-
ers exactly how much God
loves us. Because “neither
death nor life, neither an-
gels nor demons, neither
the present nor the future,
nor any powers, neither
height nor depth, nor any-
thing else in all creation,
will be able to separate us
from the love of God that
is in Christ Jesus our Lord
(Romans 8:38-39).”

I[t's chilling to read
those 19 suicide survivors
regretted their decision as
soon as they jumped. It’s
horrifying. | wonder how
many others may have
had that split second of re-
gret before they met their
death. | know sometimes
it just seems like we don’t
have another option. We
become lost in the pain
and mental anguish that
ensnares us. We become
trapped, unable to even ful-
ly breathe and release the
suffering. | know, I’ve been
there. But, we must re-
member, we can overcome.
Whatever the problem is,
despite what we may feel,
Jesus is the answer. He can
help us. He went to the
cross and died for us (John
3:16). The battle is already
over. He’s already won. His
love is enough.

Don’t jump. Don’t con-
tinue to drown in the dev-
iI's lies. Jesus is the way,
the truth and the life (John
14:6). | know it’s hard
to see. | know it may not
make sense right now. But |
tell you the truth — Christ’s
love is all we need.

Johnny Ray
Turner, D-Prestonsburg,
became part of a new
caucus in Frankfort this
week.

On Feb. 13, he joined
the “Engage & Empow-
er Caucus,” a bipartisan
group of legislators com-
mitted to helping Ken-
tuckians with disabilities.
The group is co-chaired
by state Rep. Al Gentry, a
Louisville Democrat, and
Rep. Brandon Reed, a
Hodgenville Republican.

Both Gentry and Reed
said they came together

to form this caucus be-
cause they understand
the challenges facing
those with disabilities.
Gentry lost an arm due
to a workplace accident,
while Reed has cerebral
palsy.

During the media
event, the caucus high-
lighted about a half-doz-
en bills they've either
filed this legislative ses-
sion or soon will.

That legislation in-
cludes House Bill 8,
which is focused on dys-
lexia education; HB 150,
a Golden Alert system for
those with defined im-
pairments; HB 180, which

creates a similar Green
Alert for veterans at-risk;
HB 226, which establish-
es a farmer-focused men-
tal health program; HB
228, which increases the
homestead  exemption
for disabled veterans;
and SB 20, which would
establish treatment and
restraint rules for chil-
dren with developmental
disabilities.

Other bills to be filed
would focus on insurance
fairness for amputees
and tax credits for those
who modify their homes
to make them more ac-
cessible.

Homeowner holds alleged

be under the influence of
an unknown substance,”

Blackburn was dating
a female who lived at that
home, Howard reported
in the citation, but he
had been informed that
he was “not welcome”
there.

He said Iricks opened
the front door and saw
Blackburn “laying on his
couch.”

Graduation
requirements
proposal advances In
regulation process

During the Admin-
istrative Regulation Re-
view Subcommittee Feb.
11 at the Capitol Annex
in Frankfort, Education
Commissioner Wayne
Lewis testified in sup-
port of amendments to
704 KAR 3:305: Proposed
minimum  high  school
graduation requirements.

The  requirements,
which were passed by
the Kentucky Board of
Education in December,
were not found deficient
by the ARRS and will now
be forwarded to the Leg-
islative Research Com-
mission, which will then
refer it to the House and
Senate education com-
mittees.

“These revisions set
a very low bar — right
now there is no bar,” said
Lewis. “It’s an incredibly
important first step that
will ensure students will
be well prepared for what
comes next in life follow-
ing graduation.”

The new gradua-
tion requirements give
students entering high
school in the 2019-2020
school year the chance to
take more classes geared
toward their plans after
graduation.  Freshmen
must complete 22 cred-
its before graduation and
meet other requirements.

Students  entering
high school in the fall
of 2020 and beyond
also will have to meet a
graduation  prerequisite
that requires students to
demonstrate basic com-
petency in reading and
math.

“We want to be as-
sured that any student
who receives a high
school diploma has basic
competency in reading
and math,” said Lewis.
“This would not create a
new test. Students could
demonstrate competen-
cy in eighth grade, 10th
grade, or in a demonstra-
tion of evidence.”

Brigitte Blom Ram-
sey, executive director of
the Prichard Committee
for Academic Excellence,
testified against the reg-
ulation saying that while
she agrees that Ken-
tucky is graduating far
too many students with-
out the skills needed for
future success, the reg-
ulation does raise some
concerns. Ramsey said
concerns included the
addition of exit exams,

which produce few bene-
fits in other states where
they have been imple-
mented; the removal of
Algebra II as a require-
ment for graduation; and
the potential for students
with low test scores to be
tracked into low-quality
pathways.

“Today’s proposal for
new minimum high school
graduation requirements
deserves the full atten-
tion of citizens, students
and business leaders, in
service to our state goals
for student success,” said
Ramsey. “This is a critical
discussion that has bear-
ing on Kentucky’s ability
to deliver on the promise
of full college and career

preparation for every
student.”
Lewis offered a count-

er argument to Ramsey’s
points, saying that only
15 U.S. states require al-
gebra II as a high school
graduation requirement.

“Thirty-five states do
not believe that algebra
IT is necessary for every
student,” said Lewis. “In
Kentucky, we currently
require that every one of
our students successful-
ly complete the course.
Juxtapose that with the
reality that 60 percent
of our highest achieving
students go on to college
and about 23 percent of
them are not ready for
college level math. Those
two simply cannot be
true at the same time.”

Lewis also argued
that the demonstration
of basic competency in
reading and math is not
an “exit exam.” Students
will have three ways to
demonstrate competen-
¢y, during accountability
assessments in 8th or
10th grades, or by sub-
mitting a portfolio of ev-
idence to their local su-
perintendent.

As for career path-
ways, he said, this is just
one of eight of qualifiers,
and there are numerous
high-quality pathway
programs throughout the
state.

School boards are
looking at the gradua-
tion requirements now to
consider if they wish to
add to these minimum re-
quirements to best meet
the needs of their stu-
dents. In doing so, they
also are in the planning
stages for staffing and
class offerings to ensure
students have the neces-
sary options to meet the
new requirements.
