an attack on public ed-
ucation and our children
are the most precious
resource we have. Last
year, they come after our
pensions. They’ll prob-
ably come after them
again this year. But now,
they’re coming after our
schools. There's some
in Frankfort that like to
boast that they are ad-
equately funding public
education. Well, their
job is to fully fund public
education, and it is ridic-
ulous to even have a con-
versation about millions
of dollars going to private
schools.”

HB 205 was intro-
duced in the House in
February. According to
documents filed online
by the Legislative Re-

search Commission, HB
205 would cost $25 mil-
lion this fiscal year and
increase to $43 million by
2023,

If approved, the bill
would create a new tax
credit to “qualified schol-
arship-granting organiza-
tions” to provide funding
for educational scholar-
ships so foster children,
students from low-to-
middle-income  families
and children with special
needs can attend “certi-
fied nonpublic schools.”

The LRC reported
that if the scholarships
are granted to students
transferring from pub-
lic schools, public school
districts could lose SEEK

funding.
Floyd County Schools
Superintendent  Danny

Adkins said he attended
the rally to show support
for district staff and pub-

lic education.

“It's about everything
coming down the pike
right now for public ed-
ucation. There's several
different things coming
down the pike that will
effect public education,”
Adkins said.

He said he believes
HB 205 is part of a “na-
tional movement against
public education.”

“These private insti-
tutions are not for every-
one,” Adkins said. “Public
education is designed to
educate every student
that walks in that door.
These folks can actually
pick and chose and select
the students they want
to accept. We're here for
everyone. We're not here
to just chose a select one
or two or across the dis-
trict or across a couple of
counties.”

Pike County teacher

Joey Hamilton, a board
member of the East Ken-
tucky Education Associ-
ation, said the Prestons-
burg rally was the only
one held in Eastern Ken-
tucky Saturday.

“It's great to see peo-
ple out, standing up for
education, standing up
for the kids of Eastern
Kentucky,” he said.

He said in addition
to opposition to HB 205,
educators are resisting
changes to the teachers
retirement system.

“Theyre going to
re-align our TRS to al-
low them more control,
rather than what it has
been,” he said. “So, this
is a probably a big part
of it, but there’s other
bills that probably are
going to be coming up.
Who knows what'’s going
to come down the line.
What we're trying to do

as teachers is show that
we're not going to be ran
over. We're not going to
take it.”

Turner said he has al-
ready seen the repercus-
sions of what he called
“the attacks on the pen-
sions” for teachers last
year, saying fewer people
are turning to a career in
education because there
are fewer benefits.

Turner said he be-
lieves the so-called “at-
tack on public education”
is politically-motivated.

“Its just an attack on
public education,” Turner
said.

“Anytime you have to
take funds out of pub-
lic education for private
schools, it's not good
for public education.
It means fewer teach-
ers, more students with
these teachers in the
classrooms. Every bill

that teachers have been
down protesting about,
it's another way at chip-
ping away at public ed-
ucation and another at-
tack on KEA (Kentucky
Educator’s Association).”

He said the Repub-
lican Party is trying to
“break the teacher’s
union” because it sup-
ports Democrats.

Laferty said, “Those
people such as our
teachers who've com-
mitted their careers to
our schools and our chil-
dren, theyre basically
being squeezed of every
dollar and every benefit
that they've earned. The
teachers, the coal miners,
and the police officers
and the hospital workers,
those people, they're the
bedrock of our workforce
here, and those are the
type of people that we
need to support.”

and Technical College.

At an event Thursday,
the two institutions fur-
ther solidified their mutu-
al working relationship by
announcing and signing
an agreement to more
easily allow Big Sandy
students to finish their
medical studies at UPike.
The agreement allows
students “interested in
pursuing a medical career
to complete two years of
curriculum at BSCTC and
transfer to UPike for two
years of coursework to
earn a bachelor’'s degree
in biology and minor in
chemistry from UPike,” a
statement released fol-
lowing Thursday’s event
said.

In addition, the Ken-
tucky College of Os-
teopathic Medicine will
reserve seats for two
students who complete
the program and meet all
admission requirements,
the statement said.

“The agreement with
BSCTC will benefit not
only both institutions,
but all of the students
enrolled and the commu-
nities in which they will
serve in the future,” said
UPike Provost Dr. Lori
Werth.

The most significant
impact of the agreement
is data sharing between
Big Sandy and UPike,
which, according to Big
Sandy President Dr.
Sherry Zylka, will make
it easier for students to
transition to UPike from
Big Sandy to complete
their medical studies.

“This agreement pro-
vides an opportunity for
students at Big Sandy
Community and Tech-
nical College to move
seamlessly into UPike’s

program,” Zilka said.
“This agreement solid-
ifies a relationship that
will enable students to
have the option and the
opportunity to come here
(to UPike) without having
to jump through some of
the hoops that they may
have had to in the past.

“I want to give every-
body opportunities, and
this provides that oppor-
tunity where, if they were
not a part of this pro-
gram, they would have
to apply independently
to come here, (but the
agreement) gets them
through the system fast-
er,” Zilka said.

Zilka said Big Sandy
and UPike have been dis-
cussing the partnership
for more than a year. She
said a previous agree-
ment between UPike
and Big Sandy clearing a
path for students toward
KYCOM’s optometry pro-
gram helped pave the
way for this latest part-
nership.

UPike President Dr.
Burton Webb said the
new agreement is an
opportunity for students
who may not be able to
begin their studies at
larger post-secondary
institutions. The agree-
ment will also make the
path to UPike less com-
plicated for qualifying
students.

“Before the agree-
ment existed, every
transcript had to be re-
viewed individually, and
you had to check all the
boxes and make sure
that everything was in
place for each student,”
Webb said. “Now, we'l
look at students a larger
group, and the process of
transferring credits and
making sure they hit all
the requirements is cov-
ered in the articulation
agreement. That makes

U.S. Senator Mitch
McConnell announced
that the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor awarded
a $1.75 million federal
grant to the East Ken-
tucky Concentrated
Employment Program.

The funding will be
used to continue the
agency’s work in help-
ing Eastern Kentucky
residents who lost their
jobs due to the decline
of the coal industry.

Jeff Whitehead, di-
rector of EKCEP said
the agency is “ex-
tremely grateful” for

the grant.
“EKCEP is extreme-
ly grateful for this

award. These funds

“Those lost coal
jobs have had a nega-
tive and wide-ranging
impact on workers and
families in the region,
as well as on the local
economy. I have been
proud to work with Jeff
Whitehead and EKCEP
to support competitive
grant funding in the
past for the organiza-
tion, which allows EK-
CEP to provide essen-
tial reemployment and
training services for
dislocated coal workers
in Kentucky.”

EKCEP, based in
Hazard, offers services
to employers and job
seekers 23 Eastern
Kentucky counties.

it a whole lot faster and
seamless.

“Great students can
start at Big Sandy, and
they can finish at UPike
in two years instead of
three or four, and then
they can get right into
medical school right af-
ter that, and that is the
whole hope of this pro-
gram,” Webb said. “It
will open some doors for
students who can't nec-
essarily start at the Uni-
versity or Kentucky or at
UPike or Morehead State,
they want to start at Big
Sandy, and they can, and
that pathway is now clear
for them.”

The first qualifying
students from Big Sandy
will begin at UPike in the
fall 2019 semester.

HB 205 & SB 118 are school voucher bills posing as tuition tax credits. They would award huge tax credits to
rich Kentuckians to incentivize their children attending private schools. According to the nonpartisan Legislative
Research Commission, this would quickly ramp up to costing the state more than $100 million every year in
lost revenue. That revenue is desperately needed to fund public education, including safe schools, and our public
employee pensions. We as a state need to generate more revenue for our public schools and educators instead of
providing more incentives for rich people pushed out of state special interests.

* Any reduction in state general fund tax revenues means less money for the state portion of SEEK, which is
critical to all students. School safety reforms as championed in Senate and House Bill 1, and other major, funda-
mental programs of student support are already underfunded, including textbooks, transportation, special
education, and more.

Attendance audit
released by Floyd
County Schools

Floyd County Schools
recently underwent an
attendance audit, ac-
cording to information
shared by the Floyd
County Board of Educa-
tion during its Feb. 25
meeting.

“This is the best at-
tendance audit we have
had since | started work-
ing in the DPP depart-
ment,” said Bonita Comp-
ton, director of Athletics/
DPP (Department of Pupil
Personnel). She said at-
tendance audits typically
occur within a district ev-
ery three years.

According to the au-
dit, at Floyd Central,
Prestonsburg High and
Duff-Allen Central Ele-
mentary schools, actual
times/dates for signing in
and signing out students
were not being recorded
on the attendance soft-
ware package and at Bet-
sy Layne High and DACE
were not checking atten-
dance each class period.

There was a discrep-
ancy at Floyd Central
High School linked to a
lack of documentation
in five cases of substan-
tiating that parents or
legal guardians have
been notified, in writing,
of a child’s suspension.
According to the audit,

“copies of written notifi-
cations of suspension to
the parents/legal guard-
ians must be maintained
at the school.”

The final discrepancy
noted in the audit is that
DACE is, “not maintaining
documentation for stu-
dents that withdraw from
the district” with two inci-
dents noted.

“The corrections are
being made now and will
have them all fixed by
May 1,” Compton said.

Scholarship tax credits

During the next few
weeks, our General As-
sembly has a remarkable
opportunity to give thou-
sands of Kentucky chil-
dren a new path to suc-
cess by voting in favor
of two bills that will help
create a scholarship tax
credit program. House
Bill 205 and Senate Bill
118 will go a long way to-
wards helping children in
the Commonwealth reach
their dreams.

Families like the Hen-
dersons in South Louis-
ville know all too well the
power this scholarship tax
program would have in
transforming the futures
of Kentucky’s children.

In 2015, Daniel and
Denise Henderson decid-
ed to become foster par-
ents of medically fragile
children and those with
a history of trauma. Not
long after they were ap-
proved in the summer
of 2016, they welcomed
a set of three elementa-
ry school-age siblings to
their home — a 10-year-
old girl (Elle) and her two
brothers, ages eight and
five. The two oldest were
victims of trafficking, and
all had sustained trauma.

The Hendersons pro-
vided the stable, happy
and safe home environ-
ment the children need-
ed, and were able to help
them focus on school.
Elle struggled in her fifth
grade class at the time,
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yond the initial impact of
the mismanagement or
crime. Agencies which ex-
perience these things find
that it's harder to borrow
money or receive grants
as lending institutions and
grantors lose trust and re-
covering from widespread
abuse can sometimes re-
sult in tax or rate increas-
es passed on to the peo-
ple.

Most of all, however,
government abuses take
their toll on public involve-
ment in the political pro-
cesses. Our republic re-
lies on the involvement of
people — through voting,
running for public office
and being informed — in
order to operate in a way

ht shine In

that ensures that the gov-
ernment represents the
people.

We can already see
the fatigue and lack of in-
terest in falling numbers
of active voters and the
impacts of that will be
far-reaching and severe.

As Sunshine Week
comes again, we re-
new our promise to you,
our readers, that we will
continue to work to hold
government accountable,
regardless of the work it
takes. We will continue
to cover meetings, dig
through documents and
ask the tough questions.

It's not just because
it's our job — it's because
it's our duty to you.

expand education opportunities for all children

and as they discussed
middle school options,
Denise and Daniel were
surprised when Elle told
them she wanted to at-
tend a private school.

While they wanted to
support her choice, be-
ing a child in foster care
put significant limits on
Elle’s education options.
Elle asked to talk to the
judge herself, and after
she did, the judge grant-
ed her permission to at-
tend the school of her
choice. Denise and Daniel
stretched their resources
to pay the tuition for the
private school, and Elle
flourished.

By the time the next
school year came around,
the Hendersons had ad-
opted the sibling group —
and Elle’s younger broth-
ers, Shawn and Josh,
wanted to follow their sis-
ter to private school. The
school made Elle feel safe
and loved, and though the
Hendersons were con-

vinced the school was the
best fit for their children,
tuition for three children
was unattainable.

After researching
their options, they learned
about School Choice
Scholarships, an organi-
zation in Louisville that
grants low-income stu-
dents the opportunity to
attend the school of their
choice. The Hendersons
were awarded scholar-
ships, and the children
were overjoyed to be able
to attend the school they
chose together.

The Henderson kids
are thriving in a school
that fits them, but thou-
sands — perhaps tens of
thousands — of children
across the Common-
wealth do not have access
to that kind of opportu-
nity. In Louisville alone,
School Choice Scholar-
ships currently has more
than 6,000 children on its
waiting list.

Through no fault of

their own, many minority
and low-income families
disproportionately  find
themselves in the low-
est performing schools.
Countless parents need
access to schools that are
specifically suited to their
children’s educational and
emotional needs but ei-
ther cannot not afford pri-
vate school tuition or are
unable to move to anoth-
er school district.

Simply put: school
choice already exists in
Kentucky, but it is cur-
rently only available to the
wealthy.

As a mother of nine,
I know all children have
unique strengths, chal-
lenges and interests. A
one-size-fits-all approach
to parenting does not
work well. The same is
true for education: fami-
lies need options.

HB 205 and SB 118
propose to create a schol-
arship tax program that
would help close this

significant gap in oppor-
tunity. The program en-
courages individuals and
businesses to donate to
non-profit  organizations,
like School Choice Schol-
arships, that assist lower
income families with tu-
ition for the non-public
schools of their choice.

Through this program,
donors would receive a
95 percent tax credit for
their donation. For every
$100 donated, a $95 tax
credit is received. No pub-
lic funds are involved, as
private donations alone
are used to increase pa-
rental options. Eighteen
other states have similar
scholarship tax programs
in place, making it clear
they value the role of the
family in education. It is
time for Kentucky to do
the same.

I am imploring the
General Assembly to
vote yes on HB 205 and
SB 118. Education is key
to breaking the cycle of
poverty, and a zip code
should not determine a
student’s academic suc-
cess. We cannot continue
upholding a status quo
that favors only families
with means, and a schol-
arship tax credit policy
would be a great step to-
ward improving access to
education  opportunities
for all Kentucky's children.

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‘GED Plus’ now avallable

In collaboration with
Kentucky Skills U, the
Kentucky Community and
Technical College System
announced on March 6
the launch of GED Plus,
a new program allowing
adults to earn a GED and
a college credential at the
same time.

GED Plus helps stu-
dents earn a tuition-free
certificate through co-en-
rollment in the Skills U
GED program and short-
term KCTCS courses.
In four months or less,
adults have the oppor-
tunity to earn their GED
plus a college certificate
that will prepare them for
workforce opportunities
at a faster rate.

“Our research indi-

cates that most adults do
not want to attend col-
lege because they think it
costs too much and takes
too long,” said KCTCS
President Jay K. Box. “We
have high hopes that the
opportunity to obtain a
GED and a tuition-free
college certificate in a
short amount of time will
change that mindset. This
program is another way
we are quickly preparing
people for the workforce
and addressing employ-
ers’ needs.”

Kentucky has invest-
ed $15.9 million in Work
Ready Kentucky Scholar-
ship funding to fast-track
skill certifications for in-
dividuals who had grad-
uated from high school,
earned or working to earn
a GED, but had not re-
ceived a college degree.

Gov. Matt Bevin spoke
at a news conference
Wednesday at the Capitol
Rotunda where GED Plus
was announced.

“More than 340,000
Kentuckians do not have
a high school diploma or
GED, so we must ensure
that the Commonwealth’s
workforce development
efforts include strong
opportunities for those
in need of education and
skills necessary to be-
come career ready,” said
Bevin. “By empowering
students to utilize the
Work Ready Kentucky
Scholarship for obtain-
ing a GED plus additional
credentials, we are elim-
inating financial barriers
to education and opening
a pathway to long-term
success for all Kentucki-
ans.”

he Work Ready
Scholarshlp eliminates
the financial barriers that
prohibit students from
seeking education op-
portunities by providing
a pathway to more than
350 college credentials
and 60 careers in five in-
dustry sectors.

Through financial as-
sistance from Kentucky’s
Work Ready Scholar-
ship, GED Plus students
can earn a certificate in
healthcare, advanced
manufacturing, transpor-
tation, business services
and construction.

KCTCS will also pro-
vide a $400 scholarship
to the first 1,000 enroll-
ees to cover expenses
that are not included in
the Work Ready program.

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not necessarily saying
that won’t happen, but in
most cases, a predator is
going to take their time
to get to know the child.”

Kretzer said not all
predators or perpetrators
need to take that time to
gather information on a
child. Some, she said, are
so experienced in the act
that they already know
the signs for which to
look, targeting children
with self-esteem issues
or ones with poor family
conditions as likely tar-
gets.

“They'll often find
children who are ‘needy’
in some way or fashion,
whether it be needing
new clothes, a new cell
phone or even something
as simple of as just mon-
ey,” Krezter said.

According to Kretzer,
a predator will often
come across as a very
friendly person, even of-
fering assistance to the
child or the child's care-
giver in the form of of-
fering to watch the child
while their caregiver goes
to work, possibly picking
the child up from school

or ball practices, doing
whatever is necessary to
“get their foot inside the
door” to make it easier to
gain access to the child.

“Perpetrators  real-
ly try to come across as
someone who can fix all
your problems,” Kretzer
said. “Anything of val-
ue these people offer or
promise in exchange for
sexual acts involving mi-
nors is trafficking.”

Once these perpe-
trators “are in the door”
they'll try their best to
manipulate the child,
Kretzer said, often going
as far as getting them
addicted to drugs, just to
make the child more de-
pendent on the predator
and even threaten the
child with violence if they
aren’t cooperative.

“One out of 10 chil-
dren will experience sex-
ual abuse by their 18th
birthday,” said Krezter.
“Of those young people
who experience it (sexual
abuse), 90 percent were
previous victims.”

Last week, Ernest B.
Ray, aka Junior, 55, of
Beech Street, Pikeville,
was arrested by federal
authorities on charges of
trafficking minors for sex.
Ray was set to appear in

federal court Monday but
the hearing was contin-
ued. Little information
is available on the case,
but charges were linked
to alleged crimes against
at least five different mi-
nors.

According to Krezter,
child sexual abuse can be
difficult for victims to dis-
close, as some don't even
recognize they’re a victim
because they were, or
still are being made to
feel like they're “special.”
The ones who do realize
what's going on experi-
ence a layer of fear and
shame that makes it dif-
ficult for victims to come
forward, she said, factors
which can be difficult to
overcome.

“These children be-
come very vulnerable,
that's why it’'s so import-
ant to prevent child sex-
ual abuse,” Kretzer said.
“It's also important to
identify those who have
and work to get them the
help they need, that way
they aren't in that vulner-
able state for someone
else to come along.”

One place that tries
to help victims overcome
that and get victims the
help they deserve is the
advocacy center, also

know as Judi's Place for
Kids. Located at 128 S
College St, in Pikeville,
Judi’s Place provides ser-
vices to victims of sexual
abuse, including human
trafficking and child por-
nography.

“We work with those
victims who are referred
to us by local, state and
federal agencies,” Krez-
ter said.

The center’s staff is
up-to-date in training re-
garding human traffick-
ing, having had FBI and
forensic scientists come
in to assist with training
in the latest information
regarding the subject, as
they strive to be a “bright
solution” for abused chil-
dren.

“Judi's Place is just
a community offering
hope and healing so that
all may thrive and reach
their full potential,” Krez-
ter said.

Krezter said “being
aware” is the most im-
portant thing.

“These perpetrators
have everything to gain
by blending in,” Kretzer
said. “They blend in and
keep a keep a low pro-
file because they bene-
fit from selling a person
over and over again.”

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Lawsuit: P’burg fired cop after he was shot

Former PPD officer Adam Dixon claims city officials refused
to help, fired him for ‘job abandonment’

A former Prestons-
burg Police officer is su-
ing Prestonsburg, its po-
lice department and chief
and its city council and
mayor, alleging he was
wrongfully fired after he
was shot in the line of
duty.

Attorney Matthew
W. English of the Getty
Law Group in Lexington
filed the lawsuit recently
in Floyd County Circuit
Court on behalf of Adam
Dixon, who claims he was
wrongfully fired on March
1, 2018 — nearly three
years after he was shot
in the line of duty.

All defendants were
served with the lawsuit
this month. They include
the Prestonsburg City
Police Department, Chief
Larry Woods, City of
Prestonsburg, Mayor Les
Stapleton, Prestonsburg
City Council members
Harry Adams, Don Willis,
B.D. Nunnery, Charles E.
“Shag” Branham, David
A. Gearhart and Brittainy
Branham, as well as for-
mer council members
Mike Lafferty and Roy
Roberts.

Prestonsburg City
Attorney Jennifer Burke
Elliott said she can't
comment on allegations
made in the lawsuit.

“We can't comment
on current litigation,” she
said. “It's a personnel
matter, so we couldn't

have commented any-
way.”

The lawsuit alleges
that between Oct. 20,
2015, and March 2018,
the defendants failed to
follow policies for the
“handling and treatment
of employees injured in
the line of duty,” and it
claims that failure made
Dixon’s injuries worse,
leading to his alleged
“wrongful termination.”.

Dixon seeks com-
pensatory and punitive
damages from Woods,
Stapleton and the police
department for “Inten-
tional Infliction of Emo-
tional Distress,” as well
as compensatory and pu-
nitive damages from all
defendants for wrongful
termination.

The lawsuit alleges
“illegal handling by de-
fendants of Mr. Dixon’s
situation.”

Dixon had been em-
ployed as an officer for
nearly 10 years when he
was shot in the line of
duty on Oct. 20, 2015, by
Robert Powers of Auxier,
who was sentenced to 20
years for that shooting in
December 2018.

In an hours-long
standoff at a home in Ab-
bott in which a child was
held hostage, Powers
shot Dixon in the ster-
num.

Per department pro-
tocol, Dixon was placed
on administrative leave
after the shooting, the
lawsuit said, and he was

on leave for about three
months.

According to the
lawsuit, in Jan. 2016,
Stapleton and Woods,
per department policy,
instructed Dixon to un-
dergo formal evaluation
for “mental and physical
fitness.” English claims in
the lawsuit that they told
Dixon they would make
arrangements for that
assessment, but it never
occurred.

“Instead, he was put
back on patrol, working
the day shift, with no
evaluation of his mental
and physical fitness for
duty,” English wrote.

Within a few months,
Dixon returned to the
night shift, the lawsuit
claims, and “began suf-
fering symptoms includ-
ing anxiety, shortness
of breath, uncontrolla-
ble shaking, unprovoked
fear, episodes of panic
and night terrors.”

“By the end of 2016,
Mr. Dixon was unable to
continue working due to
the deterioration of his
mental state,” English
wrote. “Taking vacation
time, he spent a week in
the care of a relative who
is a clinical psychologist
with significant experi-
ence working with vic-
tims of trauma, leading to
a diagnosis of Post-Trau-
matic Stress Disorder
(“PTSD”). Following this
treatment, Mr. Dixon was
well enough to return to
work, but he continued

Pike solar farm project
gets boost from Toyota

PIKEVILLE — A pro-
posed solar farm project
in Pike County is acceler-
ating forward, thanks to
the recently-announced
involvement of an auto-
motive giant.

At the TEDxCorbin
economic  development
forum in Corbin this
weekend, Berkley Ener-
gy executive Ryan Johns
and Democratic guber-
natorial hopeful Adam
Edelen announced that
Toyota had joined in the
partnership between the
two for the development
of a 700-acre solar farm
near Johns Creek. Johns,
one of the developers on
the solar farm project,
said the proposed solar
farm on Bent Mountain is
expected to consist of a
half-million solar panels,
and will likely see signif-
icant progress in its de-
velopment now with the
inclusion of Toyota in his
and Edelen’s partnership.

“The final step was

needing power to be
purchased after con-
struction,” Johns said,

indicating Toyota could
purchase the electricity
generated at the solar
farm. “This is the final
piece in getting every-
thing done. For this area
it's a very big thing.”

Co-developer Adam
Edelen called Toyota’s in-
volvement in the project
“extraordinarily exciting”

“This will put Eastern
Kentucky and its work-
ers on the map in terms
of development,” Edelen
said. “This is historic and
it brings opportunities
to Eastern Kentucky and
opportunities to move
the region forward.”

The solar farm project
was announced in April
2017. The solar farm’s
construction is expected
to create 200 construc-
tion jobs, and approxi-
mately 50 sustained jobs
for the operation of the
farm.

Edelen said he hopes
construction will begin
this summer, following a

training period for per-
spective installers.

“Now, focus shifts to
workforce development
and training, especially
for out-of-work coal min-
ers, in installing these so-
lar panels,” Edelen said.
“After that, after some
job training, hopefully we
can begin construction
this summer.”

Johns said this past

weekend’s announce-
ment was a “soft an-
nouncement,” and a

more formal event will
be held at a later date
to tout the partnership.
He added that there is
little information he can
currently release about
Toyota’s full role in the
partnership.

Johns added, howev-
er, that Toyota’s involve-
ment moves the project
forward.

“We had to have a
partner that was willing
to finish the last piece of
it,” Johns said. “This is
huge for this area. This is
huge for this region.”

to suffer with unshakable
feelings of dread, pan-
ic, and disability anxiety
while on duty.”

The lawsuit claims
that in July 2017, Dixon
drove to Woods' home
and “implored him” for
help, telling him that he
felt “paralyzed by the
fear, unable to protect
public or to otherwise
fulfill the duties of his
job, and that he needed
help.”

English claims in the
lawsuit that the depart-
ment should have acti-
vated an “Early Inter-
vention System” to help
Dixon.

“Instead,  however,
Woods merely instructed
Mr. Dixon to use his days
off already scheduled to
relax and recover,” the
lawsuit states. “Mr. Dix-
on was unable to recover
enough to return to work
during the few days pre-
viously scheduled off, so
he used ten additional
days from his vacation
time in an attempt to re-
gain his mental compo-
sure. Upon his return to
work, he quickly had a
panic attack on the job.”

The lawsuit claims
that Woods scheduled
Dixon to work with a
partner who would “keep
an eye on” him, and he
was approved for extend-
ed sick leave that lasted

from July 2017 through
January 2018.

After Dixon was di-
agnosed with PTSD, the
lawsuit claims that Sta-
pleton and Woods were
informed that he was
unable to return “to any
form of active police
work which carried with
it a confrontational role.”

“Mr. Dixon told the
Defendants he could —
and would like to — con-
tinue to work for the city
in some other capacity,
and he asked for a desk
job,” English wrote in
the lawsuit. “Rather than
providing him with other
options, Stapleton and
Woods directed Mr. Dixon
to resign from employ-
ment. Mr. Dixon declined,
informing the Defendants
that he did not want to
resign but was met with
increasing insistence. Mr.
Dixon responded that, if
they intended to force
him out of a job with the
City, then he would take
retirement instead. Over
their continuing objec-
tion, he informed Staple-
ton and Woods that his
application for retirement
was underway.”

The lawsuit claims
that Stapleton “demand-
ed” Dixon’s resignation.

“As he was complet-
ing his final documents
for retirement in the of-
fice of the Human Re-

sources Director, Mayor
Stapleton entered and
again demanded Mr. Dix-
on’s resignation,” English
wrote. “Mr. Dixon replied
that he understood he
did not need to tender
a resignation because
he was officially retiring.
Stapleton said the city
needed a letter of resig-
nation and that, if not for
the concern that Mr. Dix-
on would sue the City, he
would simply fire him for
‘job abandonment.”

It claims Dixon “re-
sisted the demands for
his resignation” and sent
in his retirement packet,
which was received in
March 1, 2018.

A few days later,
Dixon received a letter
informing him he had
been fired for “abandon-
ing” the job, the lawsuit
alleges, asserting that
Dixon was not given the
opportunity for a hearing
or a review, as required
by state law.

It claims this conduct
caused Dixon to suffer
with “extreme, prolonged
mental anguish and de-
pression, constituting a
full-blown existential cri-
sis.”

Elliott said an attor-
ney from the city’s insur-
ance carrier will respond
to the lawsuit on behalf
of the city.

Howard admits to
Wayland armed
robbery charge

A Floyd County man
could spend a dozen
years behind bars after
pleading guilty to robbery
last week.

On March 7, Pres-
tonsburg resident Zacha-
ry T. Howard, 26, plead-
ed guilty in Floyd Circuit
Court to a charge of
first-degree robbery.

Howard was arrested
by Kentucky State Police
after an armed robbery
that occurred at a home
in Wayland in August.
KSP officials alleged in
court documents that
Howard broke into the
home, stole two pistols
that he used to hold the
couple who lived there
at gunpoint, stole $7 and
the couple’s vehicle and
fled. He was arrested af-
ter a high-speed chase
later that day.

The grand jury indict-
ed Howard in September
on charges of first-degree
robbery, a Class B felony,
and theft by unlawful tak-
ing-automobile, a Class D
felony.

Floyd County Com-
monwealth’s Attorney
Brent Turner reported
that Howard pleaded
guilty after his office rec-
ommended a sentence of
12 years.

Turner reported that
because of the nature of
the crimes, Howard will be
required to serve at least
85 percent of that sen-
tence if the court accepts
the recommendation
during Howard's formal
sentencing on April 11.

"My office and the
victims were satisfied
with this plea,” Turner
said. “The defendant took
responsibility for what he
did and will be serving a
lengthy prison sentence.”

Motorists cautioned that
traffic may be stopped

On Monday morning
Kentucky Transportation
Cabinet Highway District
12 maintenance special-
ists discovered that the
mountain is moving again
on U.S. 23 in Ivel where
the northbound lanes are
already closed due to a
significant rockfall/mud-
slide.

“Passing traffic will
not notice the movement,
but our people can tell,”
Engineering Branch Man-
ager Darold Slone said.

So far the rocks that
have come off the hillside
are fist-sized. There has
also been muddy water
running down all week-
end.

“If there is anything
on the ledge or the top
of the hill, anything at
all that looks like it may
come down and bounce
into the southbound
lanes of moving traffic,
we will shut down the
road,” a joint statement
from Chief District Engi-
neer Mary Westfall-Hol-

Maintenance Superinten-
dent Todd Harris stated.

Harris and his crew
are on site, both on the
roadway and at the top
of the hill, monitoring the
situation.

“We do not want peo-
ple to panic,” said Sara
George, D12 Information
Officer, “but folks who
are driving through this
slide zone need to strict-
ly observe the reduced
speed limit of 45 miles
per hour. In addition, you
need to pay attention
and be prepared to stop
if so directed by District
12 workers.”

George said that
safety is the first priority,
not convenience.

“We certainly hope
we do not have to stop
traffic. But if it is neces-
sary to keep people safe,
we definitely will. In that
case, we are not con-
cerned about anyone’s
convenience; we are con-
cerned about saving lives
and property,” she said.

exhibit to do it.”

The 2,200 sq. ft. ex-
hibit is divided in to sev-
eral sections, and it fea-
tures a scale model of the
Hubble Space Telescope,
which was launched into
space by NASA in 1990
and continues to provide
images of the universe,
as well as a section on
the James Webb Tele-
scope.

Visitors  will learn
about Hubble’s contribu-
tion to the exploration
of planets, stars, galax-
ies and the universe and
see photos it has taken in
space. Information is pro-
vided through computer-
ized stations, as well as
displays that explain tools
and instruments that
have been used to repair
the Hubble.

For the first time,
NASA officials added the
“Science on a Sphere,”
a globe that digitally dis-
plays animated images
of earth, atmospheric
storms and other digital
projections. Russo said
it shares real-time sat-
ellite views of the earth,
as well as pre-programed
animations.

“There's the sun,
there’s the moon, there’s
earthquakes, there’s tsu-
nami data, there’s about
40 or 50 things running
through the general pro-
gram,” he said. "But it
is made to do real-time
weather patterns, imag-
ery, things like that.”

The exhibit arrived at
the science center last
week in two semi-trucks
filled with 55 pallets,
some of which weighed
hundreds of pounds. The
science center was closed
all week for the installa-
tion, which required 650
hours from center staff,
BSCTC, the Mountain
Arts Center and the com-
munity. Russo and others
thanked Ace Hardware of
Prestonsburg for helping

The work was completed
at 4:30 p.m. on Friday —
less than two hours be-
fore the center hosted a

guests.

Maurice Henderson,
who helped create the
Hubble traveling exhib-
it for NASA and intro-
duced the "“Science on
a Sphere” program, an-
swered questions from
those guests Friday. He
shared images of the
earth, starting from 600
million years ago, and ad-
vancing through time.

He said, “"We are sit-
ting here on the earth
in Kentucky and looking
out to the end of the uni-
verse. So, we no longer
have an incomplete story.
We have a whole story
being told.”

Speakers at the
VIP event also included

burg Mayor Les Stapleton
and John Rosenberg, one
of the founders of the
science center.

"I'm so glad that we
have the Hubble back
again .. We're real-

“Resilience” event held

Floyd County Com-
munity Early Childhood
Council hosted "“Being
Intentional Together As
A Community” event at
Floyd Central High School
on March 6 in conjunction
with Kentucky Strength-
ening Families and Youth.

The event invited
interested  community
members and organiza-
tions to coordinate their
efforts to help children
learn.

“"Our purpose is to
discover a way for audi-
ence teachers, parents,
administrators, students,
community leaders, faith-
based and any concerned
community member a
way to be ‘intentional’
together as a community
as opposed to working
on same or similar work
in silos around building
resiliency in our students,
families and communi-
ties,” said Anna Shep-
herd, Floyd County Floyd
County Schools Early
Childhood Director.

Organizers  started
with showing “Resilience:
The Biology of Stress and
the Science of Hope,” a
2016 documentary. Ac-
cording to the synopsis
of the film, “Resilience’
is @ one-hour documen-
tary that delves into the
science of Adverse Child-
hood Experiences and
the birth of a new move-
ment to treat and prevent
Toxic Stress. Now under-
stood to be one of the
leading causes of every-
thing from heart disease
and cancer to substance

abuse and depression,
extremely stressful expe-
riences in childhood can
alter brain development
and have lifelong effects
on health and behavior.
However, as experts and
practitioners profiled in
‘Resilience’ are proving,
what’s predictable is pre-
ventable. These physi-
cians, educators, social
workers and communities
are daring to talk about
the effects of divorce,
abuse and neglect. And
theyre using cutting
edge science to help the
next generation break
the cycles of adversity
and disease.”
Afterwards, reactions
and reviews to the film
accompanied by a re-
view of which ACEs were
predominant in Kentucky
as well as discussing an
overview of KSFY.
According to infor-
mation presented by the
Department for Public
Health, 59 percent of
Kentuckians report ex-
periencing at least one
ACE and 64 present
have two or more. These
ACEs, according to the
department, range from
divorce, drinking in the
household, verbal abuse,
domestic violence and
more. According to a
2015 Kentucky behavior-
al risk factor surveillance,
when assessing select
chronic conditions and
risk behaviors in relation
to ACEs, there appears
to be an increase among
certain behaviors/chron-
ic conditions for those
who experience four or
more ACES compared to
those who experience

none. The department
for Public Health reports
that these Kentuckians
are five times as likely to
have an HIV test; almost
five times as likely to suf-
fer from depression; four
times as likely to have
poor mental health and
smoke and are two and
a half times as likely to
have asthma.

“"KSFY was created
in 2013, as a collabo-
rative community with
the goal of reducing the
impact of ACEs and pro-
vide the foundation to
keep families and youth
strong through engaged
programs and communi-
ties in building protective
factors that promote well
being and resilience,”
said Shepherd. “We
shared how the systems
within the program work
together to combat these
adverse childhood expe-
riences and our goal is to
find ways to work togeth-
er to help children live,
learn and grow.”

Shepherd said that
the next step could be for
attendees of this event
stepping into a leader-
ship role and becom-
ing educators for other
teachers and represen-
tatives and sharing what
was learned.

“"We want to develop
a leadership team region-
ally or locally around this
work of strengthening
our families within our
county and region,” she
said. “The more commu-
nity members who are
aware of what we are do-
ing and what resources
are available, the more
successful we can be.”

Lady Panthers

Pikeville is heading
