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Pike company to manage Southern Water

Southern seeks $150,000 from fiscal
court, revisits 2017 asset transfer

The Southern Water
& Sewer District Commis-
sion is asking a Pikeville
company to help them
dig the district out of a
pile of problems officials
allege were caused by
years of poor manage-
ment.

The commission
unanimously  approved

a management contract
with Pikeville-based Util-
ities Management Group
on Monday, March 25. It
also approved seeking
$150,000 from the Floyd
County Fiscal Court and
sending a letter to the
Prestonsburg Utilities
Commission threatening
to back out of a 2017 as-
set transfer agreement

for asphalt and pipes, so
the new administration
sought new bids.
Judge-Executive Rob-
bie Williams said two bid-
ding issues caused the
need to rebid. He said
Grayco Rentals, the com-
pany that got bids last
year for pipes, closed,

Duo
charged
with
benefits
fraud

Two Floyd County
residents were indicted
last week for allegedly ly-
ing to obtain food stamps
and Medicaid.

A Floyd County grand
jury indicted Kenneth
Hall, 45, and Kimberly
Hall, 33, who are identi-
fied as living at the same
address in Grethel.

They were each in-
dicted for three counts
of false statement/mis-
representation to re-
ceive benefits over $100
— Class D felonies which
carry a penalty of be-
tween one and five years.

The indictment allege
that the couple failed to
report changes in income
between July 2012 and

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that’s still partially pend-
ing.

These actions came
after the commission
learned that Southern
Water's bank account
was $37,741 in the red
at the end of February.
Chairman Jeff Prater
called the financial report
“dismal.”

If the $150,000 loan
is approved by the Ken-
tucky  Public  Service
Commission and the fis-
cal court, CPA Jeff Reed
said the loan may car-
ry Southern Water for
two or three months
— enough time, officials
say, to keep the district
afloat until an emergency
rate increase application
filters through the PSC
approval process. The
rate study required for
application is underway.

“We have wrestled
with a lot of issues and
we feel like this is the best
way forward for Southern
Water. We feel like this is
the best decision that we
could make at this time,
given the circumstances,”
Prater said.

The management
contract

The “Planning As-
sistance/Owner  Repre-
sentation/Operations”
agreement gives UMG
immediate authority to
operate and maintain the
district in return for com-
pensation from South-
ern Water. UMG officials
started working at the
district early Tuesday
morning.

Southern Water will
retain ownership of the
district, and UMG will
serve as an independent
contractor with author-
ity to hire, fire and rep-
rimand employees, as
well as the authority to
“operate and facilitate”
Southern’s water plant
and infrastructure — its
day-to-day operations, its
projects and planning.

The contract allows
UMG to *“assign and
manage (including rep-
rimands and discharge)
of Southern Water and
Sewer District staff who
have the ability/inability
to operate and facilitate
the operations and main-
tenance” of the district.

Prior to voting to ap-
prove the contract, the
commission talked about
a “personnel” matter on
a “specific employee” in
closed session for about
30 minutes. Upon return,
Prater explained that he
reached out to groups
regarding a management
contract.

He said that the Pres-
tonsburg Utilities Com-
mission said they could
try to help, but Prater
said it might not be the
best solution, given “un-
resolved issues” between
Southern and PCUC. A
Georgia company, he
said, was not interest-
ed, and Kentucky Amer-
ican Water wants to buy
Southern, not manage it.

Prater said he
emailed the contract pro-
vided by UMG to com-
mission members prior to
the meeting. Greg May of
UMG answered questions
prior to the vote.

May said he under-
stands Southern Wa-
ter's financial problems
and explained that with
employees and family
members living in Floyd

County, he has a “vested
interest” in helping the
district.

“So, I'm willing to
work with not much prof-
it margin to try to get
this thing straightened
out. We've discussed six
months, see what we can
do, see where it's at, and
then we can back up and
try to come back to the
board and see if we can
negotiate a longer-term
agreement. So, basical-
ly, I'm not going to make
anything. I'm going to
cover my costs. That’s all
I'm going to do,” he said.

Roberts, a Pikeville
Medical Center employ-
ee, said he’s known May
for years and he would
“highly recommend” him.

Discussing personnel
issues, May emphasized
more than once that UMG
is “not headhunting.”

He said then UMG
would use information it
gathers from meetings
with current employees
to formulate a plan to
move forward. The work
will include evaluating all
district procedures and
problems.

Other UMG repre-
sentatives stressed the
need to use a systematic
approach to addressing
Southern Water's high
water loss problems, fi-
nancial problems, report-
ing problems and other
issues.

Southern Water man-
ager Dean Hall was not
at the meeting. Prater
said he was injured while
working at the district
on Friday. When asked
about Hall's title, Prater
said, “He is not the man-
ager. The management
of Southern Water’s been
turned over to UMG.
Dean is still an employee,
but upon his return, he is
an employee of UMG in a
capacity that they would
assign him.”

The contract period is
six months, and it “auto-
matically” renews unless
it's canceled by either
party in writing 60 days
in advance.

Southern Water will
pay all hourly salaries for
UMG staff and is respon-
sible for general opera-
tional costs of the district.

An appendix to the
contract lays out the cost
of compensation and
fringe benefits for ser-
vices UMG provides, with
costs ranging from $30
per hour for clerk typists
to $130 for a principal of-
ficer. Those costs do not
include fees for printing,
photography or “special
material,” mileage and
consultant fees.

“The Southern Wa-
ter and Sewer District
shall readily and in good
faith negotiate price and
scope with progressive-
ly extensive contract
amendments,” the con-
tract states.

The contract also
notes that neither UMG
nor Southern Water will
be liable for failing to
fulfill obligations in the
contract if “Unforeseen
Circumstances” arise.

Request for funding

During its last meet-
ing, the Southern Wa-
ter commission voted to
seek help from the Floyd
County Fiscal Court, but
the topic was not dis-
cussed at the last fis-
cal court meeting, with
Judge-Executive Robbie
Williams reporting af-
terwards that Southern

Water needs to request
funding in writing.

On Monday, Southern
Water voted to allow its
attorney Steven Bailey, to
send a letter to the fiscal
court, seeking a $150,000
loan, and a letter to the
PSC, seeking permission
to obtain the loan from
the fiscal court.

Commission member
Rick Roberts told Bailey
to “be specific” about
Southern Water's needs
when he submits the let-
ter to the PSC.

The commission also
recently declared a “fi-
nancial emergency” and
approved filing an emer-
gency rate increase ap-
plication.

PCUC asset transfer

The commission also
voted Monday to have
Bailey send a letter to the
Prestonsburg City Utilities
Commission to “demand”
a meeting to discuss
the 2017 asset transfer
agreement between the
two entities.

Southern Water of-
ficials blame that agree-
ment for the district’s
financial problems, be-
cause of a loss of reve-
nue from customers in
the Harold/Betsy Layne
area. Only the sewer as-
set portion of the agree-
ment is final, and South-
ern Water is collecting
payments for sewer, but
is not transferring funds
to PCUC.

“We still have an un-
resolved issue of the wa-
ter asset transfer,” Prat-
er said, mentioning the
2017 transfer agreement.
“We're quickly approach-
ing two years that this
has been going on and
we've not had anybody
to contact us and ask me
or anybody else to come
down and sit down and
try to work this thing out.
I would want to know how
you all feel about, should
we send them a letter,
notifying them that they
have a specific amount
of time to negotiate this
with us, or we're just go-
ing to reject the contract
and close the deal. How
do you feel about that?”

The vote to send that
letter was unanimous.

Roberts said, “I think
definitely, absolutely, we
have to send them some
kind of a letter to put
them on notice. Either
the deal goes through or
the deal don't go through
and we’ll take the cus-
tomers back over.”

PCUC has replaced all

meters for those 1,100
customers and has been
collecting payments on
those accounts.

and, the fiscal court has
been buying pipes from
companies whose bids
were not approved. The
other bidding issue, he
explained, was that the
prior fiscal court accept-
ed all bids and/or higher
bids. State bidding laws
require local govern-
ments to accept the low-
est and best bids.

“Everybody’s like,
‘Why are vyou rebid-
ding, when we have to
turn around and rebid
in June again?” Williams
said. “But when the au-
dit report comes out for
this half of the year, they
can say this fiscal court
did what’s right by state
law. So, it was two-fold.
We were hoping to save
money on everything and
we were hoping to get
the bids in compliance
with the state law.”

In the rebidding pro-
cess, the fiscal court ap-
proved some bids that
are actually higher than
those approved by the
fiscal court last June.

Price changes on
pipes

With this round of
bidding, the fiscal court
will save money on most
of the pipe it buys.

The prior administra-
tion approved bids for
pipes for Grayco Rentals,
even though its bids were
higher than others. On
March 19, the fiscal court
awarded most pipe bids
to Drains Unlimited, the
company that submitted
the lowest bids last year
and this year. But it also
awarded three pipe siz-
es to the other bidder,
Huntington Steel, which
was the lowest bidder for
those sizes.

Comparing the bids
from both bidding cycles,
the fiscal court will pay
between 29 cents and
$2.34 less per ft. for plas-
tic pipes it buys of Drains
Unlimited, and between
65 cents and $5.72 less
per ft. for plastic pipes
it buys from Huntington
Steel.

While those savings
will be realized on all
plastic pipes — the type
of pipe used most in the
county — the fiscal court
could spend more for
metal pipe.

Drains Unlimited sub-
mitted bids, which were
approved, for all sizes of
metal pipes and connect-
ing bands this month, but
last year, the fiscal court
accepted bids for only
one size of metal pipe.

Comparing the ap-
proved 2018 bid to this
month’s  winning  bid
for metal pipe, the fis-
cal court will pay $17.37
more per ft. for 60-inch,
12-gauge metal pipe and
$102.49 less for the 60-
inch by 24-inch connect-
ing band at Drains Unlim-
ited.

Price changes on
asphalt
Asphalt bids submit-
ted by Mountain Enter-
prises — the only local

asphalt company — in-
creased, and the fiscal
court approved them.

The company was
the only bidder during
both bidding cycles for
delivering and laying as-
phalt and for asphalt that
is picked up at the plant.

With bids approved
in these categories on
March 19, for asphalt de-
livered and laid by Moun-
tain Enterprises, the fis-
cal court will pay $6 more
per ton, for surface hot
mix and binder, as well as
$1 more per ton for base
hot mix.

When asked about
the higher price, Williams
said Mountain Enterpris-
es has not delivered and/
or laid asphalt in Floyd
County in two years.

He said that by sub-
mitting the lowest bid in
this category, the com-
pany has the right of first
refusal for asphalt proj-
ects.

He said the same
situation  arises  with
patching bids approved
for Mountain Enterpris-
es, which also increased
from $12.75 per ton last
year to $14.70 per ton
with bids approved last
week.

In the “placement of
materials” category for
asphalt, the prior admin-
istration accepted all bids
in 2018: Mountain Enter-
prises at $12.75 per ton,
Highlands Paving at $20
per ton and Mike's Strip-
ing & Sealing at $20 per
ton.

On March 19, the fis-
cal court approved Moun-
tain Enterprises as the
lowest bidder, but it also
approved White Oak Con-
tracting as second-lowest
bidder and Mike’s Sealing
and Striping as third-low-
est bidder. Officials said
if Mountain Enterprises
can’t complete or refuses
an asphalt job, that job
will then be will be of-
fered first to White Oak,
then to Mike’s Sealing.

Williams said in this
category, Mountain En-
terprises does not pro-
vide patching for the
county, so most of the
work purchased in this
category will go to White
Oak and Mike’s Sealing,
which  submitted bids
that were $17 and $18 —
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$3 and $2 cheaper than
last year, respectively.

“Primarily, what we
spend money on is the
patching. That's 100 per-
cent of what we spend
our money on for the
laid down,” Williams said.
“And that number went
from $20 a ton to $17, so
it went down.”

Mountain Enterprises
also increased its price
for asphalt picked up at
the plant — a cost that is

regularly incurred by the
fiscal court. It was the
only company to bid in
that category during both
bidding cycles.

With the bids ap-
proved in that category,
the fiscal court will pay
$5.95 more per ton for
surface hot mix, $3.55
more per ton for base hot
mix and $6.50 more per
ton for binder.

“Here's the thing
about these bids. A lot

of times, you open the
bid up and you look at it,
and you're like, ‘Well, we
probably shouldnt have
not bid this. You can't
put them back, but we
have to do what's right by
the state,” Williams said.
“We were out of compli-
ance. These are the two
items that we was out of
compliance with the state
with because of the bid
process.”

He said the fiscal

court didn't realize Moun-
tain Enterprises increased
prices prior to voting to
approve bids.

Prices for Drains Un-
limited — which were
not approved last year
— also increased from
bids it submitted in June
2018, but, even with that
increase, the fiscal court
will still pay less than
it was paying for pipes
from Grayco.

Work on lvel slide
to cause delays

Work to remove ad-
ditional rockfall threats
on US 23 at Ivel started
Monday, and unplanned
traffic stops are expect-
ed to continue all week
from 9 a.m. to dark each
day.

“This means that
smaller rocks, trees,
bushes, and other mate-
rial may come down on
the roadway,” said Mary
Westfall-Holbrook, High-
way District 12's Chief
District Engineer.

“We are clearing sur-
rounding material to pre-
pare for removal of the
two large boulders that
would cause severe dam-

age if they came down
the hillside.”

She said that people
driving on the highway
cannot see these boul-
ders, and will not be able
to see the crews working
up above the roadway.
Trees block the view and
the activity will be well
above the visible part of
the slide.

“Expect the unex-
pected,” she said. “There
will be unplanned traffic
stops. Observe the speed
limit, which is reduced to
45 miles per hour. Watch
for flaggers, who will
stop traffic if there is any
chance that people or
vehicles could be hit by
flying rocks and debris.”

Governor, education commissioner
or schoolyard bullies?

Over the past few
months, weeks and
days, Kentuckians have
witnessed an unprece-
dented and astonishing
story of the lengths our
pro-charter school, pro-
school choice governor
and education commis-
sioner have been will-
ing to go in an attempt
to intimidate, threaten
and silence the voices
of the more than 44,000
Kentucky public school
teachers. Over the past
few months, weeks and
days, Education Commis-
sioner Wayne Lewis who
was handpicked by Gov.
Matt Bevin, has waged a

desperate war of intimi-
dation in an unprecedent-
ed attempt to interfere
with the First Amend-
ment rights of teachers,
their rights of freedom of
speech, freedom of as-
sembly and freedom to
petition the government.

What should be dif-
ficult to comprehend for
most Kentuckians are the
reasons Lewis, Bevin and
other school choice ad-
vocates want to redefine
public education. Maybe,
just maybe, those who
want to redefine pub-
lic education have never
taken the time to under-
stand the importance of

public education in re-
lation to the freedoms
we all enjoy in this great
nation. From the very
earliest days of Ameri-
ca, our founding fathers
expressed their belief of
the absolute importance
of public education. To
paraphrase Thomas Jef-
ferson, one of our most
famous founding fathers,
“[public education] was
deemed essential to a
well-ordered republic.”

If there was any
ever any doubt that our
founding fathers be-
lieved in the importance
of public education, take
a moment to consider
the words of John Adams
when he wrote:

The whole people

must take upon
themselves the
education of the
whole people and
be willing to bear
the expense of it.

There should not

be a district of one

mile square, with-
out a school in it
not founded by a
charitable individu-
al, but maintained
at the public ex-
pense of the people
themselves.

The real question
Kentuckians need to ask
Bevin, Lewis and the ad-
vocates of school choice,
is just exactly who will pick
the winners and losers if
school choice becomes
a reality in Kentucky.
How many of Kentucky’s
more than 600,000 public
school students will win
the school choice lottery
and actually benefit from
charter schools? How
many of Kentucky’s near-
ly 23,000 public-school
students who speak 135
languages other than En-
glish will actually benefit
from charter schools?
How many special needs
public-school  students
will actually benefit from
charter schools?

The answer to each
of those questions should
be obvious, under the
charter school plan advo-
cated by Bevin, Lewis and
others, is that very few
of Kentucky's more than
600,000 public school
students will ever enjoy
the benefit of charter
schools, or for that mat-
ter, will ever cast a shad-
ow across the threshold
of these state taxpayer
funded charter schools.
Other than siphon off
the ever-decreasing tax
dollars available for pub-
lic school education,
very few Kentucky pub-
lic-school children  will
ever benefit from so-
called school choice.

Sadly, what has been
lost in the debate over
school choice, if you want
to call what Bevin and
Lewis have done is de-
bate, is the real question
all Kentuckians want an-
swered, a question which
haunts all of us, and that

is what can and should
be done to raise the ed-
ucational standards of all
public-school children in
Kentucky.

Unfortunately, in-
stead of a debate, Bevin
and Lewis have squan-
dered these past months
and years demonizing
Kentucky’s public-school
teachers, a time which
would have allowed all
Kentuckians to join hands
and seek solutions. How-
ever, instead of solutions,
Gov. Bevin and Commis-
sioner Lewis have chosen
to act like schoolyard bul-
lies, intent on imposing
their view of public ed-
ucation on Kentuckians,
with little opportunity
for Kentucky’s front-line
teachers to either con-
tribute to the debate or
to much-needed solu-
tions.

So, in the end, all

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Willilams says community

Floyd County
Judge-Executive Robbie
Williams  reported last
week that work is con-
tinuing on the former
Martin Community Cen-
ter building.

His comments came
after Deanna Mullins,
owner of Jungle Jim’s in
Martin, addressed the
fiscal court. She wants
to open a nonprofit af-
ter-school program, the
Magoo’s Center, in the
building.

Mullins asked the fis-

cal court for help.

“We just really need
a good facility,” she said.
“And we have the money
and we have the willpow-
er and we have people
that are wanting to get it
done. And so, we're just
wanting to see if we can
get the help out there
and so we can find a
good facility, because it’s
really hard to find a facil-
ity that would fit all the
needs that we need, and,
you know, we would love
for you to try and help
us.”

Williams told her he
appreciates her effort.

“We appreciate your
efforts with trying to get
the Martin Community
Center back open, and
we are working on that,”
he said. “The floor has
been removed and, be-
lieve it or not, it's not in
as bad a shape as folks
had suggested in the
past.”

He said plumbing
work is underway and
“cosmetic work” is need-
ed, as well as the con-
struction of a wall behind
the building to prevent
flooding.

“I certainly believe
that we'll be in, or some-

one will, be in the facility
here within the next 120
days,” he said. “That’s our
plan. We're working on it
every day, and hopefully,
the folks will see the hard
work of the fiscal court.”

The building has been
vacant for years.

The fiscal court has
tried to sell it several
times over the past few
years, but bids were not
approved. Mullins is one
of several individuals who
have approached the fis-
cal court with requests to
lease the building.

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Attorney General investigates

drug prices
Beshear probes pharmacy benefits managers’
drug pricing practices

Attorney General
Andy Beshear launched
an investigation into al-
legations that state phar-
macy benefit managers
overcharged the state
health insurance pro-
grams for prescription
drugs and discriminat-
ed against independent
pharmacies.

Beshear is seeking
details on how the PBMs,
hired by state Medicaid
managed-care organiza-
tions and the state em-
ployee health plan, have
determined, billed and
paid drug reimbursement
rates over the past five
years.

A report released
last month indicated two
PBMs took in $123.5 mil-
lion last year from the
state Medicaid program
by paying pharmacies a
lower rate to fill prescrip-
tions, while charging the
state more for the same
drugs.

Beshear said he is
investigating PBMs be-
cause he wants to iden-
tify and recover any prof-
its improperly retained
at the expense of the
Commonwealth and its
taxpayers and ensure
Kentucky families have
affordable and accessible
health care.

"I am demanding an-
swers for Kentucky fami-
lies and community phar-
macies who want greater
accountability and trans-
parency surrounding
the cost of prescription
drugs,” said Beshear.
“The current system is
failing Kentuckians who
just want a straightfor-
ward answer on whether
they are receiving and
paying a fair price.”

Beshear said PBMs
were originally estab-
lished to help compa-
nies and government
programs better man-
age pharmacy costs, but
have grown into “power-
ful industry middlemen
that go to great lengths

to hide and complicate
drug pricing information.”

Last year, Sen. Max
Wise, R-Campbellsville,
introduced Senate Bill 5,
because he said one of
the state’s largest PBMs
— CVS Caremark, which
also owns its own chain
of pharmacies — was not
pay-ing independent
pharmacists enough,
putting many at risk of
closing.

At the time, discus-
sion centered around
the significant decrease
in the PBM’s professional
dispensing fee of 85 cents
per prescription, when
the Centers for Medi-
care and Medicaid Ser-
vices stated that the fee
should be around $10.64,
plus the cost of the drug
being dispensed.

The provisions of
that legislation lead to
the recent report by the
state and allow the De-
partment for Medicaid
Services to have greater
oversight of pharmacy
benefits once existing

contracts expire.

During a Septem-
ber 2017 meeting of the
General Assembly’s In-
terim Joint Committee
on Banking and Insur-
ance, lawmakers ques-
tioned the practices of
PBMs that forced pa-
tients to pay more than
their medications cost in
order to boost profits at
the expense of taxpayers
and local businesses. At
the meeting, a pharma-
cist from Leitchfield dis-
cussed the significant de-
crease in reimbursement
rates pharmacists face.

Last week, the Ohio
attorney general sued to
recover nearly $16 million
in prescription overcharg-
es to the state for the
cost of prescription drugs
negotiated by PBMs.

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Rife responds to PSC Investigations

Betsy Layne business owner revoked loans for more than $1.8 million

In response to in-
vestigations launched by
the Kentucky Public Ser-
vice Commission, a Betsy
Layne resident who owns
two local gas companies
decided he didn't need
repayment of more than
$1.8 million after all.

Attorney  Joe R
Childers, representing
Betsy Layne resident
Bud Rife, who owns B&H
Gas and Johnson County
Gas, filed a response last
week in two PSC investi-
gations into Rife and his
companies.

On Feb. 27, the PSC
issued four orders halt-
ing two rate increase
applications filed by B&H
Gas and Johnson Coun-
ty Gas, and opening two
new cases to investigate
several promissory notes
that Rife signed on the
same day he filed the
rate increase application.

Both companies cited
the need to repay that
debt —  $148,230 for
Johnson County Gas and
nearly $1.8 million for
B&H Gas — as the reason
it needed rate increases.

Of the promisso-
ry notes issued by B&H
Gas, five, totaling $1.7

million are to either Rife
or to other companies
he owns. He signed the
notes as both the debtor
and lender, the PSC re-
ported.

The remaining note
for $39,462 is for mon-
ey owed by B&H Gas to
its attorneys. It is signed
only by Rife and not by
the law firm.

Of the $148,230 in
Johnson County Gas
debt, $62,898 is owed to
Rife or his construction
company, with the re-
maining $82,074 owed to
a gas company partner-
ship in which Rife is the
managing partner. There

is also a one-year prom-
issory note of $3,258
to the utility’s lawyers,
which is not at issue in
the investigation.

On March 21, Children
filed a response to the
PSC order that launched
the investigation, and it
included signed revoca-
tions of Rife’s promissory
notes, signed by Rife as
both the debtor and the
grantee.

“It is the intent of
(Rife) to seek commis-
sion approval, pursuant
to KRS 278.300, prior
to entering into any fur-
ther instruments of in-
debtedness the terms of

which exceed two years,”
Childers wrote. He asked
that the PSC dismiss the
investigation without as-
sessing sanctions against
Rife.

The Kentucky Attor-
ney General’s Office of
Rate Intervention, a par-
ty in these cases, filed a
response on March 21,
stating, “The revoca-
tion of these promissory
notes calls into question
the very nature of B&H’s
operations, and Mr. Rife's
fiduciary duty to the util-
ity.”

Floyd County Jail budget tops $2.4

the method of teaching
used and generally, the
changes add clarity and
improve alignment from
grade to grade.

Changes include an
addition of handwriting
standards with reading
and writing standards,
and the mathematics
standards adds addition-
al standards in advanced
math.

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District 12 estimates $11 million in
damages to roads In seven countles

On Friday, the Ken-
tucky Transportation
Cabinet’s Highway District
12 in Pikeville released
preliminary estimates for
road damages caused
by flooding and severe
weather in February.

The cost to fix slides,
slips, breaks, embank-
ment failures and other
type of damage is ex-
pected to cost nearly
$11.5 million in the seven
counties served by the
district, the cabinet re-
ported, and the final tally
will likely be higher than
that.

Engineering  Branch
Manager Darold Slone
said, “That figure is al-
ways a low ballpark. The
list that accompanies
that total is the first one

compiled to justify an
emergency  declaration
for FEMA and the Federal
Highway Administration.
As we inspect each site
thoroughly, the estimates
change, and they almost
always go up, not down.”

District 12 staff esti-
mate there was $1.5 mil-
lion in damages in Floyd
County, where flooding
damaged nine sites and
a slip closed Ky. 1428,
which has not yet been
reopened.

Damages topped $1.7
million in Johnson Coun-
ty, with 44 sites reported,
$2 million in Knott Coun-
ty with 51 sites reported,
$663,000 in Lawrence
County with 22 sites re-
ported, $3 million in
Letcher County with 72
sites reported, $600,000
in Martin County with
nine sites reported and

$1.9 million in Pike Coun-
ty with 28 sites reported.

Roads will be repaired
when funding is awarded
and contractors are hired,
Slone said.

“Some of the work
can be done under a
state master agreement.
Other sites will have to
be put out for bid. It just
depends on what needs
to be done,” he said.

Chief District Engi-
neer Mary Westfall-Hol-
brook explained that,
as often as possible,
the worst places will be
fixed first. For example,
if funding is approved
for all the sites in Knott
County at one time, the
roads that are completely
closed will be addressed
first, then the ones that
are down to one lane,
and so on.

“That is our plan,”

she said. “Of course
we may have situations
where funding is not ap-
proved all at one time.
In that case, we will take
the worst places among
the ones approved.”

Westfall-Holbrook
said all the engineers and
maintenance specialists
at District 12 understand
the hardship and incon-
venience people expe-
rience when their roads
are closed or down to
one lane.

“We all live in the dis-
trict,” she said. “We drive
the same roads as ev-
eryone else. Our children
ride school buses. We
not only know the prob-
lems, we have a vested
interest in making sure
repairs are done well and
as quickly as possible
after we get funding ap-
proval.”

“He’'s not broke to
ride,” Rohr said, petting
the horse. “Basically,
he is her therapy horse.
When she has her down
days, and she’s hurting
and she don't want to
be around nobody, she
can come to this horse
and he’ll lay down or do
anything she wants to
do, and he’s never been
trained for it.”

He said they named
the stables Rocky Ridge
because they got off to a
“rocky start.”

“It’s actually is kind of
funny,” he said. “Where
the rocky come from,
was because everything
was a rocky start.”

They live at East
Point, and he said they
don't have enough room
to board their horses
there. They were initial-
ly at Thunder Ridge, he
said, then after that fa-
cility closed, they moved
to the equine center,
where they stayed about

a year before issues with
the prior lease came up.
They were afraid the cen-
ter would close and they
wouldn’t be able to keep
their horses, so they de-
cided to submit a pro-
posal to run the stables
themselves.

Rohr said he and his
wife have several plans
to improve the stables.
He said their priority is to
give local children some-
thing to do.

He talked about hav-
ing @ monthly “kids night”
with outdoor movies at
the stables.

“I look at it a little
different that a lot of oth-
er people. A lot of oth-
er people want just to
have the horse show and
stuff for a man and lady
to come and do,” Rohr
said. “I want something
that the kids can come
and do. I'm from John-
son County, and there’s
nothing for kids to do,
other than maybe go to
the movies, and that’s it.
So, when we have the
shows, at intermission,

we'll  have something
for the kids, whether it
be a stick-horse race, a
foot race. It'll probably
be both. We're going to
try to do something for
them.”

The equine center of-
fers 188 stalls for horse
boarding, with one barn
specifically fitted for
racehorses.

Rohr said the riding
rings at Rocky Ridge Sta-
bles will be open and free
to public.

“The rings are open
for anybody to ride at
any time,” he said.

The Dbusiness rents
its facilities for weddings
and birthday parties
and it also offers on-site
camping, with 25 electric
campsites and on-site
showers available.

The equine center
has hosted regular horse
shows for years, but Rohr
said he and his wife will
host those events, in-
stead of leasing the fa-
cility out to other groups.
He said tentative plans
are to host shows on the

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Science center marks 15 years

Hubble exhibit continues; moon rocks to arrlve this summer

The East Kentucky
Science Center and Varia
Planetarium is 15 years
old today.

The science cen-
ter opened its doors to
school groups on Feb. 18,
2004, and officials there
hosted a meet-and-greet
with organizers the fol-
lowing day, but its plane-
tarium was not complet-
ed until March 27, 2004,
when the center officially
opened to the public.

The opening exhibit
was “The World We Cre-
ate,” a Louisville Science
Center exhibit that was
funded with a $100,000
grant from BellSouth
(AT&T). The grant, which
was funneled through
the Floyd County Board
of Education, provid-
ed admission for school

groups prior to the public
opening.

It was part of sever-
al grants that made the
center possible.

John Rosenberg, one
of the founders, talked
about the center’s history
when he addressed visi-
tors to the opening of the
Hubble Traveling Exhibit
at the center this month.

“It was a story about
everything just being
right on time, the right
people being at the right
place, and Greg (Stum-
bo) being where he was
and Gov. (Paul) Patton
being open to this idea,
and a weekend of putting
plans together with (ar-
chitect) Randy Burchett,
and a few others helping
us out,” said Rosenberg.
“We're so proud of this

even — | keep saying it
— we've got a little more
room out back. We'd like
to expand so that we
can have a little bit more
space.”

Rosenberg  started
the discussion about the
need to build the science
center when he met in
1994 with a former Floyd
County Board of Edu-
cation member Deloris
Smith and faculty of the
community college. That
group eventually grew
to include around 30
people who helped with
the project — represen-
tatives from the college,
the school district, busi-
nesses and government
agencies.

Two years later, the
group obtained $75,000
for planning  purpos-
es from the Kentucky
Department of Educa-
tion and it also received
another grant of that
amount to bring sci-
ence education to local
schools.

In 1999, long before
the center had been
constructed, more than
8,000 students had al-
ready been served via
traveling exhibits and
programs held at schools.

The Kentucky Gener-
al Assembly appropriated
$2.6 million for the con-
struction of the building
and equipment in 1998.
That funding, however,
was not enough to build
the center as designed,
so the board downsized
the facility and, in 2000,
they received another
grant of $1 million for the
construction.

Ground was broken
in 2001 and construc-
tion started the following
year.

The center became
a part of the Kentucky
Community and Tech-
nical College System in
2008. The center up-
graded its 40 ft. dome
planetarium in 2011,
and again this year, with
the installation of a new
Cove lighting system that
was purchased with a
$40,000 donation from
Dr. Chandra Varia. The
new system can generate
18 quintillion color combi-
nations, officials said.

Director Steve Russo
said the science center

offers one of only eight
planetariums in Kentucky.

He gave an overview
of the center's history
at a Floyd County Fiscal
Court meeting last week,
encouraging people to
visit the Hubble Traveling
Exhibit, which will be on
display through May 18.

That exhibit, which
includes scale models of
both the Hubble Space
Telescope and the James
Webb Telescope, teach-
es visitors about Hub-
ble’s contributions to the
exploration of planets,
stars, galaxies and the
universe. For the first
time, it also includes
“Science on a Sphere,”
a globe that digitally dis-
plays animated images of
earth and other planets.

Russo said the Sci-
ence on a Sphere can
show the earth’s current
weather, as well as past
climate patterns, explo-
sions on the sun and the
surface of Jupiter and
Mars.

Russo reported that
15,000 people from Ken-
tucky, Virginia and West
Virginia visited the East
Kentucky Science Center
last year. Those visitors
included thousands of
students from 50 schools
in 14 counties, Russo
said.

Russo announced
that, from July 8-22, the
science center will also
exhibit moon rocks and
soil samples that were
collected by Apollo astro-
nauts. That presentation
comes in celebration of
the 50th anniversary of
the first landing on the
moon.

The science center
and its gift shop are open
from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. on
Tuesday through Friday
and from noon to 4 p.m.
on Saturday. It offers
planetarium shows at 2
p.m. and 3:15 p.m. on
week days and the line-
up on Saturday includes
planetarium shows at
12:30 p.m. and 2 p.m.
and a laser show at 3:15
p.m.

Admission is $6 per
adult, $4 for senior citi-
zens and free to children
age four and under. The
center also offers spe-
cialized programs for stu-
dent groups.
