Floyd County Jailer 
Stuart Halbert is denying 
allegations that he was 
responsible for the death 
of inmate Adam Potter, 
who was killed while in 
custody at the jail in June 
2018.

The lawsuit alleges 
that Potter’s death was a 
“consequence of” three 
factors, Halbert’s alleged 
failure to train and super-
vise jail employees, the 
unnamed defendants’ 
alleged violation of “stat-
utory, regulatory and 
common law duties they 
owed Mr. Potter” and 
their alleged violations 
of the jail’s policies and 
procedures, as well as 
the alleged failure of the 
unnamed defendants to 
exercise a degree of care 
that would be expected 
“of a reasonably prudent 
medical professional.” 

Potter, 29, of Pres-
tonsburg, died on June 
5, 2018, after an alleged 
altercation with another 
inmate, Scotty Gibson, 
who is now facing a mur-
der charge. At the time, 
County Attorney Keith 
Bartley said Potter died 
because of “one night-
mare punch.” 

The lawsuit claims 
Potter was awaiting 
transport to the court-
house and he was placed 
in a holding area with 
Gibson. It claims dep-

uties “knew or should 
have known” that Gib-
son should not have 
been housed with Potter 
and it alleges they “took 
no special precautions” 
for Potter’s care, failed 
to monitor the holding 
area, failed to intervene 

“ignored concerns about 

other inmates.”
Shaw argues that the 

lawsuit fails to state a 
claim for which relief can 
be granted and states 

from recovery because 
of her failure to mitigate 
damages.

Halbert admitted that 
Potter was “involved in 
an incident with another 
inmate” on June 5, 2018, 
but he denied the allega-
tions made in the lawsuit.

Halbert “denies all 
allegations of negligence 
and neglect,” Shaw wrote 
in the response. He as-
serts that any damages 
suffered by Potter were 
“caused by the acts and/
or omissions of a party or 
parties over which” Hal-
bert has no control. 

Shaw also argues

On Nov. 21, three 
U.S. Circuit judges is-
sued what Prestonsburg 
attorney Ned Pillersdorf 
refers to as the “Hicks 
decision,” in a case in 
which Garrett resident 
Amy Hicks was the lead 
client. 

In that case, the 
Court of Appeals decided 
that the Social Security 
Administration violated 
the constitutional right 
to due process for Hicks 
and other former Conn 
clients.

The decision not-
ed that Conn bribed an 
administrative law judge 
who reassigned disabil-
ity cases to himself so 
he could approve them 

based on medical evi-
dence of four doctors. 
The SSA, the decision 
said, then threw out 
medical evidence from 
those doctors before 
opening cases for re-
determination hearings 
without giving the clients 
a chance to argue that 
the evidence could have 
been valid. 

“It basically said that 
the hearings these peo-
ple went through were 
unconstitutional,”said 
Pillersdorf, who has been 
working with other law-
yers and law students to 
represent former clients 
of Conn in Kentucky and 
other states. 

Pillersdorf said it isn’t 
fair that the SSA exclud-
ed the evidence in these 
cases. 

“So, we said that’s 
not fair. I mean, you’re 
putting people through 
hearings, based on a 

he said. “There’s zero 
evidence that any of the 
clients were involved. 
In fact, none of the cli-
ents met Conn. And this 
whole idea that you’re 

going to exclude all of 
this evidence is unfair.”

After the Nov. 21 
opinion was issued, the 
attorneys asked the 
judges to reinstate the 

clients in the consolidat-
ed cases. The SSA, how-
ever, asked the court for 
a stay that blocked the 
request to reinstate ben-

Circuit reviewed the case 
and made a decision. 

On Friday, the Sixth 
Circuit U.S. Court of 
Appeals turned down 
the SSA’s request for 
a re-hearing about the 
Nov. 21 decision. Pillers-
dorf said it was a 14-1 
decision, with only one 
judge dissenting.

“Now, what hap-
pened Friday is we won 
again. The entire Sixth 
Circuit said no,” Pillers-
dorf said. “There’s was 
only dissent … So, their 
only appeal now is to 
the U.S. Supreme Court, 
which is a 1,000-to-one 
shot.”

He said the opinion 
impacts similar cases 
throughout the country. 

opinion. It doesn’t just 
affect people around 
here. I mean, they’ve 
got these types of hear-
ings going on in New 
York and Puerto Rico 
and all over the country,” 
he said. “So, some good 
came out of the Conn 
thing in that we got this 
terrible statute declared 
unconstitutional.” 

On Sunday, Pillers-
dorf and other attorneys 
associated with the for-
mer Conn clients’ cases 

federal judges at the 
U.S. District Court for 
the Eastern District of 
Kentucky to lift the stay 
that the SSA received to

“In light of the Sixth 
Circuit’s order, this Court 
should immediately lift 
the stay in this putative 
class action,” the notice 
reads. “SSA previous-
ly argued that ‘the stay 
should remain in place 
until the Sixth Circuit is-
sues its mandate … Even 
if SSA were to seek a 

stay of the mandate, this 
court should neverthe-
less lift the stay in this 
litigation, because all 
of the reasons plaintiffs 
have previously given 
apply with even greater 
force now that the Sixth 
Circuit has denied re-
hearing en banc.”  

Pillersdorf said he is 
cautiously optimistic that 

to the former clients, but 
he expects that the SSA 
will appeal the decision 
to the Supreme Court.

He said there are 
about 200 Conn cases 
pending in Kentucky, 
while hundreds of others 
are being heard in other 
states. 

These former clients 
of Conn are struggling, 
he said. 

“The worst part of 
all of this, and it contin-
ues to be a problem, is 
these people commit-
ting suicide, threatening 
to commit suicide, you 
know, this going without 

years,” Pillersdorf said. 
“One guy, I still can’t get 
over it. He killed him-

self over Christmas. Just 
with two years of not be-
ing able to buy his kids 
Christmas presents, he 
killed himself.”

Pillersdorf said he has 
-

ple committed suicide 

he suspects another four 
people have done the

were 1,500 hearings, and 
attorneys helped 700 cli-
ents who won their re-
determination hearings, 
while 800 people lost. 

Last year, the SSA 
started another round 
of redetermination hear-
ings for former Conn cli-
ents, but that effort got 
aborted, Pillersdorf said, 
because of the Nov. 21 
Hicks decision and other 
factors. 

Conn pleaded guilty 
in 2017 to federal 
charges and has been 
sentenced to serve 27 
years, while and two 
doctors who also par-
ticipated in the scheme 
were sentenced to four 
years and 25 years.
