Some of the former 
clients of disbarred at-
torney Eric C. Conn have 
plenty to say about how 
his fraudulent practices 
have changed their lives 
over the past year.  

More than 50 of his 
former clients turned out 
at a meeting on Tuesday 
to learn about a recent 
Court of Appeals decision 
that may help them get 

reinstated. The meeting, 
hosted by Prestonsburg 
Attorney Ned Pillersdorf, 
also featured informa-
tion provided by attorney 
Evan Smith.

On Nov. 21, three 
U.S. Circuit judges issued 
what Pillersdorf refers to 
as the “Hicks decision,” 
in a case in which Garrett 
resident Amy Hicks was 
the lead client. 

In that case, the 
Court of Appeals decided 
that the Social Security 
Administration violated 
the constitutional right to 
due process for Hicks and 
other former Conn clients 
by tossing out medical 
evidence that was used 
in their disability cases 
when Conn represented 
them. 

Pillersdorf and other 
attorneys representing 
those clients asked that 
the court reinstate the 

-
voked from 800 people 
in 2015, but the Social 
Security Administration 
asked for a stay of that 
decision until the full 
Court of Appeals could 
consider the case. Last 
Friday, the Court of Ap-
peals issued its ruling, 
turning down the SSA’s 
request for a rehearing. 

Pillersdorf told former 
Conn clients who turned 
out for the meeting on 
Tuesday that the decision 
was a win for their cases.

He also reported that 
U.S. Rep. Congressman 
Harold “Hal” Rogers has

It’s 
just hard. They was so 
wrong. They get paid big 
money and they were so 
wrong and if they had to 
go through this, they’d 
see what it’s like.” 

Knott County resi-
dent Ronald Dyer, 36, 
said losing his disability 
has nearly ruined his life.

“It’s pretty hurtful. 
I’ve lost everything I 
own,” he said. “Every-
thing. My car, my home. 
I’ve been jailed several 
times because I couldn’t 
pay my child support. It’s 
over nothing, you know, 
something that wasn’t 
my fault.” 

Dyer was put on dis-
ability a year after being 
involved in an ATV wreck 
that killed his brother-in-
law in 2006. Dyer was 
hospitalized for a month 
after that wreck and un-
derwent numerous sur-
geries in which metal 
rods, wires and plates 
were used to reconstruct 
his face, leg and other 
areas. 

He now lives with his 
parents in Knott County 
and caught a ride from 
a friend to attend the 
meeting.

“I have no other 
choice unless it’s under a 
bridge,” he said. “It’s de-
pressing. It’s took every-
thing in me out. It’s hard 
getting something saying 
you owe $78,000, you 
know, or they’re going to 
sue you for it, and they’re 
going to take everything. 
I’ve even tried to go back 
to work. I couldn’t do 
it. It wasn’t possible. So 
now, I’m struggling, living 
day to day trying to make 
ends meet.” 

Salyersville resident 
Jimmy Lemaster, 42, also 
lost his home and vehicle 

in May 2015. He said the 
stress led to his divorce, 
and, after the divorce, he 
lost his home because he 
couldn’t pay the mort-
gage. He said he was 
awarded custody of his 
son in the divorce, but 
lost that custody after he 
lost his home.

“I was just living from 
here to there,” he said. 

He moved in with 
his father until he was 
awarded disability bene-

Lemaster said re-

ceived disability because 
of Type 1 diabetes and 
rheumatoid arthritis, and 
he tried to return to work 

cut off, but the work 
caused him to have more 
surgery. 

Lemaster said he 
went through the re-
hearing process and was 
awarded disability again,

however, that a case is 
pending in Floyd Circuit 
Court against Conn’s 
malpractice insurance 
company.

Tackett revisited the 
project during the agen-
cy’s March 28 meet-
ing, seeking approval to 
spend up to $10,000 for 
the survey, design and 
appraisal needed for the 
project.

Tackett said before 
the access could be built, 
the commission would 
need to get approval 
from the Kentucky De-
partment of Fish and 
Wildlife.

“We’re not going to 
get approval until we 
spend money.

Commissioner Jere-
miah Parsons and Mickey 
McKinney voiced con-
cerns about funding the 
survey, appraisal and de-
sign work, asking what 
happens if the agency 
spends those funds and 
the property deal or the 
approval process falls 
through.

Tackett encouraged 
them to move forward, 
however. He said that’s 
“the risk of doing busi-
ness.”

“My recommendation 
is we do it, we go for 
it,” he said. “We can’t sit 
here and do nothing.” 

The vote to spend 
up to $10,000 was unan-
imous. Tackett said if the 
agency buys the prop-
erty for this project, it 
will become an asset of 
the Floyd County Fiscal 
Court, which created the 
commission.

The commission’s 
2018-19 budget allots 
$100,000 for the project. 

During the meet-
ing, the commission ta-
bled a request from the 
Mountain Arts Center for 
$10,000 in funding, with 
Tackett suggesting the 
request be considered 
during the commission’s 

budgeting cycle for the

Pikeville Mayor Jim-
my Carter said the deci-
sion to order the drama 
association to vacate the 
premises came to protect 
taxpayer funds.  

“As mayor, it is my 
job to make sure taxpay-
er funds are being used 
wisely; as a citizen, it is 
my goal to make Pikev-
ille a great place to live 
and visit,” he said in the 
statement. “As soon as 
I heard about the issues 
surrounding the Jenny 
Wiley Drama Associa-
tion, we took action to 
protect taxpayer dollars 
and preserve the arts for 
our region. While it is re-
grettable that the JWDA 
has reached such a pre-
carious position, the city 
was left with no choice 
but to issue this notice to 
protect taxpayers and to 
ensure that live theatre 
would continue in down-
town Pikeville.” 

Pikeville City Manag-
er Phillip Elswick told the 
Appalachian News-Ex-
press that the drama 
association’s debts ap-
proached $1 million to all 
third-party entities. 

“There is substantial 
debt that Jenny Wiley 
Drama Association in-
curred on their own that 
is not with the city,” he 
told the News-Express, 
adding that the debt is 
“so excessive that there 

is no legitimate way a 
producing theater can 
ever pay that debt off.”

Prestonsburg Mayor 
Les Stapleton said the 
association owes the city 
about $3,000. The city 
leased the amphitheater 
from the Kentucky State 
Parks last year after it 
had fallen in disrepair 
and it was temporarily 
closed by the state be-
cause of safety reasons. 
Prestonsburg made the 
repairs, with funding 
from the city, Prestons-
burg Tourism and Floyd 
County tourism, and the 
theater reopened in time 
for productions last year. 

Prestonsburg secured 
a sublease with the dra-
ma association last year, 
and the agreement called 
for the organization to 
pay Prestonsburg two 
percent of the gross tick-
et sales, as well as meet 
other requirements. 

Stapleton said Pres-
tonsburg has asked the 
association to renegoti-
ate the lease, but the or-
ganization has not yet re-
sponded to that request.  

Productions will con-
tinue to be offered at 
both facilities, Pikeville 

statement.
“Despite the unfor-

tunate circumstances 
surrounding JWDA, the 
cities of Pikeville and 
Prestonsburg say theatre 
goers will continue to 
have access to produc-
tions at both Jenny Wiley 
facilities,” the press re-
lease said. 

Stapleton pledged to 
ensure that the amphi-
theater’s future in Pres-
tonsburg is “vibrant.” 

“The City of Pres-
tonsburg took on the 
Jenny Wiley Amphithe-
ater last year in an effort 

to secure good arts and 
performances here in 
the Prestonsburg area. 
We will continue to make 
sure that there is perfor-
mances at the amphithe-
ater with the addition of 
concerts and other activi-
ties,” Stapleton said. 

He said Prestonsburg 
plans to improve the am-
phitheater.

“It’s going to be 
beautiful,” he said. “I’m 
looking forward to show-
casing the amphitheater 
as one of the best out-
door venues in the state, 
by late spring.” 

The recently-appoint-
ed president of the the-
ater’s board of directors,

The Floyd County 
Board of Education ap-
proved the 2018/2019 
Floyd County Schools 
Comprehensive Dis-
trict Improvement plan 
during the regular board 
meeting on March 25 at 
Prestonsburg Elementary 
School.

While the plan passed 
without comment during 
the meeting, it shares in-
formation on the status 
of the district academi-
cally.

According to the dis-
trict plan shared on the 
Floyd County Board of 
Education website, areas 
of concern for the coun-
ty are Kentucky Perfor-
mance Rating for Educa-
tional Progress (KPREP) 
elementary math scores, 
which fell 10.4 points, 
and KPREP high school 
math scores, which are 
down 11.5 points. KPREP 
writing scores fell in all 
areas with elementary 
down 20.8 points, mid-
dle school was down 5.4 
points, and high school 
was down 12.9 points. 

Additionally, attendance  
for teachers and stu-
dents has dropped from 
95.5 in 2015/2016 to 94.2 
last year.

“Elementary KPREP 
percentages of pro-
f ic ient /d is t inguished 
last year was 71.9 per-
cent, down slightly from 
2016/2017 of 75 percent. 
Middle School KPREP of 
proficient/distinguished 
as 68.2, again down from 
2016/2017 scores of 69.2 
percent,” said the plan. 
“High School KPREP pro-

reading went from 50.7 
percent in 2016/2017 
to 37.4 percent, how-
ever, this was from two 
different exams as the 
2016/2017 exam was 
from English II EOC while 
last year’s score was from 
the reading portion of the 
ACT exam.”

The plan details that 
elementary KPREP math 
scores dropped to 58.7 
percent from 69.1 per-
cent, while middle school 

-
guished dropped from 
53.4 in 2016/2017 per-
cent to 52.3 percent last 

-

cient/distinguished rates 
in math dropped from 38 
percent to 26.5 percent, 
however, these scores 
may be the result of two 
different exams from Al-
gebra II EOC to the math 
portion of the ACT exam. 
Additionally, the plan 
states that middle school 
scores went from 71.4 
percent in 2016/2017 to 
50.6 percent last year.

A reason for the gap 
between current scores 
and those in 2016 might 
be attributed to past is-
sues with testing within 
the district in 2016, ac-
cording to Superinten-
dent Danny Adkins.

“As I was not here 
during the previous year 
of which the test scores 
are actually for, I can’t di-
rectly pinpoint the reason 
but I would think of dif-
fering testing groups and 
a period of administrative 
transition as being possi-
ble causes,” said Adkins. 
“ I have not looked at 
those scores as they are 
from the previous admin-
istration, actually three 
years prior to my being 
hired.”

As previously report-

ed, the Floyd County 
Schools District earned 
numerous accolades for 
achievements on state 
tests, including multiple 
“District of Distinction” 
honors, and in 2016, a 
ranking of sixth state-
wide, but an audit, with 
its results released to 
the district in June 2018, 
brought out numerous 
issues with the district’s 
testing.

The audit covered the 
review of data and docu-
ments from 2014 through 
2016, when the district 
was under the leadership 
of former Superintendent 
Dr. Henry Webb, who re-
signed last June. The au-
dit also looks at the 2017-
2018 school year, when 
the district came under 
the leadership of former 
Interim Superintendent 
Steve Trimble.

The Kentucky De-
partment of Education 
required the school dis-
trict to implement a cor-
rective action plan this 
year, following an audit 
of the district’s services 
for children with special 
needs.

Adkins previously 

said that the corrective 
plan was written by Larry 
Begley, the new director 
overseeing special needs 
services, in conjunction 

was sent a copy of this 
audit shortly after he be-
gan his employment in 
the school district, and 

place under his watch.
Adkins told the 

Chronicle and Times he 
pledges to follow the 
corrective action plan 
“to the letter” and work 
closely with the KDE to 
resolve issues.

“My statement to the 
public is, I can’t speak to 
what has happened in 
the past, but I can speak 
to what’s going to hap-
pen in the future,” Adkins 
said. “We will follow our 
corrective action plan, 
and we will follow the 
laws that govern special 
education, and there are 
laws that govern every-
thing that they mention 
in there. We will follow 
those laws to the letter.”

Those corrective ac-
tions have already start-
ed taking place, but ac-
cording to Adkins, it is a 

work in progress. Current 
work in TSI areas as well 
as professional devel-
opment and training for 
staff is ensuring that at-
tention is paid to where it 
is needed the most — the 
students.

“We are continuously 
putting our focus back on 
instruction. We’re using 
the math data to put the 
focus back on the stu-
dents and better utilizing 
a program called ‘Mea-
suring Academic Prog-
ress’ and identifying the 
needs of the students,” 
he said. “Teachers are 
going back to the profes-
sional development acad-
emy again this summer 
to offer the teachers ex-
actly what they need to 
help students. We don’t 
tell them what they need, 
we let them tell us.”

Adkins said, “The 
most important thing is 
that we focus on the stu-
dents as individuals rath-
er than just what the test 
scores say. There is more 
to life than test scores 
and the future of each 
of our students is more 
than a number.”

Floyd BOE approves district plan

County Justice Center.

Toby Gardner of the Ken-
tucky State Police, alleges 
that on March 25, Quaine 
told KSP that three depu-

ty jailers handcuffed her 
and forcibly raped her.

“Video surveillance 
at the jail clearly reveals 
these allegations are un-
true,” Gardner wrote in 
the warrant.

Prestonsburg Police 
Sgt. Ross Shurtleff ar-
rested Scott on March 31, 
reporting that the police 
department has been re-
peatedly called to investi-
gate crimes she reported. 

Shurtleff wrote in the 
citation, “Over the pre-

responded to Super 8 mo-
tel and the area of Shop-
pers Path for complaints 
called in by (Scott) such 
as two males stalking her 
that were just patrons of 
the businesses, to kid-
napping complaints and 
the most recent result-
ing in this arrest being 

a complaint that Super 8 
motel workers stole her 
food stamp card.”

He alleged that Scott 
“will not make any at-
tempt to help herself.” 
He reported Scott was 
dropped off at the hotel 
by the Pike County Sher-
iff’s Department and had 
been released from hos-
pitals after not meeting 
the criteria for mental 
hospitalization. 

“(Scott) is constantly 
tying patrol units up on 
false complaints,” Shur-
tleff wrote.

Both Quaine and 
Scott pleaded not guilty 
to one count each of 
falsely reporting an in-
cident on April 1. Floyd 
County District Judge 
Jimmy Marcum sched-
uled court trials to be 
held on May 16 in both 
cases.

wrote. He reported the 
woman said Hall forced 
her to take a shower 
and change clothes “so 
the mud and dirt would 
not be on her if the cops 
showed up.” 

Barger also inter-

The woman was 
transported to McDowell 
ARH for treatment. 

Hall was released for 
medical reasons, court 
documents say.

BREAST CANCER 
FASTER AT PMC

Pikeville Medical Center (PMC) recently an-
nounced the addition of the BK Flex Focus 
400, a high-resolution ultrasound imaging 
machine. 
The specialized piece of equipment offers 
excellent image quality for locating vessels, 
nerves, joints and focal tissue abnormali-
ties. This ultrasound allows PMC patients 
to have an additional suitable option to test 
for breast cancer. 
The American Cancer Society (ACS) esti-
mates that about 268,600 men and women 
will be diagnosed with breast cancer this 
year. 
“Early detection is key to preventing death 
associated with breast cancer,” said PMC 
Clinic Manager Amber Epling. “This tech-
nology allows PMC to do an immediate bi-
opsy in the clinic.” 

This biopsy provides patients unique imag-
ing capabilities. The portable machine al-
lows PMC physicians to perform the proce-
dure in a patient’s exam room. 
“PMC patients who decide to have this pro-
cedure will have an ultrasound in the clinic,” 
said Epling. “If our physician recognizes a 
mass while performing the ultrasound they 
can get the biopsy performed at that time.” 
The ACS estimates that 26,400 people will 
be diagnosed with breast cancer in Ken-
tucky this year. 
“Getting regular screening tests is the most 
reliable way to detect early signs of cancer,” 
added Epling. 
She says breast cancer that is found early, 
when it is small and has not spread, is eas-
ier to treat successfully.

Pikeville Medical Center (PMC) is the only hos-
pital in eastern Ky. to acquire the latest system 
available in stereotactic surgical techniques. 
The ATEC Stereotactic Biopsy from Hologic in-
corporates imaging, local anesthesia and tissue 
extraction, all in one system.
Stereotactic breast biopsy is a non-surgical 
method of extracting a test-sample of a breast 
abnormality and is performed by specially 
trained technicians on an outpatient basis. A 
stereotactic breast biopsy is an option when a 
mammogram shows breast abnormalities, no 
matter how small.
“PMC still performs traditional needle biopsies 
when needed, but there are advantages for the 
patient in getting a stereotactic biopsy instead,” 
said Assistant Vice President of Surgical Ser-
vices Andrea Akers.
With a needle biopsy, the patient must be put 
to sleep for the procedure. Only a local anes-
thetic is administered to perform the stereotactic 
breast biopsy. It is also much quicker and less 
invasive. The whole process takes less than 
one hour.
“With this system, a small incision is made into 
the skin and the device goes in and cores out 
a section of tissue for testing,” explained Direc-
tor of Surgical Services Jessica Scott. “There is 
very minimal scarring and usually leaves only a 
place the size of a pin head.”

A patient is scheduled for a stereotactic breast 
biopsy after a mammogram has revealed a sus-
picious area that needs to be investigated. A 
surgeon then makes the referral for this outpa-
tient procedure. This system is so advanced it 
can biopsy two different areas in one visit. The 
samples are sent to the Pathology Department 
of the newly expanded PMC Lab to be pro-
cessed in-house.
Akers says she hopes the service is widely uti-
lized, because that means patients are getting 
more specialized care and detecting breast can-
cer in earlier stages.
The service was previously offered at PMC on 
a mobile unit that came to the hospital twice a 
month. Administration decided to purchase the 
equipment so that patients did not have to wait 
on testing for such an important issue. Stereo-

tactic breast biopsy is now offered in a dedicat-
ed surgical suite so patients have the comfort 
and privacy needed for this type of diagnostic 
procedure. 
“Having our very own stereotactic breast biopsy 
machine is wonderful for patients, because hav-
ing to wait longer than a week on such an im-
portant test to get answers about your cancer 
status can be a very anxious time for a patient,” 
stated Akers. “Now this advanced procedure is 
readily available to patients without having to 
wait on an outside company to come to us.”   
Hologic has trained all surgery techs to use the 
machine, as well as necessary radiology techs.
