Disaster declaration sought

The Allen City Com-
mission addressed con-
cerns about law enforce-
ment in the city during 
its regular meeting last 
week.

The concerns were 
raised by Commissioner 
Elmer Parsons, who said 
he’d been contacted by 
people who complained 
about the lack of police 
in the city. 

“We get phone call 
after phone call, saying 
‘Where’s our city police 
at?’” Parsons said. 

Mayor Sharon Woods 
said she also received 
complaints, and Com-
missioner Josh Kinzer 
said he also received one 
complaint.

Addressing the con-
cerns, Police Chief Tom-
my Gearheart presented 
Parsons with a piece of 
paper and asked him to 
write down the names 
and phone numbers of 
the people who called.

“Clyde (Woods) got 
-

ing,” Parsons told him. 
“Plain and simple. Am I 
wrong or right?”

Kinzer said the city, 
“got rid of him for not 
being here when he was 
supposed to be here.”  

Gearheart told the 
commission that he was 
hired to work 40 hours 
per week in Allen, and 
that leaves the city with-
out police protection for 
128 hours per week. 

“There’s 168 work 
hours in seven days,” 
he said. “So, if you call 
for the Allen City po-

lice, you’re only going to 
get him one out of four 
times. That’s statistically 
correct, okay? So, one 
quarter of the time. Now, 
if you want to take money 
out of some other places 
and hire somebody else, 
that’s great.” 

Gearheart also re-
minded commission 
members that he pre-
sented the name of a 

willing to volunteer to 
provide auxiliary police 
service in the city. 

“I’ve offered to try to 
do an auxiliary program, 
nobody wanted to even 
talk to me about that,” 
he said. 

When that was 
brought up during a 
meeting last year, Woods 
said she would check 
with the city’s insurance 
to see if an auxiliary of-

Last week, she said the 
city’s insurance would 
not cover it. Woods said 
she will check with the 
city’s insurance again.

Parsons said “some-
thing has got to be 
done,” talking about a 
report he received about 
people driving ATVs “80 
miles per hour” on a city 
street.

Woods said there 
were also complaints 
about Gearheart pa-
trolling in New Allen, 
where only the road is 
annexed.

“Well, I think if people 
are making a call, then 
we need to send that call 
to Tommy, right? Tommy 
can’t do anything unless 
we’re communicating 
that to him,” Commis-

sioner Eilene Kinzer said. 
Gearheart said he’d 

be happy to take calls 
anytime, but emphasized 
that Allen residents who 
have emergencies should 
call 911 so the calls can 
be logged through KSP.

City Attorney Beth 
Shortridge emphasized 
the importance of having 
emergency calls logged 
through the dispatch 
system. She also point-
ed out that Gearheart 
secured KLEF funding 
for Allen, which requires 
time-keeping and docu-
mentation, and the city 
previously could not qual-
ify for the funding. 

Gearheart expressed 
frustration.

“I know you guys tru-
ly long for the days that 
Virgil (Conn) lived here 

and policed here, but it’s 
kind of different now. It 
is. It is,” he said. “But you 
just kind of go along with 
the way it works right 
now. It’s 75 percent of 
the time you’re not cov-
ered here, and that’s just 
the way it’s going to be 
until you can raise reve-
nue to do something dif-
ferent.” 

Woods told Gear-
heart that the city may 
need to start dispatching 
its police calls through 
Prestonsburg. Calls are 
currently routed through 
the Kentucky State Police 
Post 9 in Pikeville. 

The commission took 
no action at the meet-
ing, with commissioners 
receiving a list of $2,500 
in bills that were paid in 
March.

Woods reported that 
Allen will host its annual 
city-wide cleanup on April 
12, with volunteers from 
the city and the commu-
nity. The cleanup will be 
held in conjunction with 
the county’s spring clean-
up, which is observed 
from April 8-13. Commis-
sioner Clyde Woods, who 
was absent at the meet-
ing, will provide lunch for 
volunteers, the mayor 
said. 

The commission also 
-

race day.  Qualifying itself 
was fairly uneventful as 
drafting at this track does 
not come into play so 
cars did not play the cat 
and mouse games that 
we have been forced to 
watch at the larger tracks 
this season.  Chase Elliott 
sat on the pole and once 
again showed fl ashes why 
so many people consider 
him as the prime candi-
date to carry the torch in 
the sport to the next gen-
eration of fans. 
 

On Sunday morning, 
I witnessed Kevin Har-
vick’s Stewart Haas Rac-
ing team’s attempt to 
get its -No. 4 Ford Mus-
tang through pre-race 
inspection only to have 
it fail three times.  His 
inspection woes moved 
him from his 13th start-
ing spot to the rear of the 
fi eld and he had a crew 
member ejected because 
of the number of failed 
attempts.  NASCAR didn’t 
stop there as he was 
also forced to do a pass 
through penalty under 
green once the race be-
gan and the team will also 
lose 30 minutes of prac-
tice time at the next race.  
Even with all of the prob-
lems that he had to start 
the race that led him to 

at one point being 4 laps 
down, he ended up with 
a very hard earned 13th 
place finish.  I f 
you are one of those fans 
that never miss a race ei-
ther in person or on TV 
then you know just how 
diffi cult it is to pass Ryan 
Newman.  The Roush 
Fenway driver is known 
to have the “widest” car 
on the track when some-
one attempts to pass 
him.  Ryan Blaney found 
out that Newman races 
hard for every spot when 
he got into the side of 
Newman that sent him up 
the track resulting with a 
brush against the outside 
wall with 72 laps remain-
ing.  The contact was not 
enough to deter Newman 
as a couple of laps later 
he recovered enough to 
give Blaney a hard nudge 
to show his displeasure 
with the move.  Both driv-
ers went on to record top-
10 fi nishes as Blaney fi n-
ished fourth and Newman 
crossed the fi nish line in 
ninth.  It was Newman’s 
best fi nish of the year and 
it was Blaney’s fourth top-
fi ve fi nish in the last fi ve 
races. 

Kyle Busch’s crew 
chief Adam Stevens made 
the call of the day when 
he elected to leave his 
driver out during the fi nal 
caution with less than 25 
laps remaining.

The move 
allowed Busch to inherit 
the lead for the race’s fi -
nal restart and his choice 
of the outside lane for the 
restart.  Once the green 
waved, he never looked 
back on his way to his 
third win of the season. 
 

Finally, the Bristol 
“buzz” word this weekend 
was the moving of the 
2020 night race into the 
10-race playoff portion of 
the schedule as the fi rst 
elimination race.  The 
move should once again 
make this race one of the 
hardest tickets to come 
by on the entire sched-
ule as four drivers will be 
eliminated from the play-
off hunt once the check-
ered fl ag waves.

Pikeville added an-
other run in the top of 
the second. Hannah Ak-
ers drew a leadoff walk. 
Kelsie Adams followed 
with a sacrifi ce bunt. Em-
ily Ford followed with a 
single. Kendall Hall added 
an RBI single as the lead 
grew to 3-0

“That was huge 
and our goal to get out 
to a lead because that 
wouldn’t be as much 
pressure on our Emily 
(Ford),” Pikeville coach 
Brandi Jo Howard said. 
“She pitched an amaz-
ing game and she always 
does. Our hitters did well 
in the box. They went out 
looking for good pitches 
and whenever they saw 
their pitch, they drove it. 
Our goal was to aggres-
sive on the bases and 
I thought we did really 
good up.”

Ford got out to a great 
start on the mound. She 
picked up the win. Ford 
struck out nine batters in 
the fi rst four innings and 
didn’t give up a hit in that 
time as well. 

Pikeville tacked on 
two more runs in the top 
of the fi fth. Whitfi eld had 
big double for the Lady 
Panthers in the inning.

Paintsville’s bats got 
going in the fi fth, though. 
Anna Keeton singled and 

Clara Blair drove her 
home with an RBI single. 
Taylor Stumbo reached 
with an RBI bunt single 
to cut the lead to 5-2.

Akers added an RBI 
double in the top of the 
seventh that gave the 
Lady Panthers some 
more cushion as Pikeville 
scored two runs in the 
top of the seventh.

“I have confi dence 
(in hitters) one through 
nine,” Howard said. “I 
also have players on the 
bench. Eighth-grader 
Emily Adkins came out 
and got a clutch hit for 
us in the seventh inning, 
so I was really proud of 
her. We worked on hit-
ting a lot in the offseason 
and it’s starting to show. 
I’m really proud of them 
in not only their physical 
game, but also in their 
mental game.”

“I’m so proud,” How-
ard said. “I tell my girls 
that we have to have 
solid defense behind our 
pitcher.

That was a huge out 
for us because Paintsville 
started making contact. 
I was really proud of her 
and all of these girls for 
their hard work and ded-
ication.”

Pikeville has four se-
niors on the roster and 
Lindsey Lockhart is out 
with an injury. The bulk 
of the Lady Panther ros-
ter is made up of fresh-
man and eighth-graders. 
The Lady Panthers have 
seven eighth-graders on 
the roster, fi ve freshman, 
two seventh-graders, a 
sophomore and no ju-
niors to go along with the 
four seniors.

“Coming in, I knew 
it would be a rebuilding 
year,” Howard said. “We 

only have four seniors 
and one of our seniors is 
our shortstop and clean 
up hitter has a torn me-
niscus, so she’s out right 
now. We come out here 
and play for her because 
she’d love to be out here 
right now. So I tell the 
girls, ‘Every time you’re 
on the fi eld give it 110 
percent because you nev-
er know when it might be 
your last day.’ But these 
senior leaders are great 
for the young girls. They 
way they act, it just rubs 
off on the young girls. It’s 
like a ladder, goes all the 
way down.”

Pikeville will play in 
the All “A” Classic state 
tournament April 27. The 
Lady Panthers will be in 
Pool D against the win-
ners of Region 5, Re-
gion 11 and Region 14. 
Pikeville’s fi rst game will 
be at 10:30 a.m. April 27 
against Region 14 and 
then the Lady Panthers 
will take on Region 11 at 
2:00 p.m. Pikeville’s fi nal 
game of Pool Play will be 
at 5:30 p.m. against the 
Region 5 winner.

Winning the 15th Re-
gion gives Pikeville some 
extra momentum head-
ing into the All “A” Classic 
state championship.

“It’s huge,” Howard 
said. “We’re ready to 
go down there and face 
some good competition, 
but we’re ready. We pre-
pared over Spring Break 
by going to Pigeon Forge 
and playing some really 
good teams. We always 
try to play up so it makes 
us better and I think 
we’re ready.” 

Pikeville (9-4) will 
host the Lyndel Potter 
Memorial Tournament 
Friday and Saturday.
