Bobby McCool, 
R-Paintsville, was “mak-
ing a push” to change 
the alignment during this 
year’s legislative session, 
but he “didn’t put a lot of 
credence” into McCool’s 
efforts. 

He said legislators

“There’s nothing in 

place now for the Moun-
tain Parkway to go either 
direction,” Turner said.

114, then that’s where 
they need to go. If it’s 
cross country then that’s 
where it needs to go. If 
it’s 460, then that’s the 
way it needs to go. But 
that needs to be deter-
mined by the engineer-
ing studies and safety. 
We’re not there yet to 
determine which way we 
need to go. We’re just at 
the point that we need 
to make sure that we get 
this on the plan so then 
we can start deciding, 
well not we, but they can 
start deciding which way 
to take it and why.”

He said everyone he’s 
discussed the project 
with agrees that it needs 
to be completed. 

“Everybody agrees 
that its just got to be 
completed,” he said. “We 
don’t need to be arguing 
about which way it’s go-
ing to go right now. It’s 
too critical. If we start 
arguing about where it’s 
going to go to, then it 
doesn’t get on the six-
year plan and none of us 
are successful.”

Riley was assigned to 
2nd Battalion, 32nd Field 
Artillery Regiment, 1st 
Brigade Combat Team, 
101st Airborne Division 
(Air Assault), Fort Camp-
bell.

deployment to Iraq in 
support of Operation 
Inherent Resolve, Lt. 
Col. Martin L. O’Donnell, 
spokesman for the 101st 
Airborne, told The Army 
Times on Sunday.

Riley enlisted in the 
service in October 2016, 
was promoted to the 
rank of specialist in Oc-
tober 2018 and arrived in 
Iraq in December, O’Don-
nell said.

“We are deeply sad-
dened by Ryan’s pass-
ing,” Col. Derek Thom-
son, commander of 1st 
BCT, 101st Airborne, 
said in a statement. “Our 

hearts go out to his fam-
ily as together we mourn 
the loss of our brother-
in-arms. As we grieve 
this tragic loss, we will 
also draw strength from 
his memory as his mates 
continue to build the ca-
pacity of the Iraqi Army 
and enable the defeat of 
ISIS.”

Riley’s awards and 
decorations include the

tucky CAN HEAL,” (Com-
munities and Networks 
Helping to End Addiction 
Long-term). 

The project is part 
of a national effort with 
NIH’s National Institute 
on Drug Abuse to reduce 
opioid overdose deaths 
by 40 percent over the 
next four years, through 
the new NIH HEAL (Help-
ing to End Addiction 
Long-term) Initiative and 
HEALing Communities 
Study.

NIH is awarding $350 
million across four aca-
demic institutions includ-
ing, UK, Boston Medical 

Center, Columbia Uni-
versity and Ohio State 
University, in partnership 
with NIDA and the Sub-
stance Abuse and Mental 
Health Services Adminis-

solutions to stem the na-
tional opioid crisis.

UK’s work will extend 
to 16 counties, including 
three in Kentucky’s Fifth 
Congressional District: 
Carter, Floyd and Knox 
counties. The grant is the 
largest single competitive 
award that UK has ever 
received. 

“This partnership be-
tween the NIH, NIDA and 
UK was sparked several 
years ago during the Na-
tional Rx Drug Abuse and 
Heroin Summit, when I 
invited Dr. Eli Capilouto 
to share his vision for this 
project with Dr. Francis 
Collins, Director of the 
NIH and Dr. Nora Vol-
kow, Director of NIDA,” 

said Congressman Harold
