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Business owner asks Prestonsburg
to vacate former school property

The open plot of land
next to Prestonsburg City
Hall, which is owned by
Roland E. Gray Sr., has
been closed to the pub-
lic as of Wednesday af-
ternoon and a sign pro-
claiming it as “Hazardous
Ground” posted on the
gates of the area.

The site, purchased
by Gray from the Floyd
County Board of Educa-
tion in December 2011,
has been used by the city
for community events

such as the Jenny Wiley
Festival, first responder
training, car shows and
more. The city also uses
the portion of the lot be-
hind City Hall as a storage
lot for surplus vehicles.

According to Pres-
tonsburg Mayor Les Sta-
pleton, the city has held
a verbal agreement with
Gray since approximately
2015 to allowed the city
to use the land for these
purposes.

Thursday, Gray
shared a letter posted by

A Floyd County man
sustained serious injuries
on Wednesday after he
tried to push a stalled car
out of the roadway.

Prestonsburg Police
Department Spokesper-
son Lt. George Tussey
said a “freak accident”
resulted in a driver being
dragged and run over by
his own car.

Tussey said the man,
whose name was not re-
leased, was driving on
Ky. 114 when his vehicle
stalled Wednesday after-
noon.

“His vehicle broke
down at the intersection
there on Ky. 114 at the
Glenn View (Plaza) light,”
Tussey said. “Him, his son
and a good Samaritan,
I guess you would say,
this guy who stopped
and helped them, tried to
push it out of the road.”

Tussey said they
pushed the car toward

Fiscal court plans to build park in Melvin

The Floyd County Fis-
cal Court is planning to
build a park in Melvin.

During a meeting last
week, the fiscal court
approved a resolution to
buy about three acres
property for the project
from Marcus Tackett, a
cousin of Magistrate Mike
Tackett.

Mike  Tackett ab-
stained from voting for
the $79,500 purchase,
citing his family ties with
the property owner, and
Magistrate Mark Crider
also abstained. After the
meeting, Crider said he

abstained because he
doesn't think it's a good
idea for the county to
spend that much money
at this time.

“It's just a lot of mon-
ey, and, at this time, |
didn't — | mean, | sup-
port the kids and every-
thing, but I'd like to seen
it happen maybe on down
in the fiscal year, where
we can see what kind of
money we've got to deal
with. You know, see how
one year goes,” he said.
“I'm just a conservative
person.”

Judge-Executive
Robbie Williams said the

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New RLC building will open by the fall, officials say

The Renaissance
Learning Center is on
track to open in time
for the start of the new
school year in August, of-
ficials say.

Martin Redevelop-
ment Project Manager
Mark Sutton and Kev-
in Howard, president
of Summit Engineering,
updated the Martin City
Council about the prog-
ress of a project geared
to provide water to the
school during a city coun-
cil meeting on April 23.

The school was orig-
inally scheduled to open
on Varia Mountain last
year, but water pressure
issues kept the school
from opening. In Jan-
uary, the Floyd County
Board of Education voted
to move RLC students to
the former Allen Central
High School building, cit-
ing problems with its cur-
rent RLC building, located
in an area of Martin that
will be demolished during
the redevelopment proj-
ect.

In March, the Martin
City Council approved a

memorandum of under-
standing between the
U.S. Army Corps of Engi-
neers, Martin and Pres-
tonsburg City Utilities
Commission to provide
water to the new school
on Varia Mountain.

The agreement ex-
plains that Martin owns
a water system that ser-
vices the RLC building on
the redevelopment site,
but it does not provide
enough water flow or
pressure to support a fire
suppression system, as
required by state and lo-

i

cal laws.

The document ex-
plains that Prestonsburg
is the source of the water
for Martin’s water system
and “hydraulic restric-
tions” at the supply point
for Prestonsburg wa-
ter limit the flow of wa-
ter throughout Martin's
system and onto Varia
Mountain.

As part of the agree-
ment, Prestonsburg
agreed to replace an ex-
isting master meter, pres-
sure reducing valve, vault
and associated pipes,

valves and other parts of
the water supply for no
more than $72,200.

The second part of
the agreement calls for
Martin to construct a
water main beginning at
the existing water main
owned by the city on
the west side of Beaver
creek and ending at a
water main owned by the
Corps near RLC for a cost
that does not exceed
$294,400.

Howard reported
Tuesday two companies
submitted bids for the

project. Boca Enterpris-
es submitted a bid for
$110,000, Howard said,
and Jones Contracting of
Lackey submitted a bid
for $98,405.

Members voted
unanimously to  hire
Jones Contracting for the
job, with Howard's rec-
ommendation. The bids
were not available for the
council's review prior to
the vote.

Howard said he
checked several referenc-
es for prior jobs complet-
ed by the company and
received good reviews
from the Mountain Wa-
ter District in Pike County
and elsewhere.

The resolution ap-
proved by the council au-
thorizes Mayor Sam How-
ell, who was not present
at the meeting, to issue
a Notice of Award and
schedule a pre-construc-
tion conference for the
project.

Council member Har-
old Case asked who owns
the company, and he did
not receive an answer at
the meeting. The Ken-
tucky Secretary of State
reports online that Jim-
my Darren Lawson or-

ganized the company in
2014 and current officers
are Roger Kent Jones and
Kimberly Jones. Howard
said Jones Contracting
can't start working on the
project until May 13 and
he expects the work to
last 30 days. The water-
line should be ready for
testing on June 13, How-
ard said, and the school
should be ready to open
the following month.

The U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers is expected
to reimburse Martin for
this project. Sutton said
the reimbursement pro-
cess could take months.

The city’'s budget,
approved last year, does
not include the $98,000
required for this project.
City Council members did
not address the need to
amend the budget at the
meeting.

Sutton also discussed
a modification needed
for an access road that
will span from city hall to
the downtown area. It is
expected to be complet-
ed ahead of schedule, he
said. He also reported
the notice of demolition
has been issued for the
old Martin City Hall.

property will provide a
“wonderful park” for chil-
dren in southern Floyd
County.

“It’'s going to make a
wonderful park for that
area and | certainly feel

The resolution ap-
proved by the fiscal court
explains that the project
will be funded by coal
severance tax money that
was previously allotted
for another Floyd County
park project. It explains
that Williams is seeking
a change in the scope
and scale of that project,
for which legislators ap-
proved $44,000, and that
Williams is also seeking
an additional $36,000 in
coal severance funding to
buy the property.

“Sen. (Johnny Ray)
Turner and Representa-
tive Ashley Tackett (La-
ferty) have been con-
tacted & both agree the

. :

park at Wheelwright is
desperately needed,” the
resolution states.

Part of the coal sev-
erance funding was pre-
viously allocated for a
park in Magistrate Ron-
nie Aker’s district. At the
meeting, Akers asked for
a commitment that the
fiscal court would work
on bringing a park to his
district in the near future.

“I represent District
4, and I've been here for
about 12 years, going on
13, and I've asked for a
park since day one,” Ak-
ers said. “I'm all for this,
for those kids up there,
and I would just like some
kind of commitment from
the court, or whatever
you need to do, to try to
get a park for the kids in

my area.”

Williams agreed with
him, saying the fiscal
court needs to be “more
involved in the communi-
ty.”

“Sometimes we get
caught up in the big
things, the blacktop, as-
phalt. We let the little
things go, but we need to
get back in the communi-
ty,” Williams said.

Akers explained that
Elkhorn Coal agreed to
donate 22 acres to the
county for a park in his
district, but delays in the
construction of the Har-
old-Minnie connector has
kept that property trans-
fer from being finalized.

Williams told Akers
that the fiscal court “is
committed” to “help out”
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in District 4.

“But Ronnie, we are
committed. We will help
out in District 4, the fiscal
court will. Absolutely,” he
said.

“That sounds good,”
Akers said. He voted in
favor of buying the prop-
erty. After the vote, Wil-
liams explained that the

park project fulfills one of
his campaign promises.
“But | will be perfect-
ly clear, on the proper-
ty, anyone that knows; I
have from day one when
| started this election —
to purchase that proper-
ty, was something, from
day one. | wanted to get
that park reopened in

that area and the com-
munity center in Martin.
That was definitely two
things that | wanted to
push,” Williams said.

He said Tackett had
“no part in the negotia-
tions” with the property
owner.

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Wheelwright hires police officer, sells car wash

The Wheelwright City
Commission hired a po-
lice officer and sold its
car wash this week.

During a special
meeting on April 24, the
commission hired Bradley
Calhoun on a six-month
trial basis.

Calhoun, a former
Prestonsburg Police offi-
cer and Kentucky State
Police Commercial Vehi-
cle Enforcement Officer,
will be working full time
in Wheelwright at a rate
of $12 per hour, starting
Friday, April 26.

The vote to hire Cal-
houn was unanimous.

“According to my at-
torney, Tyler Green, the
assistant county attor-
ney, he said he’s got as
good as credentials as
any officer in the state,”
Mayor Don Hall said.
“We're happy. We've
been without a lawman
for nine months.”

Calhoun, 25, a U.S.
Army veteran, worked
with CVE from 2015-2017
and then moved to the
Prestonsburg Police De-
partment in 2018.

Green said he is only
officer in Floyd County
who is a certified drug
recognition expert.

“It's an extensive
class on what drugs does
to the human body and
how it impairs you,” Cal-
houn said. “Instead of
doing in the academy,
the field sobriety test, I
was sent to Richmond,
where | done two weeks
of drug evaluation and
classification program
and then one week in Los
Angeles, testing people.”

Calhoun said he also
holds certification in ad-
vanced roadside impaired
driving.

He said he decided to
become a police officer
after serving six years in
the Army. It's a career
that he said he’s wanted
since he was a child.

“I've always wanted
to be a cop since | was
little,” he said. “I used
to ride around on a lit-
tle Power Wheels with a
cowboy hat and a badge
on, when | was about
five."

He admits law en-
forcement is a tough job.

“I's not an easy
job. Certain parts of it is
easy, but a lot of it isn't,”
Calhoun said. “It's very
stressful, and, we're away
from our families pretty
much the majority of the
time. It's stressful being
a police officer, but I feel
like we was put here to
make a difference, so
that’s what I try to do.”

He wants Wheel-
wright residents to reach
out to him if they need
help.

“They can talk to me
if they need anything,”
he said. “I'll be there for
them if they need me.”

Akers said that Cal-
houn will host traffic
safety checkpoints on
Ky. 306 for the next six
months.

The commission dis-
cussed Calhoun’s hiring
in closed session cit-
ing personnel, but that
closed session was not
on the agenda of the
special meeting, as re-
quired. Elkhorn City Po-
lice Chief Bobby Sexton
was also present to pres-
ent a proposal to pro-
vide police services with
Wheelwright, but he did
not present that proposal
publicly to the commis-
sion.

Sexton said he felt
it would be in Wheel-
wright's  best interest
not to approve Elkhorn
City’s proposal because
it would require Wheel-
wright to pay overtime
for Elkhorn City police of-
ficers.

“We're glad you're
honest with us, to tell us
that you don’t think it's
in our best interest,” Hall
told him.

the Glenn View Plaza,
where the road rolls into
a downhill grade.

Tussey said the driver
had a road rash all over

his body and suspected
internal injuries.

ment, Kentucky State
Police and Lifeguard
Ambulance  responded

to the scene shortly be-
fore 1 p.m. on Wednes-
day at the Fast Lane in
the Glenn View Plaza.
Air Evac transported the
driver to Pikeville Medical
Center for treatment.

Tussey could not
share information about
the driver's condition.
He praised the bystand-
er who tried to help the
driver move the vehicle
out of the road.

“He just stopped and
was helping them push
it out of the road, then
the accident happened,”
Tussey said. “He stayed
there with him until we
arrived.”

Prestonsburg Police
Sgt. Jonathon Pack, who
is investigating the wreck,
could not be reached for
comment prior to print
deadline.

certified mail addressed
to Stapleton, acting util-
ities Superintendent Bri-
an Music and city council
members stating that,
“The city has now failed
to maintain and keep
property safe and free
of hazardous and attrac-
tive nuisances which en-
danger the well being of
people coming onto my
property at any time.”

The letter cites dam-
age from underground

“The city’'s responsi-
bilities under our agree-
ment, but not limited to,
were in particular to keep
the property inviting,
maintained, the grass
cut and well groomed,
safe of any and all haz-
ards and secured from
all criminal activity, as
well as providing a safe
and enjoyable place for
neighbors, friends, fami-
lies and citizens who use
the property and attend
the hosted and allowed
events by the city,” the
letter said.

The letter further
gives the city 30 days to
correct cited damage and
debris and immediately
vacate the property.

Stapleton confirmed
that a letter was received
by the city, but was un-
certain about the haz-
ards to which the letter
referred.

When asked if he

agreed with the issues
Gray alleged in the let-
ter, Stapleton said, “We
couldn't fix the drains
and stuff because we
didn’t have a right of way.
The only things that’s out
there is the hay bales. We
tried to give them away,
we've tried to give them
to different people. That
may be what his issue
was with the Jenny Wi-
ley Festival stuff. We've
never been contacted.
He never said anything.

Officials involved with
the East Kentucky Expo
Center over the vyears
have mentioned the pos-
sibility of selling the nam-
ing rights to the facility
as a way of helping to
fund it.

Monday, the Pikeville
City Commission voted

Saturday is ‘National Prescription Drug Take Back Day’

The Kentucky State
Police is asking the pub-
lic to dispose potentially
dangerous medicine this
weekend.

The Kentucky State
Police and the U.S. Drug
Enforcement Agency are
partnering on April 27 to
encourage citizens to re-
move potentially danger-
ous medicines from their
homes and dispose of
them safely.

Local residents can
drop off medications
from 10 a.m. through 2
p.m. on Saturday, April
27, at 16 locations in Ken-
tucky, including the KSP

Post 9, located at 3499
North Mayo Trail of Pikev-
ille.

“National Prescription
Drug Take Back Day ad-
dresses a crucial public
safety and health issue
by providing a convenient
way for citizens to help
prevent drug addiction
and overdose deaths,”
said KSP Commission-
er Rick Sanders. “Too
often, unused prescrip-
tion drugs find their way
into the wrong hands,”
he notes. “That's dan-
gerous and often tragic.
This event gives people
the opportunity to turn in
their prescription drugs
safely and anonymously.”

“Leftover or expired

drugs can be harmful in
a variety of ways,” said
Sanders.  “Out-of-date
medications can degrade
and lose their effective-
ness. They can pose en-
vironmental pollution to
water supplies if disposed
of improperly. They can
be accidently ingested by
children, stolen, misused
and abused.”

According to the 2017
National Survey on Drug
Use and Health, six mil-
lion Americans abused
controlled  prescription
drugs. The study shows
that a majority of abused
prescription drugs were
obtained from family and
friends, often from the
home medicine cabinet.

“Cleaning out old
prescription drugs from
medicine cabinets, kitch-
en drawers and beside
tables can help reduce
the diversion, misuse and
abuse of these substanc-
es, including opioid pain-
killers,” says Sanders.
“When in doubt, throw it
out.”

In 2018, citizens
across the U.S. safely
disposed of nearly 930
tons of unneeded med-
ications during National
Prescription Drug Take
Back Day. Since the in-
ception of the program
in 2003, Kentucky has
collected 135,143 pounds
of unwanted/unused pre-
scription drugs.

KSP  spokesperson
Sgt. Josh Lawson ad-
vised that the program is
designed to be easy for
citizens and offered the
following tips for those
interested in participat-
ing:

e Participants may
dispose of medication in
its original container or
by removing the medi-
cation from its container
and disposing of it direct-
ly into the disposal box
located at the drop off
location.

e All solid dosage
pharmaceutical products
and liquids in consumer
containers will be accept-
ed. Liquid products, such
as cough syrup, should

remain sealed in original
containers. The depositor
should ensure that the
cap is tightly sealed to
prevent leakage.

e Intravenous solu-
tions, injectables and
syringes will not be ac-
cepted due to potential
hazard posed by blood-
borne pathogens.

e Illicit substanc-
es such as marijuana or
methamphetamine  are
not a part of this initiative
and should not be placed
in collection containers.

it anyway?” in November
2000.

“He was the sweet-
est guy — he asked peo-
ple their names and just
generally connected with
everyone. | can honestly
say that it was a career
high for me,” said Mo-
chrie.

Pikeville Medical Center (PMC) teamed with
Air Evac to provide pediatric simulations for
medical professionals with a high fidelity
mannequin to improve patient outcomes.

PMC conducted this training for all pediat-
ric nursing staff and emergency department
nursing staff.

The scenario was designed to simulate var-
ious pediatric symptoms. Staff was required
to utilize their specialty training and critical
thinking to care for the patient successfully.

The simulation offered real-time feedback
to staff to further increase the skill and com-
petence level of health care professionals
at the bedside.

According to the Center for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC), cigarette smoking is respon-
sible for more than 480,000 deaths per year in the
United States, including more than 41,000 deaths
resulting from secondhand smoke exposure. This
is about one in five deaths annually, or 1,300
deaths every day.

One of Pikeville Medical Center's (PMC) Vascu-
lar and Endovascular Surgeons, Al Addasi, MD,
FACS, tells how smoking impacts more than just
your heart and lungs.

“Smoking, including vaping, is a danger to the
health of your arteries, which are tubes, or ves-
sels, that carry blood from your heart to the rest of
your body.” Dr. Addasi said. “The resulting disease
is known as Peripheral Artery Disease (PAD).”

PAD is defined by the American Heart Association
as the narrowing of the arteries to the legs, stom-
ach, arms and head due to the accumulation of
plaque. Peripheral, in this case, means away from
the heart, in the outer regions of the body. PAD
most commonly affects arteries in the legs.

“Within about one to two minutes after lighting up,
you get a spasm in the blood vessels. Spasms are
due to a squeezing of muscles in the arterial wall
where the artery contracts, which means that the
blood supply being delivered by that artery drops.”
Dr. Addasi explained. “Spasms are reversible and
during the early stages of smoking do not lead
to any long term problems. However, that's not
where things usually stop.”

PAD is a form of atherosclerosis or cholesterol
build-up. This is caused by the collection of fatty
deposits, calcium and other substances in the ar-
teries, due to the toxic damage to the arterial inter-
nal lining from factors such as nicotine, tar or the
other thousands of chemicals found in cigarettes
as well as elevated blood cholesterol levels.

Dr. Addasi says this is combined with hardening of
the artery walls and a loss of their normal elastic-
ity. The artery elasticity is one of the ways your
body alters the volume of blood moving through
an artery to meet the changing needs of your legs
or arms. When you climb a flight of stairs, you
need more blood pumped to your legs and that
is normally met by increasing the heart rate and
artery widening. If the blood reaching them does
not meet that demand, the muscles start to hurt

“It is very needed in the community and it's a new
phase on the growth of the hospital,” added Bur-
chett.

Primary Care occupies the first floor of a building
that was intended to house the information tech-
nology department of PMC. But, as the needs of
the community grew, the plans for this building
changed.

Dr. Addasi added, “When that happens to the
heart, it's called angina, the chest pain or dis-
comfort felt when your heart muscle doesn’t get
enough oxygen-rich blood. Claudication is angina
of the legs.”

Dr. Addasi says often times people dismiss leg
pain as a normal sign of getting older. Itis very im-
portant to seek help from a professional who can
determine the origin of your symptoms.

Your primary care physician (PCP) may be able to
detect the early stages of PAD with a simple histo-
ry to elicit symptoms and a physical examination.

Other symptoms that may accompany leg pain
are the discoloration of the finger or the tips of the
toes. You could also develop ulcerations or gan-
grene spots, dead tissue caused by lack of blood
flow, seen more frequently on the feet. Most of
these symptoms develop 15 to 25 years after be-
coming an official smoker.

“If you're hurting just at rest, especially in your
calves and feet, those are signs your arteries are
very close to being completely blocked if they
aren't already closed off,” Dr. Addasi explained.
“If not addressed, gangrene will develop. You can
start losing limbs. Once you reach the rest pain

people close to home is extremely important. The
new Primary Care provides physicians that deliver
a quality of care that is second to none, in a loca-
tion so convenient to the hospital and the down-
town area.”

stage, simply quitting smoking will not reverse the
symptoms and you will need some form of opera-
tion to help your circulation such as a stent or a leg
bypass operation.”

This same disease process affects the arteries to
the brain as well as the arteries to the legs. Your
carotid arteries are two large blood vessels in
your neck. They supply your brain with oxygen-
rich blood. When those arteries become narrow or
blocked, carotid artery disease develops. The first
sign that you have this condition may be a stroke
or transient ischemic attack which is a temporary
shortage of blood flow to your brain.

“The manifestation of the same size damage in a
different location of your body is completely differ-
ent. When it comes to the carotid arteries, small
strokes can be devastating. If you lose a toe, no
one really notices. But if you lose a section of your
brain as big as any of your toes, that could mean
that you can no longer move your body or feel
your arm,” Dr. Addasi stated.

Aneurysms are also a big concern related to
smoking. An aneurysm occurs when part of an
artery wall weakens, allowing it to balloon out or
widen abnormally. Smokers are much more likely
to develop aneurysms, especially in their aorta
compared to non-smokers.

Dr. Addasi says feeling like you have a ‘heart
beating in your belly’ may be your first symptom.
Alternatively you may discover that you have an
aneurysm when it ruptures and this is a highly le-
thal situation. Nine out of 10 patients with ruptured
aortic aneurysms do not survive. An abdominal
examination by your PCP may be all you need to
do to get yourself checked out.

“We offer state-of-the-art ‘keyhole’ aneurysm re-
pair operations at PMC that are a huge jump for-
ward from the historical repair options,” said Dr.
Addasi.

Busch's teammate at
Joe Gibbs Racing Denny
Hamlin also takes home
an A on his report card. It
didn’t take him long to go
up near the head of the
class when he won the sea-
son opening Daytona 500.
He has backed that up with
another trip to victory lane
at Texas and has shown he
is a threat to win at any
stop of the schedule with
his six top-5 and eight top-
10 finishes.

Seven-time series
champion Jimmie Johnson
is not use to taking home
anything but A’'s on his re-
port card but recent sea-
sons have found the former
title holder struggling to
once again become a threat
to win races and champi-
onships. His early grade
for the season is a C but
some of the blame for his
poor start has to be given
to Hendrick Motorsports as
all four of its teams are still
struggling to get a handle
on the Chevrolet Camaro.

Joe Gibbs R inacing’s
nine wins and Penske Rac-
ing’s three wins earn both
organizations A's for their
early season success but
the once dominant Hendrick
Motorsports receives a D
for its start to the season.
Chase Elliott, Jimmy John-
son, William Byron and Alex
Bowman have combined for
only two top-5 and seven
top-10 finishes.  Elliott is
the only HMS driver in the
top-10 in points where he
sits in the tenth spot. The
four drivers combined have

led for only 186 laps and no
stage wins.
Lucky for everyone,

there are still plenty of rac-
es remaining so a team or
organization can turn their
fortunes around. It will
not be easy as you can see
there are some drivers and
organizations that are dom-
inating and are not showing
any signs of slowing down.
It's a long uphill battle
for some but in this sport
there are plenty of battles
left where fortunes can be
turned around with just one
checkered flag.

| know in life there’s
plenty of things that we
get tired of repeating, over
and over again. For me, it’s
housework that | dread —
washing dishes, ironing,
dusting, cleaning, mopping,
sweeping, washing laundry,
etc. | would have never
made it as a housewife. |
don’t find it enjoyable. I'm
not motivated to do it. And
then when | don’t do it, it
annoys me, grating on my
nerves. | carry around the
aggravation of feeling like
there’s so much to do and
| don’t even want to start.
And then sometimes when
| do clean, it doesn’t neces-
sarily feel rewarding. | can’t
get that stain out of my fa-
vorite jeans. There’s those
spots on the carpet, so it
still doesn’t look clean. Just
thinking about it makes me
feel exhausted.

But that’s how life
goes. We live, we do
things, and stuff gets dirty.
Spiritually  speaking, the
same thing happens. We
live. We make wrong deci-
sions. We follow the wrong
crowd. We speak before we
think. We respond in the
wrong manner. And some-
times without even real-
izing it, we've sinned. It’s
like trying to eat a hotdog.
They’re usually messy, yet
we eat it anyways. We try
our best to keep it together.
But sometimes we end up

with chili and mustard on
our clothes. In life, we end
up doing or saying some-
thing we regret. Then, like
the stain we’re stuck with,
the guilt clings to us.

Sometimes those fab-
ric stain removers simply
don’t work. We apply and
reapply, wash and rewash,
and there’s just no hope.
The stain won'’t leave. But
in our spiritual lives, we
can be free of the guilt we
carry, free of the sin we are
stained with. We are able
to have our sins complete-
ly washed away. There is a
solution that works — Jesus.
Jesus took our place on the
cross and died for our sins
— all of them (Isaiah 53:6,
1 Corinthians 15:3). He was
the perfect sacrifice who
bore our sins on the cross,
once and for all.

How can you be
cleansed of your sins? First,
you must hear the Word.
We can’t know God without
hearing the Word for He is
the Word. “In the beginning
was the Word, and the Word
was with God, and the Word
was God (John 1:1).” Then
we must believe the Word
(Acts 16:31). If we don’t
believe it, we can’t receive
the wonderful gift of grace
that accompanies it. Third-
ly, we must repent of our
sins (Acts 17:30). Now this
doesn’t mean that we have
to stand before a group of
people and recite every sin
we've committed. Repent-
ing is something between
us and God. It’s a change of
mind. If we have complet-
ed these three steps, then

we can move onto confess-
ing Christ as the Son of the
Living God (Acts 8:37). And
upon that confession, we
may be baptized for the
forgiveness of sins and we
shall receive the Holy Spirit
(Acts 2:38). Then we must
live faithfully until our death
(Acts 14:22).

When we are baptized
into the watery grave, we
are cleansed of our sins.
Unlike the physical wash-
ing of laundry, this is a
spiritual cleansing (1 Peter
3:21). Our consciences are
cleansed by the blood of
Christ (Hebrews 9:14). Our
slate is wiped clean. Our
sins are forgiven. We are
free from the sin that has
spotted us, stained us. It
has been lifted away. “For
we know that our old self
was crucified with him so
that the body ruled by sin
might be done away with,
that we should no longer
be slaves to sin—because
anyone who has died has
been set free from sin (Ro-
mans 6:6-7).”

Our everyday tasks in
life, such as laundry, will
never be done. We will al-
ways find ourselves fighting
those relentless stains that
will never go away. But,
thank God, spiritually we
can be free from the sin
that engulfs us. We can be
washed clean — as white
as snow. And it all comes
through the saving power
of the cross, the blood that
Jesus shed. Have you been
washed in the blood? He
awaits to cleanse your sins
today.
