PIKEVILLE — The
East Kentucky Expo Cen-
ter's new name is now
official.

At an event Monday
afternoon in downtown
Pikeville, the East Ken-
tucky Expo Center was
officially christened “Ap-
palachian Wireless Are-
na.” The renaming is the
first in the venue’s near
decade-and-a-half  his-
tory and became official
with a ribbon-cutting
ceremony in the arena’s
plaza. Community Trust
Bank, which has been
involved with the facili-
ty since its construction,
was also announced as
the new sponsor for the
facility’s box office, and
a ceremonial ribbon was
also cut commemorating
Community Trust's spon-
sorship.

Opened in 2005, the
Expo Center has played
host to numerous con-
certs and other events.
The City of Pikeville even-
tually took over operation
of the facility and contin-
ues to operate it. Pikeville
City Manager Philip Els-
wick, who also serves as
the CEO of the East Ken-
tucky Exposition Center
Corporation, said during
Monday’s event that the

facility is important to the
region’s economy and
quality of life.

“It's a vital compo-
nent of our quality of life,
it's an important commu-
nity asset that we must
support, as the com-
mission decided several
years ago to do and it's
been truly a success,” Els-
wick said.

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Cow Creek resident sues state for
damages allegedly caused by rock slide

A Floyd County
resident is suing the
Kentucky Transporta-
tion Cabinet, seeking
payment for damages
caused by rockfall on Ky.
321 in 2015.

Cow Creek resident
Romeo Delrosario, rep-
resented by attorney
Jerry Patton, filed a law-
suit recently against the
Kentucky Transportation
Cabinet’s Department of
Highways and the Ken-
tucky Claims Commis-

sion, appealing a decision
made by the commission
this year.

The commission en-
tered a decision on April
26 in a claim Patton filed
on behalf of Derosario,
and Patton argues in the
lawsuit that the decision
does not comply with
state law and is not sup-
ported appropriately by
facts established in the
case.

In accepting a rec-
ommendation of a hear-
ing office, the claims
commission denied Del-
rosario’s request for pay-

ment of damages, Patton
asserts, and in doing so,
the commission “rubber
stamped” the recom-
mended order in the case
and “acted without, or in
excess of its power.”
Patton alleges that
Delrosario was traveling
on Ky. 321 in November
2015 when his vehicle hit
a large rock that had fall-
en off the adjoining hill-
side onto the roadway.
Patton alleges in the
lawsuit that, “Numerous
rock falls have occurred
in the same location in
the past, placing the Cab-

inet on notice of the very
dangerous potential for
rock falls in that area.”

He quoted transcripts
of testimony provided by
a Kentucky Transporta-
tion Cabinet employee
who noted there have
been “multiple rock falls”
there, as well as testimo-
ny from law enforcement
officers who made similar
assertions and reported
that the Cabinet was no-
tified.

“The Cabinet was
placed on previous no-
tice of the dangers, haz-
ardous condition of the

roadway, and failed to
take any remedial action
to prevent the same from
occurring, and therefore,
was negligent in the per-
formance of its duties,”
Patton wrote. “The Hear-
ing Officer appeared,
with all due respect, to
ignore all of the testimo-
ny referred to above ...
(He) appeared to base
his decision upon the fact
that there were falling
rock signs posted in the
area.”

Patton also cited
testimony of District
12 Civil Engineer Matt

Moore, who reported
remedial measures to
prevent rockfalls on Ky.
321 had been placed on
the state’s six-year road
plan “and an unsched-
uled needs list,” but had

not been implemented
or approved by the state
legislature.

Derosario asks Floyd
Circuit Court to set aside
the claims commission
order and he seeks com-
pensatory damages,
which exceed the maxi-
mum amount allowed by
law, $250,000.

it was submitted in 2010.

The commission has
discussed the need for
an audit since March
2016. The city hired CPA
David Garrett in August
2016 to conduct an au-
dit, but he quit in 2017,
citing a significant lack of
documentation. In March
2018, the Kentucky State
Auditor office sent the
city a letter, asking offi-
cials to provide its plan to
comply with state law.

Shortridge respond-
ed to that letter in April
2018, telling the state au-
ditor’s office that the city
“had to begin the audit
process from the begin-
ning” after Garrett quit.

She also explained
that the commission
moved its city clerk to full
time, hired an assistant
clerk (who died last year)
and took other steps to
improve its financial re-
porting.

Allen provided the
DLG with estimated bud-
gets for the 2015, 2016
and 2017 fiscal years to
come into compliance
with laws requiring cit-
ies to file Uniform Finan-
cial Information Reports
and, in doing so, the
city received more than
$30,000 in  municipal
road aid funding that had
been withheld since 2010
last year.

Sparks pointed out,
however, that Allen is still
noncompliant with the
audit requirements and
that it could losing all
funding it receives from
any state agency.

“According to DLG,
the city was instructed
that audits were need-
ed for FY 2015 and FY
2017, as well as a finan-
cial statement for FY
2016,” Sparks wrote.
“KRS 91A.40 was amend-
ed July 2018 and now
states that funds will be
withheld from the state if
the city is not audit com-

pliant.”
Noting the auditor’s
office is “concerned

about the city’s progress
to have audits conduct-
ed,” Sparks attached a
copy of the state law, as
amended.

It says that cities may
ask for extensions of up
to nine months for cer-
tain circumstances, but
those requests must be
made prior to the audit
filing deadline. If a city
fails to comply with audit
requirements, the DLG
will notify the Kentucky

Finance and Adminis-
tration Cabinet and that
“funds in possession of
any agency, entity, or
branch of state govern-
ment shall be withheld
from the city until further
notice,” the law says.

The law also allows
any city resident or own-
er of property in cities
that fail to submit audits
to sue the city to enforce
the law. That part of the
law states that any per-
son who violates any pro-
vision of the law and any
city officer who fails to
comply shall be fined be-
tween $50 and $500 for
each failure, at the dis-
cretion of the court pre-
siding over the lawsuit.

Commissioner Dr. Ei-
lene Kinzer asked about
writing another letter to
the auditor's office, ex-
plaining the situation.

Shortridge respond-
ed, “Really, the city needs
to do whatever needs to
be do to get the audit
done.”

Eilene Kinzer sug-
gested asking the state
auditor’s office to con-
duct an audit in Allen,
saying she will call that
office and report back to
the commission.

She and Commission-
er Josh Kinzer explained
that it would be devastat-
ing to the city if the state
withholds funds.

Josh Kinzer said if
the audits are expensive
and the state withholds
funds, then “there'd be
no crawling out of it”
because Allen could not
afford to exist. He said
Allen would be “sunk.”

"I think if they hold
back revenue, that’s all
she wrote,” Josh Kinzer
said. “Because, I mean, if
you're looking at just the,
you wouldn't even have
enough in your bank ac-
count to pay what obli-
gations we have going
forward.”

“No,” Woods said.

Eilene Kinzer sug-
gested the possibility of
having to dissolve the
city.

“So, what are, I know
this was discussed sever-
al decades ago, but what
about if that does hap-
pen, obviously the city
can't function that way,
the option then would be
to be unincorporated. So,
what would be the pro-
cess?” she asked.

Woods said she be-
lieves the city will be able
to “handle it,” while Shor-
tridge said she would
have to research laws
regarding the un-incor-
poration of cities.

Woods asked City
Clerk Krystal Spurlock to
reach Richard Paulmann,
a CPA who commission-
ers previously reported
has been reviewing city
financial records. Woods
reported that Paulmann
said he never received
those documents, but
Spurlock reported she
has proof the documents
were sent. Spurlock was
asked to tell Paulmann
to be prepared to bring
an engagement letter to
the city’s July meeting
so the audit can move
forward. Woods said af-
ter Spurlock spoke with
Paulmann, she would
reach out to a couple of
her contacts in Frankfort
about the issue.

As concerns about
the cost of the audit were
raised, Eilene Kinzer said,
“If we dont have the
funds to do the audit,
that’s what I'm saying,
we need to be talking
about, looking at other
avenues about what is
best for the citizens.”

Commissioners  dis-
cussed the possibility of
calling a special meeting
for Thursday to discuss
the issue, along with the
city’s upcoming budget.

At the meeting, the
commission held the first
reading of its 2019-2020
budget, detailing a drop
in revenue and expenses
of more than $83,500.

Like previous years,
the Allen budget does not
detail where it obtains
its revenues, listing only
$36,700 as carry-forward
funding, $84,000 as “es-
timated revenues” and
$53,900 in municipal road
aid. The only difference
in the revenue portion of
the budget from the cur-
rent fiscal year budget is
the $83,500 reduction in
the amount of carry for-
ward funding. Answering
a question from Commis-
sioner Dr. Eilene Kinzer
about where Allen gets
its revenues, City Clerk
Krystal Spurlock said the
city’s revenue has not
changed in the past four
years.

The expenditure por-
tion of the budget is also
nearly the same as last
year, with the only major
difference being a contin-
gency fund. The current
fiscal year budget includ-
ed a $90,000 contingen-
cy and the new budget
calls for a contingency of

$23,300.
The city’s highest
expenses are payroll,

budgeted at $62,000;
utilities, budgeted at
$20,000; insurance, bud-

geted at $16,000; streets,
budgeted at $15,900,
and accounting and pay-
roll taxes, budgeted at
$15,000 each.

Compared to the cur-
rent fiscal year budget,
city utilities dropped by
$2,000, police expens-
es decreased by $1,000
to $4,000, maintenance
dropped by  $1,000
to $2,000 and streets
dropped by $7,000.

The commission took
no vote other than ap-
proving minutes of April
meeting. Commissioners
Elmer Parsons and Clyde
Woods were absent.

In other news, the
commission also:

e Learned that Woods
spoke with Elite Insur-
ance about the possi-
bility of drafting a form
through which the city
would not be liable if a
volunteer auxiliary police
officer works in the city.
Woods said she told the
company the city needed
that form as soon as pos-
sible.

e Learned from Shor-
tridge, an assistant coun-
ty attorney, that the
woman who crashed into
the Jacob’s Ladder Food
Pantry pleaded guilty to
driving under the influ-
ence and will pay resti-
tution to cover the city’s
$1,500 deductible on the
insurance policy for the
building.

e Discussed an issue
with the city sewage that
has been discussed sev-
eral times since 2015. Of-
ficials report that the city
has a contract with Pres-
tonsburg City Utilities to
provide sewage services
in Allen, and residen-
tial bills should have de-
creased to the in-city rate
as part of that contract.
Shortridge reported that
the city’s former attorney
worked on the issue and
may have documents re-
lated to the problem.

eLearned from
Woods that the city’s
PRIDE cleanup in April
was “outstanding,” with
four dump trucks of trash
removed. Mayor Woods
praised city officials, vol-
unteers and county offi-
cials for the help.

eLearned that Par-
sons provided a contract
to the city for his employ-
ment there, with Spur-
lock saying she believes
Parsons came back and
retrieved the contract.
Shortridge advised the
commission, again, that
the contract must be ap-
proved at a public meet-

ing.

Attorney General
Andy Beshear issued a
scam alert following a
Kentucky energy coop-
erative receiving a scam
phishing email appearing
to be from the “State At-
torney’s Office.”

Kentucky businesses
and nonprofits should not
be deceived by an email
from an unofficial ad-
dress, like complaints@
outlook.com, with the
subject line “State Attor-
ney’s Office Complaint”
that demands the busi-
ness has “10 days to file

a rebuttal.” Beshear said
the email is a scam and
not affiliated with the
Kentucky Office of the
Attorney General.

If a victim clicks on
the link in the email, a
virus is downloaded that
disables the computer.
The scammer then can
demand money to re-
store the computer or
steal personal and finan-
cial information.

“These scammers are
impersonating the very
office that is working to
shut them down and stop
them from stealing from
our Kentucky families
and businesses,” Beshear

said. “In this instance,
the employee caught the
scam attempt and did the
right thing by contacting
my office before taking
any action. I encourage
anyone who receives this
or similar emails to do the
same.”

This year, Beshear’s
office has received more
than 20 reports of busi-
ness email compromise
scams from Kentuckians
in several counties. Loss-
es from the scams total
more than $15,000.

Beshear’s office of-
fers these tips to help
protect Kentuckians from
these types of scams:

Beshear  previously
warned Kentuckians of
a prize scam that used
the Office of the Attorney
General to try and scare
Kentuckians into sending
money over a wire trans-
fer.

The scam appeared

as a legitimate letter
from the Office of the
Attorney General — in-

cluding an official look-
ing seal, a photo of the
attorney general and a
fake signature — asking
for state tax payment on
a $5.5 million prize the
resident allegedly won
from “American Family
Publishers.”

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UMG reports progress made at Southern

Officials with Utilities
Management Group up-
dated the Southern Wa-
ter and Sewer District
Commission on the prog-
ress it has made since
taking over management
of the district in March.

CPA Jeff Reed in-
formed the commission
that it had a net income
of nearly $55,000 before
depreciation in April, and,
after depreciation was
accounted for, the district
ended April with a loss of
$34,570 — less than the
financial losses reported
in previous months. Part
of the reason for the in-
crease, Reed said, was
the $150,000 loan pro-
vided by the Floyd Coun-
ty Fiscal Court.

He told commission-
ers that payroll also de-
creased.

UMG Owner Greg
May said overtime has
decreased by 80 percent
since his company signed
the emergency man-
agement contract with
Southern Water.

He and UMG special
projects managers Gron-
dall Potter and Donald
Compton detailed several
changes that have tak-
en place, reporting that
some of the information
would be submitted to
the Kentucky Public Ser-
vice Commission.

Answering questions
from Commissioner Don-
nie Daniels about loans
Southern Water owes,
May reported that UMG
is investigating the re-
financing loans to save
$300,000 for Southern
Water — one of several
steps UMG has taken to
save funds.

Addressing issues
raised at a recent PSC
hearing in Frankfort, May
reported Reed’s employ-
er identified several bank
accounts that could be
closed to provide $29,000
for Southern Water's
general fund.

May asked the com-
mission to use those
funds to buy tools em-
ployees need and to re-
imburse his company for
funds spent on tools for
the district. Commission-
ers granted that request
to spend about $10,000
for those tools, but post-
poned May’s request to
spend $6,500 on floor
tiles at the water plant,
saying the district should
wait until it has more
funding to spend.

UMG officials report-
ed that Southern Water
is still working with the
Federal Emergency Man-
agement Agency to ob-
tain about $300,000 in
funds to repair damage
caused by federal disas-
ter that occurred in 2014.
May said he received a
phone call, with officials

would be prepared to
seek funding and/or bids
more quickly if the spec-
ification documents are
completed.

The commission also
gave UMG permission to
seek proposals for in-
surance, seek grants for
master meters, change
the city’s telephone and
internet service to save
$600 per month and
seek a water treatment
operator, with May and
Compton reporting that
Southern Water is out
of compliance with state
law at the water plant.
The district needs four
treatment operators and
currently has two, UMG
officials said.

Commissioners gave
May authority to seek a
trade of one or two trucks
for utility trucks, with
May reporting employees
don't have enough space
to carry equipment they
need.

May also detailed
progress in the South-
ern Water office. He and
Potter supplied diagrams
to commission members,
showing the workflow for
cash and work orders.
They reported that two
people are now required
to sign off on all cash de-
posits and there is now
“dual control” of the dis-
trict’s finances.

Explaining that the
PSC “hit us hard” on
payments processing at
Southern Water, May said
his team designed flow
charts, giving employees
a step-by-step guide to
ensure all purchases and
orders have been ap-
proved before they are
paid.

May said Southern
Water needs “significant
changes” in its billing
system, reporting that
some employees were
not properly trained on
data input.

Compton  reported

that employees fixed 54
leaks on the system be-
tween April 22 and May
28, but the district’'s wa-
ter loss rate increased
from 55 percent in March
to 59 percent in April. He
suggested that the in-
crease could be attribut-
ed to the old meters,
saying he wouldn't be
surprised if old meters
attribute to 30 percent of
the district’s water loss.
May said UMG has
helped Southern reduce
the amount of water it
buys from Pikeville. Wa-
ter purchases from Pikev-
ille decreased from 12.6
million gallons in the first
month to 11.5 million gal-
lons this month, he said.
Compton said UMG
also implemented an in-
ventory system for the
district’s tools, changed
employee work hours,
provided new fuel cards,
implemented “credit card
controls,” changed on-
call procedures, started
mileage sheet require-
ments, added GPS track-
ing to all vehicles and,
among other things,
used pipes donated by
Prestonsburg and parts
donated by Pikeville to
make repairs at the wa-

Do You Have a Business Succession Strategy?

If you own a business, you've always got plenty to think about: sales, marketing, em-
ployees, competition, industry trends, consumer preferences — the list goes on and on.
It's easy to get so caught up in your work that you might not take time to think about retire-
ment.

You can give your business away outright, but you may want to consider using a trust or
family limited partnership, both of which may allow you to control the business for as long
as you want, while still receiving a regular income stream.

* Selling the business outright — You can always sell your business outright when-
ever you like — right now, when you retire or some time in between. Of course, any sale

brings tax considerations.

« Using a buy-sell arrangement to transfer the business — Instead of simply selling
the business in a traditional transaction, you could employ a buy-sell agreement. With
this arrangement, you can generally determine when, to whom, and at what price you can
sell it. If you would like to keep the business in your family, you may be able to fund the
buy-sell agreement with life insurance, so family members could use the death benefit to

buy your ownership stake.

* Buying a private annuity — When you buy a private annuity, you can transfer the
business to family members, or someone else, who will then make payments to you for
the rest of your life, or, possibly, for your lifetime and that of a second person’s. In addition
to potentially providing you with a lifetime income stream, this type of sale can remove
assets from your estate without triggering gift or estate taxes.

These and other techniques can be complex, so before deciding on what is best for
your situation, you'll want to consult with your tax, legal and financial advisors. By taking
your time and getting the professional help you need, you can make a successful succes-
sion choice.

attempted to entice a mi-
nor to perform a sexual
act via electronic com-
munications means.

The documents
said that Destiny Black-
burn-Conley, 27, of Pres-
tonsburg, was arrested
June 1 on charges of
menacing, harassment
(no physical contact) and
second-degree disorderly
conduct after a May 31
incident at Prestonsburg
Elementary School.

Prestonsburg Police

Sgt. Ross Shurtleff al-
leges that Conley “unlaw-
fully, with no legitimate
or professional purpose,
entered the victim’'s
classroom at Prestons-
burg Elementary School
(on May 31), and in a
physically offensive man-
ner, in the presence of
19 school-aged children,
pointed at and aggres-
sively approached the
victim, telling the victim,
I'm telling you face-to-
face, you better lay off
my brother.”

Johnson County
Sheriff's Deputy C. Penix
executed the warrant,

arresting Conley June 1,
and she was lodged in
the Big Sandy Regional
Detention Center, from
which she was released
on bond the following

day.

Blackburn, 26, of
Prestonsburg, turned
himself into authorities

on May 29, and was re-
leased from custody that
evening. He is charged
with one felony count of
prohibited use of an elec-
tronic device to procure a
minor for a sexual act. He
is the pastor of Elevate
Church in Prestonsburg
and manages Giovanni’s

of Prestonsburg, which is
owned by his family.
Shurtleff alleges in
the citation that on May
24, Sgt. Ralph Frasure re-
sponded to a complaint of
the accused engaging in
a conversation via iMes-
sage with a teenager to
procure her to engage in
a sexual act with another
underage female. Black-
burn asked the minor to
“engage in a ‘threesome’
with he and another mi-
nor,” Shurtleff wrote in
the citation. He reported
that the alleged victim is
employed at Giovanni’s.
Shurtleff reported

that Blackburn also al-
legedly coerced another
female employee of the
business to lie to the po-
lice. He explained in the
citation that Blackburn
“followed” that minor to
the Prestonsburg Police
Department on May 25.
She attempted to give
a statement that she
had sent messages from
Blackburn’s phone, Shur-
tleff reported, but she
had “only a very limited
knowledge” about the
contents of the messag-
es.

Shurtleff reported
that the female recanted

her statement when she
was confronted with the
inaccuracies and provid-
ed a written and audio
statement alleging that
Blackburn told her she
would lose her job if she
did not tell police she sent
the messages herself.

Conley’s alleged
crimes occurred on May
31, the day a story print-
ed in the Floyd Coun-
ty Chronicle and Times
about her brother's ar-
rest. She is scheduled to
be arraigned in Floyd Dis-
trict Court on the same
day as her brother, June
19.

The Johnson Cen-
tral Lady Golden Ea-
gles mowed through
the competition during
tournament play this
season.

Ashland bested John-
son Central with a 4-2
win on March 23rd. The
Kittens scratched John-

son Central a second
time defeating them
Saturday 1-0.

The tough pill to
swallow for the Lady
Golden Eagles was
starting pitcher Chloe
VanHoose didn’t allow
a hit as she pitched
a complete game in
the loss. The stand-
out sophomore struck
out nine batters in her
six complete innings
of work. Walking only
one.

Her counterpart
on the mound, Ash-
land’s Mykayla Akers,
didn’t have a bad day
either. She also struck
out nine batters, but

allowed three hits and
walked two in the win.

The game was
scoreless through one
inning of play. Van-
Hoose struck out the
first three batters she
faced.

To start the sec-
ond, Johnson Central’s
Jaden Bowling singled
to left for the Lady
Golden Eagles, but
was left stranded af-
ter Katelyn Fitch and
catcher Morgan Hop-
son fell victim to Akers
strikeout’s.

Ashland scored the
lone run of the ball-
game in the bottom
half of the inning. Ha-
lie Haney reached first
on an error by the in-
field and she then stole
second base. Camryn
Cassidy then laid down
the sacrifice bunt which
scored Haney giving
the Kittens a 1-0 lead.

The Lady Golden
Eagles went down in
order in the top of the
third as did Ashland in
the bottom.

Johnson Central
had their best opportu-
nity to take over in the
top of the fifth. Fitch
laid down a sacrifice
bunt to move Bowling
on to second. Hopson
then reached first giv-
ing Johnson Central
runners at first and
second with one out.
However, Chloe Laf-

ferty and Claire Gam-
ble both popped out to
end the inning leaving
the runners stranded.
The Lady Golden
Eagles had one last op-

portunity in the top half
of the sixth with the
top of the order com-
ing to the plate. Alaina
Castle grounded out
and VanHoose struck
out. Senior Alyssa He-
drick smoked a double
down the left field line,
which put the tying run
on second base. Clean
up hitter Abby Fannin
grounded out to end
the inning, leaving He-
drick 90 feet away.

VanHoose contin-
ued her dominance in
the bottom of the sixth
as she retired Ashland
in order.

Johnson  Central’s
last at bat gave a glim-
mer of hope as Bowl-
ing, who, was two
for three on the day
singled to right field.
That’s as close as she
would get as the lineup
went down in order to
end Johnson Central’s
season by a final of 1-0.

The Lady Gold-
en Eagles finished the
year 24-16. Johnson
Central won 57th Dis-
trict and 15th Region
championships. The
Lady Golden Eagles
will lose six seniors off
of this season’s squad,
but the stable is far
from empty.

Look for Johnson
Central to be right back
defending their titles
next season when the
57th District and 15th
Region tournaments
roll around.

t's all In the points

It has not been that
many years ago in the
Monster Energy NASCAR
Cup Series that making
it into the playoff round
and eventually winning
the title was all about col-
lecting as many points as
possible during each and
every race on the sched-
ule. That sometimes cre-
ated years where a couple
of drivers were so domi-
nated that the title hunt
would actually become a
two or three driver com-
petition as the schedule
moved from late summer
into fall. Fans lost inter-
est in the sport as their
drivers became nothing
more than field fillers
even though they might
win a race but still would
not have a chance to win
the title leaving NASCAR
with a product that need-
ed to keep the interest
up as the schedule began
going head to head with
the all mighty NFL.

All of that changed
when NASCAR moved to
a point system that actu-
ally rewarded drivers for
winning a race and for
winning one of the open-
ing two stages of each
race. Winning a race all
but guaranteed a driver a
spot in the16 driver play-
off field with the oppor-
tunity to run for the title
over the last ten races
of the season. Since the
introduction there has
not been a season when
there were actually six-

teen different winners
so there is still a premi-
um placed on how many
points a driver can collect
during a race.

Winning a race or fin-
ishing in the Top 5 is still
the best way to accumu-
late points as the winner
of a race is awarded 40
points with the second
place finisher earning
35. After second place,
each driver is awarded
one less point below the
driver who finishes just
above him all the way
down to the 40th place
driver who receives one
point for his effort. All of
these points accrue over
the first 26 races of the
season and are used to
fill out the playoff round
of drivers.

Those are the points
awarded after the finish
of the race but during the
race there are also points
up for grabs as driver
points are awarded at the
end of each of the first
two stages. The top-fin-
isher in each stages
earns ten points with the
each spot below earning
one less point down to
the tenth place finish-
er who earns one point.
The only exception to this
rule is in the Coca-Cola
600 which because of its
length actually has four
stages with the added
third stage awarding the
same points as the first
two stages.

In addition to all of
the points available at
the conclusion of a race
as well as during the
race there are also bonus
playoff points awarded
during and at the con-
clusion of a race. These
points prove so valuable
once the playoff round
begins as they are add-
ed to a driver’s point to-
tal throughout the three-
three race rounds of the
playoffs leading up to

the final race of the year
where the title goes to
the highest finisher of the
Championship 4 drivers.
The winners of the first
two stages are awarded
one bonus playoff point
each and the winner of
the race accumulates 5
bonus points.

Joey Logano has al-
ready won a race this
season and is safely in
the playoff round but
he also leads all drivers
with 148 stage points.
He also has five stage
wins which gives him five
points to take with him as
he attempts to advance
through the first three
rounds of the playoffs.
Following Logano in the
number of stage points
is Kevin Harvick with 135.
Those points are more
important to him at this
time than Logano’s be-
cause the Stewart-Haas
driver has yet to win a
race this season. He also
has three stage wins
worth three bonus points
that he will have to car-
ry thorough the playoffs
and in seasons past three
points can mean the dif-
ference of advancing into
the next round.

Racing will always be
about winning but you
don’t need a calculator to
see that collecting points
at every stop on the
schedule can also be a
way into the playoffs with
a shot at the title. It’sis
not the most glamourous
path to a title but it does
give every driver hope of
being one of the 16 with
a chance of becoming
the champion.
