Floyd Circuit Judge
Johnny Ray Harris ruled

this month that the 1995

Purchases questioned at Southern

Ratepayers funded kids' meals, late-night room service, candy, pop at Walmart

The Southern Wa-
ter and Sewer District’s
response to questions
posed by the Kentucky

Public Service Commis-
sion shed light on where
some of the district’s
funds have been spent,
and the commission’s
new chairman said a re-
view of district policies is

now needed.

Among other docu-
mentation, the PSC asked
Southern Water to pro-
vide receipts for all meals
purchased for employees
or commissioners in 2018

and to include the meal
dates, who benefited and
why it was purchased.
The majority of re-
ceipts uploaded to the
PSC website in the case,
however, don't provide

all of that information,
and some of the receipts
were not legible.

The PSC also sought

Students want Ky.

A group of students
from a private north-
ern Kentucky school are
seeking to have the Ken-
tucky Supreme Court
overturn a lower court
ruling that upheld ban-
ning unvaccinated stu-
dents from school.

The case involved
a chicken pox outbreak
earlier this year at Our

cell phone that evening.

At the June 25 meet-
ing, several community
members addressed the
Martin City Council and
Compton raised ques-
tions about city financial
matters and issues sur-
rounding the city tour-
ism commission. Among
those who spoke at the
meeting were Deanna
Mullins, owner of Jungle
Jim’s Inflatables in Martin,
who complained about
the city tourism’s involve-
ment in the city ballfield,
reporting, among other
things, that parents had
to spread out brick dust
on the field and that dug-
outs are not clean.

Mullins, who said her
husband is of Mexican
decent, said she learned
about the alleged threats
on Monday, as did Mar-
tin business owner Ter-
ry Thornsberry, a vocal
opponent of the city’'s
proposed annexation of
outlying areas, who also
made various allegations
about financial wrongdo-
ings at the meeting.

At 9:33 p.m. that
evening, Rudder alleged-
ly sent a text to Comp-

Lady of the Sacred Heart/
Assumption Academy, a
Catholic school in Walton.
The students objected to
the chicken pox vaccine,
because it was reported-
ly laboratory-grown from
cells descended from a
fetus aborted in London
in 1966. Eighty-two per-
cent of the students or
their parents had signed
a religious exemption
from vaccination form
with the state for that

ton, telling her that he
planned to call the power
company the next day to
shut off electricity to the
ball field and that he was
“pulling tourism score-
boards” and equipment
from the field.

Compton responded,
via text, “l don’t think
that is a good idea. Don't
do anything stupid.”

The following text al-
legedly sent by Rudder
to Compton contained a
threat against the lives of
two people, one of whom
is identified as “terry,”
and a racial slur about
another person.

“Her and terry needs
bullets in their heads,
don't know what their
(sic) talking about es-
pecially that little Mexi-
can (explicative deleted)
sucker,” the text reads.

In response to that
text, Compton allegedly
asked Rudder to “calm
down,” saying, “We are
trying to get clarity out
to the people.”

“Do | think Tourism
has issues. YES,” she tex-
ted.

Rudder allegedly re-
sponded, “Oh old dad

here will give clarity to
them two, my hand to
god.”

The final text provid-
ed to the newspaper that
was allegedly sent by
Rudder reports that he
was fired from the city.

“Don't blame them
only,” Compton allegedly
wrote. “People just want
questions answered.”

Rudder allegedly re-
sponded, “Their (sic) the
only one that we're (sic)
killing me, but it’s not my
problem now. | just been
terminated.”

On Tuesday, Rudder
denied sending that text
as well.

“I've never been ter-
minated,” he said.

Compton  reported
that Mayor Sam Howell
reported laying off Rud-
der via text that evening.

She provided a copy
of an alleged text ex-
change between she and
Howell that was time-
stamped for 9:40 p.m. on
June 25, a few moments
after the alleged threats
were sent to her phone.

Howell allegedly sent
a text informing Comp-
ton, “I'm laying Kris off. |

just told him.”

Rudder is still em-
ployed with the city full
time as emergency man-
agement director and
tourism director in Mar-
tin.

Rudder did not deny
that he wrote two Face-
book posts that alleged-
ly contained racial slurs.
Compton provided copies
of the Facebook post,
in which a maintenance
worker is advised to
“start checking for green
cards and work visas.”

The post commends
Charles Hamilton for tak-
ing care of the ball field.

“Looks great but | bet
we will have some win-
ey (explicative deleted)
who'’s opinion don't mat-
ter (explicative deleted).
Lol!,” the post reads.

“There  wasn't no
slurs,” Rudder said. “I
was just, now that was
because people have
been complaining about
the ballfield, the grass
being so high. You can't
cut grass when it's wet,
you know. That's com-
mon sense. There was
no slurs made about
the ballfield ... I told the

maintenance guy who's
busted his but off there
every week that you can't
satisfy everybody.”

A portion of the Face-
book post also says to
Hamilton, “we need to
start checking for green
cards and work visa when
you around at the field.”

Rudder said that
comment was about pri-
vate property, not the
ballfield in Martin.

“It didn't say ball field.
That is the house next to
him, which | own,” Rud-
der said. “And me and
him have a garden there
and there’s some people
that work at that Mexican
restaurant over there and
we've been having issues
with them and my, steal-
ing my stuff. And I've al-
ready contacted the Mar-
tin County Sheriff’s office
about that, but that was
nothing in regards — it
didn't say ball field. It
said field and that's our
field that we have our
garden in and the house
right beside of his.”

The alleged threats
remained under inves-
tigation as of presstime
Tuesday.

high court to overturn vaccine ruling

reason.

It should be noted
the Vatican allows use of
the vaccine, but the com-
munity of Our Lady of
the Sacred Heart Church
in Walton, which runs the
two schools, belongs to
the Society of St. Pius
X, known as a conserva-
tive Roman Catholic sect
that supports conduct-
ing masses in Latin and
rejects changes made

After an outbreak
began in January, the
Northern Kentucky Inde-
pendent Health District
banned non-vaccinated
students from extra-cur-
ricular activities in Febru-
ary. After a lawsuit was
filed against the health
department action and
the disease outbreak
spread further, the stu-
dents were also prevent-

ed from attending class-
es.

Boone Circuit Judge
James Schrand ruled
against the students’
lawsuit in April, saying
the health department
acted within its authori-
ty to control disease. In
April, the students’ at-
torneys appealed to the
State Court of Appeals,
asking to prevent the cir-
cuit court ruling from tak-
ing effect.

A three-judge Appel-
late panel unanimously
rejected the motion last
week, and that ruling
has now been appealed
to the Supreme Court,
seeking the same thing
from the Justices, known
in legal circles as a mo-
tion for interlocutory re-
lief.

There is no word on
when the high court will
take up the matter.

Pikeville to host
first Pride prom

PIKEVILLE — Pike-
ville’s Pride organization
is hosting an inaugural
prom to raise money
and celebrate the LGBTQ
community on July 12.

The Pikeville Pride
Prom will take place at
the Coal Run Communi-
ty Center on 105 Church
Street from 6 p.m. to 9
p.m. People of all ages
can attend, but children
who are 16 years old or
younger must be chap-
eroned by an adult. Tick-
ets range from $10 for
youth and $20 for adults,
though adults who wish
to sponsor a ticket for a
young person can pay
$30.

“We really wanted
to have an event for all
ages,” said Gina Bryant,
one of the Pikeville Pride
organization volunteers.
“Some young people
may not feel comfort-
able bringing someone to
their school’s prom who
they may really like, and
we wanted to give them
that opportunity.”

Bryant said the event
is intended to be a fund-
raiser for the city's sec-
ond Pride event, which
is scheduled for Oct. 12.
The first Pikeville Pride
event took place on Oct.
20 last year at Pikeville
City Park, with about 400
people in attendance.

“We had so many
young people come up
and tell us how import-
ant that event was to
them and how they nev-
er thought a Pride event
like that would happen in
Pikeville,” Bryant said.

Along with dancing,
the prom will feature a
raffle, food and a silent
auction, with  bidding
items starting at $1. Ac-
cording to event orga-
nizers, the dress code is
“as casual or as extrava-
gant as you please,” and
bringing a date is not re-

quired. LGBTQ allies are
welcome, and about 90
people are expected to
attend.

Bryant, who is part
of the LGBTQ communi-
ty, said she grew up in
Pikeville and knew many
individuals in the commu-
nity who faced backlash
because of their sexu-
al orientation or gender
identity. She said hosting
a Pride Prom and a city
Pride event are just the
beginning for the orga-
nization’s impact on the
community because the
organization wants to
continue helping people
living around Pikeville.

“(Being LGBTQ) s
generally accepted in
larger cities like Lexing-
ton or Louisville, so we
always felt like we need-
ed to go to bigger cities
to feel accepted,” Bryant
said. “This is home for
us, and we want to feel
accepted here.”

dry election for the City
of Allen. In that election,
according to a tabulation
sheet, Allen citizens vot-
ed to make the city a dry
territory. Season’s Inn is
located at the Mouth of
Beaver, outside of the
city limits of Allen, McK-
inney said, and Harris
agreed.

McKinney stated in
his lawsuit that, “even if
the election applied to
the entire precinct, the
(1995) election and its
results” were “conducted
in violation of Kentucky
law.”

McKinney received a
notice of violations from
ABC in January, despite

the agency renewing
the Season’s Inn alcohol
license annually since
2004, the lawsuit stated.

ABC stated Season’s
Inn was inside the city
limits of Allen, which was
deemed dry by the 1995
election, instead of be-
ing located inside of the
Mouth of Beaver precinct.

Harris, following an
affidavit filed by Floyd
County  Clerk  Chris
Waugh, ruled that there
“is no record of certifi-
cation of the results that
complies” with Kentucky
law.

Waugh, in his affida-
vit, said he believed the
election to have applied
to the City of Allen and
not the Mouth of Beaver
precinct, “because | per-
sonally made the initial

push to make the City of
Allen dry” when he was
mayor of Allen. Waugh
also stated Season’s Inn
was located outside of

the city limits.
Waugh  said he
searched the Floyd Coun-

ty Clerk’s Office and con-
tacted the State Board
of Elections but found
no documentation which
would indicate the elec-
tion results were ever
verified or certified as re-
quired by law.
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Prosecutors: Duo sold more than 50 grams
of meth Iin Johnson, Magoffin counties

PAINTSVILLE — Two
individuals have been in-
dicted by a federal grand
jury for allegedly conspir-
ing to distribute meth-
amphetamine in Johnson
and Magoffin counties.

Tommy Joe Minix,
34, of Salyersville, and
Scott Galen Linville, 27,
of Lexington, according

to the indictment, are
accused of conspiring to-
gether and with others
o “distribute 50 grams
or more” of a mixture
containing a detectable
amount of methamphet-
amine, approximately in
April of last year.

Minix is also alleged
to have possessed a fire-
arm “in furtherance of a
drug trafficking offense.”

The indictment in-

cludes a forfeiture alle-
gation of property pros-
ecutors allege to have
been used in the crimes,
including four pistols, a
rifle and various ammuni-
tion the indictment says
was seized from Minix, as
well as cash seized from
both individuals.

The first count of the
indictment, which ap-
plies to both Minix and
Linville, carries between

five and 40 years in pris-
on and up to $5 million
in fines, unless one has
a prior serious drug fel-
ony conviction, in which
case the minimum sen-
tence jumps to 10 years.
The firearm count carries
a consecutive minimum
five years in prison and
up to a $250,000 fine.
Both parties are due
for an initial appearance
Aug. 1 in federal court.

Bond revoked for alleged repeat meth dealer in Pike

PIKEVILLE — A Lou-
isville man accused of re-
peat meth trafficking had
his bond revoked July 2
in Pike District Court.

At a July 2 hearing,
Pike District Judge Rob-
ert Wright revoked the
$10,000 bond for Charles
Doneghy on a felony
methamphetamine-traf-
ficking case stemming
from a June 4 arrest in
Pikeville. Doneghy, 30,
was arrested again on
meth-trafficking charges
June 27. Wright ruled that
Doneghy violated the
conditions of his bond
from the June 4 arrest
when he was arrested
again June 27.

Tuesday's  proceed-
ings addressed sever-
al cases filed against
Doneghy, including not
only the meth-trafficking
cases, but also a misde-
meanor marijuana pos-
session charge to which

Doneghy pleaded not
guilty. The proceedings
also included a prelim-
inary hearing for Do-
neghy’s June 27 arrest on
a charge of first-degree
trafficking in a controlled
substance.

During the prelim-
inary hearing, Pikeville
Police Officer Tony Conn
testified that Doneghy’s
vehicle was stopped on
U.S. 23 in Pikeville by
Officer Josh Lawson due
to an altered temporary
license tag. Conn said
when officers made con-
tact with Doneghy, they
detected an odor of mar-
jjuana coming from the
vehicle, and the Pikeville
Police Department’s K9
officer, Yelo, later indicat-
ed there were drugs in
the car.

Conn said officers
found meth and marijua-
na in the vehicle, along
with a large sum of cash.
Conn, who was the only
witness called during the
preliminary hearing, also

said Doneghy was coop-
erative and polite with
police and asked Lawson
to “give him a break.”

Wright bound the
case regarding the June
27 arrest to a Pike grand
jury, and upheld Do-
neghy’'s $10,000 cash
bond on that case.

In a subsequent hear-
ing, Wright then consid-
ered a motion by the Pike
County Attorney’s Of-
fice to revoke Doneghy’s
bond in the June 4 case.

In that case, Do-
neghy was arrested at
Cedar Hills following the
search of a residence
by Pikeville Police. Offi-
cers responded to citi-
zen complaints regarding
possible drug trafficking,
police said, and arrested
Doneghy and four other
people. In that incident,
police said, 189 grams of
meth and several other
drugs, included suspect-
ed ecstasy, were found.
Doneghy and the others
arrested were charged
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with first-degree traffick-
ing in a controlled sub-
stance.

Doneghy’s attorney,
Will Collins, asked the
court Tuesday to main-
tain Doneghy’s presump-
tion of innocence and to
not revoke Doneghy’s
bond. Wright said that
presumption would be

maintained  throughout
the proceedings.
Wright  then  ad-

dressed Doneghy’s bond
conditions from the June
4 arrest. Wright said he
ordered Doneghy to not
only not break the law,
but to also submit to
monitored conditional
release (MCR) if he was
able to pay his bond and
be released from jail.
Wright said his records
indicated that Doneghy
may have begun the pro-
cess to begin MCR in Jef-

ferson County, where he
was said to be residing,
but the process was nev-
er completed.

Wright, based upon
Doneghy’s failure to reg-
ister for MCR and his ar-
rest on June 27, ruled that
Doneghy had violated his
bond conditions and re-
voked the bond. Wright
then set Doneghy’s new
bond at $15,000 full cash.

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The spolls of mining

Campaign promise a great proposal, but not likely to become reality

In this year's primary
election, Eastern Kentucky
was in the spotlight, mainly
because of how badly both
of the men chosen to repre-
sent their respective politi-
cal parties in the November
general election for gover-
nor did here.

Neither incumbent Re-
publican Gov. Matt Bevin
nor his Democratic chal-
lenger, Attorney General
Andy Beshear, performed
well at the polls east of
Winchester and it point-
ed to some disconnections
between the electorate
throughout the state.

So it comes as no sur-
prise that Eastern Kentucky,
and, to a degree, rural

western Kentucky, were in
the spotlight again this past
week as Gov. Matt Bevin
made a campaign promise
that, if he's re-elected and
reaches next year’'s budget-
ing process in a position of

power, that he will change
the current process of coal
severance allocation to en-
sure that 100 percent of
the fund is returned to coal
counties.

We are very much in fa-
vor of that idea, regardless
of who proposes it. Over
past years, the amount of
coal severance returned to
the counties from which the
coal was mined was split
50-50 with the state as soon
as it hit Frankfort’s coffers,
with half of the fund imme-
diately going to the state’s
general fund.

And there’s no doubt
that fund has dwindled over
past years as coal mining
has fallen on tough times.
However, just as a matter
of perspective, according to
the Office of the State Bud-
get Director, from July 1,
2018 (the beginning of the
fiscal year) through May,
the state reported collect-

ing a total of $84 million.

So, even as coal min-
ing falls on hard times, the
money is still there, still
being collected and could
still make a massive change
for communities that are
searching for any lifeline to
help re-establish a sustain-
able economy. So, it defi-
nitely matters.

Does action need to
be taken toward returning
more, if not all, of the coal
severance taxes collected
back to the coal-producing
counties? Yes. Can Bev-
in get it done? That’s a bit
more in question.

Here’'s why — Matt Bev-
in, whether he’s governor
or holds any other role in
state government, cannot
unilaterally return the coal
severance to the counties.

Next year's session
of the legislature will be a
budget session and the be-
ginning of that process will

be either Bevin or Beshear
presenting their budget
to the legislature for con-
sideration. The House will
then begin the process of
deal-making, compromise
and change until the budget
is in a form that can gain
enough support to pass.

Then, it will go to the
Senate, where the same
process of deal-making,
compromise and change
will take place until that
body can come to a final
agreement on a budget.
Then it goes back to the
House for final approval, or,
in the case of a stalemate,
it can bounce back and
forth for quite some time as
negotiations occur.

Could a measure to re-
turn the coal severance to
coal counties survive this
process? Possibly.

But history tells a dif-
ferent story. According to
Kentucky Legislative Re-

Beshear and Bevin are
desperately trying to win
the votes of Eastern Ken-
tucky. The problem is that
Beshear shows no interest
in the region and Bevin's
latest attempt may never
become reality.

We saw major grand-
standing last year with
Beshear when he held a
press conference about

Enough Is no

fighting the rate hikes for
Kentucky Power. The press
conference was a big to-
do. It was held at the gi-
gantic library off Cassady
Boulevard. It appeared as if
it was a free-for-all against
Kentucky Power. It lasted a
bout 30 minutes and that’s
the last we saw of Andy
Beshear.

I will say that he has
done good things as Ken-
tucky’'s attorney general.
Most of those good things
benefitted individuals and
businesses west of Win-
chester.

Bevin declared that if
he gets re-elected that he
would return 100 percent
of coal severance mon-
ey back to coal producing
counties. That attempt to

gain votes in Eastern Ken-
tucky will go a long way.
That is until the educated
voter understands the pro-
cess.

The likelihood of that
happening is slim. And now
that coal companies are fil-
ing for bankruptcy and, in
some cases, ceasing pro-
duction, 100 percent of
nothing is nothing.

Coal production is vi-
tal to this region. Howev-
er, unscrupulous operators
have spoiled it for the good
operators.

The companies owned
by West Virginia Gov. Jim
Justice just made a deal
with Kentucky to pay his
bills as long as we forgive
the interest and penalties,
which Kentucky did. I think

I'm going to try that tactic
next year and see how far
that gets me. In addition,
the companies owe lots
of other smaller vendors,
which may never see those
payments. That business
plan sullies the industry
and we allowed that to
happen.

I don't always agree
with Bevin's decisions or
policies. However, he has
taken a hard line that need-
ed to be taken in some
cases. The state has been
off the rails for many years
and he is attempting to re-
direct the state’s govern-
ment. Some decisions are
unpopular but necessary.

What concerns me
more than anything is if
Bevin's campaign measure

search Commission docu-
mentation, a similar mea-
sure has been proposed
by members of either the
Senate or House, or both,
each year since Bevin was
elected. None of those
measures, whether they
were put forth by the mi-
nority Democrats or major-
ity Republicans, ever made
it out of the Appropriations
and Revenue committee of
the body into which it was
introduced.

While Eastern Ken-
tucky’s legislators are near-
ly united in the belief, as ev-
idenced by their votes and
legislative proposals, that
the coal severance should
be sent back, it's quite ob-
vious that their colleagues
don’'t quite have the same
conclusion.

We're glad some atten-
tion’s being drawn to this,
but at the same time, we're
remaining fairly skeptical

about its prospects.

Even if Bevin is re-elect-
ed and follows through with
his plan, we're concerned
that a heavily-divided leg-
islature could easily sound
the death knell for such a
proposal. Sure, it's worth a
shot.

However, maybe as we
continue to work to diversi-
fy our local economies, we
should look elsewhere for
funding for the near future.

Perhaps the state will
one day be amenable to the
proposal, however, we be-
lieve that day will be when
the fund has dwindled to
the point where it's no lon-
ger a lucrative prospect
for raising money for the
state’s general fund.

And, considering this
area’s contributions to the
state in both economic
and human costs, that's a
shame.

does get approved, will he
still believe Eastern Ken-
tucky gets too much? Bevin
made that gaffe once be-
fore and there was little or
no clarification to the state-
ment.

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Garrett man gets 12 years for stabbing

A Garrett resident
who was indicted last
winter for allegedly stab-
bing his girlfriend in the
face will spend 12 years
behind bars.

According to docu-
ments filed last week in
Floyd Circuit Court, Del-
bert Conn, 34, of Garrett,
was recently sentenced
to serve 12 years on one

count of first-degree as-
sault. As part of a plea
agreement reached with
the Floyd County Com-
monwealth’s Attorney
Brent Turner, the judge
dismissed a second-de-
gree persistent felony of-
fender charge that could
have enhanced Conn’s
sentence to 20 years.
Because of the vio-
lent nature of the crime,
Conn will not be eligible
for parole until he serves

at least 85 percent of his
sentence.

He was indicted in
December 2018 on these
charges and he entered a
guilty plea in May.

The indictment al-
leges that he caused “se-
rious physical injury” to
his girlfriend on Oct. 2,
2018.

Kentucky State Po-
lice Trooper Matt Martin
arrested Conn that day,
reporting in the citation

that the woman required
55 stitches in her face
and hands after the at-
tack.

“The victim took 55
stitches to stitch her
face as well as stitches
on two different cuts in
her hand,” he wrote in
the arrest citation, which
was filed in Floyd District
Court.

Martin reported that
the woman told him Conn
assaulted her after fail-

ing a court-ordered drug
test, and then he came
home and “used more
drugs and was talking
out of his head.”

The assault occurred
later that evening, after
Conn had been taken to
his mother’s house, the
citation said.

“She stated later in
the night (that Conn) ...
wanted her to bring him
his guitars and clothes to
his mother’s house,” Mar-

tin wrote. “Once at the
house she stated (that
Conn) became enraged
and picked up the knife.
She stated (that Conn)
then attacked her with
the knife and cut her in
the face and hand.”

The woman got away
from Conn and went to
her parent’s house and
they took her to the hos-
pital for treatment, Mar-
tin reported.

Labor Cabinet investigating bankrupt coal company

The Labor Cabinet
will open an investigation
into the coal company
Blackjewel LLC regarding
reports of unpaid wages
for coal miners in Eastern
Kentucky, according to
Gov. Matt Bevin.

The Labor Cabinet
will investigate the com-
pany's reported failure
to pay employees for
time worked. According
to complaints received
already by the Labor
Cabinet, Blackjewel, an
affiliate  of Revelation
Energy LLC, issued pay-
checks to employees that
“bounced” or could not

be cashed.

“We will use every
available tool within Ken-
tucky’s statutory authori-
ty to help our hard-work-
ing miners and their
families receive financial
restitution,” Bevin said.
“While this will not like-
ly yield an overnight fix,
I am confident that the
Labor Cabinet will under-
take a thorough inves-
tigation and determine
the appropriate best path
forward.”

Workers who believe
they have not received
full wages due to Black-
jewel's closing are en-
couraged to immediately
contact the Labor Cabi-
net's Division of Wages

and Hours at (502) 564-
3534.  Representatives
from the Division, who
have already had direct
contact with a number
of affected employees,
will be onsite this week in
Harlan and Letcher coun-
ties to provide additional
information to employ-
ees.

“The Labor Cabinet
takes this issue very se-
riously, and we will make
every effort to fully inves-
tigate and, if necessary,
prosecute these claims
on behalf of Kentucky’s
coal miners,” said Labor
Cabinet Secretary David
Dickerson.

Under provisions of
state law, the Secretary

of the Labor Cabinet has
the authority to “inves-
tigate and ascertain the
wages of all employees
employed in the state.”
“Many of our east-
ern Kentucky coal miners
have been done wrong,”

said Harlan  County
Judge-Executive Dan
Mosley. “They've been

placed in an unaccept-
able financial situation by
this company.”

“Our coal miners have
formed the backbone of
Letcher County’s econo-
my for decades and they
deserve to be compen-
sated for the work they
do,” said Letcher Coun-
ty Judge-Executive Ter-
ry Adams. “The office

of the Letcher County
Judge-Executive stands
ready to work with our
region’s agencies to help
provide the much-need-
ed services and support
to help our miners and
their families during this
difficult time.”

The Labor Cabinet’s
Division of Wages and
Hours is responsible for
the administration and
enforcement of Ken-
tucky’s minimum wage,
overtime, wage payment,
child labor, wage discrim-
ination, and the equal
opportunities provisions.
The Division is charged
with investigating allega-
tions of statute and regu-
lation violations and ren-

dering findings in a timely
and efficient manner.

Last week, Attorney
General Andy Beshear
said, "My office has re-
ceived numerous trou-
bling complaints related
to the Blackjewel mining
company ranging from
clawed back paychecks
to child support issues.”

Beshear said he has
“instructed my office to
use all of its powers and
resources to seek an-
swers for those who have
been harmed. No Ken-
tuckian should put in an
honest day’s work only to
have their paycheck tak-
en away and their liveli-
hood disrupted.”

or meals. They were in-
formed in Southern Wa-
ter's response, “No ex-
pense report was done.”
A request for invoices
or receipts for gas pur-

chased in 2018 *“could
not be located,” the filing
says.

The receipts provid-
ed reflect thousands of
dollars in food purchased
at restaurants and busi-
nesses by district employ-
ees, and some of those
purchases were made in
the evening hours and
at businesses including
breweries.

Commission  Chair-
person Jeff Prater, who
was appointed with a
new board at Southern
Water in February, said
the commission has not
yet reviewed or discussed
the district’'s policy for
employee reimburse-
ments and purchases. Af-
ter reviewing the receipts
filed in the PSC case over
the weekend, however,
Prater said a change may
be needed.

“I would assume that
you would pay for meals
for employees to go to
school or any kind of
travel on behalf of the
water district, for over-
night stays,” Prater said.
“But there was an enor-
mous amount of receipts
that, as I looked through,
that I'm not sure about.”

The receipts were
filed in response to
guestions the PSC asked
during a hearing in May,
in which Southern offi-
cials reported a former
employee was repaying
$35,500 that was alleged-
ly embezzled. Receipts
filed in the case show
that the former employ-
ee, who was never crim-
inally charged, repaid
those funds by December
2018. When she started
making the $500 monthly
payments, she signed the
money orders with refer-
ences to Bible verses, like
Psalms 27:14, Luke 21:14
and Mark 9:23.

The PSC hearing also
showed that Southern
Water ratepayers were
paying monthly SiriusXM
Radio subscriptions for
the former district Man-
ager Dean Hall and fund-
ed other questionable
purchases at the district.

PSC officials ques-
tioned whether these
expenses would be re-
moved from the amount
of revenue Southern Wa-
ter is seeking to obtain in

its rate increase request.

The $639 credit card
expense at Peking in
Pikeville in Feb. 2018,
Southern Water report-
ed, was for an apprecia-
tion meal for employees
and their spouses.

The receipt was time-
stamped for 9:15 p.m.
and, like many of the
receipts provided, it re-
cords only the total and it
doesn't detail the specific
items sold. A handwrit-
ten note on the receipt
says it was an employee
appreciation dinner “for
hard work 1-1-18/1-20-18"
and it also notes, “freez-
ing line breaks.”

When asked wheth-
er the district, under its
current  administration,
would approve a similar
purchase for employees
and their spouses, Prater
said a review of district
policies is needed — a
statement he repeated to
answer several questions
about these receipts.

“I don't know what
Southern’s policies for re-
imbursements or meals
would have been at that
time, but you know, I
think that’s something
the board and | need to
address going forward,”
Prater said. “There was
a large amount of re-
ceipts that seemed to be
unusual, but of course,
that was before myself
and the others came on
board.”

He did not know what
the district’s policy allows
for reimbursement.

“Seeing those re-
ceipts over the weekend,
going through the infor-
mation, kindly brought
it to light,” Prater said.
“There has been so many
things going on, | guess
it’s not something we had
thought about, not some-
thing | had thought about
until I reviewed all of that
information. Definitely, if
people travel, they need
to be reimbursed for ap-
propriate expenses, but
the board needs to be,
needs to review any kind
of policy that we have
and adjust according-
ly, if it's needed. If the
policy needs adjusted or
changed, then we defi-
nitely need to do that.”

He talked about one
credit card payment of
$1.91 for crackers and a
fountain drink at a gas
station in Salyersville in
February. The reason
listed on the receipt for
that charge was a trip to
Frankfort to talk to the
Division of Water about
the Wheelwright water
plant.

“l can’'t speak to what
they did at that time.
Obviously, we had no
control, myself and the
other board members,
over that, but seeing
those things does make
me realize that we need
to do, we definitely need
to review that policy and
make sure that we're
comfortable with the way
the reimbursement takes
place,” Prater said. “Defi-
nitely, you know, reason-
able travel expenses is
one thing, and protect-
ing Southern’s customers
from excessive charges
would be important to
myself and, I'm sure, the
others.”

Prater  said the
amounts of some pay-
ments and the times in
which meals were bought
were “just odd.”

Several purchases
were charged after reg-
ular office hours in other
areas of the state when
employees were attend-
ing trainings and/or con-
ferences.

No reason was given
for the $135 former man-
ager Dean Hall spent at
Hofbrauhaus Newport, a
brewery in Newport, at
8:18 p.m. last April. That
receipt does not list what
was purchased on the
district’s credit card. It
only shows an amount of
about $120 and a tip of
$17 paid.

When Southern Wa-
ter officials went to Flor-
ence for a meeting in that
month, charges included
$17 for various snacks
and drinks after 10 p.m.
at Walmart, $25 at 6 p.m.
on April 10 for food at a
truck stop restaurant, a
$52 purchase at City Bar-
beque at 6:45 p.m. on
April 12 and, among oth-
er bills, $58 at 7:19 p.m.
on April 11, 2018, for a
full rack of ribs and a rib
eye at BJ's Restaurant
and Brewhouse.

According to receipts
filed, Southern Water
ratepayers also paid $20
for purchases at the Hard
Rock Café in Louisville at
9:23 p.m. on Aug. 26, $24
for room service delivery
of lemon cheesecake
and a Choco Icebox pie
at 10:25 p.m. that eve-
ning, as well as $3.71 for
a two-ounce Oreo cook-
ie, Pop Tarts and Reese
at 4:16 p.m. on Aug. 27,
2018 and a $32 purchase
at Rally’s in Lexington at
5:30 p.m. Aug. 28, 2018.

When Southern Wa-
ter officials were in Lex-
ington on that trip, rate-
payers also funded a
$26 meal at TGI Friday'’s,

which included a kid's
meal with chicken fin-
gers, juice and milk.

It wasn't the only kid’s
meal funded by Southern
Water customers. That
month, ratepayers also
bought a chicken nugget
Happy Meal at McDon-
alds in Salyersuville.

Numerous  receipts
were not itemized to
show what was pur-
chased, including $163
spent at Joe’s Crab Shack
and $87 in purchases at
the Bluegrass Brewing
Company.

No reasons were
given for purchases of
$34 at Wendy's, $19 at
the Mellow Mushroom,
$29.20 at McDonalds, $61
at D’s Grocery or several
other receipts showing
food purchases in Floyd
County and elsewhere.

Some receipts gave
reasons for the purchas-
es, however.

Southern Water paid
about $60 for potato
chips and food at IGA
and Champs restaurant in
McDowell for the funeral
of an employee’s father-
in-law in April 2018.

A $20 bill at Subway
in McDowell, not far from
the district’'s office, was
listed as a training with
the Kentucky Division of
Water in October 2018,
and there were also rea-
sons listed for several
other purchases at local
restaurants: $45 spent at
Champs in Minnie was for
breakfast for the crew,
one receipt said, a $19
bill at that restaurant was
for a “truck clean-up,”
while a $28 bill there last
January was for a “check
signing” with a former
commission member.

The district’'s reim-
bursement policy allows
for the reimbursement
of “reasonable business
travel expenses,” includ-

ing mileage and trans-
portation costs, meals,
lodging and other ex-
penses “directly related
to accomplishing the ob-
jective of (the) trip.”

The policy, adopted
by the district in 2006,
specifically notes that en-
tertainment and alcoholic
beverages are not reim-
bursable. It also gives full
discretion for approval to
the district manager.

“It is the express pol-
icy of the district that
employees will exercise
moderation and discre-
tion in incurring any costs
while on district business.
The above notwithstand-
ing, the district manager
has full discretion as to
the appropriateness of
any or all expenses for
which reimbursement
is requested by district
employees,” the policy
states.

Office Manager Paula
Burke testified about ap-
provals of these purchas-
es in May, telling the PSC
she received approval to
pay them from Hall. She
said on Monday that UMG
officials are currently re-
viewing district policies
in preparation to recom-
mend changes.

She also reported
that she is not aware
of any other meal reim-
bursement policy South-
ern Water has that would
permit meal purchases in
the county.

In the rate case in
which  these receipts
were filed, the PSC grant-
ed Southern a temporary
across-the-board flat rate
for all customers so the
district can stay financial-
ly afloat as the rate case
is pending a final deci-
sion.

On Monday, South-
ern Water filed a motion
in the rate case to ask
the PSC for permission

to borrow $150,000 from
Community Trust Bank
with a five percent inter-
est.

Southern Water has
until July 16 to repay the
Floyd County Fiscal Court
$150,000 that the district
borrowed from the coun-
ty in April.

If the loan is not re-
paid by that date, the
agreement requires
Southern Water to pay
the fiscal court “liquidat-
ed damages” of $100 per
day until the full $150,000
is repaid, plus any other
costs incurred by the fis-
cal court if actions must
be taken to collect the
debt. The agreement
also noted that Southern
Water cannot discharge
the debt through bank-
ruptcy.

Monday’s filing in-
cluded a financing com-
mitment from the bank,
which requires Southern
Water to make monthly
payments of $3,500 for
48 months to pay off the
loan.

As collateral, the
bank will take out a lien
on a money market ac-
count that the fiscal court
has, the document says,
but the borrower will be
Southern Water.

On Monday, Southern
Water also filed the first
invoice it has received
since it awarded man-
agement contract to Util-
ities Management Group,
as requested by the PSC.

That document notes
that from March 26 to
June 28, UMG billed
Southern Water near-
ly $71,700 for services.
Most of those charges,
$43,400, were for ser-
vices provided by Don
Compton, who works
daily at Southern Water.
Owner Greg May offered
his services at no charge.

and Distillery. The Duel-
ing Barrels Birthday Bash
will include food and
drink, as well as live mu-
sic, raffles and giveaways
and other events.

“This event is all
about celebrating and
thanking all the people
that have allowed us to
be here and have made
us successful,” Dueling
Barrels General Manager
Danny Branham told Ap-
palachian Newspapers.

A por-
tion of Second Street will
be closed for the event,
which is being held in
conjunction with Appa-
lachian Wireless Arena,
the Appalachian Center
for the Arts and Pikeville
Tourism.

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Rain and wrecks produce
a first time winner

It was supposed to
be the last great July

4th beach/racing week
at Daytona as the tra-

dition rich race date
that has been held at
Daytona International
Speedway since 1959
will be leaving the sun-
shine state for India-
napolis beginning next
season.  The racing
portion of the holiday
week suffered at the
hand of Mother Nature
as qualifying was post-
poned and the race
itself ended up being
moved from Saturday
night to Sunday after-
noon because of rain.

The postponement
from Saturday to Sun-
day may have been an
inconvenience for the
race fans but it did not
deter the action that
took place on the track
once the green flag fi-
nally waved on Sunday.
The manufacturers
made sure that the in-
tensity level of the race
would be as high as any
stop on the schedule as
the Ford, Chevrolet and
Toyota teams all had a
game plan that would
hopefully see one of
their drivers end up in
victory lane.

Drivers were told to
stick to the game plan
and it became evident
that every driver took
the orders seriously as
each  manufacturers’
teams lined up to draft
together and entered
pit road together. Each

manufacturer had their
moment in the race
where it looked like
their strategy was go-
ing to pay off but the
one factor that could
not be accounted for
when the strategy was
being devised was the
fickle Florida weather
that can produce a rain
storm at any time of
day or night.

It was the threat
of rain that eventually
decided the outcome
of the race as the dark
storm clouds began to
roll in as the third seg-
ment of the race start-
ed. On lap 120 with
rain approaching it be-
came “go” time for ev-
ery driver on the track
as the race was al-
ready past the half way
point so if the race was
called, whoever was in
the lead would be de-
clared the winner.

The “Big One” as it
is known in the sport
began when Austin Dil-
lon and Clint Bowyer
were in the front bat-
tling for the lead when
the two made contact
and it ended with both
drivers spinning in front
of the field. The colli-
sion between the two
eventually collected
eighteen drivers includ-
Ing many who were
considered to be favor-
ites to take the check-
ered flag.

While the multi-car
crash had a big hand in
the final finishing order
of the race, it was ac-
tually what took place
once the caution flag
waved that determined
the finishing order.
With the threat of rain
coming closer and clos-
er to the track, it be-
came a gamble for ev-
ery crew chief to decide
when or if to bring his
driver down on pit road
for a final stop during

the caution period.
Kurt Busch ended up
with the lead during
the caution and stayed
out in case the race
was stopped due to the
weather but decided to
pit when the one lap
to go signal was given
by NASCAR. As soon
as he entered pit road,
NASCAR red flagged
the race when lightning
was detected in the im-
mediate area near the
track. When the cars
were brought down pit
road on lap 127 to wait
out the weather delay,
Justin Haley in his No.
77 Spire Motorsports
Chevrolet was in the
lead.

The 20-year old
Haley is not a MENCS
regular but in only his
third start in the se-
ries he found himself
having to wait 2 hours,
12 minutes before NA-
SCAR called the race
and made him the win-
ner. He becomes the
first driver this season
to post the first win of
his career and normally
that would automati-
cally put a driver in the
16-driver playoff field
but since his is running
for the Xfinity title, he
will not move into the
playoff round.

PIT NOTES:
Hyundai and NASCAR
have been in high-level
talks that could lead the
Korean manufacturer
competing in NASCAR
in 2021 or 2022. The
MENCS will be switch-
ing to the Gen-7 car in
2021 and that would
give Hyundai almost
two years to work on
putting together a pro-
gram for the new car
and the changes that
are expected in the
series concerning both
the length of races and
the schedule.
