Floyd BOE
approves
raises for all
employees

The Floyd County Board of Edu-
cation approved an across-the-board
1 percent raise for all employees this
week.

During a
July 22 meet-
ing, the board
approved a 1
percent  raise
for all certified
employees who B
have a base sal-
ary schedule of
187 days and
for all classified
employees who
are paid hourly.

The raise is retroactive to July 1 and
will cost the district about $296,000 in
its general fund and about $19,000 in
the food service fund, the district re-
ported.

“I'll tell you, it's an amazing act to
be able to give this raise and here’s
why,” Superintendent Danny Adkins
said, “because we have one of the
hardest working staffs, probably the
hardest working staff, in Eastern Ken-
tucky ... It's a reward, a monetary re-
ward, for a great job being done by our
staff. And | know what that means to
a family, especially our classified (em-
ployees) and our teachers, too. | know
what it means to a family, that raise.
So, it's awesome.”

The raises come a year after the
board created what officials called at
the time the district’s “own minimum
wage” for classified employees. In July
2018, the board changed salary sched-
ules for classified staff so that no em-
ployee works for less than $10 per hour.

Southern Water considers
meter replacement project

Sewer District Commission
heard proposals for water me-
ter replacements that will cost

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more than $1 million
and addressed concerns
highlighted by Kentucky
Public Service Commis-
sion during a marathon
meeting that lasted more
than four hours on Mon-
day.

The meeting follow-
ing another two-hour
meeting held last Thurs-
day to discuss the water
meter purchases.

Seven companies
submitted bids for the re-
placement of 5,500 me-
ters in Southern Water’s
system, with bids ranging
from $1.1 million to $1.7
million. Utility Manage-
ment Group officials em-
phasized that the district
isn't seeking the lowest
cost with these bids be-
cause they're weighing
other factors, like war-
ranties, meter accuracy
and services provided.

“We were plain with
everybody,” UMG Special
Projects Manager Don
Compton told commis-
sioners Thursday. “We
made it pretty clear that
this is a situation where
the low bid is not nec-
essarily going to be the
winning bid.”

Some companies are
offering mechanical me-
ters and readers, while
others are offering ul-
trasonic systems with no
moving internal parts.
Some companies are of-
fering to install these me-
ters in-house for South-
ern Water, while others
plan to hire contractors.

Repeatedly, Compton
told Southern Water offi-
cials that this is the big-
gest decision the board
has ever made.

“There’'s no pres-
sure,” he told them
Thursday. “It's just the
most important project
in the history of Southern
Water.”

Officials believe re-
placing the meters will
help the district decrease
its high water loss rate,
which was more than 60
percent last year and, the
PSC said, cost Southern
Water $474,300 in 2018.
Compton said water loss
has now decreased to
49 percent — still higher
than the 15 percent wa-
ter loss permitted by the
PSC.

On Monday, five com-
panies were scheduled to
provide 15-minute pre-
sentations about their
products, and three of
them answered questions
for about 30 minutes.

They included Allied

Utility Solutions with a
bid of $1.15 million; Con-
solidated Pipe & Supply,
with a bid of about $1.15
million; United Systems
& Software, with a bid
of $1.40 million; Neco
Equipment, with a bid of
more than $1.45 million,
and RG3, with a bid of
$1.29 million.

Two companies, CI
Thornburg, with a bid of
$1.65 million, and Core &
Main, with a bid of $1.73
million, were not selected
as one of the top five fi-
nalists.

Southern Water
asked these companies
to provide information
about providing financing
directly to the district.
Most of the companies
said that financing would
be contingent on South-
ern’s credit rating. On
Thursday, Compton re-
ported that United Sys-
tems & Software, the
company that already
provides billing services
for Southern Water, can
offer a “financing pack-
age that will not need
PSC approval” because
it would be a “contracted
obligation.” The compa-
ny offered to include all
billing as part of South-
ern’s system if its bid is
approved, which officials
said would cut postage
and labor costs for the
district.

Commission  Chair-
man Jeff Prater told the
PSC during the hearing
this month that officials
could approve a winning
bid, contingent on PSC
approval, at this meeting
on Monday. Commission-
ers, however, tabled the
matter, pending further
information  requested
from some of the compa-
nies.

CPA Jeff Reed re-
ported the district has
$71,400 in its gener-
al fund. Revenues in-
creased in June, Reed
said, to nearly $418,000,
thanks to the flat rate or-
dered by the PSC. District
expenses totaled about
$339,000, leaving a net
income of about $61,000.
When appreciation is
accounted for, howev-
er, Reed said the district
ended June with a loss of
about $29,000.

Judge-Executive Rob-
bie Williams reported that
the flat rate increased
district cash by about
$68,000. The district is
in default on a $150,000
loan from the fiscal court
and the agreement re-
quires the district to pay
the fiscal court $100 per
day after July 16, when
the payment was due.

The commission ad-
dressed several matters
highlighted during this
month’'s PSC hearing,
the first of which is the
district’'s reimbursement
policy.

Under the previous
administration, the for-
mer district manager
approved all credit card
purchases, and the PSC
questioned about $2,000
in purchases at restau-
rants and stores. PSC of-
ficials suggested monthly
approval of credit card
payments.

Commissioners voted
to review credit card re-
ceipts each month to ver-
ify credit card expenses
until the reimbursement
policy can be re-written.

“The reimbursement
policy, | think it needs
to be revised in the long
run, but I don’t think, you
know, we've got some
more pressing matters to
do right now,” Prater told
the commission.

A folder of receipts
was reviewed by at least
one commissioner at the
meeting. The information
was not publicly disclosed
or approved.

Commissioners also
approved a new contract
with Michael Spears CPA,
presented by Reed, who
also testified this month
in Frankfort. PSC officials
asked Southern Water
to submit a revised en-
gagement letter with this
company, specifically de-
tailing what services the
firm provides Southern
Water.

“The PSC said that
we had to amend our
engagement letter with
you all, give more detail
with what we actually
do for you, which, in my
opinion, that’s sort of out
of their bounds, but any-
way,” Reed said.

He explained that
they will change the pre-
vious four-year contract

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to a contract that ends in
December.

“Everything we're do-
ing is going to stay the
same. Nothing’s going to
change,” Reed said.

He detailed the list of
things the firm provides
Southern Water. Com-
missioner Rick Roberts
talked about suggestions
from the PSC that the
firm was providing the
same services a book-
keeper could provide the
district.

“Was the PSC wanting
that? Was the PSC say-
ing you're doing enough,
you're charging too much

. if you're charging too
much based upon what
you're providing?” Rob-
erts said. “We should just
put it on the table.”

Prater said Spears
suggested a new con-
tract.

“He did this voluntari-
ly. I didn't ask him to,”
Prater said. “Mike called
me and he felt like this
was the best thing to
show good faith, that we

would do a new engage-
ment letter with them
that specifies what they
do for us. And then that
free us from his contract.
It only obligates us for
the rest of this year, and,
of course, we can chose
to use them next year if
we want.”

The commission ap-
proved the new contract,
pointing out that it su-
persedes the contract
currently in place. It does
not disclose how much
Southern Water is paying
the company.

The commission also
discussed changing the
district’s tariffs and revis-
ing water bills.

Compton said the
PSC received a written
complaint on Southern’s
billing.

He explained that the
district is required to send
out disconnection notic-
es five days prior to the
day meters are set to be
pulled for nonpayment.
The bill says payment is
due on the 20th of each

month, he said, and the
disconnect reminder is
sent out on the 15th, five
days before the payment
is actually due.

“I've bitched about
that for 10 years, I'm tell-
ing you,” Commissioner
Steve Dawson said.

Compton suggested
not pulling meters non-
payment until he 25th of
each month.

The commission gave
him and attorney Steven
Bailey permission to get
approval from the PSC to
change the tariff to make
that change.

In closed session, the
commission  discussed
a pending lawsuit and
the transfer of assets
between Southern and
the Prestonsburg City
Utilities Commission, cit-
ing an exemption in the
open meetings laws that
permits closed sessions
to discuss the sale or
transfer of real property
if open discussions could
impact the value of the

property.

adventure tourism op-
portunities.

Berea Mayor Bruce
Fraley and Prestonsburg
Mayor Les Stapleton
met several months ago
through the Kentucky
League of Cities' “May-
or to Mayor” program.
That program is offered
to newly-elected mayors,
like Fraley, who started
his term in January. It
links them with experi-
enced mayors who offer
advise about procedures
and issues related to lo-
cal government.

“It gives you an op-
portunity to have some-
one that you can call on
because there’s the old
saying that it's lonely at
the top. And, really, what
that means is there’s not
a lot of people who have
the same experience as
you do as a mayor,” Fra-
ley said, talking about
the need to seek advice
on some mayoral issues.
“So, being able to call
someone like Mayor Sta-
pleton is really valuable.”

On July 18, Fraley, a
relative of Prestonsburg
Tourism Commission
Member Tim Branham,
brought three experi-
enced bikers with him
Berea City Council
member Steve Caudill,
Tom Moreland, the city’s
GIS director and Jason
Coomes of the Mountain
Association for Commu-
nity Economic Develop-
ment — to learn about
the development of the
Sugarcamp Mountain
Trail System in Prestons-
burg and ride the trails.
He said Berea has been
working with an organi-
zation to help map out
a mountain bike trail on
property in that city and
officials wanted to learn
more about the develop-
ment in Prestonsburg.

“One thing 1 told
Mayor Stapleton is that
all over central Kentucky,
you hear about how peo-
ple really like Prestons-
burg’s trails,” Fraley said.
“None of these guys have
been here to ride the
trials, but they've heard
about it, which, really, to
me, speaks volumes on
how well-known Pres-
tonsburg mountain bik-
ing system is throughout
central Kentucky, and,
I'm sure, Eastern Ken-
tucky and other parts.”

Stapleton shared in-
formation about the trail
system — explaining that
it includes 30 to 50 miles
of trails that were built
with more than 100,000
volunteer hours on about
400 acres of property
owned by the city, Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park
and the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers. The trails
vary in the level of diffi-
culty offered to bikers.

He talked about how
the trails increase tour-
ism in the city and boosts
the economy, making a
point to note that moun-
tain bikers enjoy craft
beers. He also told them
the trail was designed
and marked so that Pres-
tonsburg emergency re-
sponders can access ar-
eas quickly.

Stapleton also took
the group on a short
tour of the David rail-
to-trail project, which is
under development. He
said that project is pro-
gressing and is planned
to eventually connect to
the Dawkins Line Trail in
Magoffin County, which
would create a 74-mile
loop for bikers. Berea of-
ficials suggested the pos-
sibility of creating camp-
ing areas for bikers who
want to spent two days
on the rail-to-trail.

As part of the Mayor
to Mayor program, Sta-
pleton toured Berea ear-
lier this year.

“It gives me, definite-
ly, a different look. I'm
looking at things from a
different angle now,” he
said. “When he calls and
asks a question, I'm like,
well, you know, that's a
pretty big city and I'm
having the same prob-
lem here in a smaller city.
And, you know, they've
got a lot of different
things than we do and
a lot of the same things
that we do.”

He praised Berea’s
tourism development in
the arts and history.

“It gives me a great
opportunity to learn, and
they’re learning from us,
with the trails,” Staple-
ton said. “It just makes
a partnership that you
can't, I mean, you can't
put a value on it. You re-
ally can't.”

He also works with
the mayor of Somerset
in the program. Prestons-
burg is also in the Sister
Cities program with Beat-
tyville.
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Officials with the City of Berea review a map of the Sugarcamp Mountain Trail System prior to going on a trail

ride on July 18.
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Several board members
have suggested raises
for teachers since that
time, as did Floyd Coun-
ty Education Association
President Angela Cole-
man, who has repeatedly
asked the board to give
raises to teachers.

“I've  been asking
for a raise every board
meeting since I've been

president,” she said. “We
thank the board of edu-
cation for the 1 percent
and I'm sure that they
will continue to work to
give us another percent,
and another percent, to
get us up to where we
need to be, compared to
other surrounding coun-
ties because Floyd Coun-
ty teachers work really
hard.”

She also said, “I'm
glad to get the 1 percent.
Maybe we'll get another
percent next year and
another percent the fol-
lowing year. That'd be
good. | know times are
hard, but they said they
would give us a raise and
they did. 1 appreciate
them following up and

doing what they said they
were going to do.”
During the meeting,
the board approved its
pre-audit financial report,
which details finances for
the 2018-2019 fiscal year
prior to adjustments in
revenues and expens-
es that must be made
before the audit is com-
pleted. The report shows
that the district budgeted
receipts and expenses
of about $54 million in
the general fund and, to
date, the district has re-
ceived $55.4 million and
spent about $49 million,
leaving $6.4 million avail-
able to carry forward in
the new fiscal year.
Adkins said that in-
crease in carry-forward

funding is one of the rea-
sons the raise was possi-
ble.

“Actually, well, obvi-
ously, last year, we were
pretty good stewards,”
Adkins said. “We started
the year at $6.1 (million)
last year. Well, this year,
we're going to carry for-
ward almost $6.4 (mil-
lion). So, we've done a
pretty good job at keep-
ing a handle on our fi-
nances.”

Among other actions
taken, the board also re-
newed its subscription
to UPSLOPE at a cost
of $3,300. The program
coordinates  employee
discipline by providing a
uniform reporting system
for the district.

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Financial Focus
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Don’t Chase Last Year’s Mutual Fund
Category Winners

The world of mutual funds can be confusing. With more than 9,000 funds on the market,
how can you choose the ones that are right for you?

One way to start is by considering the various categories of mutual funds —and there are
quite a few of them: Small Cap Growth, Large Cap Growth, Large Cap Value, Diversified
Emerging Markets, Foreign Large Cap Blend and more - the list is extensive, and for many
people, confusing.

However, with a little study, you can understand why these funds have their names — for ex-
ample, a Small Cap Growth fund will contain stocks of smaller companies thought to offer
growth potential. Once you know the goals of different categories of mutual funds, you can
determine which ones fit into your overall investment strategy.

This is important, because you want to ensure your portfolio is appropriately diversified. For
example, if you find that almost all of your mutual funds come from the above-mentioned
Small Cap Growth category, you may be taking on more investment risk than you'd like, be-
cause funds that offer the greatest growth possibilities also usually carry the highest degree
of market volatility. Typically, you may be better off owning an array of mutual funds drawn
from several different categories, with the percentage each category occupies in your port-
folio based on your goals, risk tolerance and time horizon. (Keep in mind, though, that while
diversification can help reduce the effects of volatility, it doesn’t guarantee a profit or protect
against losses in a declining market.)

You might be tempted to choose categories by looking at which most recently outperformed
the others, and just stick with those groups. But is this a good idea?

It probably isn’t — and the main reason you shouldn’t chase performance this way is
things change very quickly in the mutual funds arena. It's quite possible — and has hap-
pened many times — that the top category last year can fall into one of the worst-performing
ones this year, and vice versa. Consequently, your efforts to capture a winning trend may be
futile.

Of course, within the context of investing in various mutual fund categories, you still
need to choose individual funds. And, as is the case with categories, you might be tempted
to give considerable weight to a fund’s track record. But, similar to the situation with fund
categories, “chasing performance” is typically not a good strategy — after all, last year’s “hot”
fund may have cooled off considerably this year. Nonetheless, reviewing a fund’s lon-
ger-term track record can help you understand how it might perform through the ups and
downs of the financial markets. Always keep in mind, though, that past performance can't
guarantee how the fund will perform in the future.

Mutual funds are popular investments — and for good reason. Since each fund generally
contains dozens of securities, you get a degree of diversification you can’t achieve from
owning individual stocks or bonds. And, as discussed above, you can diversify further by
owning funds from several categories. Just remember, though, that as you build your mutual
fund portfolio, don't get caught up in last year’s results — because old news just may not be
that relevant today.
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One Is too many

Last week, the Ken-
tucky Office of Drug
Control Policy released
the 2018 statistics show-
ing the number of over-
dose deaths at the coun-
ty level.

For the most part,
the numbers are down
in Eastern Kentucky,
the statistics show, from
where they were in 2012.
That is true in Floyd
County, as well, where
we've seen a nearly
steady decline in deaths
from overdoses over the
past several years.

According to the
data, since 2014, when

the county saw 21 peo-
ple die from overdoses,
the number has fallen to
11 deaths in 2018.

That's the
news.

The bad news is that
11 people died last year
of a most likely prevent-
able set of circumstanc-
es.

Some progress has
been made. Police and
law enforcement have
undoubtedly made a
dent in the illegal traf-
ficking and trade in many
of the drugs of abuse,
which lead to overdoses

of prescription opiates.
That has led to a
reduced accessibility to
these drugs, which has
had a definite impact.
There's also the in-
crease in access, espe-
cially locally, to rehabilita-
tion programs, intended
to help those who are
addicted to these sub-
stances, which is helping
to drive down the num-
ber of overdoses. Added
to that is the increasing
access to naloxone, a
drug that can stop the
effects of an opiate over-
dose if administered to
the overdosing person

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PSC investigates gas line damage

A vyear after taking
over enforcement of the
state’s call-before-you-
dig statute as it relates to
natural gas or hazardous
liquid lines, the Kentucky
Public Service Commis-
sion has issued more
than 400 citations for vi-
olations of the law.

The PSC assumed
responsibility for enforc-
ing the law on July 14,
2018. Since then, the
PSC has received nearly
1,000 reports of excava-
tion-caused damage to
natural gas line.

“This level of excava-
tion damage to natural
gas lines is unacceptable
and poses a significant
threat to public safety,”
PSC Chairman Michael

Schmitt said. “The PSC
hopes that consistent
enforcement, combined

with a comprehensive
effort at educating stake-
holders and the public,
will start reducing the
number of dig-in inci-

dents in Kentucky.”

Last vyear's chang-
es to the underground
facility protection stat-
ute require operators of
natural gas lines to file
reports with the PSC on
all incidents of excavation
damage. The PSC then
evaluates the reports,
conducts any needed ad-
ditional investigation, and
assesses financial penal-
ties if violations are un-
covered.

Of the 966 gas line
damage reports filed with
the PSC through June 29,
557 have been reviewed
and closed, with 146 re-
quiring no further action
and penalties imposed
in 411 cases. The other
incidents remain under
review.

About 44 percent of
the violations thus far
involve contractors who
either failed to call 811 to
have gas lines located or
didn't follow the statuto-
ry requirements for ex-
cavation near gas lines;
42 percent involve nat-
ural gas operators who

did not locate lines accu-
rately or properly; eight
percent involve people
doing excavation on their
own property and either
not calling 811 or not fol-
lowing proper excavation
practices; the remaining
6 percent involve a vari-
ety of entities.

Jefferson County has
had the most damage re-
ports, with 236, followed
by Fayette County with
80 and Daviess County
with 49. Damage reports
have been received from
87 of Kentucky's 120
counties.

PSC Executive Direc-
tor Gwen R. Pinson ex-
plained that all penalties
collected are being used
to fund expanded out-
reach, training and ed-
ucation efforts aimed at
excavators, pipeline op-
erators, municipal utilities
and the public.

“This is a statewide
problem that requires a
statewide effort to inform
and educate not just
utilities and excavation
contractors, but also the

general Pinson
said.

Members of the PSC
staff have made presen-
tations at 40 meetings
with various stakeholder
groups, interacting face-
to-face with nearly 1,800
people. Further training
and public outreach ac-
tivities are being planned,
Pinson said.

The changes to the
law were made to bring
Kentucky into line with
federal pipeline safety
standards, which the PSC
enforces under an agree-
ment with the US Depart-
ment of Transportation.

Like every other state,
Kentucky has a statewide
811 service that, by law,
must be called at least
two working days prior
to beginning excavation.
This advance notification
is intended to allow am-
ple time for utility lines to
be located and marked so
that excavation can pro-
ceed safely. Natural gas
providers and hazardous
liquid pipeline operators
are required to provide

public,”

the location of their lines
to the 811 center.

Excavators, including
homeowners, could be
penalized for not calling
811, ignoring location
markers or using improp-
er excavation methods.
Operators could be pe-
nalized for not respond-
ing to requests to locate
lines or for improperly or
inaccurately locating or
marking underground fa-
cilities.

About 240 entities
operate natural gas or

hazardous liquid pipe-
lines in Kentucky.
They include local

gas distribution compa-
nies fully regulated by
the PSC and municipal
natural gas providers and
other entities, such as
housing authorities, that
are regulated by the PSC
for safety only.

Penalties are up to
$1,250 for a first viola-
tion, $2,000 for a second
violation, and $4,000 for
subsequent violations.

John Lyons, PSC dep-
uty executive director,

noted that the PSC has
been reducing penalties
for first-time violators
who attend a two-hour
training session at the
PSC.

About 120 people
in total have attended
the first three training
sessions, he said. The
sessions are held every
three months.

“We are planning to
expand our training ef-
forts beyond the consid-
erable stakeholder out-
reach that we have done
thus far,” Lyons said.
“Although  enforcement
is important, we would
prefer to be able to focus
on education and preven-
tion.”

Lyons urged any
group or organization
that wants to learn more
about the state under-
ground facilities protec-
tion law or the PSC’s role
in natural gas safety to
contact the PSC.

Agency staff are
available to make pre-
sentations to interested
stakeholders, he said.

at Pocono Raceway
this weekend for the
running of the Gander
RV 400. The track can
boast of having one of
the most unique layouts
on the entire schedule
as the giant two and
a half mile track only
has three turns which
it why it is known as
the “Tricky Triangle.
