The only focus of the 
Kentucky General As-
sembly’s recent special 
session was dealing with 
a crisis in the state’s pen-
sion system, and it ap-
pears we’re still no closer 
to a solution.  

Of course, the entire 
pension system in Ken-
tucky is in a crisis situa-
tion. This session, how-
ever, was intended to 

that had resulted in nu-
merous state agencies, 
sometimes referred to 
as quasi-governmental 
agencies, being forced to 
double their pension con-
tribution.

The costs sparked 
fears that some agencies 
could be forced to make 
steep cutbacks, and, in 
some cases, close.

Legislators approved 
House Bill 1 to deal with 
the issue. But we would 
argue that while the ses-
sion may have ended, a 
resolution is far away.

Here’s why.
The entire call for a 

special session was pred-
icated on the passage or 
voting down of HB 1, Gov. 
Matt Bevin’s proposal for 
dealing with the crisis. 
After the session began, 
two other bills were pro-
posed, but not approved, 
to rival Bevin’s plan.

Bevin and others 
celebrated the passage 
last Wednesday, while 
the measure’s detractors 
expressed concern, es-
pecially because of the 
part of the measure that 
allows each agency to 
decide whether to stay 
in the state’s retirement 
system.

But, to believe this is 
the end would be naive. 
Even before the session 
started, legislators, in-
cluding Pike County dele-
gation member, 93rd Dist. 
state Rep. Chris Harris, 
pointed out even before 
it had been passed that 
it would be challenged in 

the courts.
So now, far from 

having a clear picture of 
their responsibilities and 
options, those agencies 
are even further in con-
fusion. Should they go 
ahead and act under the 
provisions of HB 1, know-
ing that a court could re-
verse it? Or should they 
just wait and take the 
risk?

The answers aren’t 
easy and both sides can 
likely lay out a persuasive 
argument.

But, the big concern 
is that what is happen-
ing in Frankfort is a near 
mirror image of what’s 
occurring on the national 
stage. Our federal legis-

out that they don’t have 
to cast votes on contro-
versial measures or actu-
ally come up with a plan. 
They can simply pass 
whatever and let the U.S. 
Supreme Court parse it 
out.

It’s easier. It’s less 
messy. It doesn’t require 
compromise or reaching 
across the aisle. You just 
throw out a proposal that 
excites your base and 
hope the courts come 
down with an answer you 
can claim as a political 
victory.

We’re afraid that’s 
what is happening by de-
fault in Frankfort, if not 
by design.

The animus between 
the two parties and 
sometimes between var-
ious bodies of the legis-
lature and the governor 
is growing year by year. 
While, in the past, be-
ing a successful legisla-
tor meant working with 
those who don’t share 
your political beliefs and 
sometimes working out 
compromise, in today’s 
political climate, it more 
often means simply 
crawling in your side’s 
foxhole and lobbing an-
gry words at your oppo-

nent.
The whole reason 

this special session was 
required is that, despite 
all the warnings, all the 
talk, all the meetings, 
all the legislation, the 
state’s government has 
still failed to deal with the 
underlying issue — mak-
ing Kentucky’s pension 
system fair to both the 
taxpayers and the gov-
ernment employees, and 
ensuring that the system 
remains solvent.

It’s not a new issue. 
It’s been before every 
legislator who sat in one 
of those seats in either 
the House, Senate or 

each and every time, 
instead of making the 
hard choices, instead of 
working with those with 
whom they disagree, 
each side either ignored 
the problem or rammed 
a measure through that 
didn’t answer the prob-
lems, but simply “kicked 

the can down the road” 
for someone else to deal 
with.

The special session 
solved nothing. It may 
appear on the surface to 
have, but it really didn’t. 
We can’t even be sure 
that the measure will 
stand up to the almost 
likely judicial scrutiny to 
which it will be subjected. 

And, because of that, 
the government employ-
ees and the taxpayers 
are no better off.

It’s time for that to 
change. It’s time for 
real action to be taken 

and for all, and that’s 
going to take everyone 
in Frankfort swallowing 
their pride, putting aside 
their differences and ide-
als and ultimately coming 
up with a solution that 
serves the people of the 
commonwealth.

That is the govern-
ment’s job. Now it’s time 
to get to work.

PIKEVILLE — The 
race to determine wheth-
er Mitch McConnell will 
continue his more-than-
three decades of service 
in the U.S. Senate will not 
be determined for more 
than a year, but shots 

in the race, and a Dem-
ocratic challenger has 
already pledged to make 
Eastern Kentucky an im-
portant part of her cam-
paign.

Retired U.S. Marine 
Corps Lt. Col. Amy Mc-
Grath recently announced 
her candidacy for Ken-
tucky’s seat in the U.S. 
Senate and, if she is suc-
cessful in next spring’s 
primary election, she will 
go toe-to-toe with McCo-
nnell, who serves as the 
Senate Majority Leader in 
Washington.

“We need to get rid 
of Sen. McConnell in or-
der to help Kentuckians,” 
McGrath said.

In an interview with 
Appalachian Newspapers, 
McGrath, a 44-year-old 
northern Kentucky native 

said she plans on making 
Eastern Kentucky an im-
portant battleground in 
the race against McCon-
nell.

“I think (Eastern Ken-
tucky) is going to be a 
huge part of our cam-
paign,” McGrath said, 
adding that she spoke at 
the University of Pikeville 
about leadership last fall.

McGrath said she 
spent time as a teenag-
er in Harlan County while 
performing Catholic mis-
sion work. She said the 
area is special to her 
and many of the issues 
facing the area are ones 
she hopes to address as 
a member of the Senate. 
Chief among those issues 
is healthcare, she said.

McGrath alleged that 
McConnell is “bought off 
by big pharma,” saying 
he has received millions 
in donations from phar-
maceutical manufactur-
ers while ignoring the 
needs of Kentuckians and 
blocking efforts to lower 
the cost of prescription 
drugs.

“We still have a lot of 
people that cannot afford 
healthcare, and you’ve 
got a guy like Sen. Mc-
Connell who is stopping 
basic, reasonable things 
from happing, from get-
ting prices down, for ex-
ample,” she said. “This is 
something that President 
Trump has talked about 
doing in getting prescrip-
tion drug prices down and 
he’s had some reasonable 
ideas on how to do that.”

She said McConnell 
has failed to see any of 
those ideas through.

“To have a sena-
tor that doesn’t want to 
do the basic bi-partisan 
thing, that’s just an ex-
ample of how he’s failing 
us,” she said.

McGrath said she is a 
supporter of people hav-
ing private insurance and 
Kentuckians should have 
more choices when it 
comes to their healthcare 
coverage. She said all 
Americans should have a 

“public option” for insur-
ance coverage.

“I’m a retired military 
-

care through the V.A. and 
I get it through insurance 
through the government, 
I pay for it,” she said. “I 
think that you ought to 
have that option that you 
can pay for it, and if you 
want to pay for your pri-
vate insurance, you pay 
for it. If you want Uncle 
Sam’s plan, you pay for 
that. These are really rea-
sonable things that would 
not upend our healthcare 
system. It would just cre-
ate more options for peo-
ple, it would bring prices 
down because now the 
private insurance would 
have to compete with Un-
cle Sam.

“More competition is 
exactly what Republicans 
should want, but here’s 
the thing, Mitch McCon-
nell is bought off by the 
insurance companies who 
are actually out for mon-

and that’s the difference 
between somebody like 
Mitch McConnell and my-
self,” she said. “I care 
about Kentuckians and he 
cares about lobbyists and 
the people that fund his 
campaign and the entities 
that fund his campaign.”

Another area on 
which McGrath will focus, 
she said, is job creation.

McGrath said Ken-
tucky’s wage rates have 
remained stagnant for 
most of McConnell’s ten-
ure in the Senate. She 
said the Senate Majori-
ty Leader has hindered 

progress among the 
state’s working class.

34 years and we’re still 
talking about how we 
can revitalize Eastern 
Kentucky,” she said. “He 
doesn’t have any plan to 
bring good jobs to East-
ern Kentucky, and that’s 
what I want to talk about. 
It’s not just the unem-
ployment rate. When you 
have Kentuckians that 
have to have three jobs 
to make ends meet, we’re 
not on the right track.”

McGrath said the key 
to bringing good jobs to 
Eastern Kentucky is infra-
structure improvement. 
McGrath said when busi-
nesses come to Kentucky, 
they are turned off by a 
lack of reliable cell service 
and broadband availabili-
ty east of Winchester.

“When business come 
to Kentucky, a lot of times 

Airport, they’ll want to 
relocate and they’ll drive 
35 minutes east of Lex-
ington and they’ll lose 
cell phone coverage,” she 
said. “Guess what they 
do, they turn around and 
drive right back to the air-

other 10 locations in the 
United States that have 
better infrastructure.

“The fact is business-
es are not going to relo-
cate if they cannot talk 
to the modern world, 
and that’s why we need 
infrastructure in terms 
of broadband,” she said. 
“That’s where we’re go-
ing.”

McGrath cited McCo-

nnell’s assertion in April 
that repealing some of 
the corporate tax cuts in-
cluded in this year’s tax 
reform bill is a “non-start-
er” among his caucus as 
an example of the Sena-
tor allegedly not being in-
terested in infrastructure 
improvements aimed at 
bringing jobs to Eastern 
Kentucky. McConnell told 
reporters the tax cuts 
were responsible for the 
country’s growing econo-
my.

“He’s not doing the 
things required to revi-
talize Eastern Kentucky,” 
McGrath said. “He’s been 
there 34 years and we’re 
still talking about how we 
make things better, and 
they really haven’t gotten 
much better.”

McGrath lost a bid to 
unseat Kentucky’s Sixth 
District Congressman 

-
ber. She performed well, 
earning more than 47 
percent of the vote. She 
said the most important 
thing that she picked up 
from that race was that 
voters are mostly tired 
of established politicians 
and their partisan efforts.

“We gave people a lot 
of hope and we energized 
people in a way that they 
haven’t been energized 
before, to care about 
our government and to 
believe we can change 
things and have leaders 
of courage, integrity and 
character,” she said. “... 
Our message of ‘Let’s put 
our country above our 
political party’ resonates 
with so many Kentucki-

ans.”
An issue she said res-

onates with many Ken-
tuckians, particularly in 
Eastern Kentucky, is coal.

McGrath said McCo-
nnell has used coal as a 
“political football” in order 
to win votes. She said her 
focus is helping coal min-
ers rather than helping 
coal-producing corpora-
tions.

“Coal miners are the 
most important things 
that come out of a mine 
and we have to support 
coal miners and that 

them and plan for what 
is happening,” she said. 
“This issue of coal has 
been used as a political 
football for years, espe-
cially by Sen. McConnell. 
He is all about protecting 
the big coal corporations 
like the ones that hurt our 
miners again and again 

-
tects the corporations. 
I’m somebody that wants 
to protect the coal miners 
and protect their pen-
sions and talk about their 
health insurance and talk 
about black lung and 
make sure they’re taken 
care of.”

McGrath said the lack 
of jobs for out-of-work 
coal miners forcing many 
to leave the region or 
the state is an example 
of McConnell’s failure to 
miners. She said the is-
sue should be addressed 
rather than continuing to 
place blame.

We may not want to go 
to war against North Ko-

rea, but you better be-
lieve we’ve got a plan for 
it,” she said. “We don’t 
want coal to decline, but 
we better have a plan 
for how to address it. I’m 
somebody that wants to 
bring good jobs to East-
ern Kentucky and stop 
this political madness 
and lying to people about 
what’s happening. We’ve 
got to recognize what’s 
happening and have a 
plan for the future while 
also protecting coal min-
ers and not protecting 
the big corporations.”

A mother of three 
children and wife to a 
registered Republican, 
McGrath said she is run-

is “a service” to the state 
and “the right thing” to 
do for her children and all 
the children in Kentucky. 
She said she wants to 
work across the aisle for 
the good of Kentucky and 
the country.

“I think we’re too par-
tisan in this country,” she 
said. “I’m a person who 
just wants to get things 
done and I’ll work with 
any president — one who 
wears a red jersey or one 
who wears a blue jersey, 
doesn’t matter to me — 
to actually get things 
done for Kentucky, and 
that’s my message.”

The News-Express 
reached out to McCo-
nnell’s campaign to re-
quest an interview, but, 
as of presstime, had not 
received a formal re-
sponse.

Former Allen Cen-
tral assistant coaches 
Darlene Moore (Floyd 
Central), Dwayne John-
son (Betsy Layne) and 
Larry Hodge (Prestons-
burg) are preparing to 
guide volleyball teams 
in the 58th District. 

“This is a wonderful 
testament to the Allen 
Central volleyball pro-
gram,” said Maynard. 
“Although Darlene, 

Dwayne and Larry were 
all head coaches in var-
ious programs, levels 
and sports, this says a 
lot to the achievements 
of Allen Central volley-
ball.” 

Moore guided Allen 
Central following May-
nard’s retirement. Now, 
both Moore and John-
son are making the 
move up from the mid-
dle school ranks. Moore 
is set to guide Floyd 
Central while Johnson 
leads Betsy Layne. 

Hodge is poised 
to guide Prestonsburg 
following a multi-year 
stint as Betsy Layne’s 
head coach.

Central assistant coach. 

“It makes me so 
happy to see Darlene, 
Dwayne and Larry take 
the head coaching jobs 

at Floyd Central, Betsy 
Layne and Prestons-
burg, respectively,” 
commented Maynard. 
“I am extremely proud 
of them and wish them 
continued success.”

Earlier in the month, 
Maynard caught up 
with his former assis-
tant coaches at More-
head State University 
team camps. 

“I jokingly told them 
at the MSU camps that 

I need to apply at Law-
rence County and all 
the old Allen Central 
coaches would have a 
high school coaching 
position in the 58th 
District,” Maynard con-
fi ded. 

All three Floyd 
County high school vol-
leyball teams will take 
the court for season 
openers in August.
