TAX'IS INDICATED

State’s Gasoline Revenue

For Year Almost Million
Dollars Ahead of 1934

The state of Kentucky collected
$027,386.19 in gasoline tax for the
month of October which is §81,270.05
more than was collected in October,
1934, an increase of 9.69;. The total
collections for the first ten months
of 1935 were §$8,307,803,84, This is
an increase of $721,060.49 over the
first ten months of 1934 when col-
lections were $7,676,83: This is
a 9.39% gain over last year. The to-
tal collections for the twelve months
of 1934 were $9,207,196.37.  If the
months of November and December
show the same rate of gain as the
previous ten months, the Kentucky
gasoline tax will produce $10,071,-
752,11 in 1935. This will be a gain
in excess of eight hundred thousand
dollars over 1934 and an increase
over 1933 of over one and three-quar-
ter million dollars, Gasoline tax col-
lections for the past four years are
as follows:

The 1835 gasoline tax collections

will represent tax on approximately

was 4 cents instead of 5 cents a gal-
fon, the state would have realized

b cent tax produced in 1832 and 1933,

Kentucky gasoline consumers will
alsn pay the federal government lc
per gallon on the 201,435,000 gallens
of gasoline used in 1835, amounting
to $2,014,350.00. Kentucky's total
gasoline tax bill will doubtless be well
over $12,000,000.00 in 19335.

TWO SURVIVE

With three persons dead of gpinal
meningitis affer five cases of the
disease developed there early last
week, the Caleb Fork section of
Weeksbury on Left Beaver Creek
was under quarantine this ‘week, y
armed guards being stationed at the 4
entrance to that part of the mining
camp to prevent entrance to or de-
parture from Caleb Fork.

Of the two survivors of the disease,
one may die, Dr. Marvin Ransadell,
director of the Floyd health depart-
ment, said Tuesday. This sufferer
is Wavy Johnson, a 12-year-old boy.
The other survivor, Lula Bowens, 22,
is convalescing.

Immediately upon learning of the

threatened” epidemic at Weeksbury,
Dr. Ransdell asked the state board
of health for serum with which to
ireat meningitis sufferers. With the

full co-operation of ¢oal company of-
ficials and Dr. Massie, at Weekshiiry,
ne also caused armed guards td be
placed at the entrance to Caleb Fork

ind at the homes where cases of the
malady had developed. The Weeks-
bury and Cal Fork achools, in

christmas vecation when the menin-
gitis outhreak came, remain closed.
“We den't anticipate any further

apread of the disease,” Dr. Ransdell
told The Times Tuesday morning. “We
have laken the only steps possible

to curb its spread, and these are
isolation and guarantine, since there
8 no medical preventive measure to
be taken. The weather has%been in
our tavor, discouraging peoplé of the
siricken community from yisiting
among each other. Full co-opera~
tion has been given by the Koppers
Coal Company officials, and if the
same vigilance is maintained that we
have employed in the-past week dan-
ger of an epidemic should soon pass.'”

Medical authorities believe they
have traced the disease from Marrows-

bone, Pike county, to Weeksbury,
Al Marrowbone several cases of what
was termed there as “brain fever'
developed. Members of Joe John-
son’'s family, the same household in
which meningitis developed at Weeks-
bury, visited on Marrowbone, about
two weeks before the Weekshury
outbreak of meningitis at a home or
in the vicinity of a home where the
“brain fever” cases had been.

Last Few

Feminist From West Says
a Change in Tactics
Is Needed.

Judge Georgia Bullock, of the Su-
perlor court of Los Angeles, a re-
cent vizitor In Washington, D, C,, be-
leves that women have “lost
ground” in the last few years, says
the New York Sun.

Like =all feminists, she advocates
an equal chance for men and wom-
en In business and the professions.
But unlike the militant feminists,
she does not insist “rights” can be
won or retained by combative tae-
ties.

Time to Co-operative.

“Women in the past have won
some concessions—suffrage, for ex-
ample—by ‘warfare,’" states the
judge. “But the time for contention
is gone. Now our only hope for sur-
vival in public life is to co-operate
with the men and to work toward
proving our merits and establishing
onrgelves, not as trouble-makers, but
as real contributors to public wel-
fare.”

Contrary to the stand of most
women in public life and in organi-
zations, Judge Bullock 18 convinced
that in the last few years women
in this country have their wings
clipped, have logt caste to a cer-
taln extent in business and the pro-
fessions. She attributes this to world
changes, but feels *the only way
we can retrieve our former position
Is to prove we have unique ability
and can work with, not against, men.

Her own successful career in the
legal profession has taught her that
the odds are not all against women.
While she admits countless evidences
of diseriminations against women,
she explains that this is not due so
much to man’s prejudice as to the
attitude of women themselves,

Too Dominant?

Developing this theory, she said
gshe had noticed how often women
In high positions set out to execute
their ideas, regardless of the opin-
lons of men and women with whom
they worked, Such action, she sald,
was enough to prejudice men against
all women who sought seli-expres-
sion outside the home. *“But 1 have
yet to see the man who resented
working with an intelligent woman

“If we were to adopt a natlonal
anlmal, just as we have adopted
the eagle as the national bird, what
better could we find than the rac-
coon?" asks Leon F, Whitney in the
Journal of Mammalogy. Whitney
favors the raccoon because it ranks
as the most intelligent of mammals,
erd has proved its ability to sur-
vive where many other animals have
guccumbed.

Because the raccoon is nocturnal,
it is one of the least understood of
our animals, says Whitney. The
common belief that the raccoon
washes all of its food is discounted
by him. *“This observation has
been made on raccoons in captivity
and not in their natoral state,” he
SAYS.

Raccoons are popularly believed
to hibernate all during the winter,
but this is not always true, says
Whitney. He calls the matter a
relative one, for a eold snap which
will drive & 'coon to his den In the
fall may be not cold enough to keep
him inside in the winter,

“In December, the' raccoong will
be found out on mights which may
be as cold as 20 degrees, and when
the temperature urops to 12 or 15,
the raccoons will met be out,” he
says, “But temperatures which will

One
is that the participants must do waork
of a type which will result in definite
contribution to the community, and |
for this they will receive wages, The |
other requirement Is that a major |
portion of the federal funds expended
must go for youth labor,

Project application procedure has
been simplified, and public and quasi-
public agencies may act as co-oper-
ating sponsors, Mr. Peterson stated. |

and set in motion in a relatively short |
time.
