John EPnncock, one of the richest 
men of Boston town, had much to lose 
by his stand. It was no idle gesture 
to him, this adoption of the cause of 
the coionies. IHs properties were to 
be forfeited to the crown for what 
would be considered an act of treason 
but John Ilancock dld not hesitate be· 
cause of this. He was a native of 
Braintree, therefore a friend and nelgll­
bor, no doubt, of John Adams, who was 
afterward to be the second President 
of the United States. 

The adopteu son of an uncle, Thomas 
Hancock, who left him a large fortune, 
young Hancock was a graduate of Har­
vard in 1754, and was one of a numer· 
ous family of llancoclcs in the vicinity. 

As a membet· of the Committee of 
Patriots appointed after the massacre 
in Boston asl,ing the British to with­
draw, Ilancock had couns~led eYery 
honorable means to avoid the conflict 
Impending. At the funeral of the slain 
be preached an oration In which he 
flayed the cowardice of the British 
officers and men in slaughtering un­
armed ruen. 

When the Continental Congt·ess was 
formed .John Ilancock represented 
Massachusetts therein and in 1775-1777 
served 11s Its president. 

In his spacious Boston mansion mean­
while Lord l'ercy, Brltllin'lj pet. l!"lrl 
sway, A price was put on tbe bead of 
John Hancock as well, which only 
cmused the game patriot. Bancoc!;: 
was so eager to fight that he let it be 
known that he was willing to face tlle 
hardships of the field. But congress 
was wise and kept him In his post as 
Its presiding ofiicer. 

After his Revolutionary service was 
over Hancock was elected the first 
gove'rnor of Massachusetts, which of­
fice he held from 1787 until his death. 

John Adams spoke of bin. as a 
"clever fellow, a bit spoiled by R 

legacy." He left no descendants anj 
so busy were his heir'S In dlstribu tiDJl 
his property after his death that they 
did not erect o tombstone. Massachu­
setts in later years repaired th·is omis­
sion and a monument now stands over 
his grave In the Old Granary Burying 
ground, on Tremont street, ln . Boston, 
not fa~ from the grave of his friend, 
Samuel Adams, another Massachusett~ 
Revolutionary patriot,
