soften glue that has become hard­
ened in a bottl~.

Wash sweaters on a windy day, 

then put in a pillow case or twine 
bag and hang out to dry. Shake 
often until dry. All knit or cro­
cheted articles should be dried in 
tl;l.is way if you want them to keep 
their shape. 

• • • 
Ice box cooky dough can be 

packed in pound butter cartons, 
loaf pans or small bowls, or it 
can be shaped into rolls 2 inches 
in diameter and wrapped in waxed 
paper. The dough should be 
chilled 24 hours or longer and 
then cut into thin slices using a 
sharp knife dipped frequently in 
cold water.
