Outside the door, which Patrolman
Hodges had opened,, Patrolman New-
man dodged behind a parked car and
Lieut. Bricker behind another. Mean-
while Patrolman Hodges had run
across the 'street, where Patrolman
Julius May was waiting in a cruisay
car, unaware of what was happen-
ing,

Hodges, according to the testimony
at the inquest, told Patrolman May
to “Grab the sawed-off shotgun
(standard equipment of the police
cers) and shoot the man coming out
behind Ward.” May saw Ward mov-
ing across the sidewalk, his hands in
the air, and leaped from the police
cruiser with the shotgun.

Kingsley, the police resumed in
their testimony, saw  Patrolman
Newman edging out of range toward
the parked car and fired at him. The
bullet missed the patrolman and|
crashed through the cafe window.
Then, Lieut, Bricker testified, Kings- |
ley shot at him. Simultaneously the
lieutenant and Patrolmen Newman
and May began shooting. Kingsley
crumpled.

The policemen loaded him into a
taxicab and rashed him to Memorial
hospital, where he died avithin a min-
ute or two.

Mrs. Kingsley, widow of the slain
man, testified at the inquest, saying

a(:cm-ding to the records of the pro-
ceedings.

These witnesses were Jack Basson,
Wellman, a taxicab driver.

Hodges' story of what happened
immediately after he asked the lien-
tenant foy the car keys was:

May, without asking a question,
jumped from the car with the gun
and approached the man. In the
meanwhile Kingsley had reached the
sidewalk in front of the restaurant
with Ward divectly in front and less
than two feet away from him; the
officers =aid.

Lieutenant Bricker and Newman
said Kingsley apparently sensed he
had made a fatal mistake in letting
the door eclose. The lieutenant con-
tinued:

“When the door closed and we
glanced” back and saw it, we just
had time to jump behind the parked
automobiles: before the man came
out with Ward. As he came into the
street with the officer in front of
him he looked at Newman and
yelled:

“*Come back here!’

“He then fired at Newman and
turned and fired at me. Ward's
hands were still above his head and
he could not move. 1 thought the
man was going to kill him. May was
approaching across the street with
the shotgun, As Kingsley fired at us
we opened fire, Newman and I to-
gether. When I examined my gun I
learned I had fired five times. New-
man said he fired three times. May

fired once with the shotgun. Kings- |

ley was hit all over. I don't know
how many times. He fell into the
street at Ward's feet. No bullet
touched the officer, but they were all
around him.”
