The Country Postoffice 

Within the last 2'0 years thousands 
of C()Untry postoffices have been dis· 
continued, and rural mail routes now 
reach nearly everywhere. Many peo· 
pie old enough to vote have never 
hown the strange thrill of going 
after the mail; all that is necessary 
is to walk to the main road and open 
the mail box. In the days when the 
mail came only twice or three times 
a week, one really got up a lot o( en­
thusiasm for what might C()me. Let­
ters were fairly rare, but they were 
treasured highly, regax·dless of their 
contents. Rarely was one destroyed; 
they were kept and read over from 
time to time. Once a month came a 
Slrulll story magazine, printed away 
up in Maine, where paper is. cheap.

Louisville, Ky., Jan. 5-Reviewing 
a cumulative report on National 
Youth Administration activities in 
Kentucky, R()bert K. Salyers, state 
NYA director, stated today that ap­
proximately 45,500 Kentucky young 
people were given NY A part-time 
employment between August, 1935, 
and December 1, 1937. 

Student aid projects designed to 
enablP deserving young people to 
continue their education, employed 
19,500 high school pupils and 6,000 
c()llege i;tudents, while NY A work 
projects provided jobs for 20,000 out­
of-sch()ol and unemployed youth du­
ring this period. 

Young people between the ages oi 
16 and 24 who cPuld not l'emain in 
~(lhool without .assistance are aided 
through the National Youth Admin· 
istrati()n student aid program which 
operates in high schools and colleges 
t hroughout the state. High school 
students earn up to $6.00 per m()nth, 
while those enrolled in colleges re­
ceive up t() $15.00 monthly for their 
effol(ts.
