A reported hold-up more than six
months ago resulted in the issuance
last week of a voluntary manslaugh-

1938, inflicting injuries which proved
fatal almost four months later.

Deskins, driver for the Kentucky
Packers, Paintsville, reported after the
accident that he was held up at re-
volver point on the mountain between
Jones Fork and Troublesome Creek by
two men who drove away with the

Nearing the hospital at Lackey, the
truck struck the Wolverton youth and
Jack Patton.

13, the same day his leg was amputa-
ted.

In another deed book it is recorded
that the said John Tyler and his wife,
Julia Tyler, on September 26, 1858,
sold the same tract, then estimated
to contain from 1,300 to 1,400 acres,
to C. M. Matﬁias, N. J. M. Smith and
Wilson Corprew, all of Virginia, for
the sum of $20,000 cash, an increase
in price of $19.900 in the short space
of 11 years, or an advance in value of
-more than $1.800 per year.

If this tract were intact today it
would probably sell for $60,000, or $50
per acre.
