other states — particularly in the
southeast where the problem is the
worst—left the situation as bad as it

In view of the tremendous returns
realized by the Southern states from
winter tourist travel, it is hard to un-
derstand why they are willing to
jeopardize this traffic just to allow a
few farmers to continue grazing their
cows, pigs, goats, sheep and whatnot
aglong the main travel routes. The

- highways, of course, were paid for,

largely, but not entirely, by motor tax
revenues and were developed for the
handling of traffic. To allow them to
Temain stamping-grounds for assort-
ed livestock is to rob them of their
efficiency as handlers of traffic and
at the same time to create a traffic
hazard of major proportions.
