THE TIMES FINDS AN ALLY

The editorial which follows, taken from The
Courier-Journal, is so reminiscent of some of
those THE TIMES has published, from time to
time, when the murder rate in Floyd was accel-
erated beyond the speed limit fixed by civiliza-
tion, and when juries palpably “fell down on the
Job,” that the temptation to re-print it was ir-
resistible:

JURORS MUST ANSWER

Under the American system of erim-
inal law enforcement, the intecrity of trial
juries is the all-important keystone in the
arch of impartial justice. And “integrity”
must mean something more than mere
honesty; it must reflect, also, a certain
brittle hardness, a ruthless inflexibility of
purpose, and an awareness that the ave-
rage gun-totin’ thug is a chromic liar, who
becomes humanly tearful only\ whien he
feels the “hot seat” is near.

Sober, forthright citizens, therefore.
have to view with alarm when five Jeffer-
son county criminal court juries dispose
of five homicide cases as follows:

William M. Gillen, confessed robber,
and killer who shot to death Henry Lern-
er, aged proprietor of a downtown liquor
store—life sentence (or about eight and
one-half years).

James O. Durham, shot and killed a
woman on the street—life sentence,
eight and one-half years.

Clyde Gibbs, shot and killed his wife
in an attorney’s office—three years.

Clyde Jaggers, shot and killed a
fellow worker—itwo vears.

Alfred Pierce, k'lled 2 lil t'e gir] while
driving his automobile in a drunken con-
dition—one year.

The Courier-Journa! does not pro-
pose lo pass judgment upon these cases.
But the cumulative effect of them all is
irightening. }

William M. Gillen, for example,
never even expressed remorse for killing
Mr. Lerper. His eold-blooded nonchalance,
indeed, was almost debonair. He was an
admitted “thrill-seeker”—until he went
to trial and active previews of the elec-
tric chair began to tingle through his

brain. Then—and not till then—did he
remember that he' had never had *“a
mother's love." And a soft-hearted jury
swallowed it.

Jurors must answer when they
willfully fail to punish killers as the law
says killers must be punished.

Points By Other Editors

A HOPEFUL INCIDENT

Representative Bruce Barton, of New York,
has made his mark early in his Congressional ca-
reer if he has contributed an incident which
ends the expensive and ridiculous practice of
“leave to print extension of remarks” in the Con-
gressional Record. But optimism is not warrant-
ed; that repository of partisan and personal mis-
cellany is too tempting.

The incident itself is a typical example of
the uses to which the privliege has degenerated.
Representative Halleck, of Indiana, asked leave
to insert in The Record, at an estimated cost of
350, a re-print of Barton’s magazine article,
“After Roosevelt What Next?” A Democrat re-
fused consent, whereupon Republicans in retal-
iation refused consent for two Democrats to “ex-
tend” their own “remarks” in The Record.

The purpose of the privilege was to get into
The Record the complete speeches of members
whose time on the floor was too limited for full
discussion of the subject. By this means, mem-
bers could circulate their speeches among their
constituents. The justification for the practice
was that the people’s representatives were entitl-
ed to an understanding of their positions on pub-
lic questions and the people were entitled to the
information.

Abuses of the privilege is evident in every
issue. Since a single member can prevent its ex-
ercise, objection is offered at the risk of retalia-
tion. Consequently, The Record is full of maga-
zine and newspaper reprints; obituary notices,
extolling the civic virtues of departed local poli-
ticians; letters from constituents, publication of
which flatters the authors, and compositions by
“ghost writers™ at political headquarters. Once a
Kentucky statesman inserted in The Record about
$500 worth of abstruse technical language and
intricate mathematical computations incompre-
hensible to any but a navigator, proving that
“Doe” Cook discovered the North Pole.

The present disturber of House serenity,
Representative Barton. probably enjovs the sit-
uation more than anyone else docs. He is one of
those recently elevated liberal Republicans, as
New Dealish as the New Deal itself but none the

Appeals Court Bemes Stum-
bo Right to Receive
Emergency Cases

Decision of the Court of Appeals,
Oe¢tober 25, last, barring Dr. W. L.
. Stumbo from receiving at his hospital
b/ at Lackey all except emergency cases
from Floyd county was modified Wed- i
Iiesday by the court, and thus was
elosed the door of his hospital to any
Floyd county patient.

In its original decision, the Appel-
late Court, “as a humanifarian con-
sideration,” did not apply the injunc-
tion against Dr. Stumbo and the hos-
pital to include cases of emergency
“where medical freatment is imme-
diately necessary.”

Owners of the Beaver
pital at Martin complained that
was difficult 6 say what was an
emergency case, and petitioned the
court to modify the original ruling, In
granting their plea, the court also
overruled Dr. Stumbo’s petition for a
re-hearing.

The court ruling is based on a con-
tract entered into between Dr. Stum-

bo and his wife and the present Bea-

ver Valley hospital owners when the
latter acquired the hospital from the
Stumbos in 1935. This agreement pro-
vided that Dr. Stumbo would not op-
e1ate another
within a period of 10 years.

His hospital at. Lackey is in Knott
county but within about 300 vards of
the Floyd-Knott line. Its
Enott but near this county was mads
as a subterfuge to avoid provisions of
the contract, the Beaver Valley own-
ers contended.

Dr. Stumbo, on the other hand,
claims that the Beaver Valley hospital

owners violated their part of the con-|

tract .when they discriminated against
him and did not make available to
him, as agreed, hospital facilities for
his patients. '

The record shows that Dr. Stumbo/|
