SHOT TO DEATH 
Harry Gordon Hopkins Un­

der $10,000 Bond After 
Slaying of Salisbury 

On the eve of a ~peclal grand jury 
session called for the purpose of in­
vestigating the "disappearnn.pe" of a 
murder witness and other violations 
committed since the regular grand 
jury adjourned two weeks ago, Dewey 
Salisbury, Amba, former Floyd coun­
ty deputy sherlft', was shot and killed 
in a Boldman roadhouse Sunday aft-

ernoon. 
His slayer, Harry Go1·don Hopkins, 

about. 25 years old, of H::1.rold, was in­
dicted of murder by the grand jury 
Monday morning and that a.ftemoon 
executed $10,000 bond. 

The shooting took place in Susan's 
Place in which had gathered. a group 
of more than a dozen men and wom­
en. Hopkins' revolver bullet ntruck 
Salisbury in the chest, and he died 
withr;mt speaking. 

It was the second officer-slaying 
within a month. Deputy Sheriff Ma­
rion Layne was shot to death January 
4. 

Lilli~ Mae Hall, who said she wit., 
neS3ed the slaying, told officers that 
the fo:rmer deputy was sitting in a 
booth when Hopkins approached him 
and said, "You can't do me like you

The belligerents, 
in the natural course of things, cannot be ex­
peCted to work together, no matter how urgent 
the need for co-operation And they will not un­
less the voters "put the pressw·e on," promising 
in emphatic terms direct vengeance upon either 
faction if it horns the other fellow out at the 
public expense. 

The state highway department has one wea­
pon which it can use and to the use of which 
nobody interested in a pa-rticular road can ob­
ject. It can let that road to contract, then rro 
a.head. and build it. That done, nobody can take 
the position that WP A work would have helped.

WE CAN NOT PROGRESS 

"Positive evidence" of fraud in connection 
with wages paid rural highway workers in Green­
up county was reported uncovered by the grand 
jury, in its final report last week. And yet the 
grand jtU"Y made no indictments in connection 
v:!ith the a.ffair, stating it could not get the vote 
of nine members to do so. 

Quite a shameful condition, isn't it? 
We believe that similar "positive evidence'' 

of similar frauds could be obtained in almost 
any other county in ltentucky; however, we 
strongly doubt that, if such "positive evidence'' 
were forthcoming in rthe other couyties, the 
grand juries there would refuse to return in­

dictments.

In the Senate, Senator Holt of West Vir­
ginia bewailed that there is too much polit.ics in 
relief in Kentucky. senator Barkley replied that 
he did not know of it, but a moment later would 
not deny that such a thing existed.

:figures by Barkley, showing that Kentucky relief 
I'Olls decreased from 47,482 to 39,652 between 
March and November of 1937, but increased from 
48,285 to 6~,431 In the same period of 1938.

The Kentucky Fann Bureau last week, 
claiming that road employes have been used as 
shock troo~, and that road funds have been used 
a.s financial reserves, resolved that: 

"Such a system is dishonest, it uses public 
funds for private purposes and it degrades po­
sitions of public t.rust to post& of political pat­
ronage. Such a system of dishonesty and cor­
ruption should be abolished forever from our 
system of electing public officials in a true de­
mocracy."

THE WAGE-HOUR LAW 
Tile wage and hour law now being put into 

effect for women and minors in Kentucky is evi­
dently intended to help the labor situation in the 
state. But, the question may be asked. wi11 it 
help those for whom it is intended or will it de-
feat the purpose for which it was passed by the 
legislature? 

Take, for instance, right here in Flemings­
burg and Fleming county. Can the met·chants

and minors. He can .work them only during the 
busiest hours. He can go out of business. 

We believe the most likely result will be that 
the merchants who cannot afford to pay the pre­
scribed price will let part of their help go and 
try to make other arrangements to take care of 
the work. If that is true, then the law has been 
defeated before it starts. 

In large towns, or where there is volume of 
trade to j ustify paying that price, we are in fa­
vor of the law. But, we don't believe it will ever 
be practical until there is a differential made 
between cities the size of Louisville and towns 
the size of Flemingsburg.-Flemfngsburg Gazette. 

WHY DIST. ATTY. DEWEY 
CREATES A SENSATION 

''Wad some power the giftie gie us to see 
oursels as ithers see us," we might appreciate 
the natural astonishment of other peoples at the 
sensation created by the career of a state pros­
ecutor, like District Attorney Dewey, of New 
York, who performs his duty ably and conscien~ 

tiously. 
It is improbable that any courts in the world 

excel our Federal District Courts in the ratio of 
• convictions to arrests; but our reputation rests 

on the records of state courts and District Attor­
ney Dewey's eminence is comparative. If he were 
t}-pical, he couldn't be so prominent. That he is 
earnest and efficient is attested by two suicides, 
sacrificial tributes to inexorable justice. He even 
has a. United states circuit judge in the bag. 

His juries convict. He has "blue ribbon" jur­

ies; but the premium award is less a token of 
the jurors' personal attributes, which no one can 
judge infallibly, than proof tha.t the panel isn't 
packed for the defense. Ordinary common sense 
is suffi.cier.t for a. juror i1 the judicial function 
of fixing the sentence isn't imposed on twelve 
men whose indispensable qualification is ignor­
ance of knowledge essential to an intelligent de­
termination of the penalty. 

When jurors perform the judge's function, 
they necessartly reach an agreement on it by 
compromise of twelve individual opinions, some­
times before they can agree on a. verdict of 
guilty. They frequently are ''hung" on this ques­
tion. But, no matter how smart they are, how 
scrupulous, even how willing or desirous they 
may be to convict the defendant, they can't find 
him g1,1..ilty unless the prosecutor proves him to 
be; and a p~osecutor doesn't do that by a head­
line-catching speech, often employed to conceal 
the fact that he had deliberately thrown his case 
away or permitted the jury to be packed in ad­
Yance. 

The prosecutor, however. is as helpless as 
the jury if the case isn·t properly "worked up''­
the evidence procured. Mr. Dewey has a staff of 
investigators w.ho are lawyers and know the rules 
of evtdence. This is an advantagE! the federal 
courts possess. The federal system is integrated 
!rpm the trained narcotic, liquor, customs and 
secret service agents and G-men to probation 
omcers who co-operate with conunu.'lity chest 
agencies. When a case goes to a United States 
Corru:nissioner, the evidence is all there. compe­
tent. relevant and material. A United States dis­
trict attorney would have to skip some of the 
pages und~r his eyes to throw away a case and 
would have to explain why he did it afterwards. 

But, if state prosecutors generally are han­
dicapped in this respect, few, if any, have been 
heard to complain, nor neither they nor Judicial 
Councils have made a concerted effort to 
the criminal code revised in conformity 
recommendations by committees of the 
pr'ominent legal bodies.

closures that French Air Ministry\ officials have 
been invited by President Roosevelt and Secre­
tary Morgenthau to inspect and buy quantities of 
the newest types of American military airplanes.
