GEORGIE WASHINGTON 
FARM PLANS SENT TO 

EXPERIMENT STATION 
George Washington's great interest 

in soil conservation is revealed in a 
set of farm plans which he sent t o 
his Mt. Vernon farm manager a. few 
days before his ctea.th. A photostatic 
copy of these plans, covering 10 large 
sheets, have just been placed in the 

I library of the Agrlculturn.l Experiment 
Station of the University of Kentucky 
at Lexington. 

The plans covered the Operation of 
three fa.rms fo:r the year 1800 and 
1801, w:ith a notation that similar 
plans could be applied in 1802 and 
1803 and succeeding years. With ex~ 
traordinary care, Washington outlined 
in deta.il what he wanted done on the 
different farms lin the matter of crop 
rotation, the care of pasture and 
meadows, the repair of fencing and 
the construction of equipment. 

Fields were numbered and rotaUons 
exPlained !or each one. on Muddy 
Hole farm, for instance, field N'o. 1 
was to remain uncultivated, kept well 
closed and no stock permitted. Field 
No. 2 was to be put in oats. and field 
No. 3 in com. Field No. 4 already was 
in wheat, and No. 5 was to grow com. 
followed by wheat or rye. 

certain fields were to be worked in 
a rotation of potatoes, highly manur­
ed, followed the second year by oa.ts 
and clover, a.nd then cJover for two 
years. Washington e~essed concern 
over the st.a.te of ferUlit on hie; fa.nns. 
and desired crops that would tend to
