Veteran Of Blue” Leads
Memorial Day Pilgrimage
To Grave Of “Lone Rebel”

“Uncle” Jeff was weak and tottery,
but he got there just the same.

He got back to the height where his
regiment of “Yankee” soldiers 76 years
ago engaged “Rebel” forces in a brief
skirmish which ended in the death of
one man who, all these years, has oc-
cupied a grave near the top of Bull
Mountain, his only epitaph being that
which has been handed down from
father to son as “The Lone Soldier.”

Uncle Jeff Sizemore, 96-year-old
veteran of the Civil War, got back to
the top of Bull Mountain, to the
“Lone Soldier’s Grave,” Tuesday aft-
ernoon to lead veterans of three wars
in 'a memorial service honoring the
| Rebel, whose corpse enriches the spot.
No, he didn’t walk as he did, back in
the '60’s. He rode—up Town Branch
from his home, only a matter of a few
miles from where boys under two flags
kept rendezvous with death long ago
—rode in an automobile,

During the service Uncle Jeff told
World War and Spanish-American
War veterans of the night when Sam
Byrd, the “Lone Soldier,”—a Byrd of
Virginia—was killed. Back three-quar-
ters of a century he took his listeners.

‘Back to the afternoon Sam Byrd—a

volunteer in the Confederate cavalry—
died, from injuries inflicted by “Uncle”
Jeff’'s regiment, although his com-
pany was on Licking River at the
time. Back fo the day his father, John
Sizemore, also a soldier in the Union
army, was killed in a battle on Lick-
ing River, in what is now Magoffin
county. Back through the years when
the grave of the “Lone Soldier” was
beneath a giant oak tree, on which
was carved the name, “Sam Byrd."”

The “Lone Rebel” is not deserted as
much, these days, however, as of yore.
For many years, except for the curious
interest of passersby, his grave was
unattended but for the ministrations
of the late Frank Hopkins. The fence
grew rickety with the years. Then, not
long ago, the WPA constructed a stone
enclosure around the warrior’s rest-
ing-place

Tuesday afterncon a monument was
dedicated at the grave of Sam Byrd
by officers of Floyd Posti American
Legion. It was not a gigantic monu-
ment, but a regulation memorial fur-
nished by the government for the
graves of 1ts fighting dead.
