Sixteen-year-old Harold Martin, o! 

Branham's Creek, was held guilty Sat­
urday by a Floyd circuit court jury 

of the murder of his uncle, Calvin 
Clarke, and was given a penitentiary 
sentence of 21 years.

A CAUSE OF UNEMPLOYMENT 
Roge: \V. Babson, noted statistician, makes out a 

strong case against "working v.ives," women whose 
husbands are employed and yet are holding down a job 
themselves and filling positions which are more great­
ly needed by men \Vith v.1ves and children to sup­
port. 

Says Mr. Babson: 
''During the last decade, busine has been unable 

to absorb the trek of v.omen into industry and find 
new jobs for the displaced males. It 1s estimated that 
there are three to four milllon married women hold­
ing jobs. Of course, in many ca es these wives are 
the so'e support of their own famlly, of their aged 
parents, or scme other family. My hat is off to any 
wife with guts enough to support the family if her 
husband cannct or will not do so. But many people 
believe something must be done about those cases 
where both husband and wife are holding down good 
jobs. 

"Unde: normal rond.tions I would feel that noth­
ing need be done legislatively about the problem of 
working wives and husbands. Today's conditions, 
however, are not normal. There are millions of men 
out of work, the government is supporting upwards 
of twenty million people, federal expenses have soar­
ed to an all-tune peak. At least omi-quarter of this 
money goes directly for relief and another 25 per 
cent for recovery 'aids.' In addition, nearly every 
town and city runs community chests. 

.. Yet, from one end of the country to the other 
there are glaring examples of wives holding down 
good jobs while their husbands are doing likewiw. 
These cases cover public jobs as well as private e~ 
ployment. So long as we have to hand over one­
quarter of our income every year to meet government 
bills (which have bei:n pushed up to record heights 
to support the jobless> then some type of formal ac­
tion to stop this practice is bound to come . 

"A storm of controversy has raged around this 
;SUbject for years. Protectors of the home have 
thumped the tub against working wives on the basis 
that the place for the wife is in the home. They in­
sist that if we v.ish to continue with ow· present sy~ 
tem of the family as one unit of society, we must 
confine the wife to her real role of mother and home­
m aker. I think a lot of words are wasted in arguing 
a long this line. If the family as the unit of society 
1s going out the window, then we can not stem the 
tlde simply by putting a new law on the books. Only 
a spiritual family awakening will solve the problem 
properly. 

''My only objection to married women working is 
based on cold economic grounds. Working wives take 
many part-time jr:~bs, they work at lcwer pay scales 
than singl~ women, they create a surplus of labor, 
they fill JObs that unemployed men could handle. 
The tide of resentment against the practiC" lS rtsing 
steadily th oughcut thE. nation. I undrrstand that 
two state legislatun;g have already adopted laws de­
signed to force married women out of industry. 
Twenty-eight other legislatures have considered the 
subject 

"Yet, if legislation 1s to be adopted. I hope It will 
be p ractical sensible, net too restrictive. There are 
hundreds and hundreds of caS<'s that must be made 
exempt--cases where the wife must help support her 
own family, an unemployed brother's family, an aged 
mother or father. If any legislation is adopted, it 
should not automatically purge married women from 
industry. If should merely prohibit both husband 
and wife holding certain types of jobs, especially 
government jobs. In in any a family the wife makes 
a far better bread-winner than the husband. If the 
wife has the business ability, then why shouldn't she 
hold the family job while the husband stays at home 
and changer, the baby's diapers? 

"Working wives ran make out a splendid case for 
t hemselvrs. Yet I believe they would be smarter if 
they recognized this rising tide of national resent­
m en t against both husbands and wives working 
where there is no need for both to work. They would 
do far brtter to resign their jobs now and prevent 
restrictive legislation legislation which it may take 
years to repeal. We alread have too many regulations 
shackling employers and employes. But if wives in­
sist on working when their husbands have good jobs, 
then they must face the day of reckoning.'' 

THE TIMES sine rely trustJ, every Floyd county of­
ficial, governmental department and private employrr 
v.ill give this matter a little honest thought.

Points By Other Editors 

THE LANSING PAPERS 
When the state department files at Washington 

were opened to permit publication of the war papers 
of Robert Lansing, it was like taking the public be­
hind the scenes .o artfully arranged a quarter cen­
tury ago. The clouds of international intrigue and 
diplomatic intercourse are dissipated, and the public 
learns definitely what rumor reiterates without facts 
to substantiate. Lansing, the son-in-law of John W. 
Foster secretary of state under Benjamin Harrison, 
from association had beccme skilled ln diplomacy 
to which he added many years of study. He followed 
Wil'iam Jennings Bryan as premier of the cabinet, 
when the commoner resigned after clashing with 
Woodrow Wilson over how to keep this nat!on out of 
the European war. 

Ln.nsing favored intervention almost two years be­
fore the declaration of war in April 1917. He be­
lieved in August, 1915, America should throw 1ts 
resources into the breach and settle the brawl with 
Germany. For Lansing, the diplomat. saw clearly 
what Wilson hoped to avoid. The latter, a writer of 
histories, refused to desert his policy of seeking peace­
ful settlement of disputes with Germany, to which 
he adhued until the position became untenable and 
he saw no other alternative but war. Lansing would 
have had his cc.untry's particlpation begin earlier, in 
the conviction the many overt acts of Germany of­
fered without prc.vocat.on. 

Woodrow Wilson's stature is larger when viewed 
from the distance cf years. The man who stepped 
quickly from the P~·inceton school-room to the White 
House was loathe to plunge the nation into war. He 
clung tenaciously to the hopes of peace. He broke 
wtth Bryan and later with Lansing He was adamant 
in purpose and resolute in the designs his best j .. dg· 
ment fabricated He hoped, and was doomed to ·ee 
his hOP"..S vanish in the thickening mists that form­
ed· across the Atlantic, that the embroilment which 
held so much of Europe would not include the Unit­
ed States. His high idealism was to give way to a 
realization of the cold practicalities of a World War. 

Robert Lansing was one of the prominent men in 
Wilson's confidence when the war clouds were low­
ering His c pinions are valuable now as history. Be­
yond that, their worth as a means of saving the na·­
tion from involvement in other international fracases 
is negligible. For state papers are kept secret until 
long after their usefulness is passed. The public 
is not allowed to see how the machinery is being 
operated The public pays the ccst of operation with­
out rharing the pleasure of initiative It has always 
b"en thus and wil! be when future disturbances agi­
tate th waters at Washington -Owensboro Messer­
ger. 

A FREE PRESS MUST 
UPHOLD DECENCY 

Freedom of the press is something more than a 
privilege. It is a command. uttered by a free people, 
that established media of public information shall 
search out, and fearlessly print, the truth. 

In St. Louis the free press-wearmg the garments 
of the distinguished Post-Dispatch-is said to be on 
trial. A circuit judge has imposed a $2.000 ftne on the 
newspaper itself, and ordered its editor and cartoonist 
jailed, because of its editorial handling of crimmal 
charges against a State Representative and a labor 
racketeer. This judge stopped the case against the 
racketeer before it reached the jury; sustained a de­
murrer which avoided trial of the ca c against the 
legislator. With brilliantly effective satire, The Post­
Dispatch made it perfectly plain that it considered 
the judge-contemptible! And 1t wus cited for con­
tempt. 

The Courier-J curnal docs not know if this St. 
LoUIS Judge was actually guilty of unsPcmly !Which 
i.> to say corrupt! conduct. But if he was. it was the 
public obli15ation of the Post-Dispatch to expose hlm. 

There are remedies of !aw if the free pre·.s ar­
rogates to itse If an unintended license. These reme­
dies arc the laws of libel. They are available to ordi­
nary citizens-and judges. 

It is the right of the public to hold th( frre press 
accountable, not only for the accuracy of its repnrt­
ing but also for the rra::;onableness of its opinions. 
It is the especial right of the judiciary to protect It­
self against unwar•·antrd or preJudicial attack. 

But unless the free prc-.s attacks and exposes cor­
ruption in public office <including the judiciary), 
who is left to speak for public decency? And the 
prrss must not be pun ished for expressing contempt 
of things cr>ntempUble.·-Thc Courier-Journal.
