EXPENSIVE ADVICE 
THE TIMES cannot but be impressed with the 

efforts of Governor Johnson to slash state governmen­
tal overhead by eliminating unnecessa~·y jobs, weeding 
out "sleepers" en the payroll and demanding efficiency 
from state employes. 

But it would have been more impressed, had tl;lat 
administration-controlled Legislature eliminated nine 
more unnecessary jobs-those of the state's nine ad­
visory highway commissioners. Here was a chance to 
save, at one stroke, a sizeable sum of money annually 
by putting an end to paying high salaries for advice, 
Iog'-ro~ling and political maneuvering in the several 
highway dist!'icts. But only a gesture was made in 
this direction. The advisory commissioners were re­
tained-"in the interest of party harmony," or, to be 
more accurate, in the interest of party organization. 

Now, if the Hatch bill does what is expected of it, 
and if it circumscribes the activities of such officials 
as it should, it may happen that the highway advisory 
board will not have-such extraneous value and will be 
relegated to the discard where it belongs.
