THE POST WAR WAR 
If Hitler is eventually triumphant in his attempt to 

bring all of Europe under his sway, the real work will 
have just begun, It L~ one thing to throw armed for­
ces superior in equipment and training against weaker 
enemies and emerge successfully. It is quite another ta 
to maintain order in all the conquered territories and 
enlist the co-opel·ation of various peoples to a point 
where either political or economic unity is feasble. 

Reports of revived passive resistance in Moravia a!ld 
Bohemia betray the feelings of the Czech people. Be­
cause of unrest in the Netherlands, the German high 
commissionel·, the notorious Seysz-Inquart, has de­
creed the establishment of German courts to try 
Dutch citizens on eharges of crimes against "the gen­
eral, interest." Norwegians are far enough from Berlin 
to indulge · their resentment in times of stress. 

As the days pass and the French begin to realize 
what has happened to them and why, it is improbable 
that they will accept docilely the vassalage Hitler has 
decreed for them. And; if Great Britain succumbs 
to the blitzkrieg, the difficulty of keeping the English 

under control is not hard to 
imagine. 

To combat passive resistance and periodic dis­
turbances in the conquered states, Hitler has two 
weapons. One is military occupation, coupled with 
severe penalties for all who engage in activities a­
~ainst Nazi sovereignty. But if he has to police 
Czechoslavakia, Poland, Norway, Belgium, Holland, 
France and Great Britain in perpetuity, the military 
burden Germany has had to bear during the war 
will continue through the peace. There is a ser ious 
doubt whether either the Nazi financial resources or 
man power could stand the strain. 

To releve this pressure, Hitler is certain to employ 
the 'second weapon-economic· compulsion. By con­
trolling the sources of production- both of raw ma­
terials and manufactured goods-he will be able to 
impose on Europe an economic dictatorship that will 
sap the strength of non-cooperation movements until 
military occupation is no longer necessary. 

And if the Havana conference fails to develop means 
of competing with the totalitarian bloc, Hitler will 
stand a good chance of not only ruling Europe but 
also of extending his influence to the Americas.

SOMETHING NEW 
We know at least one neat-by Kentuckian who 

achieved fame in the world of letters by writing a 
little volume called-"Man with a Bull-Tongue Plow." 
The man is Jesse Stuart of our neighboring city of 
Greenup. 

Since Mr. Stuart has been so successful with his 
little volume of sonnets and with such an obscure 
name, we are suggesting a title for another volume 
which he might write that would be even more joy­
ously received than the "Man With a Bull-Tongue 
Plow." The subject we have in mind is "The Man 
With His Shirt-Tail Out." 

Not many people know much about a bull-tongue 
plow. Only those who were born and reared in the 
country and accustomed to work on a farm, where 
a bull-tongue plow was used to break up hard ground 
and make it suitable to planting crops. We have hand­
led a bull-tongue plow a great many times and we 
think we know what we are talking about. We pre­
sume that Jesse Stuart has done the same thing. 

But it seems to be a growing custom with some 
men in their efforts to keep cool, or to appear to be 
cool, to wear some sort of play suit-pants and shirt 
worn with the tail of the shirt on the outside of the 
pants. This is in violation of all the nicer kinds of 
etiquette which were even taught us boys back on the 
farm.

MORE IMPORTANT 
CON SID ERA TIONS 

National health reports provide a grim footnote to 
the Nazi struggle for world power. Public health 
evidently has been only a secondary consideration in 
Germany under the Hitler regime, and the fact is 
borne out in the civilian death rate and prevalence 
of disease. 

Deaths from diphtheria provide an accurate in­
dex to the circumstances. In the cities of the United 
States, diphtheria deaths decreased from 9.2 to 1.5 
per 100,000 of population during the period between 
1928 and 1936. In English cities, the rate was reduced 
from 9.3 to 8.6. But in German cities, diphtheria 
fatalities increased from 8.4 to a rate of 11.5. 

In the same pcr:od, German cases of scarlet fever 
increased 37.000; instances of dysentery trebled in 
munber. And industrial accidents, a side issue per­
haps but one which tends to reflect health conditions, 
increased in number 435,000 during a two-year period 
as Germany prepared for war. 

Germany's peacetime national death rate climbed 
recently at the rate of 80,000 a year, in contrast to 
the fact that the death rate in most other nations 
has been on a downward trend. Deaths from all caus­
es in the United States each year have been reduced 
to less than two-thirds the rate at the beginning of 
the century. 

For the most part, Germany's worsened health rec­
ord is attr;butable to the deliberate malnutrition of 
the people during the years of preparation for the 
present war, while the Nazi regime was practicing 
self-sufficiency and accumulating war stocks of foods. 
But the greater frequency of disease is traceable also 
to the perverson of professional talent to war ob­
jectives. The men in the laboratories have been told 
to devote their time to important things like death­
dealing gases and high explcsives.-Cincinnati En­
quirer.
