There has been a. sharp reduction 
m payment of witness fees. Allen·s 
records show. Many times, he said, 
clerks would send in claims for over 
100 witnesses in one criminal trial , 
many of whom never testified. 

Thr g.-eatest reduction was in the 
Thirty-third Judicial District (Perry 
and Leslie counties) . Its costs for the 
1938-~9 fiscal year were $56.411 as 
compared to $39.806 in 1939-40-a re­
duction of $16,604. 

Judiciary and court costs in the 
Thirtieth Judicial District ( Jeffers::n 
county) are by far the highest in the 
state, as the district ha s seven circuit 
judges . Its co~ts in the 1939-40 fiscal 
year were $126,588. Harlan county was 
next with $64,287. 

While the Leslie-Perry district 
showed the greatest reduction, the 
largest of a few increases was shown 
in the Sixteenth Judicial district

were $17.551 in 1938-39 and $26,425 in
