$50,000 LOAN 
IS APPROVED 

COURT ENVISIONS 
SAVINGS ON 
INTEREST 

Action taken by the fiscal court at 
its special meeting, Wednesday of last 
week, wlll save the county from $500 
to $1,000 in payment of fiscal court 
warrants issued under the 1940-41 
budget, county officials predict. 

The court voted, at Wednesday's 
meeting, to borrow from the State Na­
tional Bank, Maysville, Ky., at 4 per 
cent interest $50,000 with which to pay 
outstanding warrants which are bear­
ing 6 per cent interest. 

To secure payment of the loan, the 
court voted to pledge 1940-41 revenues 
for the General claim fund-the same 
revenues which eventually would have 
been used in payment of the warrants. 

At an earlier meeting, salary of W. 
J. May, County Treasurer, was re­
stored to the original $360 a year. The 
court, a few months ago, raised Mr. 
May's salary to $600 a year but in its 
recent order stated that it was not 
aware of the circumstances under 
which his salary was first fixed when 
competitive bids for the treasurership 
were submitted, Mr. May's bid being 
$360 a year.

Pikeville, Ky.-Removal of prisoners 
into Pike county's new jail has been 
started. One floor of the structure, 
under construction for the past two 
years, has been completed. 

When the other two floors are com­
pleted, the remainder of the prisoners 
will be removed, County Jailer Floyi 
Blevins said. Women prisoners were I 
left in hte old building as their qu~.r­
ters in the new jail have not been , 
completed. 

On the advice ot a representative of 
the federal Department of Justice, 
county officials have ordered that win­
dows in the new jail be strengthened 
by the use of steel screens on the out­
side. This is one of the requirements 
for the housing of federal prisoners . 

When finally completed, the jail will 
be large enough to house 300 p~·ison­

ers, Bevins said. The present popula­
tion of the jail is 64.
