Points By Other Editors 

AN EMERGENCY PARTNERSHIP 
Ever since the desultory and pointless war of 1812, 

our relations with Great Britain have been improv­

ing and expanding, except for a period of strain dur­

ing the Civil War, which found England's mercantUe 

interests flatly in opposition to the military policy of 

the Union. To a degree far greater than most persons 

suspect, America's foreign policy is the product of an 

understanding with England. 

The Monroe Doctrine originally was the joint prOd­

uct of English and American diplomacy . Its strength 

through the early decades lay in the willingness of 

Great Britain to back it up, in a time when she had 

sea power and we did not. Our policy in the Far East 

has been developing in the light of Britain's policy, 

and in such a way as to insure that each of the great 

English-speaking nations might aid the other in the 

defense of common interests in Asia. 

In more recent decades Anglo-American coopera­

tion has taken the form primarily of a division of 

labor, with the British fleet controlling the Atlantic 

and the American fleet the Pacific. As the common 

peril of a resurgent Germany has taken form, the 

unwritten, almost unspoken, partnership of America 

and Britain has been crystallizing. 

We have seen the United States revise its neutral­

ity policy once to accommodate Britain. Another re­

vision may be made soon. We have seen our govern­

ment send 100,000 tons of armaments to British ports 

with unprecedented speed to arm Britain for an ex­

pected German onslaught. Now Great Britain has 

assigned to the United States sites of incalculable 

value from Newfoundland to British Guiana-a string 

of strategic positions such as no country in history 

has ever had before its ocean front. And in turn we 

have released for Britain's use 50 warships. 

This is not the proof that an alliance exists. In­

deed it is clear that none does exist. If there were an 

alliance, we would be committed to enter the war. 

But it is clear that a partnership has been formed, 

founded on common interests and bound tightly by 

common principles and ideals. 

A partnership is possible, because British and 

American needs and interests are so closely parallel 

in all parts of the world. It is desirable and impera­

tively necessary because neither power can be cer­

tain it is strong enough alone to sllrVive in a totalita­

rian world.. 
It is idle to try to combat this fact of Anglo-Amer­

ican cooperation by empty references to splendid 

isolation. For the fact is that the partnership of 

Britain and America has been developing for more 

than a century. It has emerged from mere cordiality 

into a working arrangement because the facts of 

world politics have compelled both nations to work 

together.-Cincinnati Enquirer.

TRAGEDY

After falling onto the carriage of a 
' sawmill he was operating near his 

home on Frasure's Creek Oliver Fra­
sure, 48, of Dony, was killed instantly 
last Friday before noon when his lower 
chest was completely severed by a cir~ 
cle saw. 

A prominent land owner and mer­
chant, the victim was born and reared 
on Frasure's Creek, the son of the late 
Evan and Myrtle Blevins Frasure. He 
has purchased the mill only a short 
time before the accident and was help­
ing in the operation of it at the time . 
Striking him first in the back the saw 
blade passed completely through the 
lower lobes of both lungs and severed 
the liver. 

Surviving are his widow, Mrs. Mar­
garet Frasure; five sons, Roy, Wade, 
Earl.

Only four anens naa registered at 
the Prestonsburg postoffice, up till 
Tuesday morning, in compliance with 
the Alien Registration Act of 1940. The 
registration began August 27 and will 
continue till December 26. 

Aliens from all parts of Floyd coun­
ty, except in the Weeksbury-Wheel­
wright section, will be required to reg­
ister at the local postoffice. For fail­
ure to do so, or for making false state­
ments, the offender may be fined $1,-
000 and imprisoned six months . Ever y 
person who has not become a full­
fledged citizen of the United States 
must register and be fingerprinted . 

The Alien Registration Act, a m ea­
sure taken as a safeguard against sub­
versive elements, was passed so t hat 
the United St ates could determine ex­
actly how many aliens are in the coun­
try, who they are and where they ar e . 
Law-abiding aliens will find r egistra­
tion and fingerprinting unobjection­
able and unharmful to their status as 
residents of this country. 

After registration, the law requires 
all aliens or parents or guardians of 
aliens to report changes of addresses 
within five days of the change to the 
!Jbmigration and Naturalization Ser­
vice Department of Justice, Washing­
ton, D. C.

Ended, Young Tennis 
Enlists in Army 

"I'!ll a fightin; man from a fightin' 
clan, but from now out I'll do my 
battlin' in the U. S. Army," said Ten­
nis Hatfield, Jr., when he enlisted last 
week at Charleston. 

This 19-year-old grandson of the 
late "Devil Anse" Hatfield, leader of 
West Virginia's famous feuding clan 
of the "way back there in the days of 
long bar'led rilles and careless kill­
ings" is now a soldier en route to ser­
vice in Panama.
