LEATHER FOR BAREFOOT BOYS
IN GRAY RESULTED IN SUIT,

OLD RECORDS HERE TELL

| This month, 78 years ago, a lot of
| grown-ups were “going barefooted” in
| this section—and, as & result, old rec-
| ords discovered in the Circuit Clerk’s
office here by WPA indexing workers
| show, the Civil War was partly re-
| fought in the courts of this section.

So badly in need of shoes were the
soldiers of Col. A, J. May's command—
the 10th Kentucky Cavalry of the
Southern Confederacy—while they were
encamped on Johns Creek that he de-
taild his acting gquartermaster,
| Anthony Hatcher, to Pikeville, 10
| miles away, to confiscate there sundry
sides of sole and fop leather from the
tanyard of Col. John Dills, Jr.

Acting on these orders, Quartermas-
ter Hatcher did the job so well that
he got himsélf sued later to the tune
of $1500. He and Robert William-
son, according to Thomas Johnson,
tanner for Col Dills, took 152 sides of
sole leather, 30 sides of upper leather,
a calfskin—and a 42-gallon barrel of
tanner’s oil, to boot (no pun intended).
This they took beyond Gladeville, Va.,
Wwilliamson testified.

Although the leather was not well-
tanned,  aceording to affiant, Jo
