Wildlife is the easiest crop to grow, 

in fact, lf left alone it will grow by it­
self. It needs no artificial means of 
propagation if given a chance. Wild­
life needs food, cover and protection. 

We can give it food and cover by 
keeping out fire. We can give w!ldilfe 
protection by organizing a local wild­
life game preserve. 

By a local wildlife game preserve 
we mean an area where fire is kept 
out, where hunting privileges are re­
stricted and food planted for quail 
and ra:bbit. . 

This could be done, but not without 
work. It requires work to do anything 
worth while. · If the farmers of a 
square mile of farm land with the co­
operation of the Fish and Game Club 
could establish an area where no 
hunting is permitted, quail and rabbit 
could increase rapidly and stock the 
surrounding country with the over­
fiow from the increase. 

The preserve could be stocked with 

Even wit..~ a pair of breeder stock 
quail and one hundred acres of 
land, a farmer could make game plen· 
tiful on his farm. 

Write the Department of Conserva­
tion of some of the Northern states 
for information about propagation of 
wildlife. 

"During the fall of 1937 in Vermont 
hunters killed 2,449 deer with an esti­
mated value of $54,788." 

In Pennsylvania they released 92 
beavers in 1919 to 1924. In 1939 a 
careful census revealed 15,000 beavers 
in Pennsylvania. 

Northern states have longer winters 
which are more severe on game. Yet 
if we want to hunt deer, bear or pheas· 
ant we must go to Northern states. 

Years ago a man built a large pri· 
vate game pres.erve in the mountains 
of North Carolina. Today, the private 
preserve is gone, but wlld boar, deer, 
wild turkey, bear and an abundance 
of wild life are found there. 

If other states can have wildlife, so 
can we. All we need is cooperation. 
Farmers, citizens, Game and Fish 
Clubs--all at the wheel and all work­
ing together-can do the trick. Give 
our game the chance to live and 
watch the results. 

Let's make our slogan: 
COVER, FOOD, PROTECTION, for 

our wildlife. 

More Barley, Less 
Corn in Kentucky 

The Kentucky College of Agriculture 
reports a tendency in many counties 
of the state to grow less corn and 
more barley. For the state as a whole 
the barley acreage nearly doubled in 
three years. The change from com to 
barley has been especially rapid since 
the introduction of cold-resistant va­
rieties of barley. 

In Boyle county, the com area. 
dropped from about 22,000 acres in 
1919 to around 9,000 acres in 1940. 
Bourbon county farmers began to 
grow !barley in 1938, but in 1940 they 
sawed 8,000 acres. Other counties re­
porting big increases in barley are 
Daviess, Clark and Logan.

Points By Other Editors 

EQUAL REPRESENTATION 
IN KENTUCKY 

SEVERAL DAYS AGO, we discussed in this column 
the great inequalities in representation given 

various counties in Kentucky's House of Representa­
tives. Today, we want to show that similar inequali­
ties exist in the state Senate. First, we wan to review 
the general situation briefly. 

Our theory of government in the United States is 
J>a.sed on at least approximate and practical equality 
of representation for each citizen in all of our legisla­
tive bodies. We do not have that in practice in Ken­
tucky. 

In our former editorial, we showed that residents 
in some counties have about six times the proportion­
ate representation those in other counties have. Other 
eommentators have taken up this discussion, declaring 
that this condition is maintained deliberately by the 
lnajority party, the Democrats . We can hardly be­
lieve that this is the only reason, although it is pr<lb­
ably the principal one. The counties which have large 
representation in proportion to their population try to 
maintain it . There are numerous cases to illustrate 
the fact that this works against some populous coun­
ties with large Democratic majorities, as well as 
against the populous counties in Eastern Kentucky 
with Republican m a jorities. Speaking more plai.n1y, 
it is the country against the town, rural minorities 
urban majorities. 

Wherever it exists and for wha.tever ptl!'pose it is 
permitted to continue, it is unjust. unfair and en­
tirely contrary to the spirit and the letter of our 
constitution. 

Further to bear out with facts and figures the 
existence of this condition, consider, if you please, 
some of the Senatrial districts of the state and their 
comparative 1930 populations: 

The Second senatorial district consists of Ballard 
and Carlisle counties. The combined population is 
17,273. 

The Sixth District is Christian and Hopkins 
counties, total population 71,732. Each citi.un here 
has less than oue-fourth of the voice in the state 
Senate than a citizen of the first possesses. 

When we come to the Thirteenth Senatorial dis­
trict, composed of Floyd, Knott and Pike counties, 
the district's population is 120,439. Each citizen here 
has one-seventh as much representation as the cit­
Wen of the second, 

The Thirty-third district, Clay, Harlan, Letcher 
and Perry, has a population of 160,971 and each voter 
has one-ninth as much representation as a citi2e:d 
of Ballard and Carlisle. 

Then there is our own district of Boyd, Johnson, 
Lawrence and Martin with 92,114 people. 

There are various grades of inequality in between. 
This is probably even greater if the 19~ census fig­
ures are used, albough there have been few consider­
able changes. 

We insist that the way to get this viciously unfair 
situation remedied is for every county which is heav­
ily on the short end in representation to pledge every 
candidate who offers hiln.self for the Genral Assem­
bly that he will fight against it. And then to vote 
only for men whom they feel sure will keep their 
promises.-Ashland Daily Independent. 

WHAT'S THE REMEDY? 

WITH apparent assurance, the director of the Brit­
ish aviation industry declares that England has 

devised a remedy for night bombing which will make 
night raiding as hazardous as daytime operations. It 
will, he says, be in use before long. 

The nature of the remedy, of course, can only be 
guessed at. But it seems reasonable to suppose that 
the British aviation expert is speaking of some means 
to enable fighter planes to operate efficiently at 
night. If such a means is found, it would indeed 
make night bombing raids almost as hazardous as 
those undertaken by day. The difference in operation 
of fighter planes is now largely the only difference 
in the effectiveness of air defenses by day and night. 

The problem of incre::sing the effectiveness of 
fighte1· planes in night operation largely revolves 
around the di.ID.culty of locating enemy bombers 
aloft. Except for the aid which listening posts on 
the ground may render by radio, the fighter pilot is 
in the position of looking for needles in a haystack 
when he must take off in pursuit of enemy bombers 
somewhere 30,000 feet above in the night air . Ex-
cept fer chance reflections or glints caused by search­
lights, his eyes may be as useless as his ears in lo­
cating the enemy. 

But equipping the night pilot with substitute 
mechani~l "eyes" which will pierce the darkness is 
not to be regarded as a scientific impossibility . Per­
haps the most promising approach to the problem­
and the one which the British may have followed 
successfully-lies in the field of the infrared ray. 
Infrared photography, which relies upon the heat 
rays below the spectr:.um of light rays, has been of 
tremendous value in piercing fog and darkness. And 
while bombers may fly without light, their exhaust 
heat would betray them to any apparatus capable of 
viewing by means of infrared rays. Ordinary infra­
red photography, of course, is so slow as to be use­
less in this field. 

In a night fighter plane operating some five miles 
above the earth's surface, an ultrasensitive metal de­
tector might be a practical means of dvising the 
pilot of the wh_erebouts of enemy craft in the dark­
ness, although the delicacy of such an instrumt>nt 
might be too much for rough-and-tumble _combat at 
400 miles an hour. 

Perhaps inaudible sound waves, which would be 
reflected back by any other craft in the sky, might 
be the secret. Bats are believed to guide their flight 
in the dark by emitting supersonic sound-sound 

. higher than the register of the human ear-and be­
ing warned by its reflections from solid objects. In 
any event, it will require something rather fancy to 
check-mate tbe night bomber.-Cincinnati Enquirer.
