Looking to the future when more
ges may be needed by steel mills for
the production of defense materials,
the Eenfucky West Virginia Gas Com-
Pany i3 planning a preliminary survey
of a 200-mile pipe line from this coun-
ity to merthern West Virginia, it was
said on good authority in Ashland
last. week.
The line; if laid, would connect with
the Pitfsburgh & West Virginia Gas
Company’'s lines,
The Survey, however, is nof being
underfaken with the intention of im-
mediate work: is being planned, rath-
er, to save time if a greater volume of
gas s demanded.
The amount of money to be ex-
pended son the proposed pipeline was
not revealed but it is certain that a
project of that kind would call for the
expenditure of several million dollazs.
It is probable that a good percentage
of this total would be spent in the
Eastern Kentucky area.
The SUrvey, including securing
tails preparatory to construction, will
be made for the purpose of possible
future work.
Apparently fthe national defense
program will be the main ‘factor in
the proposed pipeline, as the Ashland
sources indicated construction would
rest on the steel industry’s meed for
additional gas for use in producing
defense materials.
“Tt would be a matter of the steel
industry needing more gas in large
guantities in an exceptionally short
time,” was the explanation given, but
it was emphasized that construction
of the pipe line would not begin unless
the demand for additional gas was ap-
parenti

Floyd county is the leading gas-pro-
ducing county of this section, but sev-
eral neighboring counties have high-
production gas fields. Wells now ccm-
pleted, those being drilled, and others

RE.OPENED

OFFICIALS BELIEVE
PUZZLE NEARER
SOLUTION

The murder mystery case
presented in the hotel-room
