WAR VETERAN,
SECOND SLAIN
IN FORTNIGHT

CHARLIE WRIGHT, 51,
VICTIM MONDAY
AT WEST P’BURG

Prestonsburg’s second slaying with-
in a period of less than two weeks tock
place late Monday night when Charlie
Wright, 5l-year-old World War vet-
eran, was shot and fatally wounded
by Ollie Hall at-the Hall home
West Prestonsburg.

Wright died on the operating table
i of the Prestonsburg General hospital
at 2:03 p. m., Tuesday, three hours
after he was shot.

Hall, arrested and jailed by Police-
men Epp Laferty and Arthur Black-
burn,Nehortly after the shooting ftook
plage, waived examining trial Wednes-
day morning and his bond was set at
$5.000.

The slayer frankly admitted shoot-
ing at Wright and expressed the hope,
according to officers, that his bullet
had taken effect. Wright's shirt was
butrned to & crisp where the bullet en-
tered, police stafed.

Hall's .32-calibre bullet enfered the
veteran’s body in the left side of his

chest, slightly from behind the center |

of his side, ranged downward and
emerged from the right side of his ab-
domen. The wounded man walked
from the scene of the shooting to the
home of Mrs. Willie Allen, two blocks
away, where he fell. He was conscious
until ether was administered, prepara-
tory to an operation in a desperate ef-
fort to save his life.

Autherities expect Hall to plead the
“unwritten law,” since he claims that
he found his wife in Wright's arms.
Mrs. Hall told County Attorney For-
rest D. Short that Wright was dt-
tempting to disrobe her when her
husband fired.

KY.-W. VA.GAS
MAY SPEND
$1,250,000

HALF OF PROGRAM
IS CENTERED
IN FLOYD

Plans of the Kentucky West Vir-
ginia Gas Company provide for the
completion of 90 gas wells in Floyd,
Knott and Pike counties this year,
Peter €. VanGilst, Ashland, vice-
president in charge of operations of
the company, told THE TIMES Wed-
nesday .

The company’s program for 1941 will
entail the expenditure of $1,500,000 in
the three counties, he said.

Of the 90 wells slated for completion,
appreximately 15 are carried over from
last year’s operations. Around 50 per-
cent of the wells to be drilled will be
located in Floyd county.

Told of rumors to the effect that his
company plans construction of a giant
compressor station at Dwale, Mr.
VanGilst replied,” “The compressor
station is very intangible. At this time
Iit. is not being seriously considered
and, in any event, nothing will be defi-
nitely known about it before 60 or 90
days have elapsed.”

In connection with the widespread
drilling operations to be carried on by
the company, Mr. VanGilst said that
considerable work in pipeline expan-
sion will be done in tying up new pro-
ducing wells,

‘Latest of the Kentucky West Vir-
ginia Gas Company gas sirikes in this
county was a Big Lime well on the
Davidson lease, Daniels Creek. The
well was gauged at 1,500,000 cubic feet.

‘Unprecedented development of na-
tural gas fields in Eastern Kentucky
is believed inevitable in the face of
reports that the supply in West Vir-
ginia is diminishing at an alarming
rate.

D. J. Jones, state geologist, last
week confirmed reports that the Oris-
kamy sands source in West Virginia,
Pennsylvania and New York is show-
ing definite signs of weakness. The
industry is disturbed, Jones said, at
indications the Oriskamy supply may
e too low within two years to supply
the vast Eastern market that has re-
lied upon it for several years.

Failure of the West Virginia fields
and a corresponding development of
the FEastern Kentucky fields wbuld
mean tha{ Kentucky’s great reservoir
of natural gas would be opened to
consumption along the FEastern sea-
board from New York south.

Some talk of an act in 1942 to con-
serve the state’s supply for domestic
consumption has been heard at Frank-
fort. However, Hugh Bearden, chief
consultant of the public service com-
mission, said last week the commission
has been advised an act of that na-
ture would be in restraint of inter-
state commerce,

lNVASlON OF ENGLAND MAY
MEAN A BEGINNING OF THE
END FOR HITLER’S DREAM
By JAY FRANKLIN
{In The CGeourier-Journal)
ITLER'S cherished plans to invade England in an
H all-out spring offensive have run up against
one stubbors and unexpected fact: the German
army is afraid.

The General Staff is not concerned over the loss
of life. The staff is composed of men who coolly cal-
culate that the conquest of England is worth a million
German lives. Buf the Nazi high command is not
sure of victory and believes that a conspicuous mili-
tary failure would produce a revelution in Germany,
where four-fifths of the people are against war. They
also believe that, with England in substantial con-
trol of the seas and with the R.A.F. a gong con-
cern, to establish a bridge-head in England or Ire-
land would entail the sacrifice of the entire German
navy and much of Goering's Luftwaffe.

Even if a landing were effected, there is no confi-
dence in the German High Command that it could
escape annihilation. There are more than 2,000,000
men under arms in England prepatred to erush a Nazi
Invasion. There are 300,000 men and highly mechan-
ized striking forces in North Ireland ready to start
rolling the moment the Germans set foot in Eire.
Supply would be difficult and the result might easily
be disaster.

If the High Command is worried by these prob-
lems of strategy and logistics, the rank-and-file of
the army is frankly afrald. This is because of the
awful fate of the September invasion. The Germans
put everything they had in the air over England but
the R.A.F, clawed them down by the hundreds. The
German navy would be apt fo mutiny, as it did in
1918, at the idea of a suicide offensive against Brit-
ain’s Home Fleet. Even with the two new Nazi 35,000-
ton battleships, Admiral Raeder feels no confidence
in the morale of his men in the face of hopeless odds.
If cormnered they would fight bravely, but in a sacri-
fice play they might refuse to move their ships.

The worst element is in the rank-and-file of the
German army. The fate of the first Nazi Expedition-
ary Force is known to German troops and civilians
from Narvik, Norway, to Brest in France. Because of
its horror the British have never publicized this vic-
tory.

Last autumn an R.A.F. patrol sighted the German
landing force several miles off the Belgian coast, in
a huge flotilla of small boats. The Nazis were {rying
to reverse the evacuation of the R.A.F. from Dun-
kirk and had assembled a large striking force which
they hoped could escape destruction—as the British
had escaped the previous June—by offering a large
number of small targets to air bombardment.

The R.A.F. Alr Marshal pressed the button and
“Plan A” went into effect. It worked without a hitch.
Squadrons of R.A.F. bombers made a circle around
the Nazi flotilla, dropping not bomibs but fuel oil on
the water. They were followed by other British planes
dropping small incendiary bombs on the oil. 'Then
the R.A.F. criss-crossed the German armada, with
more oil and incendiaries. In a moment the sea was
a mass of flames in which thousands of screaming,
struggling, terrified men were doomed to perish under
conditions of fantastie horror. Thus the fire-ships
which destroyed the Spanish Armads in 1588 were re-
peated in modern form in 1940.

Since then the British have worked out new
schemes, new tactics, new gags for an even more dra-
matie destruction of any future Nazi invasion and
part of Hitler's problem will be to get his men ac-
tually in motion and to keep them moving once the
threatened invasion is launched. They may mutiny
or run away, scatter or become panicky at the first
sight of an R.A.F. patrol.

Yet it has become an inner political necessity for
the Hitler regime to invade and conquer England this
spring. He has promised his people that the war will
end this year. Perhaps he is right but in the sense
that the war will end in 1941 in another German col-
lapse, as in 1918. This is what the mass of Germans
expect to happen, as they witness the collapse of
Italy today just as Austria-Hungary began to crack
early in 1918. That is why the Administration at
Washington believes that, with open-handed aid to
England, we can keep out of war and still help cre-
ate a real and lasting peace on the ruins of Hitlerism.

CAPITOL
COMMENTS

By DAVID M. PORTER

There will be two issues of major
importance that will be argued in the
coming legislature that are of vital
importance to the citizens of this
state.

The issue of T.V.A. power for use
in Kentucky cities will be the most
discussed and without a doubt the
mosé controversial of all bills brought

up.

At the present time no city in Ken-|

tucky can contract for T.V.A. power
from the Norris Dam or the Gilberts-
ville Dam Power Projects because the
regulations of the T.V.A. virtually
require that they be allowed fo say
how, when and where a city shall carry
on its business of distributing electri-
city to its citizens and to itself for
munieipal purposes. The T.V.A. would
have final authority on the establish-
ment of rates, operation and installa-
tion of equipment. The Court of Ap-
peals held that this would be opposed
to a law of 1929, amended in. 1936,
that give the rights of control, rates,
distribution and management to a city
utility commission of three members.

The ruling of the Court of Appeals
denying use of T.V.A. power under
existing laws, says:

Public office is a public trust and
it is fundamental that the perform-
ance of the trust cannot be farmed
out or delegated to one not chosen di-
rectly or indirectly by the citizens,
and then only under permission of the
legislative body which establishes the
trust. A city cannot go beyond its
charter, nor its officers step aside that
their functions may be performed or
their administration shared by others.
It commented that the authority does
partake of the nature of the prover-
bial rich uncle, but in its practice, as

There is nothing in the laws of Ken-
tucky that gives such agency special
or preferred status.

In order for cities of Kentucky to
avail themselves of T.V.A. power,
the 1941 legislature will have to pass a
special law.

The other issue that is sure to be
brought up by labor is to change the
existing law so that employes who
stop work while contracts are being
arranged with labor unions will not
be ruled as strikers and can thus get
unemployment compensation.

There have been many rumors in
the last two weeks regarding Senator
Barkley’s appointment to the Supreme
Court to take McReynolds' place when
he retires in March.

ments recently given to them by the
Federal Cemmunications Commission, |
according to R. H. Koch, Prestons- |
burg.

To those of you who just twist the|
dial, this will mean finding a lot of
your favorite stations in a new place. |

To those who use push-button tun-
ing, it will mean having a radio repair |
man re-setting some of the push but-
tons. |

From 550 to T20 kilocycles there will |
be no shift, which means that WCHS, |
| Charleston, WSM, Nashville, WLW,
| Cincinnati, and WGN, Chicago will|
remain where they are on your dial or|
push buttons. |

From 740 to 780 kilocycles the shift|
will be 10 ke. For example, WSB At-
lanta and WJR Detroit will be chang-
ed as follows: WSB, now T40, will be
found at 750, and WJR, now 750, will
be 760 kec.

From 790 to 870 ke., the shift will
be 20 ke. For example, WHAS, Louis-
ville, now 820, will be 840 kec.

From 880 ke, to 1450 kc., the shiff
will be up 30 ke. WSAZ, Huntington,
ncw 1190 ke, will be 1220 ke. This 30|

That the industry in%s'tem Ken-
tucky is bestirring itself in the even-
tuality of serving New ¥York and the
East is indieated by recent news from
that section. For example the Ken-
tucky & West Virginia Gas Company
has confirmed it is making a survey
for a 200-mile pipeline from Floyd
| county to Northern West Virginia, the
| heart of that state's gas development.

Until two years ago, the state
geologist said, the Oriskamy sands area
was believed sound enough to accom-
modaté consumption demands of the|
East. Then reports began to trickle
through, Jones sald, that the field was

| becoming limited, that the reck pres-

sute was dropping off. The situation
has now reached the stage, lie said,
where intensified search is being made
in West Virginia for new fields, hoth |
by wildcat outfits and big companies.

Jones said he does not have an ac-|
curate idea of the full strength of the
Devonian shales source of natural gas|
in Eastern Kentucky. The field has
been developed in Floyd, Pike, Martin
and Knott counties, he said, and
“guite a sizeable supply is awaiting |
development in Letcher, Leslie, Bell,
Knox and Jackson counties.

A limited amount of Eastern Ken-|
tucky gas now is piped East through
a line, with its western terminal near
Hindman, Jones said. This line serves
the Pittsburgh area. There is consid-

through the Louisville Gas & Electric
Company's lines to Louisville and in-
termediate points, and through an-
other line serving Central and Nor-
thern Kentucky.

The Devonian shales source can be
tapped quicker and at less cost than
the Oriskamy sands in West Virginia,
the geologist said. Depth in Kentucky |
ranges from 2,500 to 3,000 feet, while
in West Virginia depth runs from 3.-
500 to 4,000 feet. Cost of drilling us-
ually runs from $3 to $350 a footf, he
sald.

Jones said what he has heard from
time to time indicates that the gas|
industry’s long range plan is to con- |
nect the Eastern markef with the gas
fleld in Texas Oklahoma, Kansas, Ar-
kansas and Louislana. Such a line, he
said, undoubtedly would be an exten-
sion of the line that now taps the
Eastern Kentucky field for benefit of
Eastern markets.

If Kentucky's supply were depleted
by too severe a strain from the East,|
the geologist said, a line tapping the|
mid-continent gas field would be nec-
essary to supply domestic needs.
Apprehension over weakness of ‘the
West Virginia field has coincided with
an enormous inerease in the consump-
tion of gas, Jones said. Aside from
greater consumption by defense in-
dustries in the Eastern and Appala-
chian industrial centers, he cited new
residential developments in every town
and city and the growing temdency to
heat homes with gas.
