WATCHMEN ON THE
WALLS ON ZION

Many, many years ago I was visit-
ing between ferms at the home of my
roommate, On Sunday we went to a
small country church near his home
and heard a preacher of & sect now
almost vanished, like so many of the
institutions that I have chronicled in
these three hundred articles. The ser-
mon was not impressive fo us begin-
ning-to-be-sophisticated college boys,
but the manner of its presentation
and the honesty of it have lasted thru
all the intervening years. Recently I
drove by the same shabby little
chureh, which evidently has been in-
nocent of paint all the 30 years since
1 first saw it. But it brought again to
my mind that preacher and his fast-
disappearing type.

They are in the Bible, but for some
reason I had never seen the words,
“Watchmen on the hills of Zion.” I
suppose that this phrase was the
preacher’s text, for he sald it over
and over in nearly every species of
tune, a characteristic of his vanish-
ing sect. What else he said I do not
know, but those sonorous and poetic
words stuck. All the rest of that day
I repeated them, fascinated with
their poetry, little thinking what fu-
ture significance they would have.
Long ago the rather ignorant but sin-
cere preacher passed away, and it is
highly doubtful whether his grave is
marked in any fashion. “Watchmen
on the walls of Zion"” these preachers
were, literally. Probably having little
or no formal education and compelled,
as this preacher was, to make their
living by farm work, they had yet
caught a vision somewhat above that
of their parishoners and were willing
to brave storms and floods to ecarry
their message to the less fortunate.
“Where there is no vision, the people
perish.” Very perversely I recall that |
the collection that day amounted to
the munificent sum of a dollar and a
quarter; I remember hearing the!
‘preacher say that this would pay the
| man he hired to work in his tobacco’
|erop while the preacher rode horse-
|back across a whole big county to keép
| his appointment the next day at his
little chureh.

Monuments, tablets, institutions,
|and churches bear produly the mames
| of great benefactors to mankind. ¥You |
can hardly drive your car safely for|
trying to read the inscriptions by the
roadside, especially in the older parts
of Kentucky and all of Virginia and
New England. But who has erected a
tablet of the simplest nature to these
humble “watchman on the walls of
Zion,” who gave as generously of what
they had as any millionaire who has |
blessed us with his wealth. Many of |
these preachers were not ordained in|
any strict sense, any more than some |
‘of the faithful old-time doctors were
graduates of medical colleges. They
felt a call and followed it, led by no
| hope of financial rewards here but be-
'lieving firmly that the laborer is wor-
thy of his hire sometime, somewhere. |
Enough of these faithful souls are left
to be familiar to most of the people |
who will read this, but long ago they
sank into insignificance in numbers
and have largely been crowded into
the remotest parts of the state, where
they carry on still their quaint but
sincere preaching of the gospel as|
they understand it.

fore a larger percentage of the soil-
building payments must be earned
through other practices. This also
necessitates an early start on the 1941
program.

Farrington suggested that farmers
can top-dress meadows and pastures

| with lime and phosphate this winter,

and get these materials on their farms,
ready for application on spring seed- |
ing. The materials should be ordered |
