THE MOUNTAIN PfEACHER 
n erhaps in no other regi~n has the preacher had 
£quite so much to do with preserving the elements 
of culture and civilization as here in the mountains 
of Kentucky. Through the long years of separation 
from the education and developments of the East­
ern colonies and the Mther Cuntry, while there 
were yet no mails, no newspapers, no telegraphs or 
telephones and when schools, such as there were, 
were out of the reach of many families, the preach­
er, or circuit rider, as he was called, was to the wide­
ly scattered fontiersmen a kind of herald, bringing 
when he came, some news of events in other sec­
tions of the hills and beyond their borders, like the 
faint echoes of places unreal and visionary, He then 
was looked to for advice and information of various 
kind, and his views as to the near future, were 
sought by the people of all different classes. His 
sermons, crude and faulty as they often were, being 
attempts at imitaion on English sermons and 
speeches, carried on through those stormy periods 
the best that was then extant in the language and 
philosophy of the hills. To him mountaineers of se­
veral generatins owed much fr their gifts of logic 
and speaking. Though often mixed with qualities 
that were only local, yet there were elements of clas­
sic exprssion and signs of the great oratory that 
played a great part in English and Irish history­
echoes of Elizabethan English. 

Investigation seems to prove that the early 
preachers of the mountains long before he building 
of railroads were not the inferior type some have 
thought. One who once lived near the Cumberland
