Roast Pork Without Ration Pomts,
Fare of P’burg Woman’s Kin,
Shipwrecked by Japanese

| An Associated Press dispatch tells
how a shipwrecked crew which in-
cluded Lieut, B. E, Harkey, Okla-
homa City, Okla., brothe; of Mrs.
W. P. Mayo, Prestonshurg, “took
to” wild pigs, including bones and
hair, “just like they were candy.”

The story follows:

San Francisco, Calif.—The snar-
ing and roasting of three little wild
pigs, and memories of the delicious
feast stood in sharp relief against
a backdrop of violent war and
seething seas Tuesday as five sall-
ors told of their experiences after
their ship had been torpedoed.

It happened late in April in the
South Pacifie, A Japanese subma=-
rine sent the merchant ship to the
bottom with a single torpede.

At most the cultivation
should be of the “scratch” sort, and
the soil surface should be kept
level, no ridges.

The fact that Economic Stabilizer
Jimmy Byrnes is not letting politics
creep into job is evidenced by
the appointinent of bald, mustachi-
oed Ralph E. Flanders, as one of
the two management representia-
tives on his advisory board. For
Flanders, who is president of the
Jones and Lamson Machine coms-
pany pi Springfield, Vt., has been
one of the President's severest crit-
ics.

In fact if he could get his hands
on a certain letter he wrote during
the 1936 campaign, undoubtedly he
would lose no time burning it up,

The letter was sent to Joseph Leib
of South Eend, Ind., founder (in
1930 of the first Roosevelt-for-Pres-
ident club. Leib had written Flan-

ders asking if he thought business | ¢

would receive the '‘breathing spell’”
promised by the President during
the campaign.

The Vermont manufacturer re-
plied, August 25, 1936, that it was
“increasingly difficult” to support
New Deal policies, chiefly because
f the tax bill of that year, which,
he said, “‘makes it practically im-
possible either to pay dividends or
to lay aside reserves ta meet future
conditions of unemployment.

“TI can only conclude,” Flanders
added, *‘that there is oo such thing
as a 'breathing spell’ so long as Mr.
Roosevelt is President.™

Early in 1941 Flanders was
pointed to a key job in the Machine
and Tools group of the OFPM priori-
ties division.
