Wl1en the Certificate is finally issued, all 
it is, is a mere c>rtification that the ''eteran served in the war and was 
discharged. It dues not give any of his record of battles, wounds, etc. 

Our Legi~lnture has wisely enacted a law which requires all County 
Court Clerks to keep a .::;pecial record book for recording discharges a~ 
every discharged vetlmm has the right under that Ia '' to present his dis­
charge to his County Court Clerk to be recorded FREE OF COST TO 
HDI. 

'fhe1·e are many future emergencies facing you, our Comrades, 
wherein you "Ill find m·gent need of your discharge, or n certified copy 
of it. It ls highly important, therefore. that you make it a business of 
first order upon receiving your discharge. to take it to your County Court 
Clerk and }.ave it recorded so that in the future, even though you may 
have lost it, you can go to the Clerk and ha,·c a certified copy made for 
whate\•er use you may ha,·e for it.

We have neYer 
tried to enforce the compulsory n.c­
clnaUon law here and estimate thd
