The schoolroom slogan for war 
days, "Do the job with the things 
at hand as best you can," ha.s been 
given practical application here 
dkring the last ftve weeks at 
the Morehead Teachers College 
workShop which ends its term Fri­
day. 

One hundred six teachers, re­
cruits and veterans, !rom Floyd 
-and Johnson counties, and 51 chil­
dren have leamed not only how t<> 
do the job but how to do It better. 

Prestonsburg business ftrms have 
been wondering !or these past five 
weeks what need teachers and pu­
pils had tor the quantities o! card­
board, old boxes. even orange 
crates, they were collecting. A visit 
to the workshop gives the answer­
flash cards, charts, tiny chairs and 
tables, all made by the teachers and 
the children In the undertaking o! 
how to do things with the hands, 
how to clear up for beginners the 
mysteries or early reading. writing 
and spelling-all still following the 
slogan of doing the best with what 
ls available. 

Dr. J. D. Falls, head ot the work­
shop, explained that teachers are 
being told not to teach by rote;

a word," Dr. Fa!ls explained. "Nor 
do we teach him merely how to put 
together a string or letters to spell 
a word; we try t<> make that word 
an actual somet:'ling in his mind. 
We do not stress oral spelling; rath­
er, we want the child to be able to 
spell correctly in writing-the me­
dium in which spelling Is most often 
used." 

Flash cards such as usE'd In the 
shop w1ll be USed in the schools. These 
develop alertness and readine.t;S of 
the child to recognize a word. Some 
of the charts are used to teach the 
beginner how to read, and his own 
name appears first on the chart. 
Then follows other information 
about the pupU himself-all of which 
Is designed to be o! deep interest to 
the beginner. 

Because of the use o! flash cards 
and charts, each teacher has been 
required to master the art of print­
ing letters and figures. 

''Mere book learning is not all we 
are trying to teach." Dr. Falls said. 
"That in itself ls 'Worthless. We nre 
stressing healLb, without which 
learning avails lltUe." 

Children at the workshop hnve 
acted in health playlets cleverly 
staged t<> interest children and 
teachers alike. Drinking and eating 
habits, the matter of cleanliness and 
a study of foods are included in the 
workshop course. 

"We now read from 100 to 500 pl'r 
cent faster than we did 20 years ago 
because of improved methods of 
teaching reading," Dr. Falls com• 
mented. ''As a mat.ter o! !act, the 

child of t<>day knows more about the 
world ln general than I did, with my 
limited reading and my study only 
o! textbooks, when I was 20 years 
Old. 

"Our Idea is not only to have the 
pupU learn that a historical event, 
for instance, occurred, but also to 
give him the background so that he 
will understand the how and why of 
such an event," Dr. Falls added. 

Eloquent examples of "doing the 
job with the things at hand" are 
tiny, attractive baskets fashioned 
from vines by teachers attending the 
workshop, toy band instruments 
made by the chlldren and other ar­
ticles. 

Miss Geneva Williams, of the 
Picadome school faculty, of Lex­
ington, has been conducting classes 
from 9 till 11 a.m., after which a 
general discussion of teaching prob­
lems and practises is held. Special 
lectures have been given by Miss 
Reba Harris, consultant, State Board 
of Health; Dr. Marvin Ransdell, di­
rector, Floyd County Health Depart­
ment; H. C. HaS"gan, head of the 
Agriculture <lepartment, Morehead 
State Teachers. Assisting Dr. Falls 
in the varlou!l phases o! teacher 
training were Miss Williams, Miss 
Patty Richmond, Pikeville city 
schools, and ML'>S Esther Call, head 
of the Morehead Teachers depart­
ment of Home Econon1lcs, who was 
here !or a week of the term.

M. W. McFarlin, special agent in

The investigation at David ls be­
ing made under authority of the 
Smith-Connally act forbidding the 
inciting of a strike. The mine at 
David was operated at the time of 
the strike under government super­
vision.

For they know that, once "cost-plus" 
has pas:,;ed with the war's urgent need 
for production, they go back to real work. 
They know that peacetime industry, 
without any guarantee of profits other 
than those to be gained through the pro­
duction and sale of civilian goods, will 
demand an honest day's work for a day's 
pay. . b d . fi • Gone will e ten men omg ve mens 
work. Gone the lackadaisical pace, the 
occasional round of stories with the boys 
in the rest rooms. No longer will the fore­
men be warning employes against too 
great effort. The milling inefficiency of 
the war plant will be succeeded by the 
streamlined, economizing efficiency of a 
peacetime manufacturing plant. 

For, that time come, Uncle Sam, no 
longer crying for l?roduction. and .more 
production of fightmg material, wtll no 
longer be guaranteeing the manufactur­
ers ten per cent above co:;t. No longer 
will the employer's attitude be, "the cost 
be damned"; for greater cost will mean 
less rather thau greater profits.

On Two-Sided u Front'' 

WITH THE FiFTH ARMY, IT­
ALY-Qn the morning the 3rd In­
fantry ''Marne" Division took Val· 
montone, Italy, and cro.~ed High­
way 6, the Road to iRome, 1st Lieut. 
Franks. Greenlee N11slwme, Tenn., 
a reconnaisance omcer, was ordered 
to take his platoon along the hlgh­
way and make contact with the flee­
Ing Gennans. Taking his orders 
very literally, th~ lieutenant con­
tacted the Germans fieelng in two 
directions.

We conjectured on when we would 
get the final call, conjectured on

We felt our chances were not vecy 
good. And we were not happy about 
it. Men like Don Whitehead and 
Clark Lee, who had been through 
the mill so long and so boldly, began 
to get nerves.
