SCHOOL BOARD
DEBT, $47,000

$38,000 Paid in 1943-44
On Indebtedness, Audit
Discloses This Week

With more than $38,000 paid on
debts during the last fiseal year, to-
tal indebtedness of the Floyd Coun-
ty Board of Education stood, as of
June 30, at a low mark of $47,000,
the Board’s audit published in THE
TIMES this week shows.

Against this indebtedness are
school properties valued at $1,016,963
—twice their value in 1936,

Moreover, County Superintendent
Town Hall pointed ouf, the Board is

reduced by yet another $10,000 this
year.

Mr. Hall pointed out that when he
became Superintendent in 1936 the
Board's indebtedness was $127,034.56.
Of the $100,000 of funding bonds
sold in 1930, only $34,000 worth re-
main to be redeemed, he added.
Next year, $8,000 is due on these
bonds, the same amount is due in
1946 and $9,000 worth hecome due in
each of the Sur_'ceedin% two years.

The only outstanding consolidated
school bonds are $6,000 issued by the
Auxier distriet in 1926, $3,000 for
Martin in 1929 and $4,000 worth for
Wheelwright in 1933, In the Auxier
sinking fund at this time is a re-
serve of $2,091 to apply against its
bond indebtedness.

For a long time I have intended
doing a series about the antiaireraft
gunners. I'm glad I never got

| around to it before, for here on the

Normandy beachhead our ack-ack
seems to have reached its peak.

Figures are not permissible but I
can say that right now we have
many, many ack-ack soldiers on the
beachhead and that by the time ev-
erything has arrived the number
will be much larger.

And that is speaking only of ack-
ack men who do nothing else. In
addition there are thousands of gun-
ners attached to divisions and other
units who doubles in brass when
planes come over ang shoot at any-
thing that passes low.

Our ack-ack is commanded by a
general officer, which indicates how
important it is. His hundreds of gun
batteries éven intercept planes be-
fore they near the beaches, The
gun positions are plotted on a big
wall map in his command tent, just
as the battle lines are plotted by
infantry units. A daily score is kept
of the planes shot down—confirmed
ones and probables. Just as an ex-
ample of the effectiveness of our
ack-ack, one four-gun battery alone
shot down 15 planes in the first
two weeks,

Up to the time this is written the
Germans don’t seem to have made
up . their minds exactly what they
are frying to do in the air. They
wander around all night long, usual-
ly in singles but sometimes in num-
bers, but they don't do a great deal
of bombing. Most of them turn
away at the first near burst from
one of our 90-mm. guns. Our ack-
ack men say they think the German
pilots are yellow, but having seen
the quality of German fighting for
nearly two years now that is hard
for me to believe.

Often they will drop flares that
will light up the whole beach area,
and then fail to follow through and
bomb by the light of their flares.
The ack-ack men say that not more
than two out of ten planes that ap-
proach the beachhead ever make
their bomb runs over our shipping.
¥You are liable to get a bomb any-
where along the coastal area, for
many of the Germans apparently
just salvo their bombs and hightail
home.

It is indeed a spectacle to waich
the antiaircraft fire when the Ger-
mans actually get over the beach
area. All the machine guns on the
ships lying off the beaches cut loose
wigh their red tracer bullets, and
those on shore do too,, Their bullets
arch in all directions and fuse into
a sky ﬁ!.!]ng pattern. The lines of
tracers bend and wave and seem
like streams of red water from
hoses. The whole thing becomes a
gigantie, @nimiaied fountain of red
in the black sky. And above all
this are the split-second golden
flashes of big-gun shells as they ex-
plode high up toward the stars.
