In Limited Quantities
To State Hospitals I

Penicillin, the new drug derived
from a common mold (penicillin |
no-atum), which hithevto has been |
used extensively only by the army,
is available now for Hmited use for |
the civilian population, Dr, P. E,
Blackerby, state health commission-
er, snnounced last week.

The Office of Civilian® Penicillin
Disttibution has been established in
Chicago and this agency has desig-
nated various hospitals in Kentucky
to serve as “depot hospitals" not
only to obtain enough of the drug
{to take care of their cwn needs but
to supply other hospitals in their
respective vicinities. Thus the drug
will become available to physicians |
for treatment of various infections |
resistant fo the sulfa drugs or other |
medicines, with the understanding
that patients are to be freated in
hospitals, Dr, Blackerby pointed out.

For the state hospitals and penal
institutions with hospital faeilities
the State Department of Health has
been made the “depot” for distribu-
tion and will requisition the drug
for these hospitals upon order of
the state medical director.
