In Prison Camp, On Way to Girl Who Waited

Pfic. Everette W. Collins, of Weeks-
bury, who left a foot in a shattered
tank in Tunisia, later made his own
artificial leg and walked out of a
German prison camp, is on his way
home to the girl he left behind.

The saga of the Floyd countian
was released this week by the War
Department.

As soon as he is fitted with a new
artificial leg at Walter Reed Med-
ical Center, Washington, D. C., Col-
lins will be discharged. And then he
plans to marry “the little girl who
has waited for me since I enlisted
on August 5, 1040." After that, he
will complete his education.

Mrs, Garfield Collins, mother oI
the heroic tankman, was quoted af
Weeksbury Tuesday as saying that
the girl who waited for her son is
Miss Belva Potter, of Dorton, Pike
county.

Colling lost his leg on February
15, 1943, during the Tunisian cam-
paign. While he was driving a tank,
an 88-mm. armor-piercing shell
struck and the tank lurched and
stopped.

“T had a numb feeling in my right
leg, and looked down at my foof,"
he recalled. “That 88 shell had hit
my leg about four inches above the
ankle, Part of me was missing.”

Collins dragged himself out of the
tank, and some three hours later
the German medics found him and
gave him first aid. He was taken fo
the rear where German surgeons
completed the amputation.

Within a week he was evacuated
to Italy. In late September he was
sent to a German prison camp.

Three weeks later a Swiss delega-
tion visited the camp to determine
which prisoners were to be repa-

triated.

Meanwhile, the Germans had
measured him for a leg, but months
dragged on and no leg was furnish-
ed. Collins, determined not to come
home on crutches, decided to make
his own.

A British private who knew some-
thing about artificial limbs volun-
teereq to help. The Germans fur-
nished the fiber; they also furnish-
ed plastic wood. Pleces of scrap
metal from English planes, salvaged
American leather, a foot salvaged
from an assortment of discarded
artificial Iimbs completed Collins’
artificial leg.

Shortly afterward Collins began
the first lap of his long journey
home., He had leamed to walk so
well that he was given a 30-day pass
right after he reached the army
medical center in the United States.

people of this country can expect, soon-
er or later, a huge public works program
to take up the post-war employment
slack,

Even though Mr., Dewey holds to the
theory that private enterprise can be
maintained at such a peak that it ean
meet all employment needs, many cities
over the country are now planning post-
war improvement programs which will
serve two purposes—provide work for
their residents and improve their com-
munities.

The newspapers have recently com-
mented at length on the Houston (Texas)
plan, a five-year post-war program of
improvements—streets, highways, flood
control, sewers, airport development,
parks and the like—at a total cost of
$31,000,000. Some of these newspapers
hail the plan solely because it points a
way which may be followed by other
miunicipalities in community improve-
ment, Others, more realistic, approve it

for that reason and for another—beecause

it might be a part of the post-war plan-
ning which would keep men at/work.
If such plans and measures do main-
fain the employment level, render un-
necessary another WPA, what have we
ac¢omplished more than was accomplish-
ed in the days of deep depression?
Is not work done at the public ex-
pense a part, warp and woof, of the
same economic principle as WPA?
WPA, with all its faults, was a public
works undertaking national in scope, de-
signed to furnish employment for unem-
ployed men and women and at the same
fime to provide public improvements.
The Houston Plan, or any other plan
envisioning the expenditure of public
money on improvements, may sound
more grandly mellifluous, may not be
so loudly condemned by the “Haves’—
but, after all, it will be a local WPA
under another name,

Those who decried the waste of the
nation's substance on the construction
of up-the-creek roads do not think of
the building of a majestic dam, a beau-
tiful park or an eye-swimming public
building as anything but a great
achievement.

Sometimes it depends on whose goose
is being cooked whether matters are all
right or all wrong. THE TIMES trusts,
with fingers crossed, that enough private
employment can be found after war's
end for all the millions of service men
and war workers. But it contends that
sheer stubbornness or dislike of methods
undertaken in the past will in no wise
relieve this country of its duty to furnish
work, private or public, call it by what-
ever name you like.

Government Provides
Flag to Survivors
_ |
For each member of the m‘med!
forces who dies in service, the gov-
ernment provides an American flag,
which is presented to his family, If
the boy dies in this country and the
body is returned home for burial,
it is presumed that the flag that ac-

companies the body is retained
by the family.
Those boys, however, who die AND 2

overseas are buried near the place
they die; in those cases, a flag is
available to the family upon the
filling out a brief application and
presenting proof of death. The no-
tice from the War Department is
ample proof. All those who have lost
sons in this war are eligible. The
flags are five feet wide and nine feet
and six inches long.

The family should secure Form
2008 (Veterans Administration) from
the nearest Veterans’ Administra-
tion office or local postoffice, produce
the notice of death, state that they
have not received a flag, fill out the
form and either take it or mail it to
the nearest Veterans’ Administra-
tion office.
