Only from the representatives of
humanity’s needs could civilization ex-
pect protection, and it may have been a
higher will than our own that gave into
our hands the awesome force necessary
to win this life-and-death struggle,

Then we should be thankful rather
than critical. And gratefully we should
accept the solemn duty of holding in
leash this power against the destruection
of any except those who would subju-
gate the world, deprive all peoples of
liberty and destroy the finest that is in
mankind.

Herein, then, in the dark awesome-
ness of a thing of death, may lie a hope
for the day when the sword will indeed
become a plowshare.

In addition, the rela-
tionship of animal disease to human
| health should be considered by ev-
eryone as important as many of the
|'diseases of animals are transmis-

is planned to be of definite value to
vou in ecaring for the health of your
| animals.

hog cholera, over twenty million

million dollars; distemper in dogs,
| over ten million dollars, and par-
| asites in all animals, over two hun-
| dred million dollars. These diseases
| and figures are given to show what
|an enormous loss is prevalent every
| year. Do not be fooled by saying
that they are other people's loss. In
Floyd and adjoining counties these
diseases are just as prevalent. Of
| course there are many other dis-
eases of stock just as costly, These
'include distemper, purpura hemor-
rhagicia: and azoturia in horses;
milke fever, acetonemonia and ship-
| ping fever in cattle; swine erysipelas
and shipping fever in hogs and ra-
bies in dogs. These large losses of
animals from diseases can definitely
be reduced by proper disease con-
trol methods.

There is a seasonal occurrance of
hog cholera in the fall months of
each vear. Therefore during the
season approaching now be sure tol
be on the lookout for any indica- |
tions of hog cholera in any of your |
hogs or any hogs you might buy |
from the stock markets (community |
sales) and unknown dealers.

Tire Quotas Held "

To August Level |
Motorists’ hopes for new tires

were dimmed this week when the
OPA announced that September
civilian quotas would be the same[
as in August, and “far from enough”
to meet the flood of applications
since gasoline rationing ended Au-
gust 15.

Max McCullough, deputy ration-
ing administrator, promised, how-
ever, that tire rationing will end
“just as soon as enough tires are
available” to prevent the transpor-
tation system from being ecrippled
by a rush that would strip dealers
of supplies.

Next month's quotas eall for 2,-
500,000 passenger-car tires, 386,862
for small trucks and 200,000 for
larger trucks. The only important
change from August guotas was an
increase of 2,000 large-truck tires
and a corresponding reduction in
smaller sizes.

The War Manpower Commission,
meanwhile, reported that 2,000,000
war workers have been released from
their jobs since announcement of the
Japanese surrender. This figure does
not represent the actual increase in
