“Many of the returning service-
men will be confronted by very real
problems of personal adjustments,
some of which may not be imme-
diately apparent. These men do not
want sympathy. They expect an un-
derstanding approach to their prob-
lems, a recognition of their disabili-
ties, with intelligent advice and as-
sistance in their effort to become
useful, contented civillans again.

“The home service workers of the
Floyd County Chapter are ready
to help these veterans and their
families, They are entitled to all
available assistance in solving per-
sonal and family nroblems just as
they were during the time the man
served with the armed forces,” Miss
‘White explained.

The primary responsibility for care |
of the veteran is that of the govern-
ment. Legislation provides the vet-
eran with mustering-out payments,
employment service, unemployment
allowance, education, training, hos-
pital and medical care, pensions,
and other benefits—but a very im-
portant part of effecting permanent
adjustment must be carried out by
home folks. They carry out those
personal services which only neigh-
bors and friends can perform. For
many veterans, federal legislation
may not solve their problems but
rather present new ones to be solved.

Thus the home service workers
of Floyd County Chapter will give
the friendly interpretative service
which will aid the veteran and his
family. The laws passed for benefits
of veterans lose most of their value
uriless the local community assumes
its proper share in assisting veferans
in their returm fto normal civilian
life.
