Arm Broken, Sturgill 
Lost to P'burg Team; 
Hall Is Replacement 

Against Elkhorn City in Satur­
day afternoon's semi-finals, the 
Blackcats lost the game in the third 
quarter through wild passing while 
the v.inners were enjoying a "hot" 
streak.

Barkley Sturgill, stellar center, Elkhorn City ahead, 22-9, but in the 

Mandatory provisions of the War 
Production Board's order prohibit­
ing outdoor advertising, display, and 
ornamental lighting, as well as cer­
tain forms of show window and 
marquee lighting, became effective 
today, Feb. 1. 

Severe penalties will be imposed 
upon all persons and firms that 
continue these forms of lighting. 
Not the least of these penalties is 
that the War Production Board may 
order the electric supplier to dis­
continue all electric service to vio­
lators. The order also states that a 
wilful violation of any of its provi­
sions makes the violator guilty of 
a crime and, upon conviction, he 
may be punished by fine or impris­
onment. 

Director of War Mobilization 
and Reconversion James F. Byrnes 
has published the figures with re­
spect to the government's estimate 
of the coal production for the coun­
try as a whole. In 1944, requirements 
were 621,000,000 tons, against a pro­
duction of 620,000,000. It is estimat­
ed that during 1945 bituminous coal 
requirements will be 620,000,000 tons, 
while only 580,000,000 tons will be 
produced. Mr. Byrnes further po ts 
out that there has been a substan­
tial loss in the mine labor force, for 
in 1943 there were 435,000 men em­
ployed in the bituminous mines and 
that this had dropped to 420,000 in 
1944. It is estimated that during 
1945 not more than 390,000 miners 
will be available. 

The deficit in coal production 
during these years was made up by 
drawing on stockpiles. The stock-

down to approximately 40,000,000 
tons from a figure of 7'1,000,000 tons 
on April 1, 1943, and the former fig­
ure represents only a 22-day supply. 
Serious distribution problems may 
be expected with a stockpile below 
a 30-day supply. 

The government estimates that it 
will be necessary to reduce the over­
all consumption of bituminous coal 
by 25,000,000 tons during 1945, even 
if there are no stoppages of work 
during the year. Justice Byrnes has 
stated that savings in coal in the 
space heating field must bear the 
largest reduction in consumption 
and the managements of all office 
buildings, hotels, and the like have 
been asked to keep temperatures 
below 69 degrees in order to effect 
this saving. A 10 per cent reduction 
in space heating will save 14,000,000 
tons of coal. However, in addition, 
the War Production Board has esti­
mated that 2,000,000 tons a year may 
be saved by the elimination of the 
forms of lighting which it has or­
dered discontinued as of Feb. 1. 
The War Production Board has re­
quired the electrical supplier in ev­
ery community in the United States 
to notify its customers of the pro­
visions of the order.

Pvt. Henry Bailey, husband of 
Mrs. Viola Bailey, of Gearheart, 
upon completion of three weeks of 
intensive training, has graduated 
from .the demolition course of the 
parachute school, Ft. Benning, Ga. 
This course is one of t'he five spe­
cialists' schools offered to the para­
chutist at Ft. Benning. They include 
demolition, camouflage, communica­
tions, riggers and machine main­
tenance. Only qualified jumpers 
may apply, and only the better men 
from each qualifyi class receive 
this instruction. 

The work of the demolitionist is 
of prime importance in the modern 
warfare w'hich is waged by the hard 
hitting paratrooper. They study and 
practise demolition methods of set­
ting and disarming booby traps, de­
stroying bridges, and blowing up in­
dustrial plants, dams, and all means 
of communication. In addition, they 
practise with the flame thrower and 
the army's famed "bazooka."

OUR Government has declared that a 
shortage of coal has created a situation 
so critical as to threaten the war effort. 

There is no shortage of electrical capacity. 
We have ample capacity to meet the demands 
made upon us for war production and for 
civilian use as well, but coal is essential for 
producing electricity.

§ 4500.61 Utilities Order U-9-(a) 
:>urpose of this order. War require-
1.lents have created a shortage in the 
;upply of coal and other fuels. The 
purpose of this order is to save fuels 
used in the generation of electricity by 
prohibiting certain unnecessary uses of 
dectricity. 

(b) Definitions. For the purpose of 
this order: • 

(1) "Person" means any individual, 
partnership, association, business trust, 
..:orporation, political subdivision, gov­
ernmental agency or corporation or any 
organized group of persons whether in­
corporated or not. 

(2) "Electric supplier" means any 
person who generates, transmits or dis­
tributes electricity.
