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The Merits of the Case 

WHILE THE TIMES shares with the 
Big Sandy valley and Floyd county 
particularly the disappointment re­

sulting from the location of the district 
tuberculosis hospital in Ashland rather 
than at Allen, ·we decline to become 
vituperative about the matter, knowing 
whatever we may say will avail nothing. 

\Ve hesitate to start name-calling as a 
result of this rank injustice to this sec­
tion of Kentucky, but the only commen­
dation we have to offer is to Representa­
tive \V. G. Biggers and Claude Ham­
mons for their authorship of. the tuber­
culosis program legislation and to them, 
Dr. Howard and Senator Waldon of the 
Sites Committee for standing firm in 
their choice of the Floyd county site. 

Governor \Villis exnlains that he used 
no influence in brin~.Qi ~about the Com­
mission's choice of l"inland or any other 
hospital sit.e Explaining his position, 
Governor "Willis said: "I have insisted 
that the decision in each case be based 

the merits." 
Then what are the merits of this Allen­

Ashland case? 
The community of Allen is approxi­

mately 10 miles from Prestonsburg, at 
the junction of two paved highways. The 
.site itself was chosen on the "·ord of the 
Commission's architect. It is, or is near, 
the geographical center of the district. 
It is in a section of Kentucky which, as 
The Courier-Journal pointed out, "is 
lacking more general facilities than any 
other in the state and most needing all 
the l•elp it can get in the way of medical 
facilities." All utilities were assured. The 
Floyd fiscal court had voted to build wa­
ter and sewage systems as required and 
to · the site. The site was the only 

ever voted by those who had ac-

t u a I I y inspected potential hospifal 
grounds. 

The city of Ashland, on the other h~nd, 
is on the Ohio river, at or near the ex­
h·eme end of the district. It is as far f ·om 
many parts of the district as are the os­
pital to be buiW at Paris or Hazelwood 
in Louisville. Governor Willis has not de­
nied that he himself not long ago declar­
ed Ashland is too far from the center of 
the district. It is not the center of a re­
gion needing medical facilities. It was 
never considered by the Sites Committee 
-the men who actually went onto the' 
ground and looked the situation over­
as a favorable or just location. It has all 
the utilities any community of the section 
can offer. The location there is near a 
paved road or street. 

That tells the story-almost. One more 
"merit" must be added to Ashland's case. 
It is the home of the Governor of Ken­
tucky! • 'Living on Borrowed Time' 

MANY of those _who sat in the crowds 
which packed the Pikeville high 
school gymnasium recently must 

have viewed the building, jammed as 
it \Vas, as the thing it was - a huge 
fire-trap. A long, frame building, two 
doors at the front the only means of exit, 
every seat jammed downstairs and up, 
even the stairways packed; a pot-bellied 
stove at the rear supplying heat; cigar­
ettes smouldering all through the house. 

This is written not as a rebuke to a 
neighboring tO\\'n or to belittle its gym­
nasium. It is intended as a warning. 
Floyd county has gymnasiums which ar~, 
or could be, as dangerous under crowded 
conditions. 

This section has never suffered a dis­
aster in human life by fire-but it is, as 
the aged admit they are, "living on bor­
rowed time" against that tragic day. 

Suppose, under conditions such as ex­
isted at Pikeville recently and under 
such as may exist in this county at the 
coming tournaments, fire breaks out and 
there is no adequate means of emptying 
the building in o1·derly fashion. It re­
quires no powerful imagination to con­
jure up the scene of horror that would 
follow-hundreds burned or trampled to 
death. That is leaving off the details of 
such tragedy which the reader should 
not need to catch the hair-raising picture 
of the danger. 

THE TIMES does not enjoy the role of 
calamity-howler or viewer-with-alarm; 
it does not want to be a kill-joy or to dull 
the fun of witnessing a fine sport. But it 
cannot, with good conscience, refrain 
from warning against a danger that 90 
per cent of us, at some time or other, risk. 

We will continue with basketball, we 
hope. Then the thing for school authori­
ties to do, and the thing that the public 
should demand that they do, is provide 
adequate means of exit from all gymna­
siums and encourage every possible safe­
ty practice.
