Draft All Who Are Needed! 

AT LAST the United States, known to 
most of the world as a "democracy," 

has got down to the democratic way of 
doing things. 

This democratic procedure in war­
time was outlined in the President's 
message to the Congress, calling for the 
drafting of labor and nurses as well as 
that of fighting men. 

Although there are those in the Con­
gress who will call this an autocratic ex­
ercise of power over the lives of free men 
and women, a regimentation of the sim­
ple act of livirrg and dying by govern­
mental decree, the fact remains that this 
is '"'hat the country has needed from the 
outset of the war - a common level, a 
common purpose and an all-out effort to 
win the war. 

The Selective Service system has been 
recognized as the democratic way of sup­
plying our fighting forces-that is, armed 
forces composed of men from all walks 
of life, chosen without regard to station, 
creed or color. Then why not the same 
procedure in martiaTiing the forces on 
the Home Front or those who are needed 
to care for the wounded and dying from 
the battle fronts? 

None will have the ineffable effrontery 
to deny that those doing the fighting de­
serve every support from those back of 
the lines. Then can they protest any move 
taken to insure that these who do our 
fighting for us will be provided amply 
with the implements of war or the care 
all the dictates of humanity prescribe 
when those in uniform are ill or wound-
ed? · 

The President's message must have 
been deeply re-assuring to the boys at 
sea, in the air and in the mud of Europe 
and the South Pacific. Thes_e same boys 
must burn, deep and slow, and not from 
sunbum, when they hear of the protests 
voiced against the showdown in which 
those who are able to work or fight or 
care for those who are fighting are all 
placed in the line of duty. 

Why grow lachrymose about the wom­
en who will be taken from their homes 
into nursing service, the men who will 
be drafted for work or battle, when ten 
million or more of their brothers are al­
ready under arms and are missing all the 
comforts those so belatedly affected have 
been enjoying? 

Yes, this is the showdown. This is ev­
erybody's war. In theOl'Y, at least, this is 
a democratic form of government, and 
universal conscription is the democratic 
way in a world at war.

Another new year starts, full of promise, and questions 
for American agriculture. Will the war end in 1945? 
How much food will Europe need from us? Will rationing 
and price controls be relaxed? What about the feed situ­
ation? These are but a few of the "ifs" we are up against 
when we make plans for the coming year. To help live­
stock producers, we here condense opinions recently 
expressed by War Food Administration economists. 

CATTLE: They foresee for '45 an increase in the num­
ber of cattle and calves slaughtered, partially as a 
result of the tendency to reduce the size of herds. 
They also expect an increase in the number of cattle 
fed for slaughter. From 1946 to 1949, they expect a 
gradual decline in slaughtering, with yearly slaughter 
around 28 to 29 million head. 

HOGS: Their estimate of total 1945 hog slaughter ill 
about 79 million, against approximately 100 million 
in '44. They expect hog production in 1946 to be close . 
to 1945 levels, depending on the feed situation. 

SHEEP, LAMBS: Slaughter in '45 will likely be the 
smallest since 1929, due to recent selling of breeding 
stock. By 1946, they see a demand far exceeding the 
supply, leading to possible expansion of flocks over 
the following five years. This trend may be upset by 
wool-factor uncertainties.
