| Cpl. Thomas Burga for his heroie
lrescue of two seriously wounded
American soldiers in Germany.

The citation accompanying the
medal reads, in part:

“In the vieinity of Gangelt, Ger-
many, on 2 Nov. '44 Cpl. Thomas
Burga, Jr,, 15043873, Troop E, 113th
Cav. Reen. Sq., Mech., was credited
with gallantry in action. On the
forezoing date, Cpl. Burga, with
complete disregard for his own safe-
ty, although seripusly wounded, went
forward into a heavy artillery bar-
rage and evacuated two serlously
wounded comrades to the compar-
ative safety of a foxhole. Cpl. Burga,
although hit in both legs, both arms,
face and barely able to remain con-
scious, administered first ald to the
wounded men and helped to evac-
uate them to the hospital before al-
lowing himself to be evacuated.”

Cpl. Burga, 25, a son of Thomas
Burga, Sr., of Edgar, entered the
service in July, 1940, His wife, Mar-
garet Goble Burga, and a bhaby
daughter, Tommy Carol, whom he
has never seen, reside at Lancer,
near here.

Weird Freight Differential Eliminated

LTHOUGH the uniform freight rate
gained by the South, along with the
entire country, in its long fight before

the Interstate Commerce Commission
does not alleviate all the industrial ills of
this section, it does eliminate one thing,
besides promising to help in other ways.

It eliminates that weird system where-
by a ton of coal is shipped from, say, De-
troit, to Atlanta, Ga., for a certain
amount, then the same ton of coal ship-
ped back to Detroit—the same distance,
over the same railway lines, even in the
same coal car—Tfor a freight charge
twenty-five cents or more higher.

Immediate effect of the uniform rate
may not be forthcoming, but eventually
it will help, It could mean that coal mines
of this section would not be forced into
idleness during a slack market while
northern coal operations operate at a
profit.

On the other hand, the South through
this decision loses its argument for lower
wages because of higher freight rates.

The ointment is not entirely flyless.
But justice is more nearly attained.

Afreraft and Cars — Important
steps have been taken along the road
toward reconversion, Civilian avia-
tion has been given the green light
and plans are being formulated for
the early resumption of automobile
production.

INFORMATION FOR
VETERANS

(Compiled by C. W. SALING,
U. 8. Employment Service)

AM I A VETERAN? This question
often arises in the minds of many
who have served in the armed forces
of the United States during the
present emergency,

To be a veteran of World War II
one must have been in the service of
the armed forces of the United
States after September 16, 1940, and
must have been discharged or re-
leased therefrom under conditions
other than dizhonorable. The term,
“armed forces," includes the army,
navy, marine corps, coast guard, na-
val reserve, coast guard reserve (ex-
glusive of coast guard reserve, tem-
porary), national naval volunteers,
WAC, WAVES, SPARS, and Ma-
rine Corps Woman's Reserve.

In order for a person to be given
veteran status with the US. Em-
ployment Serv and with many
other agencies, it 1s necessary that
he or she furnish documentary
proof of war service. Such proof
may consist of their discharge, a
certified photostatic copy of their
discharge, a certificate in lieu of lost
discharge, ar such proof as may be
obtained from the Army or Mu.5
Departments, Veterans' Admin-
i=tration, aor -

We are now entering into a perfod
of precarious exploration. Our pres-
ent undertaking would indicate that
our past accumulated experiences
are becoming futile.

T don’t con-
demn theoretical knowledge when it
is tempered with some practical
knowledge.

Supply and demand are out of
proportion. Why? Those who once
made and produced essential sup-
plies have left, gone into other fields
where better working conditions ex-
Ist and where better and more pay
Is offered. The old earth is bare; no
one left to till the soll.. Weather
conditions are adverse, ang the old
farmer, the from sun up to sun down
farmer, has grown old, unable to
produce, and mow, where is that
fellow from whom we can buy our
needs?

Factory wages have called him and
|our boys and girls. They are paid

from $7 to $15 per day. Will they
leave this good paying job to return
| to the farm to grow pigs, lambs and
cattle, or grow corn, potatoes, to-
bacco and frult, and take chanees on
having a stroke of spasmotic- hyper-
hydrosis, when disease, drought,
floods and frost strike? No. The
earth with all its potentialities will
not save us, unless somebody sweats
and tills its soll, and as their reward
obtains for thelr sweat more than
just enough to off-set their loss from
adverse conditions, but a living profit.

The fellow from whom we buy has
sold out. Who Is going to re-supply
him? Where will he get his supplies?
Can he re-stock ang sell at the pric-
es he formerly sold? No, he cannot
re-stock; the other fellow cannot
re-supply him, Is there a solution
for this situation? A re-shifting must
take place. Ambiguous regulations
must be clarified, and overlapping
governmental agencles abolished and
more practical men developed who
know the solution and will work with
the public.

The producer is in a state of con-
fusion due to impractical men for-
mulating and promulgating ambig-
uous regulations which are wholly
unclear to the public and business
man, The public and the business
man are in an un-workable, un-in-
dustrial straight-jacket, and, as a
result, some are going to the asy-
lum; some to the poor-house and
some to the penitentiary. They do
not know which corner to turn,
Everybody believes in price control,
and everyone wants to fully co-op-
erate, but, in the meantime, every-
body wants understanding and clar-
ification so their path may be clear
| and undoubtful, The producer will
| only return when these regulations
| have been made clear. Visit the pro-
ducer's stock-pile, see the deserted
pig-pen; look across the once-was
corn field; see the frost-killeq or-
chard, the wvacated hen-house, the
bug-destroyed potato and bean
patch. Count the hired men who are
in the field where the old men fell
out. After you have made this sur-
vey, ask yourself this question:
WHAT CAN I BUY FROM THE

The present
practice of entering the nearest
house, throwing the occupants into
the yard and taking over the prem-
ises will cease.

In America there are a remark-
able number of beautiful girls. These
Young ladies have not been liberat-
ed and many are gainfully employ-
ed as stenographers, sales girls, and
beauty operators or welders., Con-
trary to current practices they
should not be greeteq with a re-
sounding wolf howl, hound-dog bay,
or great dane bark, A proper greet-
ing Is, “Isn't it a lovely day?” or
“Have you ever been to Chicdadoo?”
‘This should be said in a controlled,
well modulated voice.

A typical American breakfast con-
sists of such strange food as eanta-
loupes, fresh eggs, milk, ham, etc.
These are highly palatable and
though strange in appearance are
extremely tasty. Butter, made of
cream, is often served. If you wish
some butter, vou turn to the person
nearest its and say, very quietly,
“Please pass the butfer.” You do not
say, “Throw me the goddam grease!”
Americans have a strange taste
for stimulants. The .drinks in com-
mon in the Pacific such as underripe
cocoanut “Kava,” “Five TUlcers,”
Pineapple “Swipe.,” or just gasoline,
bitters and water (commonly known
by the Hawallan term ‘“Okolohau”)
are not ordinarily acceptable in civi-
lian circles. These drinks should not
be served.

In the event the helmet is re-
tained by the individual, he will re-
frain from using it as a chair, wash
bowl, foot-bath, ete. All these de-
vices are furnished in the average
American home. If is not considered
good practice to squat native fash-
ion In a corner in the event all chairs
are occupled. The host will usually
provide suitable seats,

American dinners, in most cases,
consist of several items served in a
separate dish. The common prac-
tice of mixing various items, such as
cornbeef and pudding, or lima beans
and peaches to make them more
palatable will be refrained from. In
time the “separate dishes" will be-
come enjoyable.

Upon leaving a friend's home after
a visit, one may find his hat mis-
placed. Frequently it has been plae-
ed in a closet. One should turn to
one’s host and say, “Don't seem to
have my hat, could you help me find
it?" Do not say, “Don’t anyone move
or leave this room, some one has
stolen my hat."

Whiskey, a common American
drink, may be offered to the sailor
or soldier on social otcaslons. It is
considered a reflection on the uni-
form to snateh the bottle from the
hostess ang drain the bottle, cork
and all. All individuals are cautioned
to exercise the extreme of control in
these circumstances.

In motjon picture theatres, seats
are provided. Helmets are not re-
quired. It is not considered good
form to whistle every time a female
over eight or under ninety caresses
the screen, If vision is impaired by
the person in the seat in front, there
are plenty of other seats which can
be occupied. Do not hit him across
the head and say, “Move your head,
Jerk, I can’t see a damn thing.”

Upon retiring, one will often find
a pair of pajamas laid out on the
bed. (Pajamas, it should be explain-
ed, are two pieces of garment which
are donned aiter all clothing has
been removed). The soldier or sail-
or, when confronted by these gar-
ments, should assume an air of fa-
miliarity ang act as though he were
used to them.

They left no live
Japs and took no prisoners exeept
us prisoners whom they took back
to' freedom. We didn't know they
were any place near us unfil they
opened fire, though American planes
had circled over the camp contin-
ually for & day or two before the
Rangers struck. This was to draw
the attention of our guards. Only
two Rangers were lost in this action,
so far as T could legrn, but some 20
Filipino guerillas were marked as
missing, T never learned if they ever
showed up.

“The Rangers had big native carts
and the sick and woundeq were
hanled away in these. Some of the
boys were able to march as much as
15 miles but most of us fell out at
frequent intervals. But there was
no Jap standing there to run a bay-
onet into us or to club us to death
when we did fall out.

“I tell you, there aren’t any words
to describe the feelings of a fellow
af a time like that after all we went
through., All T can say, it was a
damn’ good feeling and we cerfainly
learned to appreciate what the
American flag means,”

Incidentally, Robinson was one of
the few American prisoners to be-
come a casualty in the liberation.
This ninth bullet to hit him caused
a flesh wound in the leg.

Cpl. Robinson wears the Silver
Star for gallantry in action, the
Philippine Liberation and Pre-Pearl
Harbor ribbons, the Purple Heart,
the Good Conduct medal and has
two Presidential citations with one
Oak Leaf cluster.

At the time of Cpl. Robinson’s
liberation his brother, Seaman First
Class Hansel Robinson, was aboard
a heavy cruiser engaged in the naval
operation connected with the Amer-
jean invasion of the Philippines.
They did not meet till Seaman Rob-
inson returned home on leave Te-
cently—his first leave since “boot”
training in 1943, Member of a heavy
gun crew, Robinson had spent only
six nights ashore since he was sent
to sea in September, 1943. He wears
four battle stars representing action
off the Marshall and Gilbert islands;
at Iwo Jima ang during the early
part of the Okinawa campaign.
Possessor of the Philippine Libera-
tion ribbon and ribbons for Amer-
iean, Pacific and Asiatic theatres
of war, and veteran of long sea
action, Seaman Robinson still finds
one of his most memorable exper-
fences the visit of natives from &
Pacific island aboard ship.
